Appendix:  Astrology and Souls

The reason that astrology will never be a science is that astrology is really studying the relationship of the subjective and the objective in the world.  Each soul is utterly unique, goes back through the endless to the utterly infinitely distant origin of all things.  Since each soul has its unique metaphysics, each group, each joining of souls is unique and has its own metaphysics.  Astrology will find different patterns, depending on the souls, or groups of souls, it is dealing with.  There is no universal astrology that is valid in all situations.  There are no measurable astrological laws as there are natural laws.  Astrology is rooted in the hidden supernatural and variable subjective, not the measurable and relatively uniform objective.

This is why so many diverse astrological systems seem to work.  This is why astrological patterns are rarely verified in empirical studies.  Those patterns that are found are temporary and fleeting and disappear with further and broader analysis.  This is because astrology seeks hints in the objective world that point to hidden subjective world.  That world is private and variable just as the objective world is public and regular.  The laws of the subjective are private and belong to each monad.  Astrology is not about the visible world; rather it is about variable indicators in the visible that point to variable sources in the invisible.  There can be no science of astrology.  When astrology starts to become science it is tell us about the measurable and ceasing to tell us about its hidden root.  It is the job of astrology to look for that hidden root.

Appendix:  Jerusalem, Qumran, and the Jews:

Jerusalem, Qumran, and places like were in the business of religion and ritual.  They provided religious and ritual order to communities seeking some synthesis of the Egyptian, Mesopotamian, Persian, Hellenic, and aboriginal cultural patterns that were found in their area.  The common people sought some way of belong that could include the diverse patterns of their different ancestors.  Kings and emperors sought patterns that would be inclusive of diverse cultures.  Jerusalem and Qumran were in the business of selling those commodities.  Jerusalem specialized in the public and Qumran in the monastic varieties of these religious goods.

The Jews where who ever bought these commodities with tithes and other payments.  The notion of some kind of Jewish race, the notion that the books written to support the rival priesthoods of Jerusalem and other priestly centers were a true history is absurd.  It is likely that many of the people we call Phoenicians were ancestors of the peoples that often decided to become Jews, to make their religious payments in Qumran and Jerusalem.  

All evidence points to Christianity being a special fragment of the Jerusalem and Qumran religious market that happened to take in many Hellenic and Roman peoples and develop its own variant of the Jewish systems.  There is evidence that the Christian scriptures are a record of this fragment written in the pesher codes found in the scrolls from the caves of Qumran (Dead Sea Scrolls)

As Jerusalem became more integrated into the existing religious system, the sources of these cultural syntheses moved out toward places like Mecca, Nepal, and Tibet.  Today, India and Nepal, Los Angeles and North America are playing this role of places on the fringes where it is possible to purchase a new religious synthesis:  Salt Lake City, Unity Village in Missouri, the Ramakrishna Mission from Calcutta, etc., etc.

One of the first combinations to form was the merging of the polytheistic mythology of Greece and the astrological systems of Mesopotamia.  This synthesis gradually split apart in to the mythology associated with Humanism and the astrology associated with Occultism.  It was replaced with the Christian synthesis, which combined the belief in immortality and resurrection, coming out of the worship of Osiris in Egypt, with the Persian belief in the war of good and evil.  Similar combinations generated the religious and philosophical systems of India and China.

Over time, these systems tended to develop myths appropriate to the climates they were associated with.  The notion of the vegetation cycle of death and return was very appropriate to areas influenced by Monsoon rains.  Belief systems involving reincarnation tended to spread through these areas.

The notion of a supreme jealous god and of resurrection of the dead was much more appropriate to desert areas where sudden rains generate sudden regenerations of annual flowers and foliage.  These dry areas allowed the preservation of books and ancient documents and encourage the association of this jealous god with ancient formulas preserved in holy books like the Torah, the Koran and the Zend Avesta.

Areas of constant heat and recycling of organic material tended to support a belief in an endless flux.  An example is the belief systems of the Buddhism of Sri Lanka and Southeast Asia.  The universal presence of the Sun and the Ocean supports the belief in universal systems and energies:  the Brahman and Dharma of Hinduism, the Nirvana of Buddhism, the Manna of Polynesia.

River valleys with a consistent cycle of seasons, like those of China, support belief systems that view existence as pair of opposites.  Heaven opposes Earth and male Yang opposes Female Yin to make a universal harmony like the opposition of spring and fall, of winter and summer.  This is the Way (Tao) of nature, just as a river valley is the way of the water of the river that does not resist but just flows (Taoism).

Aboriginal environments support the belief of the union of the subjective and objective in single systems (Animism).

Developed areas put greater emphasis on human knowledge and human power (Science and Technology).  Geographical situations like those of Western Europe and New England may foster belief systems that emphasize the individual and allow for the mutual survival of different opinions and divergent systems of thought.

Appendix: More About the Soul.

Each soul has its own unique metaphysics and is attracted to soul with similar peculiarities.  Together groups of souls that attracted each other may form a universe or a system of universes through the power of their mutual attachment.

Souls go through peculiar cycles of clumping and separating, of union and division.  It is difficult to tell if our impressions of previous lives come from our own lives, or the lives of those we have clumped with (that are exchanging material with us, bonding with us at some deep level).  It is difficult to make sense of material out of the deep hidden roots of these subjective systems.

Impressions of our most recent lives may be valid, because these are in the process of emerging into the objective (out of the subjective depths).  It is much more difficult to figure out deeper material.  This may come from symbol systems in our mythological right hemispheres, from collective systems and the depths of the cosmology of the world, or from other primitive time system to which we have bonded at some deep existential level.  It is not impossible to have soul mothers and father just as we have physical mothers and fathers.

Each soul is unique.  Each soul is on its own separate time line out of the eternal.  Each soul is its own unique cosmological system.  Each soul carries its own unique creative spark broken out of the infinite at its endlessly distant roots.

It has taken an eternity for the soul to develop to the point it can attach to human consciousness and human form.  It takes most souls all the energy they have to achieve rebirth in human form, to fight off the rival souls that seek to attach to the available living human bodies.  There is no piece of the past, no impression of past lives that is not invested in the process of rebirth.  The soul becomes bound to its astrological fate as a price of its achievement of attachment to material form.  The soul is an addict willing to pay anything, even its freedom, its memory of past lives, in order to obtain a new human attachment.

That is why the soul does not believe itself immortal or spiritually free.  It has spent its freedom and its knowledge of its origins on attachment to a human existence and the pleasures that come with that existence.  Those souls that do seek freedom and awareness of immortality wall themselves off from other souls in the process of doing this and trap themselves inside a hell in which the only available attachment is to something demonic, something in a cosmos with a lower level of organization, something isolated from the normal progression of spiritual development.

There are souls that become martyrs to other souls that become codependent on local worlds.  Souls that are so attached to other souls that they are unable to separate their spiritual history from that of others.  The truly liberated soul seeks joy, peace, virtue, love, altruism without attachment, without attempts to gain control of others, without dependence on local systems.
