A is for Age:

Different ages have different tasks.  The task of each age seems to progress to a higher levels of organization.  Youth is all about energy and young adulthood is all about biology.  An old man is a sack full of memories, is an aging information processing system.  The old age game is all about passing on that information to new storage systems.  It is all about how to get it out.  How to tell the story.

The joy is in the process, in the game.  As you get older new games appear.  The stakes are raised in these games.  They are more difficult.  They are a greater challenge.  They are harder to play.

For an accomplished game player that is what it is all about.  The more difficult the game, the more challenge, the more joy, the more fun in the process.  The easy games are for children, for the young, these games would be boring to an experienced player.

Who can’t win the games of life with a beautiful young body and lots of time for each play?  It is a challenge to play with an old ugly body and far less time to make the moves (death comes soon).  Age increased the challenges.  For the experienced player, it should increase the joy.

The experienced player is not afraid of death.  It does not affect his play.  He has long ago ceased to identify himself with the ever-changing flesh.  He has discovered that he is a collection of thoughts and feelings.

B is for Beauty:

The aging player has usually lost his beauty long ago.  If he is a good player, he has discovered that the game of life can be played with just as much joy without the burden of that worldly commodity.  

When the aging player decides to play the beauty game, he plays it with members of his own age group or with life itself.  He compares his wrinkles and his bent form with the gnarled beauty of an ancient tree.

The problem is generated when the old attempt to play the beauty games of the young, when they fail to remember that those games are over, that there are new games to play, challenging games, games for senior players, games that no youngster would ever be able to play.

Having given up the attempt to be eternally young and beautiful, he should have rediscovered himself as eternal energy that cannot be created or destroyed but only changed in form.  He now belongs to life, to its endless mathematical potential for changing forms.  He is a set of feelings and thoughts that belongs to the eternal universe of thought and feeling potential.  He is a product of eternal superspace, of the superpoints that crawl like worms through this immortal mathematics to generate the everyday experience of this local universe.

He has discovered himself as something eternal and universal that is endlessly discovering new variations.

C is for Cosmos:

There is an infinity of ways of interpreting the cosmos.  It can be viewed as the result of “superworms” generating “superpoints” that crawl through a “superspace” of infinite dimensions, like that described in the works of John Archibald Wheeler and Martin Gardner (See “The Colossal Book of Mathematics” by Gardner).

It can be seen as an endless dance of variations in eternal mathematical potential danced in an eternal energy that is neither created nor destroyed, as described by Capra in “The Tao of Physics.”  Mortality and death are a local experience in a larger whole that does not die.  Our information systems potential and our energy belong to that greater whole.

When I identify with that greater whole, I do not fear death for I see myself as a local variation of that greater undying cosmic dance.  The wonder and joy of cosmic life now belong to me because I have chosen to join the dance rather than to separate from it.

There are different seasons to that dance.  Infancy is the season to grow in.  Youth is the season to reproduce.  With age comes the season to parent.  Old age is the season to reflect and remember.  The old are like flowers turning to fruit and finally to seed.  The challenge is to ripen and allow the seeds to be dispersed, to fade from the local into the endless game.  Youth is a separation from the dance to gain selfish glory.  Old age ends that selfish play.

D is for Dance:

I can complain that the dance I have to dance is too hard, or I can enjoy the challenge and do the best I can with it.  The larger dancing will go on regardless, life will not stop for me.  The endless cycle of birth and death will not cease for me.  I cannot separate myself from it forever.  I am eternal as a part of it.  The cycle is my immortality.

It is tragic only as long as I insist on holding on to the easy games of youth, only as long as I confuse old memories with current reality.  There is no tragedy to something as old and ancient as death and dying.  We cannot selfishly hang on to the pleasures of our personal energy dance forever.  Our carbon atoms, our energy, our life substance, belongs to the immortal cosmic dance and the time comes when we must return to the greater dance and leave the selfish pleasures of our local play behind us.

This leaving game is a difficult game.  It is not a game for inexperienced players.  It is not enjoyable to those who like things simple and easy.  It is not a child’s game.

But, I have danced the cosmic energy dance for many seasons.  I should have learned new forms of play.  I should have graduated from the simple, from the easy games of children.  I should be ready for some difficult, for some challenging plays.  I should be ready for the hardest steps of the endless dancing, the steps in which I am transformed from one form of the dance to others.  Having danced through many endings, I should be ready for the final steps.

E is for Eternity:

There are many interpretations of eternity.  Thermodynamics tells me that the energy in me is neither created nor destroyed, it simply takes new forms.  Mathematics tells me that the information within me, and the forms that structure my mind and body, are infinitely repeatable variations in mathematical form potential.

Chemistry tells me that the atoms in my body and brain are older than the Sun and will survive for billions of years after the death of my body.

The Physicist John Archibald Wheeler visualized an eternal superspace of infinite dimensions, with superpoints crawling through it like worms, generating local mortal worlds that are endlessly repeatable as the movements of these superworms endlessly regenerate them out of infinite cosmological potential.

This superspace would be equivalent to the Heaven, the Dharma (Cosmic Law), the Nirvana, the Void of the ancients.  The worms would be the Karma (Creative Action) that causes Heaven to create Earth, that causes the wheel of cosmic Dharma to turn and generate birth and death.  

The individual dimensions of superspace that generate a particular form would be its Atman or Jiva (its soul).  Superspace as a whole would be the Holy Spirit, the Wisdom, the Mind of God.

F is for Form:

As I age, I have a choice.  I can try to play an easy game, a child’s game.  I can torture myself with self-pity when I discover that these simple games will no longer work because I no longer have the energy and youth to play them.  I can choose to enjoy the more difficult games that come with age.  I can take up the challenge.  I can try my hand at these challenging plays.  Having mastered the game of reproduction, the game of adulthood, I can try my hand at the game of life at its final edges.  Having learned to play the game with one hand tied behind me, I can try the play without hands or feet, or eyes or ears, or even all my brain.

To enjoy the game, I must detach from particular plays.  I cannot hang on to passing forms of play.  I cannot try to be a child when childhood is over.  I cannot yearn for what is no more.  I must let go and go on.  I must let forms change.  I cannot attach too much to a particular form of play.

There is nothing constant in the forms that things take.  Form is constantly changing.  The form of my life changes constantly till it finally changes into something else at death.  This is a painful change only when I make it painful by my attachment to passing forms, by my failure to let go of old forms of being.

The myths we use to interpret existence take many forms.  What a student of Physics calls “superspace” and the “superpoint” become “Heaven,” “Holy Spirit,” and “God the Father” in Christian theology.  They are forms of mind.

G is for God:

God is a mythological form that can have various metaphysical interpretations.  God can be the superpoint and superspace can be the Heaven, or Holy Spirit or Holy Wisdom (Santa Sophia), within which the superpoint, or “Prime Mover,” moves. 

My image of Jesus is a form of my mind that can symbolize this superpoint emerging in the history of the cultural events that help generate the furniture of my brain.  This “logos” frame of mind can save me from the hell of trying to make myself immortal by reminding me that I am already immortal in the larger framework of eternal energy, eternal thermodynamic process, and eternal mathematical potential that is the source of my personal experience.

I have a choice.  I can be saved into this larger framework or allow myself to be trapped in the mortal games of my limited local framework, my local hell, bound by the limited focus of my personal lust, envy, and greed, bound by the poverty of my selfish thoughts and actions.

In Buddhist theology, the larger structure is Nirvana and Buddhamind, the void from which all form emerges.  The superpoint is primal Karma, is the Buddhasattva as pure love.  The logos that saves is the Buddha and the blowing out, the Nirvana process reached through the noble eightfold path of right views, right vocation, etc.

Other theologies develop different interpretations.

H is for Hindu:

In Hinduism, this superspace would be Purusha, Divine Mind.  Its order would be Dharma, Divine Law.  The Karma that moves over it would emerge as God, as Brahma when it creates, Vishnu when it maintains, Shiva when it destroys, as the worm (or superpoint) moves on.  The aspects generated by the superpoint, the local logos, would be an Avatar, a manifestation, such as Krishna, Jesus, or Buddha.  The whole system, superspace and superpoint would be Brahman.

The local points of superspace that generate me would be my soul, my Jiva, my Atman, my Buddha use of Buddhamind.  I would be an Avatar, a manifestation of God-superpoint, Brahmin-Nirvana-Purusha-Superspace.  Superspace as the ultimate substrate would be Dharma and the worm of energy that activates it, Karma.

Buddhism emphasizes the ultimate substrate (Nirvana).  Jainism emphasizes the individual dimensions of that substrate (Jiva or soul).  Hinduism emphasizes their dynamic integration in a transcendent whole (Brahman).  Islam, Devotional Hinduism, and Sikhism emphasize the superpoint, the worm that activates the whole (God, Allah, Vishnu, Shiva etc.).  Yoga and the Darsanas emphasize the processes required to find these elements and unite with them (ultimate goal of Yoga).  They are different ways of looking, different ways of interpreting the larger whole.  This whole is called “superspace” in the model developed by Wheeler.

I is for Individual:

The superspace model invented by Wheeler assumes that superspace is mechanistically determined and the superpoint that activates it moves randomly.  This is a model that is biased toward the point of view of mechanistic physics.

A model could just as easily be presented in which indeterminate elements entered into superspace, in which the cosmic void emerged from the creativity of local space (where local space emerges from some sort of primal subjective freedom).  Superspace now takes on more of the character of the “Mind of God” as known to Islam and Christianity.  

All sorts of variations are possible that give greater or lesser importance to freedom or to order, to the individual or the collective, to the finite or the infinite, to the atomic or the cosmic, to this universe or the ground that generated this universe.  The emphasis is one of taste and temperament for there is no technique, no form of meditation, no form of reason, no Darsana that can fully illuminate the ultimate.  That is why the Buddhists, with their emphasis on the ultimate illumination, called the ultimate “Nirvana” (blowing out) and described it simply as “gone, gone, gone, gone utterly beyond.”

Concern with the nature of the ultimate model is a pastime of the young, who have more time to ruminate about the metaphysical game.  

J is for Jesus:

Those who grow old enough will face the final play in which they will soon meet Jesus.  Jesus is a mythical archetype like Buddha and Santa Claus.  He exists in the Heaven of the inner mind.  The concern over his coming in the flesh is simply part of a Western way of interpreting things, which tends to emphasize Left Brain processes such as verbalizations and factual realizations (Jesus as the holy word (logos) who died on the cross).

But, the final play, for those in the end times of their lives, is a personal one.  The final journey is private and takes place within the privacy of the brain.  The deeper aspect of the play is personal and subjective and Right Brain in its character.  The true Jesus is like Santa Claus.  He lives in the mythological North Pole of the Heaven of the inner heart, the eternal Christmas-Easter of the soul.

He is not just Jesus.  He is the hero with a thousand faces described in the works of Joseph Campbell.  Sometimes he is Osiris, Hercules, Krishna, Buddha, Moses, Mohammed.  He takes a thousand different forms.  But, always he stands in front of us, or beside us, in the last moments of the final play.

No theology can help us in this final game.  Theology must be left aside.  The church and the temple cannot go where we are going.  No ritual can reach this deeper place.  Theology, church, temple, belong to the young, who pretend to search for God, but seek status in the world.

K is for Kami:

“Kami” is the Japanese word for the spirits in nature.  Michael Gazzaniga points out, in his book “The Social Brain,” that we develop religious beliefs that make sense of our environment.  Religious beliefs developed around the great empires and international movements tend to center on a single god, single law, single experience as the basis of everything: God, Jehovah, Allah, Dharma, Brahman, Heaven, Nirvana, Buddhamind, Energy, Superspace, Nature, etc.

Tribal societies often explain their world as the product of a multitude of gods and spirits inhabiting everything.  The belief in these spirits (kami) is often called “animism” (from anima, Latin for spirit or soul).  In his book, titled “Zen Physics,” David Darling points out that just because science cannot measure the subjective, but must study the objective, does not mean the subjective is not an integral part of existence.

I agree with Darling that the implications of a unified superspace, a unified void generating a unified cosmos full of a union of energy and changing mathematical forms, is a unified subjectivity, some kind of Buddhist Nirvana, Hindu Brahman.  But, existence is actually just as much local quantum effect as it is cosmic space-time.  It is just as valid to look at it as the infinitely complex infinitesimal as it is to look it as the universal infinite.  It is just as valid to look at it as local freedom as endless order.  It seems to me it is as much Kami, Jiva, spirit, soul as it is Dharma, Nirvana, etc.

L is for Logos:

The interpreter module of our brain wants to put a logical spin to things, wants to interpret things in terms of the local story, the local myth, the local idea of the rational.  This interpretation may involve notions such as Jesus, Buddha, Krishna, Allah, thermodynamics, superspace, energy, etc.   The deeper roots of existence are beyond the limits of any rational system of interpretation, beyond the limits of any objective science.  

Our deep roots are in the Kami, the infinitesimal bits of nothingness that are the source of the creativity that generates our subjective states.  In that sense we do have souls.  Our souls are our free and creative subjectivity that emerges out of creative nothingness to attach to the particular objective forms generated by our brains and our bodies.  This irrational root transcends any logos or logic.  It is the pure buddhamind that slays the gods of reason.

Our Western view of this, our Western logic, is a twisted fabric of synthesis.  The Mesopotamian polytheistic world frames our notion of the many demons of hell (under Satan).  The Egyptian centralized triune system provides our vision of the Trinity of God’s persons ruling Heaven.  A Persian notion of the war of good and evil, with good triumphing through the intervention of a Savior and a Holy Book, is used to knit these together.  Greek metaphysics is used to tie Hebrew myths and practices and Hebrew gods into a system of Church government and rituals based on the practices and language of Imperial Rome.

M is for Mind:

Our notion of “mind” is perverted by this twisted synthesis.  Mind for us is something with a soul that is able to do the Egyptian, Hebrew, Greek, Latin religious dance, is able to do the Latin legal/moral dance.  The Greek science dance.  It must be able to be immortal, but only through the intervention of a high god.  It must have free will, reason; it must do all necessary moral tricks so it can be an entity useful to the political and legal systems.  It must be teachable.  It must also conform to all the requirements of the latest philosophical, psychological, and scientific models.

It most cases, we are talking about executive and interpreter functions associated with the left hemisphere portions of the frontal lobes of the cerebrum of our brains.  When these functions support our effective participation in public communication and publicly observed behavior, we are said to be of “sane mind.”  When they do not function or mind is said to be “developmentally delayed,” suffering from “psychosis,” suffering from “mental disorders,” suffering from “mental disorders,” suffering from “brain trauma,” suffering from “dementia,” “intoxication,” etc.


The ancient Greek philosopher Aristotle mentioned “vegetative,” “animal,” and “human” souls.  Our modern notions would substitute “information systems” for the concept Aristotle called “soul.”  Plants derive their “vegetative” information from their genetic codes.  The nervous system stores information in animals.

N is for Nervous System:

What Aristotle called the “animal soul” seems to be what scientists describe as the ability of nervous systems to record and process data.  The most outstanding capacity to record and process data developed by a nervous system is that capacity to learn generated in the cerebrum of the human brain.  The left hemisphere of that cerebrum develops the capacity to use and understand language.  It is that ability that is the source of the human information processing system that we call the “human mind.”  It is that system that Aristotle seems to have associated with his so-called “rational” or “human soul.”

There is no evidence for the existence of anything supernatural in the nervous system.  However, our ideas about the nervous system presume the existence of a supernatural subjectivity that cannot be measured that is the source of the natural objectivity that is measured.  Polanyi discusses these assumptions in his book “Personal Knowledge.”

We make a mistake when we assume that this supernatural element associated with the nervous system is necessarily universal and cosmic and conforms to our objective ideas of nature.   The subjective cannot be objectively known and measured.  It is the ground that presumes the figure, the supernatural that comes before the natural.  Its final outline is as free and unknown as the objective is ordered and known.  This living element of the nervous system is wild and untamed, cannot be put under the microscope.

O is for Open:

The real soul is the aspect of the subjective that is creative and open.  It is the infinitesimal nothingness that cuts the infinite open and gives it life.  There is no evidence for the soul.  The soul cannot give evidence.  The soul is the creative becoming that generates the evidence we see.  We cannot see or prove it because it is the ultimate observer that begins the very process of observation itself.

The closed metaphysical systems of the world’s great empires refuse to attribute any power to the soul.  They either deny the existence of the soul, as in humanistic science and Buddhism, or make it totally subservient to some universal god or cosmic order, as in Christianity, Islam, Hinduism, Taoism, and Confucianism.

Only the native peoples of the world still recognize the soul as free, as the creative agent from which all other reality emerges.  Only native philosophical systems dare to view existence as something still open, still creative, emerging out of an endless fountain, infinitesimally small, yet endlessly ripping through the cosmic reality to generate something utterly new.  This is the true Buddha, the true Krishna, the true Jesus, the true Logos, the true Mohammed, the true Moses, the Moses of the heart that rediscovers the inner chamber of subjectivity that is the existential inexistence that remakes all things.

Existentialism recognizes this inexistence, but only shamanism and animism know it as the creative source.

P is for Purgatory:

Purgatory is what is created when that tiny bit of creative nothingness attaches itself to the finite in order to obtain measurable power in the objective world.  The result is the deadly sins, is lust, greed, pride, envy, anger, etc.  The result is the kama (desire) that is the source of suffering.  This purgatory eventually tights its grip and is transformed into a hell of death and torment.

The soul in its creative nothingness is endlessly made new.  Because it is nothing, it cannot age, cannot decay, cannot die.  Only when it attaches to the finite, to objective power, does it experience decay, aging, death, and torment.  The Jains call this soul, when it turns from lust and greed and rediscovers its detached nothingness, the pure Sattva (spirit).  The Buddhist calls it Buddha.  This is the poor in spirit condition that the Sermon on the Mount tells us will give us entrance to Heaven (Nirvana), will deliver us from Purgatory.

The soul is the infinitesimal link between the infinite and the finite, just as the infinitesimal sides of a circle are infinitely repeated to make a finite form.  The infinite is the whole (holy) spirit of the Christian trinity.  The infinitesimal is the Son, the creative logos of the infinite.  The point of their union is the ultimate transcendent, the Father-Mother that is the final source of all.

In Hinduism, the soul is the Jiva, the Atman, the avatar that interprets the one whole.  That whole is Brahman and its union with the Atman is Shiva, Vishnu as final lord.

Q is for Quantum:

Information is weightless.  An infinite amount of system, of information can be stored in an infinitesimal quantity of energy.  In infinity of infinities of universes within universes and systems within systems can exist in order to support the existence of a single quantum.  There is no limit to the complexity that is possible in supporting the observer principle of quantum events.

These infinites are capable of infinite extension.  When the subjective extends the objective infinitely into the creative source, into the ultimate possible, the natural is reversed into the supernatural, the actual into the possible, the close into the open.   Because the infinitesimal attaches to either the infinite or the quantum finite, it is like an endless weightless dust that is the creative source of all existence.  It is the subjectivity that leads all objectivity.  It is the fundamental creative openness that tips the energy balance in superspace from the random to the purposeful and generates the worms that move through superspace to generate the manifest universes.  It is the creative logos, the word that comes before all other things.

This infinitesimal soul stuff is hierarchical in its order.  That which attaches to the infinite is angelic, is godlike, is a Buddha-Bodhisattva, is an avatar, a messenger of the one.  That which attaches to the finite, to the quantum, is in Purgatory, in Hell, is demonic or asleep.  Is trapped in its nothingness, or its local power system.  Each quantum event may have its own soul.

R is for Rational Soul:

There may be as many bits of this infinitesimal creative subjectivity in the body as there are quantum events in the body.  Most of these are basically asleep.  They exist at a level of subjective development that is a best dreamlike.  In the hierarchy of these souls, the lead soul, the one that is associated with the personality, is the creative subjectivity associated with the interpreter module, the part of the brain that speaks for the brain and interprets the results of the rest of the brains processes.

The interpreter module of the brain, with its ability to handle language, seems to be something like the “Rational Soul” of Aristotle.  It is the lead subjectivity that is associated with the brains decisions, with the conscious mind states associated with the explanations the brain gives for its actions.  It is the spokesman for the rational element of the person.

That we focus on this highly organized ability does not mean it is all there is to the person.  It is simply the aspect of the person that is the focus of public attention.  It is the source of what Freud called the “Ego.”  The part of the mind that functions as the spokesmen for the more primitive and less focal elements of the nervous system.  The subjectivity within its objectivity, the being from within of the quantum states that cause it to take external form, this is the Rational Soul, this is the Jiva, the Atman, the Buddhamind that acts as the lead soul for all other subjective elements within.

S is for Subjectivity:

The subjective is the deep aspect of the objective.  The objective is the measurable side of quantum events, of the physics and chemistry that creates the visible world.  The subjective is the part of this that cannot be measured.  It has both infinite and infinitesimal elements just as an infinite number of infinitesimal sides are needed before the finite shape of a circle emerges from its weightless potential.

The infinitesimal is the creative portion.  It is the beginning because it generates the nothing, the creative void, the rips, the holes in the ground stuff of the infinite.  It is the existential inexistence that begins all things.  The infinite, the endless is the product of its unlimited creativity.  This unlimited creativity is God the parent, is the Budhisattva-Buddhamind.  Its infinite product is Brahman, Nirvana, or Holy Spirit.  Its infinitesimal creativity is the avatar, messenger, Buddha, Jesus logos hidden in the depths of the Rational Soul, in the Christmas of the inner heart.

Where there is objectivity, there is subjectivity also.  Passion is the subjective being from within of energy and mind of the form that energy takes.  Lesser mind is asleep.  Great mind is awake in the Rational Soul of the interpreter modules of great beings.  Its symbol is the avatar, messiah, Buddha, Son of God, messenger, avatar, logos.  The quantum events that underlie existence represent the union of the subjective and the objective so that the creative ground of being can give rise to a particular observed event.

T is for Transcendent:

The subjective world is the transcendent.  It is not finite.  It attaches to the finite, but it remains infinite and infinitesimal.  It is not measurable.  It is not knowable by science.  It is stupid to try to know it through science.  It is the deep portion, not the shallow portion.  Because it is infinite in part, all our hypotheses about it are true in part.  Because it is infinitesimal creativity in part, all our hypotheses are out of date, are false, because it has creatively gone on to become something utterly new.  It is spirit that demands worship in spirit; it is the god of the living and not of the dead.

We endlessly develop mythologies, astrologies, occult systems, theologies, scriptures, creeds, dogmas, cosmologies, cosmogonies, metaphysical systems, dursanas, etc., to try and control it, to keep it in place.  Each empire develops its own great religion or philosophy to try to contain it within regular limits.  The ancient Indian empire invented a Buddhist theology.  Subsequent Indian empires invented Hindu theologies.  The Roman Empire developed a Catholic theology.  The British Empire generated an Anglican-Episcopal theology.  The Soviet Empire had its Marx-Leninist metaphysics.  But, the creative infinitesimal rips through all our systems and generates the quantum realm of the endlessly new.

Quantum reality is the death of the superspace God and her resurrection as creative novelty in the quantum now.  She breaks Newtonian imperial space into the living moment.

U is for Universe:

The Universe described by physics is simply the visible form that reality seems to take.  It is the measurable surface.  The meaning of what is within that surface is endlessly changeable.  It is simply what our subjective being within chooses to be.  How that being from within emerges from its infinitesimal beginnings within the infinite to attach to the finite is the subject of endless interpretations, each of which is true in part.

The deeper Universe is something like that described by Western science and something like that described by Eastern occultism.  It is astrological in part and dialectical materialist in part.  It is Buddhist in part and Islamic in part.  It is Indian in part and Chinese Taoist in part.  It is Idealist in part and Pragmatist in part.  It is like the metaphysics of Hume in part, like that of Liebnitz, of Berkeley, of Plato, of Aristotle.  No system can capture it because it is always becoming something new.  

In a sense we have many souls and in a sense only one soul.  In a sense we have no soul and in sense we are nothing but soul.  The Jains are correct in saying that it is all the Jiva soul.  The Buddhist is correct in saying the Jiva soul does not exist.  The Christians are correct in saying you must know Jesus to be saved and that everything was made by the Christian God.  The Moslems are correct is saying that Jesus was only a prophet.  The atheists are correct in saying the Christian God does not exist.  Subjective being cannot be captured in objective formulas.

V is for Value:

The objective side of reality is scientific.  The objective side of reality has its measurable elements that are predictable according to the principles of Thermodynamics.  That aspect of reality has its empirical hard edges, its empirical truths.  But it’s meaning, its value, is subjective.  This subjective side is deep and hidden rather than shallow and is found inside rather than without.

This value aspect is living and creative.  This value aspect extends beyond the finite into creative infinitesimal and infinite depths.

Moral notions deal with persons as the creators of the language that describes values.  Moral notions recognize the special importance of that person.  The values and the morality associated with person imply a subjectivity beyond the objectivity of the world.  It is possible to consider something to be sacred within this system, to have infinite value.

Infinite values rip through the assumptions that drive the economics of the finite world and its finite science.  If we sell something of infinite value for a finite price to generate finite profit, the actual result is an infinite loss.  The subjective element within the process of valuation rips through the assumptions built into our economic and political systems and powders them into dust.

That dust is understood by the aboriginal mind.

W is for Wild:

The aboriginal understands the wild element of the real.  The aboriginal understands the ability of the objective to shatter into a million spirits within the subjective.  The aboriginal understands the ability of the objective to yield to the infinite creativity of the subjective, for finite objective values to be shattered into infinite and infinitesimal values that emerge out of the wild, the untamed aspect of existence.

The aboriginal does not expect to understand or know or accurately measure all things.  The aboriginal wisdom has depths far greater than civilized wisdom that is trapped in the civilized assumption that all things are subject to law and control and that submission to control is better than creative freedom.  Civilized religion puts emphasis on commandments, on obedience to God and Church.  Aboriginal religion puts emphasis on the sacred and the freedom of the sacred to become what it will become within the uncontrollable wildness that is the creative source of mind and nature.

Civilized religion emphasizes the package, the surface, the known.  Aboriginal religion looks to the contents, the depth the wild and the unknown.

The atheist, theist, and agnostic are all products of civilization.  The aboriginal is too wise to limit his walk to one of these civilized paths.  The true God transcends the limits of atheism, theism, or agnosticism.  God is still wild.

X is for Xenophobia:

Civilized religion and philosophy all suffer from Xenophobia, from fear of the stranger.  The true God is the stranger, the unknown, the unknowable, the wild one who “becomes what he-she becomes.”  The true God comes to the Hindu as a Jew, comes to the Christian as a Moslem, comes to the Atheist as a Theist and to the Fundamentalist as a Marxist.  God endlessly presents herself and we know her not, because we are trapped within the finite to which we have become attached.

We claim we want God, that we want immortality.  We actually desire god-like status on Earth and god-like immortality on Earth.  We do not care about the transcendent, we only care about the world, about the body, about the finite things to which we are attached, for which we know lust and greed, for which we know endless pride and jealousy.

The solution is to rediscover our selves as attached to a body that is a part of an ecological community.  We are only a part of a larger system of living things and chemical systems in an ecological network that connects us to the Sun and stars.

The more I understand about the starfish and the tree, the more affinity I feel for them and the less fear I have of my energy and atoms returning to the pool of energy and matter from which they come.  I am a part of this immortal ecology.  It made me.  It is the creator I return to in death.

Y is for Yahweh:

Yahweh is Hebrew for “I become what I  become,” “I am that I am.”
