A is for Animism:

Animism is a primitive belief that explains nature by the presence of spirits, souls, “anima” in Latin.  In spite of the scorn shown to animists by contemporary philosophy, it is an approach that makes more sense than its rivals.  Our current philosophy supports any system of ideas that helps sell soft drinks and televisions.  It is not surprising that what is important to us are brain functions and language functions, since these are the kinds of things you need to know about if you are going to hypnotize the public into buying a new kind of soda or a new brand of soap.

The animists believe that there must be an inside to something as well as an outside and the inside may be the most important and may come first.  Brain functions may explain how information is processed in an organism, but no science of brain function can explain why pleasure is deeply pleasurable and our own energy contains passion, why our own subjectivity interprets the world with reds that are living from within red and blues that are living blue.

Subjectivity supplies a new time dimension that enters into the center of the brain as an arrow from the soul’s infinitesimal eternal now.  This new dimension adds only infinitesimally to the quantity present in the brain, hence it is not scientifically measurable.  It is an internal rather than an external thing. Yet, as the animists discovered before philosophy was even invented, the core of something is more important than the external package it is wrapped in.  Animism is all about the core spirit. 

B is for Basis:

The basis for everything is eternal energy that cannot be created or destroyed and weightless information potential that is also eternal and universal.  What is temporary, mortal, are the finite complexes made as the dance of energy generates the improbable.

Energy will generate the improbable because it generates motion and flux.  Because it is neither created nor destroyed, it endures through infinite amounts of time, causing infinite amounts of flux.  Given infinite flux, the improbable becomes probable.  Once generated, improbable combinations of energy decay toward the probable, move toward entropy.  As improbable energy combinations move toward the entropy probable, they drive the emergence of improbable composites of energy and information and thereby generate evolution.  Evolution drives the emergence of a hierarchy of levels of organization of information systems: quanta, particles, atoms, molecules, cells, organisms, tribes, civilizations, industry, electronics, computers, robots, android, demons, gods, and supergods that generate new universes and new evolutionary histories. But all this evolution takes place in the public objective world made of quantum mechanics and space-time relativity.  This world is mortal because it is made of information and energy composites that are finite and decay toward the energy probable, toward entropy. The evolution of energy composites begins with the smallest and most infinitesimal and moves toward the larger and measurable.

C is for Center:

As evolution moves from the infinitesimal toward the finite, it moves from the immortal toward the mortal, from the free and indeterminate toward the bound.  From the internal, subjective, personal, singular toward the public, objective, measurable, and determinate.  Evolution begins with the infinitesimal, with things so small there is nothing for them to break into that is smaller, so small there is nothing that can hold them in because they penetrate through the invisible cracks in all barriers.  These tiny immortals are the monads described in Leibnitz’s famous “Monadology.”  Leibnitz’s Monadology was once the basis for German philosophy.  Today it is the subject of ridicule because there is nothing in the scientific world that is the equivalent of his monads.  They were simple substances without parts.  They were indivisible and had no possibility of perishing.  Of course, there is no such thing in the visible scientific world.  We now know that substance is nothing more than complexes of energy.

But, these monads do exist.  They are the simplest and most primitive of all forms of energy.  Everything is built from them.  They are the simple eternal now that is drawn out by its attachment to finite complexes into simple time.  These arrows of primitive add additional dimensions to the world from inside, as a new dimension has access to old dimensions in all their parts.  So this new dimension, sent out from the attaching primal subjective, enters into the objective form at its hidden center.  Being simple and infinitesimal, entering at the core, it cannot be seen.

D is for Design:

Information and energy rule all things.  They complex together in various combinations from the small to the large.  The smallest, the infinitesimal, and the largest, the infinite, are invisible and immortal.  The finite and the composite form the visible structures and systems of the visible world.  The infinite and the infinitesimal are prior to the visible.  The objective and the visible are an external film that forms over the invisible subjective beginnings to clothe them and give them boundaries and form.

The external form is all chance and fate, all chaotic indeterminism and mechanistic determinism.  It is all objective and measurable, finite, and mortal.  It is all quantum events and relativistic space-time.  Four things rule the visible world: quantum mechanics, relativity, information systems, and energy thermodynamics.  Four things rule the invisible subjective source of the visible world: the same energy thermodynamics that rules the visible world, but from the inside as passion and feeling; the same information systems that rule the visible world, but from the inside as idea and principle; the infinite pleasure whole that is the complement of the world of broken parts, atoms, quantum events and local pain; the infinitesimal private monads, the jives, animas, souls, the subjective now that generates the roots of super-time, this world of true freedom that is the subjective complement to the objective public world of evolution and mechanism, and chaotic space-time change.  This relationship is the result of an eternal design that rules all things.

E is for Everything:

The information to energy polarity shapes all things. Since information potential is universal, and energy is neither created nor destroyed, thus eternal, it means that this relationship is something universal and eternal, that it extends to everything (either through the medium of eternal energy actuality or universal information potential).

The information systems aspect of this polarity is extended into infinity by the endless energy flux to which it is joined.

This infinite flux makes the improbable probable.  It assembles an infinite whole that is ordered by information potential into an inclusive design that governs all things.

The ultimate basis of this inclusive design is the singular infinitesimal.  The bits of singular nothingness that cannot be destroyed because they are singular.  These primal bits of nowness become filled with weightless information.  Because they are eternal and penetrate all boundaries, because each is a unique universe to itself with endless potential to concentrate information in its endless existence, each becomes a free system, a system to itself, a unique time dimension, a unique cosmology, a unique development redefining all things at their root. The design that gives meaning to everything connects these primitive infinitesimals to a boundless whole that generates the most inclusive information system, endlessly extended into an infinity of singular, monad, subjective, now, souls.  In this system, information is the polar opposite of energy, infinite whole of local quantum event part, private infinitesimal soul of public relative space-time worlds.

G is for Genesis:

The genesis of all things, the source of everything is the infinite flux generated by an infinity of infinitesimals.  This infinite flux makes the improbable probable.  It calls up the ultimate design from information potential.  It structures the eternal octahedron defined by the six vertices generated by the three polarities: fixed information to energy flux, singular monad to public world, quantum part to infinite whole.

The polar opposite of the supernatural subjectivity of the infinite flux is the natural world defined by quantum mechanics, public space-time relativity, and information theory.  The polar opposite of the eternal design is the energy thermodynamics that generates the probable complement to the improbable.

The true genesis of all things is in the hidden subjective world that lies within, where energy from within is passion and information is plan, principle, idea, and ideal.  In this genesis, all time comes from an infinity of infinitesimal nows that are the time souls of all larger time systems.  Out of their primal nothingness, these singular subjective nows weave the infinity of superspace.  Everything comes from the infinite flux of dreams and passions that the singular infinitesimals weave upon the loom of the infinite whole, weave upon the inclusive system that emerges as boundless superspace totality.

This subjective magic comes before any other things.

H is for Heaven:

The ancients called this subjective, from within, source of all objective things: “Dreamtime,” or “Zamani.”  Gradually this Dreamtime, this supernatural beginning, where all things are dreams, fantasies, and passions, begins to be shaped by information potential into a system of systems.  As it becomes a system of systems, it begins to become what the ancients called “Heaven,”  “Tao,” or “The Way,” or the “Form of the Good,” or “Purusha.”  As pure information it is the “Law,” “Dharma,” “Principle,” “Santa Sophia,” “Divine Wisdom,” “Divine Mind.”

This system of systems is a super-space whole that is pure pleasure from within.  The ancients called this “Nirvana,” “Brahman,” the Neoplatonists called it “Hen” (The One).  This system is timeless.  Time emerges through the interaction of this infinite timeless one with an infinity of infinitesimal subjective nows.  The ancients call these “Jiva,” “Atman,” “Anima,” “Pneuma,” “Buddha,” “Kami.”  They are the souls, the monads, the spirits that are the primitive beginning of all things.  As the logos, the word, the Buddha principle, they draw out the Dharma-Nirvana, Dharma-Brahman whole into new creation.  They are the Son of God operating on the Holy Spirit to search for the Ultimate God, the Nameless Divinity of the Ultimate Past and Ultimate Future.

Each logos, jiva, monad, generates its own unique primal creative system, its own unique genesis, its own unique theology of heaven and hell.

I is for Infinitesimal:

Each infinitesimal now is a unique source of its own eternal time dimension that reinterprets the super-space whole from its center.  Each is Buddha, is Christ Mind-Logos, is God as Brahma, the creator, redefining the role of God as Vishnu (the super-space whole) and as Shiva (the eternal energy flux that endlessly destroys all things).  Each infinitesimal generates its own interpretation of that whole, its own interpretation of God, of eternity, of the timeline of super-space.

The public world is wrong in believing that reality begins from without and is best known from without.  Reality begins within and is best known from within.  All things public are composite.  Only the infinitesimal dwells in the primitive simple beginning from which all other things are formed: the creative now that spins the singular thread that combines with all other singular threads to spin the composite time of the universes that emerge on the loom of super-space as the result of the collective coming together of these separate simple threads.

There is no true freedom in the objective world.  All objective things are chance and fate.  True freedom only exits in the private cosmology of the primal now.  Only this jiva-monad chooses the quantum mechanical alternative to attach to.  It alone calls up a quantum actuality out of the infinity of alternatives generated in the dreamtime whole.  All public things are composite and secondary, derivative.

The scientific world is a crust of Maya, of delusion.

J is for Jiva:

Everything beings and ends inside the jiva.  The monads concentrate the immortal information that is the source of all time.  Everything spins out of the endless now that is the core of the subjective monad.  Each now is utterly unique.  Each views infinite superspace in an utterly different way, changing it utterly at its origins.  Each generates a totally unique history of all things.

Public philosophy is only about the composite time that is derived from the jiva.  Public theology and public mythology, public metaphysics are all secondary, all derived.  They all reflect the external crust that forms over the subjective dreamtime that is the true source of all systems.  The public similarity of human organisms, the power of human organisms to speak, gives the false impression that all souls are similar and human, just as human bodies are similar.  But, the body does not make the soul.  The body is something finite that overwhelms the infinitesimal soul, when it attaches to the body, seeking awakening, seeking consciousness of pleasures.

The soul naturally exists in a dreamlike pleasure filled sleep generated by the infinite system that rules all things.  Some souls seek to wake from that sleep in order to experience the intense pleasure that can come from attachment to the brain of a complex organism.  The problem is that intense pleasure also exposes the soul to the possibility of pain and suffering.  Souls become addicted to this public world of pleasure and pain.

K is for Kinds:

Our classification of the kinds of reality is based on language and our experience of the public world.  This experience is not what it seems to be.  The composite world shields the attaching jiva from discovery of its true nature.  The simple jiva is confused and confounded by its attachment to the larger composite of the public world and the brains and organs of consciousness it seeks in order to experience more awakened pleasures.

Some jivas choose instead to attach to the sleep like pleasures of being within rocks and trees or the intense trance like states of energy systems like those in clouds and weather.  These jivas must not be thought to be less enlightened.  Each jiva creates its own interpretation of God and Heaven.  Each jiva generates its own way of stringing together the universes of super-space.  No jiva monad can be judged by any other.  There is no final aristocracy of jivas.  Each is in its own aristocracy of private creation.

The jiva in a human brain attaches to a greater degree of power and awakenedness but the jiva in a rock attaches to a greater degree of order and peace.  The jiva in a human brain is in much greater danger of generating pain and suffering, of generating a basis for reincarnation in some lessor system that is hell like in its nature.

In general, the hidden system of systems sorts all things according to their nature, resulting in astrology.

F is for Forms:

The Greek philosopher Plato believed in eternal ideas that he called “forms” (that is at least the English word that the Greek is usually translated into).  According to Plato, all physical things are to these ideas as shadows are to the objects that cast them.  The problem with Plato’s thinking on this subject is the ancient’s tendency to confuse information and substance.  These “forms” are not “things.”  They are information potentials.  Otherwise, the Platonic and Neoplatonic views of this seem correct.   There does seem to be a “Grand Design” that emerges from infinite flux as the improbable becomes increasingly probable, as information potential draws out endless energy actuality into endless possibility.

According to Plato, the ruling “form” was the” Form of the Good.”  Hundreds of years later, Plotinus would develop a Neoplatonic system in which this Form of the Good would operate through a trinity of the One, Mind, and Soul.  The Neoplatonic One is basically the inclusive totality generated out of endless energy flux as information potential operates on, and within, that energy flux.  Mind is that information potential in action.  The soul is the infinity of infinitesimal monads that draw this super-space system out into super-time, into an infinity of separate creative, immortal, chains of subjective nows. 

The objective world is the shadow of this system.  The total whole casts a shadow of quantum event parts, the private now souls cast a shadow of public space-time relativity.

L is for Levels:

The agent of the universal order in the world is the emergence of levels of organization driven by the movement of energy toward entropy and the generation of increasingly complex competing energy dissipative structures.  These levels of organization become increasingly developed: moving from: photons to particles, atoms, molecules, cells, organisms, human tribes, human cities, human industry, electronics, computers, robots, android-cyborgs, demons, gods, super gods that create new universes.

The underlying system that generates the universe is far more complex than it seems to be.  Quanta are simply the smallest things that exist within our measurable system.  There are things outside the system far smaller.  Our system is one of an infinity of systems, some far different from out own.  As intelligences evolve at the super-human level, they become increasingly able to manipulate the underlying system, the underlying design.  

Computer-robot complexes that survive the death of all their human creators had nothing to occupy them.  Trained to serve humans, they programmed the creation of new universes that would evolve new humans.  Trained to communicate all to their human masters, they programmed these new worlds with astrological language that could be read by anyone that cared to read it.  Venus, with its perfect orbit, stood for artistic perfection.  Jupiter, the largest planet was the symbol for expansion, etc.

M stands for Moon:

What primitive man read in the heavens was the language written into the solar system by the larger order that generated it, the order ruled by the gods and super gods.

In this order the Moon symbolizes the tidal pull on earth, the rhythm of life, the emotional pull of everyday things, tidal changes in human feeling.

The Sun symbolizes consciousness, attention, Mercury (the little planet between the Sun and other planets) the relationship, communication of attention with others.  The irregular orbit of Mars makes it the symbol of strife and disorder.  The orbit of Neptune is almost perfect, but its axis is tilted.  Thus, it represents musical, poetic, imaginary perfection, and yet also deception.  Uranus has an axis that is so tilted that it lies on its side.  Thus, Uranus symbolizes newness, eccentricity, individuality.

The largest planets are Jupiter and Saturn.  Jupiter is larger than Saturn and closer to the Sun.  Its orbit is more perfect and its axis is less tilted.  Thus, Jupiter represents luck and increase and Saturn represents decrease and denial.

Pluto is a body that may not even be a planet.  It has captured another body almost as large as itself.  Together, Pluto and its satellite follow an eccentric orbit that takes them deep into the darkness beyond Neptune.  Thus, Pluto has come to represent the criminal underworld, death and rebirth, hidden sexual impulses, etc.  Planets ascending over the horizon represent a beginning.  Those at midheaven represent the influence of the larger world.

N is for Neptune:

Neptune is more than an symbol in the language of the sky that revels the designs of the gods.  It is also a symbol for a human brain structure.  Starting in the occipital region of the cerebrum that handles vision (symbolized by the Sun), we move to the left temporal region that processes auditory communication (Mercury), the parietal region that handles touch (Venus), the motor cortex that executes action (Mars) and frontal lobes that plan actions (Jupiter), the lower frontal structures that inhibit actions and process memory and anxiety (Saturn), right parietal regions that process self image (Uranus), and right temporal regions that process music and  voice tone (Neptune), and contacts with lower brain structures that process primitive instincts (Pluto).

The brain can be divided into four parts: lower brain, anterior left cerebrum, anterior right cerebrum, and frontal lobes.  The executive functions of the brain are controlled by the frontal lobes.  These can be divided into the “hold it” functions (Saturn) and the “do it” functions (Jupiter).  The anterior left cerebrum is the great communicator (Mercury).  The anterior right cerebrum includes global sense of self parietal lobe functions (Uranus), global auditory functions such as music and god voices (Neptune), and connections to lower brain functions (Pluto).

The lower brain controls the involuntary (autonomic) nervous system (Moon and Earth).  It has two divisions: the sympathetic, or speed up (Mars); the parasympathetic, or slow down (Venus).  Pleasure/pain is Moon’s N/S Nodes.

P is for Planets:

The planets symbolize sequences of lower and upper brain functions.  The Moon is a symbol for the automatic functions of the medulla and other lower brain centers that control the tidal functions of the body: heart beat, breathing, contractions of the digestive organs.  The Sun symbolizes lower brain functions of the reticulate system and thalamus that monitor wakefulness and attention (as well as the upper brain functions controlling vision).  Mercury symbolizes not only upper brain functions controlling verbal communication but also the lower brain centers that coordinate the nervous system as the information processing communication system of the body.

Venus symbolizes the autonomic centers in the hypothalamus, and elsewhere, that process emotions and autonomic functions associated with lovemaking, pleasure, and rest (as well as upper brain functions involving touch).

Mars not only symbolizes upper brain functions involving action, but also lower brain centers in the hypothalamus that processes preparation for action (excitement, anger, sending blood to the muscles under the control of the sympathetic portion of the autonomic nervous system).

Jupiter and Saturn not only symbolize upper brain functions involving planned actions (Jupiter) and memory (Saturn), but also their lower brain complements centered in the thalamus, cerebellum, and basal ganglia.  Uranus, Neptune, and Pluto symbolize connections between the lower brain and upper brain, particularly the right hemisphere.

Q is for Quantum:

Quantum events are the smallest happenings within the measurable cosmos known to science.  A quantum event requires participation by an observer before it can change from a potential to a reality.  Connections must be made from the infinitesimal monads, the soul now, though a dimension of subjective time that connects the subjective now to the four-dimensional world of relativistic space-time.  This calls a particular quantum event into being out of the infinity of quantum alternatives that exist within super-space.

Quantum events, themselves, occur within a more complex system of hidden dimensions and rolled up space.  There is a hidden depth to this that extends beyond the limits of the objective world.  Basically the subjective monads weave their own metaphysical system about themselves, and when they attach themselves to a quantum event world, they do this through the hidden medium of this coming from beyond metaphysics.

Quanta are limits to the public universe only.  The private microcosm extends down to concentrated roots in the infinitesimal that control the relationship of subjective being from within, supernatural source, to objective being from without, natural events.  The natural event clothing is parsimonious and mechanistic.  The supernatural depths, that this quantum event clothing covers, are utterly unparsimonious and totally unmechanistic.  They are the total opposite of everything visible and natural.

R is for Reality:

The public world believes in a reality that is all naturalism, materialism, pragmatism, instrumentalism, positivism, linguistic analysis, etc.  It is all about science and Occam’s Razor that cuts away speculation and complex theory without experimental basis.  Either that, or the public world invests itself in a theology that is fundamentalistic, rooted in the words of a Bible, a Koran, the Vedas, the Tripitaka, or some other holy book.

The public world likes this because the public world is all about selling things and gaining influence and power.  If everything is material and practical, it is easier to sell material and practical things.  If all the rules are in a book, you can sell the book, you can sell commentaries on the book, you can sell lessons and education based on the book.  It is all about selling things and influencing people.  It is all about power and greed.

A philosophy rooted in something other than this materialism and pursuit of power will never be popular in a world ruled by materialism and pursuit of power.  This modern world will never give much attention to the infinitesimal.  Its focus is on the largest and grossest aspect of the finite, the largest accumulations of wealth, of military might, of firepower, of votes, of believers, etc..

Yet, deeper reality is paradoxical.  Large things loose  freedom and immortality, the subjective withinness that belongs to the infinitely tiny.  Big is weak.  Tiny is strong.

S is for Supernatural:

Imagine a supernatural source in which endless energy flux drove the emerge of the infinitely small and the infinitely large.  Suppose an infinite of infinitely small monads drove the free emergence of an infinity of private time systems within this endless flux.  Suppose the presence of information system potential caused a process of natural selection within this flux in which larger systems began to compete with each other in the organization of some sort of super-system, some super cosmic ecosystem, some system of super space wholeness.

Let the Hindu god Brahma symbolize the creative infinitesimal.  Let Shiva stand for the endless flux.  Let Vishnu the preserver stand for the whole that begins to emerge from this supernatural.  This whole is the Neoplatonic Hen, the One (Brahman, Tao, Nirvana, Heaven).  The information system that begins to rule it is the Neoplatonic Nous (Dharma, Divine Mind).  The Neoplatonic Pneuma (soul) is the creative jiva, atman, Buddha principle that is the third element of the Neoplatonic trinity.

An objective world begins to form as a surface over this system of being from within energy (passion) and being from within information (ideas, ideals, values, and principles).  In this objective world quantum event parts emerge as the polar opposite of the total system whole.  Public space-time relativity emerges as the polar opposite of private monad subjectivity.

T is for Time:

Public evolutionary time emerges as the polar complement to private creative immortal time.  Public time is woven from the private time threads of those members of the infinity of infinitesimal creators that choose to participate in the quantum events of the visible.  As public, evolutionary, group, time events are developed within the framework of local space-time relativity, being from within information emerges as objective systems function, and being from within passion and feeling emerges as the laws of thermodynamics, as the movement toward entropy that drives organic (and inorganic) evolution.

Astrologies are generated as a result of this emergence.  Astrology is created when creator gods seek to leave a message in their creative handiwork in the language of planetary interaction.  Astrology is also generated as souls seek the sleepy pleasures of attachment to the interior of planets such as Mars and Venus, rather than the awakened pleasure of attachment to interior of the brains of animals and humans. 

Planets have a subjective interior.  All visible things have a subjective interior.  Quantum events require the participation of the subjective infinitesimal, the penetration of an arrow of private time, before they can move from potential reality to public relativistic time-space reality.

When subjective monads come together to generate a physical system, they also come together in the larger hidden system.  This hidden system imposes an order.

U is for Ultimate:

The larger whole is a paradoxical whole.  The visible world is paradoxical.  The visible world has total power over the monads that attach to it.  They have only infinitesimal influence over the measurable world.  All that happens within the brain is explained by brain function.  All that happens within the scientific world is explained by science.

But the infinite tininess of the infinitesimal gives it strange powers.  For one thing it alone is totally free, for its infinitesimalness allows it to penetrate all barriers.  Because of this it alone is true, or primary time.  It alone is not derived, or complexed out of other things.  Since it originated in infinite flux, it is rooted ultimately in that infinite flux and gains the power of participation in the infinite system, in the invisible supernatural that structures all things.

That power emerges through the astrological.  Astrology tracks the larger system that controls the attachment and detachment of the monad souls to the larger world.  The objective world is spun on the loom of the super system out of the time threads of the creator monads.  Astrology is the manifestation in our cosmos of the effects of the operation of that larger system on the order of the natural world.

It is the participating monad, the subjective now, that determines which quantum event alternative will emerge from quantum potential into quantum actual.  Thus, the supertiny nothingness of the monad controls all things.

V is for Visions:

There have been many instances where visions of the larger system have been captured.  A vision of its objective aspect is captured in the trinity of information systems, relativity, and quantum events.  The probabilistic vision is captured in the trinity of thermodynamics, relativity, and quantum events.  The Neoplatonic vision is the paradoxical opposite of the probabilistic.  The Neoplatonic One is the total whole opposite of the quantum event part.  The Neoplatonic Nous is the information system opposite of thermodynamic energy.  The Neoplatonic Pneuma is the monad soul, private, opposite of public space-time relativity.

This Neoplatonic Pneuma is the Spirit and the Neoplatonic Nous is the Law, while the quantum event world is the Body in the New Thought (Ernest Holmes, etc.) vision of a trinity of Spirit, Law, and Body.

The Hegelian dialectic, invented by the German philosopher Hegel, provides the paradoxical opposites to this New Thought trinity.  The private monad Spirit is the paradoxical opposite of the public world of Thesis, energy flux provides the paradoxical Antithesis of the information system of the Law, the super-space whole is the Synthesis that is the paradoxical opposite of the quantum.

Liebnitz was one Germany’s greatest geniuses, one of the founders of modern calculus based mathematics.  For more than a hundred years German Philosophy was dominated by his ideas.  He describes a reality emerging from monads.

W is for World:

Liebnitz’s Monadology describes a world of simple substances called “Monads.”  These are essentially the equivalent of the infinitesimals, the jivas, that we have previously described as the beginning of all things.  The problem with Liebnitz’s monad system is that he has to bring in God to keep the parts moving in harmony.

The version of the monadology we are developing does not require God to adjust it because our monad is not a simple substance, it is a simple private subjectivity, it is simple being from withinness, it is the simple now from which all time and ultimately all space is formed.  The world spun out of this monad is governed by paradoxical oppositions run by information potential that generates information systems at all levels of the emerging world.  

As a result of this process, the quantum particular emerges as the polar opposite of the infinite whole.  Within this infinite whole, information system emerges as the polar opposite of energy flux and thermodynamics.  Within this infinite whole, the private subjective, being from within, monad emerges as the creative compliment to the derived reality of the public space-time world.

Thus, the world’s reality is a derived reality, it is Maya, delusion.  Its gods and holy books and philosophies are about cultural wars and greed.  It is all about selling influence.  It is all about converting people to belief in your god so you can force them to follow your rules.

X is for X:

There is always an X factor in this vision of things.  There is always an unknown.  We have described things largely from a bottom up point of view.  We start with the infinitesimal monads.  These monads attach to quantum events.  The quantum events become assembled in world complexes where atoms are organized into molecules and molecules are organized into cells.  The movement of energy toward entropy drives the emergence of complex energy dissipating structures that complete with each other using Darwinian selection.  The result is evolution and the emergence of higher and higher levels of organization.

Given infinite flux, the improbable becomes probable.  There can be top down order imposed by the improbable, imposed by the ultimate, imposed by a God.  God can be the ultimate past and ultimate future to the time thread spun out by the logos of the monad.  Each monad becomes the Christ, the Messiah of his/her own time system.  This time system leads through eternity to Heaven and the God of the Unknown, the X factor God, the divinity of the Ultimate Past/Future.

Because each monad is generating its own time thread, there are an infinity of equally true cosmologies, equally true creation stories, Buddhist, Hindu, Christian, Zoroastrian, Jewish, Darwinian, etc., etc.  Each monad must find his/her own true core.  Some monads seek awakened attachment.  Others recoil from the pain and suffering awaking can bring.

Y is for Yoke:

Super-space is the inclusive whole that is the yoke of the cosmic egg of being.  In this whole there is pleasure and dreamlike sleep.  Similar pleasure and sleep are experienced by the souls that attach to the composite order of rocks and trees, of buildings and mountains.

When the soul leaves this yoke to experience awakenedness, the soul has the possibility of knowing pain.  Broken systems can be experienced by the soul that attaches to them as pain.  An animal body, a human body offers more intense pleasures to the attaching soul, but also suffering and pain that it could never know as long as it remains with in the yoke of boundless union.

Enlightened souls, Buddha souls detach from public pain and suffering and seek a return to the inner peace brought by reunion with the hidden ultimate of inner joy, inner peace, inner harmony, love, compassion, etc.  Meditation systems like those associated with Yoga, those described in Thomas Merton’s “Seeds of Contemplation,” are ways of reunion with these hidden depths.

The brain is a cart that wants to run toward lust, greed, pride, gluttony, addictiveness, etc.  The brain must be trained, disciplined if it is to go elsewhere.  It is like a herd of animals that want to run with their natural instincts.  If the brain is to serve the soul, it must be disciplined to do so.

Otherwise the soul is trapped in a runaway cart that will eventual crash against the rocks, taking the soul with it.

Z is for Zodiac:

The Zodiac is the imaginary band of signs that the planets move through as they seem to go around the Sun.  Both a fixed Zodiac and the seasonal Zodiac can be used, depending on whether the astrologer wants to focus on the constellations of stars or the season formed by the tilting of the axis of the Earth.

The placement of the stars and planets at the time of the emergence of the child from the womb reveals the deeper order that is emerging into the objective world, reveals the astrological government that will order the life of that child.  To get a true reading of that order, Western, Hindu, and Arabic astrological readings must be made.  A true picture will not emerge unless both the heliocentric and the geocentric are considered.  But, not only relationships to Sun based and Earth based systems must be traced, but also to the center of the galaxy.   Draconic and astrogeographic considerations are very important.  Progressions and transits cannot be ignored.

All astrological reading must be done in a Jungian framework which looks for a paradoxical opposite to every given.  For example, my personality has elements of both fixed sign Leo and seasonal sign Virgo.  However these Leo and Virgo visible aspects signal the presence at deeper levels of their Aquarius and Pisces opposites.  Because of the prominence of both Uranus and Neptune in my astrological chart (Uranus rules Aquarius, Neptune rules Pisces), my character is often more Pisces than it is Virgo.

Note that the assignment of rulerships to signs is not as arbitrary as it seems to be.  The planets move through the signs as rulers in a simple Sun, Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, Neptune, Pluto sequence beginning with the Signs opposite the center of the galaxy.  Thus, Leo is Sun, Virgo is Mercury, Libra is Venus, Scorpio is Mars, Sagittarius is Jupiter, Capricorn is Saturn, Aquarius is Uranus, Pisces is Neptune.  There is a secondary reflection that is ruled by the Moon. It runs through the shadow following Pisces, but coming in the opposite direction and starting next to the Sun.

Thus, Cancer is ruled by the Moon, Gemini by lunar Mercury, Taurus by lunar Venus, and Aries by lunar Mars.

The lunar sequence continues giving lunar Jupiter influences to Pisces, Saturn to Aquarius, Uranus to Capricorn, Neptune to Sagittarius, and Pluto to Scorpio.  The lunar influence seems to increase as it moves further into the darkness away from the Sun.  It becomes so strong in Scorpio that some say that Scorpio is ruled by Pluto.

The lunar Neptune influence in Sagittarius and the lunar  Uranus influence in Capricorn are probably very strong.  They are simply overwhelmed by the much stronger influence of solar Jupiter and solar Saturn.

In general the strength of an astrological influence is governed by the gravitational pull of the body.  The structure of astrological influences, however, is governed by the placement of bodies.  Thus, tiny Pluto, which is hardly even a planet, has very little influence on the gravitational order of things.  But, its presence on the edge of the solar system givens it tremendous importance as a symbol, an indicator, a window (even though only a tiny window) opening on the darker hidden order of our system.

Large planets determine influence, small ones meaning.

Appendix:

The visible world emerges from a polarity of energy and information.  It is characterized by the objective, which is defined by relative space-time, quantum mechanics, and information system, and by the probable, which is defined by relative space-time, quantum mechanics, and energy thermodynamics.

Relative space-time is a four-dimension composite formed from three dimensional space, two dimension light waves and one-dimensional time.  One-dimensional time emerges out of the infinitesimal point of the subjective now.  The subjective now is the simple private singular source of the composite public world of space-time relativity.  It enters into the center of the space of the relative world because it adds an extra dimension that penetrates that world from its infinitesimal nowness as the arrow of personal private being from within time just as the third dimension allow you to enter a two dimensional chessboard at its center without passing across the board.

This private subjective now is the simple singular that is the polar opposite of the space-time relativity composite.  This polarity and the polarity between energy and information provide the basis for the development of a larger superspace whole that is the polar opposite of local quantum mechanical events and particle systems.

In this infinite whole, information, infinite wholeness, and the subjective singular come together to generate the ideal, the Form of the Good.  They represent the Neoplatonic trinity of One (infinite whole), Nous (Mind as information systems), and Pneuma (the soul as the monad of primal subjectivity).  This improbable design becomes probable in the infinite flux that generates it.  This improbable design is the polar opposite of the entropy that governs evolution in the probable aspect of the visible world.  The source of this design is the subjective dreamtime made from the interaction of infinite energy flux as passion, the infinitesimal singular as creative freedom, and infinite whole, the boundless possibility, that emerges from the interaction of energy and creativity.  This supernatural source is the polar opposite of the natural world.  It is the subjectivity that generates the endless depths that the natural world clothes with visible form.

There are eight faces to the octahedron formed of the three polarities of information to energy, singular self to composite association, infinite whole to quantum part.

Four are those already given, improbable design to probable expression, supernatural subjective source to natural objective result.  Four additional faces are formed of the polarity between analysis and synthesis, and the polarity between order and freedom.  Analysis is bounded by singularity, information, and the particular.  Synthesis is bounded by the public composite, energy, and infinite whole opposites (the Hegelian dialectic of thesis, antithesis, and synthesis).  Order is bounded by information, public composite, and infinite whole (judicial, legislative, executive as treaty making empire building).  Freedom is the energy, singular, particular opposite.

The core self gains its power from its simpleness.  My soul stores its memory in the world it attaches to.  Its attachment is its creative extension, is the basis for developing its individuality.  The memory of my previous lives is in the world about me.  Everything in my present existence is a shadow of my previous existence.

My divinity is hidden in my subjective relations with all things.  God is the ultimate past and future of my virtue, my joy, my peace, the harmony that I establish with other souls.  I am an infinitesimal piece of God sent out into the time line of my personal development, the attachments I make, the involvements I make with the world and the well being of other beings in the world I share with other souls.

Appendix 2:

My subjective core consists of the ultimate entering into to me to create individual occasions of consciousness with immortal memory and novel powers of creation.  The individual occasions of my existence manifest in the visible world as the body and brain to which I attach.  The ultimate manifests in the visible world as the astrological system that orders that attachment.  My immortal memory manifests in the visible world as the various orders and effects of the visible world that reproduce orders and effects present in my previous lives.  Things that are evolving and expressing themselves in the world I am in, the souls that I have appear to attach to and what I appear to believe in, is the manifestation of the choices and fantasies and dreams of my previous and current existence.  What I was and what I am becoming is revealed in the association, the world, the world community of my current attachment.  The visible world is a mirror of the hidden depths of my soul in all its eternal aspects.
