A is for Axioms:

The visible finite world emerges from an invisible infinite world.  The measurable temporary world emerges from an invisible world that exists prior to the creation of this world. This world is known by observation.  Observation demonstrates certain principles of information, complexity, systems, chaos, logic, and mathematics to be consistently operative.  Some appear to transcend the limits of the visible and the invisible.  There are basic axioms of mathematics and information systems that may allow us to gain some notion of the invisible by extending the universal principles of the visible beyond the limits of the finite and the actual to the infinite and the possible.

Mythology, fantasy, science fiction, speculative metaphysics, speculative theology, may help us understand the possible that is the ground of the actual, the infinite that is the ground of the finite, by exploring possible permutations of the limited that extend it beyond the limits of the here and now of our present experience.

The ultimate may be patterned by the same polarities that pattern the local.  The same polarity between order and disorder, analysis and synthesis, model and expression, source and product, may apply to infinite and total as well as to the finite and partial.  If so we might gather some notion of what it is all about by extending the basic principles of organization that govern the simplest of objects to the infinite and the endless.  Perhaps the ultimate is simply an extension of the limited into the unlimited.  

B is for Boundary:

The infinitesimal penetrates all boundaries because it is smaller than any finite thing.  Thus, it knows total freedom.

C is for Concentration:

Infinite amounts of weightless information can be concentrated in the infinitesimal.  Hence it can be the purest source of the improbable.

D is for Dimension:

When the infinitesimal encounters the finite, it is a singular point that generates a new dimension that enters that finite from any point in its center just as a point above a table has access to all points on the table.  For that reason the infinitesimal is always the subjective now within rather than the visible object outside.

E is for Energy:

Energy is neither created nor destroyed.  Thus it endures endlessly generating infinite amounts of improbability generating flux.  Where there is infinite flux the improbable becomes probable.  Improbable concentrations of energy disperse toward entropy driving the evolution of energy dissipative structures and causing the emergence of hierarchies of levels of organization: waves, particles, atoms, molecules, cells, organisms, etc.

F is for Flux:

Infinite flux makes the improbable probable.

G is for Generator:

The infinitesimal is the soul, the generator of being from within freedom, being from within subjectivity.  It indwells form as mind and perception and it indwells motion as passion and feeling.  Highly improbable concentrations of information in the infinitesimal make tetrahedrons with highly improbable wave complexes in the finite generating various levels of awakened consciousness.  Human consciousness is not possible without the patterns and processes characteristic of the human brain.  The infinitesimal does not generate these patterns and processes.  It matches with them.  It indwells them.  It gives them their subjective dimension of existential inexistence.  It penetrates their objective existence and sets it free.

I is for Information:

Information is weightless.  Hence, infinite amounts may be concentrated in the infinitesimal during its endless existence as something too small for further decay.

J is for Jiva:

The Jiva of the Jains, the soul, the Atman of the Hinduism, the Buddha principle, the monad of Liebnitz is the eternal, singular, free infinitesimal.

H is for Hyper:

The collecting together of all things into an infinite whole is hyperspace.  The breaking apart of all things into infinitesimal parts that are so refined they cannot be broken down further and thus cannot decay and thus must endure forever, this is the generation of hypertime.  There are potentially an infinity of dimensions to hypertime, just as with hyperspace, one dimension for each singular monad of infinitesimal existentially inexistence eternal nowness.  Each eternal now penetrates to the core of the bit of hyperspace it attaches to just as each new point, the third point above a line, the fourth point above a flat surface has access to the internal core of the space that it perceives, attaches to, experiences as a subjective reference point.

K is for Karma:

Karma is the impact of the soul, of the Jiva, on the information systems, the dharma, of the infinite whole, the dharma of hyperspace.  The product of this karma (the matching of the finite to the infinitesimal) is birth and rebirth, is samsara, is reincarnation, is astrology.

Karma bundles the infinitesimal piece of hypertime that is the soul and twines its thread of hypertime around the threads spun by other infinitesimal subjective nows to generate the relativistic space-time cosmos.

L is for Likely:

Enduring improbable weightless information is more likely to be found in the infinitesimal (since the infinitesimal is too small to decay and since its eternal existence as hypertime, as absolute freedom, exposes it to boundless amounts of improbability generating flux, to boundless opportunities to create and conserve the improbable).

M is for Multiplies:

The endless endurance of the infinitesimal multiplies its improbable character.

N is for Nature:

Nature is formed of the interaction of finite parts governed by quantum mechanics collected into larger whole governed by space-time relativity.  Order emerges within these parts and wholes according to the principles of complexity, chaos, information, and systems theory.

As energy moves toward entropy, entropy becomes evolution, entropy causes the emergence of hierarchies of levels of organization.

O is for Occult:

Nature emerges from the supernatural.  The objective emerges from the subjective.  The actual emerges from the possible.  A circle has a visible structure that emerges from an infinity of infinitesimal sides.  The infinite hyperspace is penetrated by an infinity of hypertime infinitesimals that attach to the quantum events of the visible world and cause quantum alternative potential to become quantum actuality.  Behind the natural order lies a hidden occult system.  The interaction of the Jiva souls with this hidden system generates the karma-dharma order that manifests as astrology and as the samsara of birth and rebirth (reincarnation).

P is for Probable:

The visible world is a probable world.  The invisible world that generates it is an improbable world generated by infinite flux and conserved by the hypertime systems woven by an infinity of eternal improbable infinitesimals.

Q is for Quarters:

The improbable order, the dharma, the systems order of the supernatural, is a great wheel that turns on the axis between energy flux and information system based stability.  The four quarters of this wheel are divided by the polarity between the private subjective infinitesimal and the public world of relativistic space-time and by the polarity between  local finite quantum mechanics and the infinite hyperspace whole.

The infinite hyperspace whole interacts with the hypertime infinitesimals to generate the invisible transcendent quarter.  The infinitesimals interact with the quantum mechanical particles and waves to generate the quarter of local consciousness and the finite particles and waves interact in turn with the relativistic space-time world to generate the visible quarter.  The final quarter is the collective quarter.  It is the collective unconscious opposite of the local consciousness quarter.  It is the result of the collection of local relativistic space-time into the greater hyperspace whole.

R is for Refines:

The infinitesimal refines the improbable.  The infinitesimal possesses the greatest quantity of time (is the most truly eternal) and the highest quality of local pure improbability.  The infinite whole possesses the greatest quantity of space and the greatest quality of collective systems working to a final purpose, toward a perfect completion (possesses the most improbably perfect assembled order).

S is for Smaller:

The smaller the entity, the less to break down, the more likely its endurance.  The smallest entities, the infinitesimals (the souls), are eternal.  We are too impressed by size.  We are too overwhelmed by largeness.  We have forgotten the peculiar power of the infinitely tiny (it alone is not bound down by obligations and attachments, it alone penetrates all, it alone is truly free).

T is for Transcendence:

Transcendence is the interaction of the infinitesimal and the infinite, of the singular and the total, of hypertime and hyperspace.  Transcendence endlessly completes and then penetrates itself to extend itself into new transcendence.  Transcendence is an endless process of generating the utterly improbable.

U is for Unites:

The infinite whole unites the collective improbable and the collective probable, unites infinite system with the infinite flux that generates the improbabilities that are the source of ultimate system.
