A is for Aboriginal:

The explanation of the central puzzle is so simple that we have missed it.  The human brain may explain human consciousness.  But, the existence of a core subjective element in all consciousness, human and prehuman, is explained by subjectivity arising, not in the finite, but in the interaction of the infinitesimal and the infinite.

The model for this notion is in the simplest of all ideal forms: the circle.  The circle is an infinite number of infinitesimal sides creating a finite round form.  So the soul is something infinitesimal that is drawn out into eternity till its subjective core is embodied in finite objective form.

The soul is immortal because it is the infinitesimal remainder of an infinity of grindings upon the rock of entropy that renders all into the finest sand.  The soul is infinitely fine sand, immortal because it has been ground down, not into objective atoms, but into something more remote, the infinitely fine atomic subjectivity that generates all things.

Only aboriginal culture and philosophy understand the soul because the soul is the ultimate aboriginal atom, the creative source that is the beginning of all other things.  Complex civilizations, taken up with their complex science and philosophy, lose touch with this primitive origin that precedes all others.  It has taken us an eternity to arise out of this nothingness through various levels of objective attachment until we are capable of knowing and living in human form.

B is for Buddha:

Buddhism and Jainism were probably inspired by aboriginal Indic thought in their concern for this primitive aboriginal core of existence.  Jainism calls this core the “Jiva” and emphasizes the need to return to its primal purity free from the complex attachments to finite form that bind it to moral things.  Buddhism emphasizes the freedom from all things finite that characterizes this aboriginal purity.  Buddhism emphasizes that it is not a self.  A self is created when it attaches.  It is the indescribable essence, which is left when all finite attachment is blown away.  This is called Nirvana (or blowing out of desire).

This observation expresses the spiritual truth, that just as a circle obtains its finite expression by the extension of the infinitesimal into the infinite, so the key to all objective things is in the immeasurable, unknowable, relationship of the subjective infinitesimal with the boundless.  Buddha was quite correct to refuse to give this an objective definition.  Everything, and then again nothing, is the finite expression of the ultimate, which is reflected by, but not absorbed by, its creation.

Hinduism, Buddhism, and Jainism are all correct in their discussion of this primitive aboriginal essence.  Buddhism is correct: it is indeed indescribable.  Jainism is right that the description of it as a “Jiva” (primitive monad) gets closer to one aspect of what it is than any other description.  But, Hinduism is correct in another sense in calling it “Brahman,” for the infinite empowers this infinitesimal.

C is for Concentration:

The infinite and the infinitesimal endlessly interact.  The infinite endlessly extends the infinitesimal, drawing it out, purifying it, compacting it, concentrating it, screening it, conserving it, differentiating it, exposing it to endless possibilities, endlessly completing it, perfecting it, adding to its virtue and its power.  In the end the infinite and the infinitesimal cannot be separated.  They blend together.  You cannot tell where the Atman stops and Brahman begins, where Buddha stops and Nirvana begins, where Jiva stops and Dharma begins.  They become woven together in the endless circle of the one.

It is the power of the infinite to concentrate the infinitesimal, to extend the infinitesimal endlessly that gives the infinitesimal its power.  In this sense, although the infinitesimal is the logos, the creator, the infinite is its father, its mother.  This resulting transcendence, Father-Son God, Mother-Daughter God, Buddha-mind-Nirvana, is the root and meaning of all things.  This relationship transcends theism and atheism.  It is in one dimension unknowable, agnostic.  It is in other dimensions monotheistic, polytheistic, triune, and even atheistic.  There is no final myth, no final formula to contain it.  All formulas, all religions, all metaphysical systems, are in some sense true and in some sense untrue.

Just as the finite is known up and described in the measurements of science, so the infinitesimal is clarified in the processes of art, and the infinite exposed in mythology.

D is for Dimensions:

The soul is the primitive beginning.  It is a single dimension.  It is the primitive arrow of subjective time entering the world.  It is the magic now that brings eternity to all things.

The finite that emerges from this infinitesimal, that the infinitesimal attaches to by its endless incarnations, it is endless movements of its single thread through the eye of the needle of manifest form.  This finite is a broken line of several dimensions. The two dimensions of waves and vibrations, the three dimensions of space, the four dimensions of relativity, the multiple dimension of hyperspace.

The infinite is the complex.  It is layer after layer of platonic solids expanding and opening out into endless spheres that curve and spiral through the infinite into the endless and the unbound.  Out of this complexity comes astrology and the cycles of birth and rebirth.  Out of this complexity comes karma and dharma, comes Brahman and Nirvana, comes Heaven and the system of Heavens that encloses all with the boundless and endlessly expanding one.  This is too much for any system.  It is the mythological that unites with higher mythology.  It is Zeus delivering his seed to Kali.  It is Mary as Athena, Aphrodite, and Ceres taking the sperm of Jehovah to generate the Roman Catholic system.  It is ever breaking open to generate the octahedral progressions of mythology and magic, the great pyramids of human imagination.

E is for Evolution:

Science demonstrates the evolution of a single system, the universe of our astronomy.  Unseen is the endless play of string theory cosmogony and hyperspace that is the source of this system.  More deeply hidden is the eternity and boundlessness that is the womb of this hyperspace.  Buddha was correct to associate the highest metaphysics with an agnosticism rooted in the ability not to try to say what cannot be said, for the ultimate is indeed beyond description or image.

As Jehovah reminded Moses, when he told Moses that Moses could not see Jehovah’s face and live, we are always only viewing the anus end of our high Gods.  The eyes and mouth and ears of the true high God are open to receive a greater reality beyond the limits of any ideal or model that can be conceived within any finite system no matter how comprehensive.  There is no church, no prophecy, no law, no scripture, no image, no creed, no incarnation large enough to completely receive the true Lord.  All finite mythologies are necessary temporary and partial.

This infinity extends the infinitesimal through many finite attachments, through an endless series of finite evolutions.  The infinitesimal is endlessly worn down by the progress of the finite toward entropy.  Death and decay continually remove the attachments to which the infinitesimal monad has been drawn to by the infinite.  This serves to concentrate the infinitesimal.  It expands from within.  It conserves the endless impress of the finite in its core.

F is for Fixed:

The soul is at once the remnant, the conserved remains of an eternity of progressive incarnations, and the source of an eternity of creative differentiations and expansions.  The conserved remains determine the soul’s fate.  The conserved remains attach it to a cycle of rebirth that fits its new incarnations to the deeds, the karma, of its previous lives.  The larger system responsible for this processes is mythologized as Dharma, as Heaven, as the Law of God.

The East gives great importance to this fixed element, to this interaction of Karma (deeds) and Dharma (justice) that determines the soul’s future fate.  The West prefers to ignore it, describing the soul as a novel creation of God, the Father.  Yet, if God the Father is nothing more than the transcendent divinity generated when the infinitesimal and the infinite come together, the notion of a man in the sky, a Zeus like creative being, is an illusion, a dream, a bit of the Maya generated when we try to clothing the infinite with the finite, when we attempt to stretch finite images over the boundless, this creator God is only a metaphor for something deeper.

In the end, the creator God of the West is a metaphor for the freedom of the soul, for the ability of the infinitesimal interacting with the infinite to generate something new that utterly transcends the limits put down within the finite.   This creative reality is by nature miraculous.  However, it is a miraculous that does not break the fixed laws of the finite, but allows the finite processes to transcend themselves.

G is for Global:

This freedom and this miraculous creativity emerge at a global level.  Their source is in the possibilities and the ground of alternatives from which the formal and the finite emerge.  Just as the finite circle emerges from an infinity of infinitesimals that are individually invisible because of their infinitesimal character, so the creative, the free, the miraculous emerge in the extending of the subjective infinitesimal into the infinite to generate the finite.

The finite is the thermodynamic entity, the mechanistic entity that science discovers and measures.  There is no creativity and freedom in the finite.  There is only order and chaos, form and randomness.  Creativity and freedom dwell in the being from within generativity and existential inexistence, in the subjective possibility that is prior to objective expression and objective form.  This can only be found at that point that the infinitesimal monad of subjectivity penetrates the global structure of being with the infinitesimal needle of its subjective now.  This needle pierces the global structure and breaks it open.

It is in the opening of the global structure, the piercing of the global structure by the subjective now that system and order are differentiated into existential freedom.  This is the simplest possible explanation of our experience.  All other explanations complexify and complicate in the name of false parsimonies.  There is only one basic parsimony and that is the aboriginal parsimony of the soul.  The global metaphysics of science is penetrated by this higher truth.

H is for History:

The finite attachment of the soul is the fruit of its extension into eternity, of its relationship with God, with Nirvana, with the Tao.  The finite attachment of the soul is the fruit of its existence though endless space and time.  Everything about this attachment is a manifestation, an expression of this endless history.  All the events it experiences are finite images drawn from its preserved nature, are reflections of its endless history.  All memories, and the events that induce those memories, are themselves transcendental images of all that the soul has ever attached to, has ever created, has ever been.  My current existence is my eternity, is the expression of my eternal history, is the fruit, the manifestation of the memory of my past.

The soul is the captive of its karma.  It cannot escape its Karma without breaking open the global astrology, the global cosmology that generates it.  When it breaks that global astrology, it breaks open the cosmic egg allowing the emergence of a new God, the unknown God, forever being generated at the Krishna point, the Brahma point, the Jesus point, the Buddha point in the deepest junctures of the soul.

The eternal existence of my subjectivity is the source of its power to emerge in finite form.  My objective form demonstrates the immortality of my subjectivity.  Only eternal existence would give something infinitesimal the power to command a finite objectification.

I is for Individual:

My monad of subjectivity, my line of eternal extension, my “now” is totally unique.  I generate a totally unique expression of God at the point my infinitesimal joins the infinite.  My theology and my cosmology generate a whole new universe.  I am God becoming something utterly new.  No other monad has my vision of the one, my version of divine creativity, my special endlessness, my immortal history.

I can either join my thread of creativity to the whole to generate the harmony and beauty of a new and better Heaven, or I can allow it to separate and isolate.  I can use it for love and support of Heaven, or for fear and hate and support of my own personal Hell.  The choice is mine.

The world is the manifestation of the choices made by all the souls attaching to it.  These souls represent various levels of evolution from the atomic through the chemical, the biological, the human, to the superhuman, the angelic, the god-like.  Each manifests at its own level.  Each is aware at its own level.  Human awareness requires a human brain and a soul capable of sustaining a human level of attached subjectivity.  It has taken me an eternity to achieve this human level of attachment.  Prior to attaining this level, I passed through various subhuman states, including the animal, the insect, the vegetative.

Mind is the interior of form and emotion is the interior of motion and disposition.  Human mind needs human form.

J is for Jiva:

Jiva is the Jain term for the soul.  All objective things have subjectivity inside them.  The atomic beginning of subjectivity is the Jiva or soul.  Objects are finite and break down into finite atoms and particles, into bits of becoming called quanta that follow the laws of quantum mechanics.

Subjectivity is the result of the infinite extension of the infinitesimal.  Subjectivity breaks down into subjective atoms or monads that are infinitely small, that are infinitesimal.  These are the Jiva.

Even though infinitely small, they are also infinitely old and infinitely concentrated, infinitely complex within.  They are endlessly acted on by the infinite and endlessly extended into the infinite, giving them power to generate finite manifestations and attachments, just as the infinitesimal sides of a circle can generate the finite form of a circle when infinitely extended.

But, since they are infinitely small, they are infinitely withdrawn from scientific view, the infinitely distant from scientific observation.  They are unknowable by science and only partly knowable by philosophy.  They are only visible to their own light, the are only revealed within their own subjective realm and in the infinite extensions that manifest them in the objective world.  But, they enter the objective world through the infinite mists of myth and dreams.

Unknowable, yet the source of all that can be known.

K is for Karma:

Everything about the attachment of a soul reflects the eternity of that soul’s past lives and the “karma” generated in those previous attachments.  My entire soul, my entire prehistory, all that I am and have been as a soul, is reflected in the relationship the world takes to my current attachment and the character and function of that attachment.  There is nothing hidden about my history.  There is nothing hidden about my soul’s time line.  It is all rendered into the space and association’s of this incarnation as a member of the series of incarnations that attaches and separates and reattaches the soul to the world.

The eternal history of the soul cannot be seen until the astrological order that redistributes the soul’s relationships is revealed.  That is why a soul that sees that larger order becomes a Buddha.  It rediscovers itself as an infinitesimal atom in an infinite sea of attachments.  It discovers that its current finite attachment obscures that larger pattern.  To discover the greater pattern, the current lesser pattern must be set aside.

The notion of the self, of the body, of the person, as the central reality of the soul is an illusion cast by the soul’s grasping at the current attachment.  This grasping produces suffering (dukka).  Only by ceasing to grasp (letting go of kama) can one reach the point of detachment necessary to see the larger picture (nirvana).  When the soul ceases to find itself different from the infinite, when the soul stops looking for its separateness, it becomes free. 

L is for Life:

The soul goes through cycles of attachments generating assemblies, families of reincarnations that complete, that perfect, that provides dreamtime complements to waking life.  If the left hemisphere of the brain is the focal structure for the conscious aspect of this attachment process, the right is associated with the unconscious background, with the soul’s deep aspects, aspects revealed in dreams and hypnosis.

Astrology reflects these patterns.  An incarnation belongs to a series of incarnations.  Each incarnation attempts to perfect, to fulfill, to bring the series to fruition.

Reincarnation completes the soul, attaches it to cycles of opposites that complement and perfect the soul’s previous history.  Reincarnation generates a dialectic (thesis, antithesis, synthesis) that fills out the polarities, the point and counterpoint that fills out the music that orchestrates the harmony of the soul’s relations with the whole.

If the souls current history is available in immediate memory, the past life is buried in astrology, in dreams, in hypnotically available images.  These images are memories deeper complements.

The soul attaches to a body not just to fulfill a desire, or a dream, but also to complete a pattern.  The soul generates music in the relationships created by its astrology and incarnations.   An analysis of the relationship the soul attachment takes to the world reveals the buried themes.

M is for Music:

The soul is both player and composer.  The body is the instrument.  The world is both audience and orchestra.  The infinite is the music that the soul plays.  It can play alone in dissonance and generate a hell.  It can play in harmony and generate a heaven.  It can play a song of lose/win (or win/lose) that eventually becomes lose/lose or it can join the music of win/win.

The soul’s music contains a harmony and repetition of point and counterpoint in its grouping and regrouping of its attachments.  The patterns that surround the soul reflect this harmony.  The soul’s attachments pass through the world like wave front that moves forward to break and then generate a backwash of retreating water. The vibrations of these waves are repeated and echoed through the patterns of the whole like the waves cast by raindrops on the surface of a pond.

The cycles of complements involve endless numbers of possibilities: plant to animal, male to female, short life to long life, occidental to oriental, rich to poor, smart to clever, educated to illiterate, civilized to savage, nonbeliever to believer, introvert to extrovert, strong to weak, fertile to infertile, drunk to sober, sane to insane, honest to dishonest, passive to aggressive, etc.  The soul seeks the whole.  Its infinitesimalness expands into the infinite only to be broken back to the infinitesimal by the endless wheel of thermodynamics and the decay of all finite things to entropy.

N is for Nirvana:

The ultimate is always beyond any system.  The ultimate is always beyond any fixed path.  The soul is a Buddha.  The soul is a creative explorer seeking that larger good.  It is forever penetrating the existing good and exploding it by making needle holes in the balloons of existing reality.  The purpose of the soul is to penetrate the gods, to penetrate heaven, to penetrate Jehovah, to penetrate Brahman and to kill them.  

It must pierce the old reality with the infinitesimal bullet of pure creativity so that it can explode into the magic of the new.  That is why the Krishna, Jesus, Buddha soul is a savior.  The old Adam is a prisoner of the existing gods.  There is no magic in the system that belongs to existing nature.  It is a dead system that belongs to the status structures of the existing gods.  It dies of its own stagnation.  Without being broken out into the new, it comes to be ruled by hate and fear rather than love.  The angels that rule it fall to the status of devils.  This enclosed piece of heaven slowly changes into hell.

The infinite is trapped inside itself without the infinitesimal to penetrate it and open it.  Without the Buddha soul, the Brahman of the gods remains broken pieces of karma; the gods become devils of the various hells.  The Buddha soul is pure creative nothingness that breaks the shell of Brahman so that it opens out into the miraculous Nirvana that saves heaven from eternal decay.  The infinite and the infinitesimal come together in this Jesus, this Buddha soul.

O is for Original:

The soul is at once original sin and original salvation.  The soul is original sin because of its tendency to attach to physical bodies and to enter the finite world as an Adam, as an Eve, as an animal like a snake.  It is easy for a soul that becomes too focused on the illusion, the Maya notion, that it is nothing more than the objects it attaches to, it is easy for a soul like that to become too controlled by its desires for objective status.  It becomes trapped in greed, lust, desires for objective power.  It becomes a little demon and associates with other soul with similar attachments.  Soon it is trapped in its own self-created hell.

The soul is also original salvation.  When it attaches to the infinite, it becomes Atman merging with Brahman.  When it penetrates that Brahman to generate something new, that Brahman becomes an egg from which Brahma the creator, Shiva the destroyer, and Vishnu the preserver emerge.  The incarnations of the soul become avatars, manifestations of these divine mythologies.

The core of the soul that generates this avatarship is the Krishna principle.  When that Krishna core penetrates that systems of the gods themselves, it becomes Buddha, and Brahman is converted, saved into the magic of Nirvana, of pure joy and love.  Now any incarnations of the soul within the world are Bodhisattvas, Buddha come back to the world to save it.  The soul’s part of this relationship is God the Son, is Christ.  The infinite is God the Father, the resulting avatarship is God the Holy Ghost.

P is for Person:

The persons of the trinity are manifestations this relationship takes, reflections of it, in the world.  Jesus as the mediator, is the infinite, the Father entering the infinitesimal.  Buddha is the infinitesimal entering the infinite.  Allah is that infinite. Islam is the state of submission to the infinite that allows God to enter.  Nirvana is the final result of that interaction.  Krishna is its expression in the objective world.  Krishna symbolizes the  Bodhisattva principle that is the result of this process, just as Mohammed symbolizes the prophecy principle that is its source.

The persons are aspects of the infinite music, the central harmony, the order of Heaven entering into the world.  That central harmony forever becomes something new as the Tao, the way of the void that endlessly opens out into the Nirvana of the endlessly new.  Mohammed is the prophet of the Islam that begins that newness.  Jesus is the point at which the newness begins, Buddhamind is the result and Krishna its objective expression.  Each mythology shows us one piece of the endless myth that is forever made new.  Mary, the holy mother is the infinitesimal in its purity that allows Jesus to be born in the Christmas of the inner heart.

Nirvana is greater than all its persons, all its expressions, all its Bodhisattvas.  No finite expression can ever capture the infinite.  The miraculous endlessly conquers the mechanics of nature and gives it new life, endlessly saves heaven from the threat of hell.  Jesus is that miracle of the heart.

Q is for Quantity:

The aspects of the soul that have finite quantities are temporary attachments.  Their permanence is Maya, is illusion generated by the attempt of the soul to hang on to its objective achievements.  The aspects of the soul that are infinitesimal and infinite are eternal.  These aspects of the soul endure forever.  These aspects of the soul are creative.  They are Buddha as much as Atman, they are forever merging into Nirvana, but their creative changing never ends.  They are not a self, but the primary creativity that precedes all self.

This primary creativity, this Buddhamind, cannot die.  When the physical self dies, it is simply rearranged.  The body is the current attachment of the soul.  The world that surrounds the soul is the result of the sum of its previous attachments expressed in new and changing relationships.  When the body dies, the soul simply detaches and creates a new series of attachments to return to the world in a new assembly of relationships.  Nothing dies, nothing ends, rather the creative productivity of the soul is drawn out into endless possibilities.

It is an endless dance, an endless opera, and endless symphony in which various players enter playing various parts.  But, music has no end.  Each note is echoed in the harmony of the larger whole and repeated and echoed in that harmony.

Astrology is the reflection of that harmony in the heavens.

R is for Reflection:

The order created by the soul is reflected everywhere.  It is reflected in the pattern of the soul’s attachment and reattachment to the world (reincarnation, samsara).  One of the results of this reflection is that the association of the soul with inanimate objects also demonstrates this principle.  Inanimate objects possess souls just as animate objects do.  This situation is reflected in the patterns studied by Astrology.  Everything about the world, including the movement of the planets, is an association generated by the soul in its selection of its point of attachment to the world.

The soul carries all of its eternal past with it wherever it attaches.  Every system the soul finds itself in is a completion of the patterns of action it attached to in previous lives.  This pattern of attachments to action is known as the soul’s “karma.”  The larger systems that allow the soul to complete these patterns are known as “dharma.”  Their expression in the world of space-time is experienced as astrology.

The soul cannot escape its past.  Its eternal life is all around it.  Simply rearranged in a new cycle of relationships, in a new way of assembling the old patterns.  Eventually, the repetition of these patterns sets up a process of torture, a hell from which the soul cannot easily escape.  The solution is to discover the prophet within, the inner Mohammed that speaks of a new Islam, the Jesus that represents a new Adam, the Buddha that strips away all but the pure core.

S is for Salvation:

Salvation does not consist in discovering immortality.  The soul already is immortal.  It is immortality in its essence.  The root subjectivity is pure time in its creative endlessness.  Its morality is an illusion generated by the desire to attach too much to the current incarnation.  Salvation consists in discovering the pure creativity that will shatter this bondage to local form, to release the soul from its links to hell, to destroy the devil that the soul has come to worship.

The soul must discover the inner Mohammed that is the messenger of a new Islam.  The soul must yield to the inner Jesus that is the logos of the Father entering its core.  The soul must yield to the Krishna of the heart that is the avatar of the endless.  The soul must discover the Buddha point that seeks the eternal creativity that can unlock the miraculous Nirvana that alone can restore the Heaven of expanding love and joy.  This is the central harmony that is the true way, the true Tao.

It is already present.  Everything that is needed is already present.  That is why salvation is simply an act of Buddha wisdom, simply the discovery of the creative endlessness (Nirvana) already at the soul’s true core.  It is simply a matter of faith in the love of the Jesus point that saves the infinitesimal into the infinite parent.  It is simply a matter of Islam, of submission to the Allah of infinite love and joy, to the central harmony of the creative way (Tao).

It is freedom for the creative spirit deep within.

T is for Time:

The soul is primitive time.  All other forms of time are compounded from the interactions and attachments of the soul.  The world is an example of this compound time.  
Astrology is a study of the patterns through which it is compounded.

The soul is the primitive dimension, the primitive string, the primitive subjective atom from which all objective form and process is compounded.  The time of the world is complex and relative.  The time of the world is finite and measurable.  It results from the extension of the infinitesimal now of the soul into the infinite and the twisting of the various infinite threads generated by the separate souls into the compound association of relative time.  Relative time further compounds into electromagnetic radiation and relativistic space-time.

The interaction of the infinitesimal and the finite takes place in an intermediate realm of finite strings and finite quanta that merge to form the photons and particles that generate the atomic world.  This world attaches the creativity and freedom of the subjective to the measurement and structure of the objective.  This world compounds the purity of the soul with the impurity of the thermodynamic processes of the evolving cosmic complex.

Behind the complex lies the simple purity of the soul’s creative progression.  Underneath the mortal and the transitory lies the endless creative of the subjective core.

U is for Universe:

The Universe is the manifestation of the fruits of the endless lives of all the souls that participate in its processes.  The harmony that ties these souls together is revealed in the astrology of its patterns.  My endless past is present in every breath I take and every photon I see.  Nothing can take place without my Dharma and my Karma entering into it.

I am immortality taking form in the world.  My salvation is in the discovery of the creative love in action that makes possible my liberation at the deepest core of my existence.

When I believe in this Christ the Son, this Jesus, this Buddha, this Krishna, this Mohammed, this creative Central Harmony, this Tao, I am saved into Nirvana, into the creative love of the true Creator, the true Holy Father, Holy Mother.

I walk in hell till I summit to this kingdom of Heaven.  Without this Islam, this Buddhamind, this avatarship, I am possessed by demons that kill me piece by piece.  The solution is given in the Dhammapada, in the Sermon on the Mount, in the Central Harmony, in the Yoga Aphorisms, in the writings of Ernest Holmes, Emerson, in the Buddha path, in the love of Jesus, in the Twelve-Step recovery road, the Eight-fold Path.

This new thought, new creation, Nirvana, New Testament makes all things new in me.  I am transformed and I am transformation.  I am creative love let loose.

V is for View:

It is about point of view.  A person that looks for mortality will find mortality.  A person that looks for hell will find hell.  A person that looks for immortality, for the eternal, for the free, for the endless, for the pure will find it.

The world is evolving, the gods are evolving.  Nothing in the finite is perfect, nothing is complete.  Only in the deepest core of the heart does the objective yield to the endless purity of Buddha creativity and the liberation of the Nirvana truth.

Those who view the world with hate and fear will find the worlds demons, will discover hell at work.   Those who view the world with gratitude for the infinite at work within will discover the central harmony, the Tao, the Nirvana that leads beyond.

You can surrender to your addictions, to your desires for dependence and codependence.  You can look for freedom.  You can discover the creative place where the endless expands your heart.  You can walk with Jesus or with Satan, with Heaven or with Hell, as you choose.

You can view the world dogmatically.  You can be certain that you have seen all there is to see.  You can be stingy with your heart and your pocketbook.  You can also be open to new things, to new ways of win/win cooperation.  You can be an agent of the creative spirit or an agent of bondage and fear.

W is for World:

The world is the manifestation of my buried self.  I am in this world because of all I have been for an eternity.  The associations that I have made in this eternity are expressed in my relationships with the world and the astrology that generated these patterns.

It has taken an eternity to expand out of my creative nothingness to the point that my version of the finite circle of existence includes my current physical form.  This world is the cumulative associations of the billions of other souls like myself that have emerged at various stages out of the endless all-being, all becoming.

What I have been is the source of what I am.  What I have attached to is the source of my current attachment.  My life is the memory of my former lives processed through the cosmic system that is the mind of the universe taking form in the astrology of the patterns associated with my current incarnation.

I am the creator, I am the Brahma, I am the god made form that is responsible for who and what I am.  I am the author of the fate, of the destiny that generated the patterns of my life and its associations with the world.

It has taken an eternity to generate the current levels of order that I experience.  A eternity of new possibilities lies open to me when I am ready to assume my Buddhamind creative potential.

X is for Xiu:

Xiu is Chinese for decay.  Death and decay exist only in the material world.  They result from the attachment of the soul to the world’s pleasure.  A soul that invests in the endless miracle within cannot know death and is not touched by decay because that soul can only see the endless creativity of the infinite at work within its infinitesimal focal points that are the subjective productivity of the Buddhamind, the power of the Logos as the generative story made endlessly new.

The experience of mortality comes when the soul clings to the finite, holds to its finite expression, focuses on its attachment to physical things.  When this finite attachment is sought with too much fervor it can generate the illusion, the Maya, that this attachment is the soul’s true reality.  As the attached forms decay, the soul suffers because of its investment in the attached forms.

The decay of the forms becomes the pattern the soul associates with.  This establishes a Karma of decay, a Dharma of decay, a system of decay that is repeated in subsequent incarnations.  When the soul associates too deeply with decay, this association is repeated in its subsequent incarnations and reflected in the astrology of its subsequent nativities taking such forms as squares to Mars, Saturn, Pluto, the Moon and the Moon’s Nodes.

An astrology associated with the rejection of decay, would show trines to Jupiter, Venus, the Sun, Neptune, Uranus. 

Y is for Youth:

The subjective line of time that begins all things, the time line of the soul is endlessly young.  It is the beginning of all youth, the Logos, the Christ Child that begins all creation.

Aging and death belong to the time of the world, the compound time of quantum events and chemical relationships.  This compound objective time endlessly decays back to the primary time that it was originally compound of.  This decay of compound time is the source of the processes and laws of thermodynamics.

The pure subjective youthfulness of primary time is known in the East as Buddhamind and as the Sattva Guna.  Compound time is the Tamas Guna and the thermodynamic processes associated with compound time, with the winding and unwinding of primary time to form compound time, these are known in the East as the Rajas Guna.

Science can study aging and death in the Tamas Guna, but, both the Sattva Guna and the Rajas Guna cannot be known and measured by science because they largely arise in the interaction of the infinite and the infinitesimal.  Science can only know and measure finite things.  The youthful creativity of primary subjectivity and its associated process occur in a realm that is invisible to all scientific attempts to penetrate it.  Science is a study of the endless dying of the Tamas.  True Metaphysics looks to the endless youth of the Sattva that is its ultimate source.  Science cannot explain where the energy of its Tamas comes from.

Z is for Zeus:

Zeus was known to the Romans as Jupiter.  Jupiter came to be associated with the planet Jupiter.  This planet is the largest of the planets and exerts a dominant influence on the movement of the other planets.  In astrology the influence of Saturn and Jupiter dominate all other influences, save those of Moon and Sun.

Yet local astrology is part of the finite Tamas.  This is the meaning of the Buddhist emphasis on spirituality that transcends the gods and goddesses of the local world.  The creative Sattva of the soul seeks the pure creative Buddhamind that is the source of all primary creativity.  Only when the attachments to the Tamas and its decay are thrown off can this pure Nirvana of primary creativity be rediscovered.  It is this pure Nirvana that is the kingdom of Heaven to which Jesus, Mohammed, and Krishna seek to lead us.  But, it is a kingdom of Heaven made endlessly new by the Tao of infinite creativity.

Mortality, Fear, Greed, Lust, belong to the world of pride in the Tamas, in attachments, possessions, achievements in compound time, in objective time.  The pure creative wonder and love of original time, of the subjectivity of the heart, of Krishna at play in Brindiban, sets us free to rediscover our immortality, to rediscover our endless life of youthful creativity.

The world of the pure Sattva, of pure time, is the world of gratitude and wonder, of pure love and joy.

Appendix:

My ideas about the soul are inspired by the aboriginal thinking that finds subjectivity within all objectivity, souls within all things.  Feeling is the inside of motion and thought in the inside of mind.  Human mind and human feeling require human levels of structure.  Animal mind, plant mind, mineral mind require the levels of structure and process that characterizes such objects.  Nothing objective is free from its subjective roots.  The subjective root is where it all begins.  It has taken an eternity for my subjectivity to develop and expand into the infinite to the point that I have reached my current level of objective attachment as a subjectivity with human form.

If the aboriginal inspires my notions of the soul, of the infinitesimal subjective and primary essence that underlies the creativity of all things, my notions of the finite are Western and rooted in civilized Western thought.

I have no quarrel with science.  I believe in science as the best approach to information about the measurable.  However, I believe in an immeasurable that is the ground and source of the objective that we measure.

My notions of the infinite are Eastern.  I believe in the Central Harmony that is the way of Heaven described in Neoconfucianism.  I believe in the Tao as the pure void of creativity that is the source of this way.  I believe in the buddhamind that is the discovery of this creativity and the Nirvana of possibility that is its ultimate extension.  I believe in the Brahman as the dance of many in one.

My notions of the relationship of the infinitesimal to the infinite are Atomistic, Jainist, and Liebnitzian.  I believe in an infinity of monads, of Jiva as the beginning threads of the pure time that is compounded to make the world.  I believe in the endless reincarnation of these Jiva in their attachment and reattachment to the world.  I believe that astrological patterns reflect the larger system that causes these bits of infinitesimal creativity to expand into the infinite and produce the finite as their attached expression.

My belief in reincarnation is similar to that of Hinduism.  However, I believe that the Jiva is something more creative, more potentially free than either Jainism or Hinduism acknowledges it to be.  Its creativity means that it is not a static self but a part of Buddhamind, of the endless creative Nirvana that forever expands Brahman into something new and changes the gods into Bodhisattvas that expand into the marvelous.  I believe that this marvelous is what we mean by God.  I believe that it is love and joy and wonder without measure.

Why have I forgotten that I am this immortal wonder?  Because I am so focused on the limitations of my current attachment that I have forgotten to look about me to see the fruits of my former lives and former associations written in the fabric of the world generated by these associations.  My immortal life is the source of my mortal life.  The memories of my previous existences are what I am, what I have become.  But, they are but memories.  I am free to grow.  I am free to become something new.  I am free to expand into the this wonder, this love, this endless joy.

Appendix II: The Eight Assumptions:

1. Mathematics is the skeleton of the possible.

2. Thermodynamics is the exploration of the possible (putting flesh on the skeleton).

3. The exploration of the possible begins with infinitesimal bits of private creative subjectivity (pure freedom, pure subjectivity, pure essence, pure privacy, pure first cause, pure source, pure primal time).

4. The worlds generated out of this subjectivity emerge outwardly in external surfaces that attach these private subjective creativities to other subjective creativities to produce a public assemblage.

5. As the private attaches to the public, it generates the finite from the infinitesimal. Public worlds mutually fuse in increasingly larger wholes.  If most hypotheses about a finite object are likely to be false, most hypotheses about this emerging infinite context of the finite are likely to be true in some local aspect, or at some level of its integration in the infinite hierarchy of integrations.

6. All contexts are ultimately incomplete and expand into the ultimate.

7. The product of this expansion is secondary, complex, time.

8. The basic polarities of existence are fixed (mathematics) to flux (thermodynamics), private to public, finite part to infinite whole.  The endless expansion of these polarities generates the fourth dimension/polarity (complex time, or secondary time).

Appendix III:  Immortality

Religion developed in the time of the great emperors.  God was seen as an emperor in the sky with the power to do whatever he wanted to do.  If he wanted to confer immortality on humans, he could do it.  When science caused people to doubt the need for gods to explain how the world got to be the way it is, they also began to doubt the idea of immortality as well.

Immortality makes more sense if it is something that has always been true and wasn’t created by the gods.  It makes more sense if it is something that is the creative source rather than the product.  Our soul is part of the god power that made all things.  The memory of its endless past is buried in the world of its creation, in the universe itself.  That is why the pattern of our incarnation, the birth of our current object attachment, can be traced in the movement of the planets themselves.

Our body is one cell of the objective organism that is the universe and our soul is one cell of the infinite subjective system that produced the universe.  That system is a conjunction of the infinitesimal creativity and freedom in the soul and its infinite extension into the ultimate.  The spiritual memory of our eternal life is woven into the fabric of that system and displayed in the pattern and process of the universe to which we have become attached.
