A is for Antithesis:

The “Dialectic” of the German philosopher Hegel, is a sequence of thesis, antithesis, and synthesis.  Each synthesis is a thesis in a new series of antithesis and synthesis.  Thus, long chains are built up.  I have written elsewhere that human thought works in this pattern because of the evolution of the nervous system that is the instrument upon which the notes, that are essential to the music of thought, are played.  That evolution has gone through a series of thesis to antithesis (yin to yang) oppositions result in synthesis on a new and higher level of organization as the ancestors of humans developed a worm like body plan, rejected an attached sea squirt life style, left water for land, abandon the reptilian life style for the non-reptilian lives, took to living in burrows, took to nursing their young, took to trees, took to upright ways of life and using tools and language.

Each break through, water to land, ground dwelling to tree climbing was antithetical to the original way of life and required a new homeostasis, a new synthesis, a new level of organized behavior.  Thus, this dialectical progression is presumed in all human thought: pleasure to pain, asleep to awake, approach to avoidance, instinctive to learned, input to output, inhibited to facilitated.  There is a series of dialectical switches that all nervous system processed data must pass through: yes to no (pleasure to pain), off to on (asleep to awake), low to high (serene to upset), old to new (habitual to learned), input to output (memory to expression), stop to go (caution to action).

B is for Belief:

Each artistic, personal, religious, philosophical temper is a fixed point, a stuckness in this progression.  People stuck at the jellyfish stage are borderline, worm are antisocial, sea squirt are dependent, shark are schizoid, amphibian are histrionic, reptilian are paranoid, post reptilian (bird) are obsessive or schizotypal (possum), or negativistic (primitive placental), or avoidant (ground dwelling placental), or narcissistic (primate), or positivistic (human).  A similar progression takes place in artistic temper: primitivistic to Dada, sentimental to realism, romanticism to naturalism, baroque to surrealism, impressionism to expressionism, classical to futurism.  A like progression occurs in philosophy: epicurean to stoic, belief to skeptical, idealism to naturalism, rationalism to empiricism, existentialism to linguistic analysis, parsimony to pragmatism.

The cosmology, the metaphysics, the belief of a person is the result of his, or her, personal evolution within this neural dialect and the evolution of his, or her, social environment.  It is history, sociology, psychology, and brain physiology that determines the extent of a person’s belief or skepticism and not the arguments or the evidence.  Arguments and evidence are simply ornaments the mind uses to excuse the temper where it finds itself at any given time.  The notion that a realistic point of view or a romantic point of view is inherently better, or has a greater claim on truth, than some of other point of view is prejudice.

If there is an enlightened point of view, it is to accept all.

C is for Cosmology:

There is no consistently superior cosmology.  The idea that materialism, idealism, empiricism, existentialism, realism, etc. have something inherent about them that makes them more correct is the same kind of prejudice that condemns the paranoid personality disorder to his paranoia and the histrionic protestant to his hysterical belief systems.  Certain tempers are better for different things.  As the scriptures say, “to everything there is a season.”

If empiricism is the approach of choice for investigations of the finite world, and pragmatism for the economic and the political, if stoicism is useful in times of challenge and skepticism in the face of superstition, idealism and faith have their place when looking at the infinite ground of all things, for everything possible is true about everything possible.

On the average human beings are average, so points of view that emphasize the average, such as pragmatism are most useful for describing human political situations and educational programs.  Since the finite world is the measurable world, cosmology based on empiricism and measurement is most appropriate.  And existentialism is equally appropriate for the artistic.  Since everything possible is true about everything possible, dialectical systems such as the Hegelian that admit all possibilities are the most likely to include a greater range of the possible, are more appropriate for this kind of metaphysical thing.  There is a season to believe and a time to withhold belief.  

D is for Dialectic:

The thesis from which all things begin is the infinitesimal quantity of energy stuffed with an infinite amount of information.  This is information bent inward.  This is the invisible Jiva, the soul, the Buddha point that is the beginning, the prime mover of all other things, the pure monad described by Leibnitz.

This creative thesis is endlessly broken open and decays into the antithesis of the finite mutable world.  In this finite broken world, it connects, through cosmic space-time, with the endless infinite that binds it up into dialectic after dialectic, into synthesis after synthesis, into new system, new level of organization after level of organization.

There are two orders.  There is the broken open world of the finite and its thermodynamic entropy that generates evolution in energy dissipative structures.  There is the creative needle of infinite information concentrated in infinitesimal energy to cut like a sword through the connection of infinite cosmology and break the eternal space-time into the endlessly creative now.  This subjective world creatively breaks the knots that tie the finite to is local-space time and rips it open and reverses it into infinitesimal creativity and infinite possibility that is endless subjective supernatural generativity that is the Tao, the nameless mother of all things.

Thus, energy becomes passion and form becomes mind.  Simple energy and simple form are simple passion, mind.

E is for Energy:

The simple forms of energy are finite and known through finite measures.  The complex interior of energy, the places where infinite and infinitesimal attach to it from within, these are the source of feeling, of desire, of passion.  In the complex structures and functions of the human nervous system, they are awakened at the human level from their cosmic chemistry in rock and mineral, they are displayed as human desire and human passion because they now take conscious human form.

There is no mystery.  It is not possible to have human thought and feeling without having human form and human processes.  Human processes require human society, human language, and human brains.  But, it is also not possible for that human passion to possess life from within and freedom from within unless the creative infinite enters into it and the creative infinitesimal penetrates it and sets it free into the magical subjective generativity that is the existential inexistence that provides the ground of possibility that underlies all things at their inside roots.

There are monads, jivas, souls, subjective infinitesimals within all things and all events, animal, vegetable, and mineral.  Human events are simply more complex and call up a grander being from within, as they call up a grander being from without.  There is more to human subjectivity just as there is more to human objectivity.  Being from within is simply the non-finite, the creative, the possibility ground aspect of being from without.

F is for Fabulous:

The finite, the objective, the without is best known through science and empiricism.  The infinite, the subjective, the within is best known through creative interpretation and through myth.  The Christian myth is one of the most true simply because it is so fabulous and so impossible.  The Christian myth is not true in a fundamental sense, in an empirical sense; it is true in a romantic, mythical sense.  The Christian myth is simply one of the most beautiful, most fabulous, most factually false, ways of telling the endless Santa Claus story of the Christmas of the heart.

The Christian scriptures give evidence having been written in code by Jews that were peddling memberships in secret organizations to Gentiles and Greek speaking foreigners, to Jews of the Diaspora.  The authors of this code chose the grandest possible myths to cloth the hidden truths of their history, to make the pills required to build the temples and projects of King Herod and his children that much less bitter to swallow.  Internal evidence indicates the grandfather of Jesus help organize this racket, Joseph fell out with Herod because of his attempts to legitimize it.  The attempts of Jesus to legitimize it (throw out the money changers) got him crucified (which he survived by the use of snake poison, to make his son and grandson, by Mary Magdalene-of a very prominent family as he was of a very powerful family-allies of the Herods-head of the Christian mission, to marry his daughter to Saint Paul—See, The Book That Jesus Wrote, by Barbara T.).  All of this gave us the world’s most inwardly true and outwardly false myths.

G is for Greed:

Human belief, human politics, human philosophy are driven by greed.  This was demonstrated for economics by Karl Marx and demonstrated again for anthropology by Marvin Harris (See Cannibals and Kings).  The position in the dialectic that a particular society settles on for its fixed point is controlled by the economics of its environment, just as the neurology of a species is controlled by the entropy that drives its evolution.

These nasty facts about the finite objective world do not change the spiritual reality, which is shattered by the infinitesimal and framed by the eternal and the infinite.  There is no external evidence for this other reality.  There should be no external evidence for this other reality.  This other reality is not a finite reality and is not measurable.  This other reality has nothing to do with parsimony.  Parsimony is a principle of the world of objective measurement that clothes the unmeasured being from within that is the creative source of all things.

The Christian myth is a myth of this other ungreedy world just as Buddhist myths and Moslem myths, etc.  Just as St. Paul points out, all things in the world exist in sin; exist in greed, in Buddhist terms are out of joint because of greed, because of desire for more.  In the other world there is no sin, no desire for more because it is infinitely and eternally sufficient and infinitesimally creative and free.  The Christian myth is a myth of this world that tells the hidden truth of that other realm known only to myth.

H is for Holy:

Holy means whole, wholesome.  Holy is this hidden myth from the inside and ecology and health and homeostasis and happiness from the outside, happiness and health and ecology being as close as we can come in this world of greed to the inner greedless Buddhist-Christian etc. glory of the heart.

The various pieces of the neurology of the human collect together into bundles.  The ancients spoke of water (phlegmatic), fire (choleric), earth (melancholy), and air (sanguine).  The vertebrate retains the neurology of its attached ancestors: the earth-melancholy tendency to attach, to avoid, the right cerebral hemisphere tendency to coil up into a depression.  Opposed to this is the fishy need to swim away, the left hemisphere optimism, sanguine about motor movement and expression in the upper water, into the air, the heavens.

As it swims, the protofish retains the visceral neurology of its sea squirt cousins, as well as the central nervous system neurology that sends information to its planned action executing striated muscles.  The visceral neurology, autonomic neurology, retains two sets of nerves.  There is the slow down and digest your food nerve set-parasympathetic, there is the speed up and swim faster nerve set-sympathetic.  The parasympathetic is symbolized by water, by the phlegmatic.  The sympathetic is symbolized by fire, by the choleric.  Earth and Air, Water and Fire form the external whole, holy, heath of the body.

I is for Integration:

A fifth part, Ether, is needed as a symbol that unites the four arms of the Earth, Air, Water, Fire cross into a union, into something whole, into ecology, health, wholeness.  That fifth part, that Ether, is the impressionism part.

Pleasure, rest, approach (the jellyfish/borderline, sea squirt/dependent, amphibian/approach) are all various levels of the phlegmatic (Water).  They all emphasize the parasympathetic nerves.

Pain, consciousness, vigilance (the worm/antisocial, shark/schizoid, and reptile/paranoid) are all various levels of the choleric (Fire).  They all emphasize the sympathetic nerves.

Right hemisphere and frontal lobe avoidance, motor inhibition belongs to Earth-melancholy.  Left hemisphere and frontal lobe positivism and narcissism, motor facilitation, the interpreter module, belong to Air-sanguine.

Between lower brain centers controlling the phlegmatic and the choleric, and cerebral centers controlling the muscle movement and verbal expression, lie limbic areas and striated bodies.  These are the Ether, the central areas that either pull together the other parts together in a healthy wholeness or fail to bring them together.  When integration fails, so does sanity.  This Ether, this limbic center is either heaven or hell, sanity or insanity, whole or unholy, God or Satan.

J is for Judge:

Each bundle has its own characteristic temper.  The phlegmatic temper goes along with natural sentiment, it is romantic.  The choleric temper swims off to explore the world and hence is more realistic, more awake, more naturalistic.  The melancholy temper tends to look backward rather than forward.  It is the judge.  Its temper is classical and baroque.  The sanguine temper is expressionistic, even when angry or upset, it is willing to try something new, to attempt a new mode of expression. 

All of these: Water, Fire, Earth, Air are all expression oriented.  Only the limbic area (Ether) is focused within.  The impressionistic temper turns inward and examines its own impressions, its own subjective data.  Here it either finds integration, health, wholesomeness, ecology, holiness, sanity, or brokenness, disintegration, the surreal.

The phlegmatic tends to belief and the choleric to skepticism.   The melancholy tends to rationalism and analysis and sanguine to empiricism and pragmatism.  All these are focused on the external world.  Impressionism bends the focus within, on phenomenology, subjectivity.

The phlegmatic is the egg and the choleric is the child.  The sanguine is the adult and the melancholy is the parent.  The impressionistic is the inner self, the spirit guide, the demon possession, the soul.  The child plays and the parent serves as judge.  The egg remains behind as the adult goes out.

The spirit guide integrates judge, child, egg, and adult.

K is for Karma:

“Karma” is a Sanskrit word for the actions that turn the wheel of the law of truth and duty.  Sanskrit society is structured by caste, with the Brahmin priest caste holding the greatest amount of power.  Belief systems and philosophies support local power structures.  In societies where priesthoods are important, there is belief in the power of certain ritual actions (good karma).

Technological societies like our own tend to support beliefs that are skeptical and atheistic, that interprets existence as confined to objective facts and measurable things.  Society has progressed from a receptive to an exploitative orientation, then to hoarding, to a marketing orientation.

Societies organized around the receptive orientation believe in priesthoods: ancient Hindu society is a good example.  Societies organized around the  exploitative orientation believe in military aristocracy: Plato’s Republic is a good example, along with other Greek philosophies spread by the conquering armies of Alexander the Great.

The hoarding orientation supports the mercantile aristocracy that hoards facts as well as wealth.  The great empirical systems of Locke and Hume are good examples.

The marketing orientation supports the more democratic consumer state and its instrumentalist pragmatism, John Dewey, etc.

When the limbic center is unwell, these remain fragments.  

L is for Limbic:

The limbic center is the key to the health of the whole.  When it is able to integrate these parts through creative self-actualization, the productive orientation results.  When this integration fails, a neurotic orientation is the result.

Self-actualizing integration centered on the limbic “heart” brings together the body’s Yin vs. Yang tendency to swing from phlegmatic sentiment to choleric will, from affectionate attachment to rebellious detachment.  It integrates this with the sanguine verbal mind of the left hemisphere and the melancholy mythology of the right.  It generates a balanced whole from the unbalanced parts.

This integration teaches the inner parent to be rational and respect facts rather that allowing itself to ruled by self-punishing mythologies.  It teaches the inner adult to plan and evaluate before taking action and to be concerned with the greater whole, with worthy values and ideals.  A new ecological empiricism about the world is balanced against a speculative idealism in respect to the ultimate.  This healthy attitude toward the external world is possible because of the integrity of the subjective world within.

In this productive phase, a new sanguine classical mode is generated, a classical that is kept trim by the ecological facts, by a mythology that is realistic in respect to the finite world, yet is able to be romantic in respect to feeling and impressionistic and expressionistic in respect to the exploration of new input and output for creative thought.

M is for Metaphysics:

The productive orientation must avoid being captured by the imperial mind-set and its global metaphysics.  The exploitative orientation of Hellenic empire used Aristotelian and Platonic metaphysics to justify rule by its “philosopher kings” and “aristocrats.”  The dying Roman Empire used the writings of Saint Augustine to twist ancient Hellenic thought into a Catholic Christian paradigm.  This paradigm simply substituted phlegmatic attachment to local bishop and local feudal lord for the old choleric attempts to conquer the entire world.

This sentimental Christian mythology flowered in the Gothic Romanticism of the later Middle Ages.  As new economic energy began to return to the West, there was a Renaissance of the old choleric Hellenic ideas.  Under the influence of this Renaissance, the West set out on its choleric adventures to external and the internal new worlds.  Commerce, Science, Empire expanded as a result.

As the West attempted to hoard its new treasures, it discovered that gold couldn’t buy everything.  New systems of metaphysics were invented to explain these bad results.  Some of the resulting systems, such as the Leviathan of Thomas Hobbes, maintained a very melancholy point of view.  As the Empires of the West began to fail, the melancholy became more intense and the metaphysics became more pessimistic.  The French Empire disintegrated on the sour notes of Sartre’s melancholy existentialism.  The British took to linguistic analysis.

N is for New York City:

New York City became the world capital of a new empire based on a marketing culture and a sanguine metaphysics developed by pragmatic philosophers like William James and John Dewey, or systems theory and process philosophy, the synergetics of Buckminster Fuller.

The problem with these imperial metaphysical systems is their bias toward the cosmic and the global.  Their focus is on universal gods and universal law and energy.  They deny the local and the individual.  They advocate the surrender of the infinitesimal to the infinite.  They deny local creativity and personal freedom.  They are all about the larger machinery of the whole.  There is no room in them for the creative spirit.  They are about sacrifice of the aboriginal, of personal creativity to the robopathic whole.

When the individual decides he has no personal immortality, no larger importance, he is much more likely to escape these feelings of worthlessness by investing his energy in the marketing culture.  Metaphysical systems that emphasize a cosmic physics that dwarfs the individual support a global marketing ideology.  The black holes that eat away at the heart of the galaxies are metaphors for the notion of energy and resource consuming systems that crunch everything personal and aboriginal into their global markets.  Personal time and space disappear down these gullets into the expanding stomachs of the global economy.  The only thing with real meaning in these systems is the ever-inflating figures of the gross national product.

O is for Original:

The fools caught up in these systems make statements like “there is no evidence for the existence of the soul.”  Of course there is no evidence for the existence of the soul.  The soul is the infinitesimal root; the creativity that generates all that is evident.  The soul is original, is the source of the world in which evidence is experienced.  Without the original creativity and freedom of the soul, there cannot be any freedom or creativity in that evidential world.

The soul does not need evidence.  The soul is its own evidence.  The soul is the private subjectivity that is the origin of all public things.  The public cannot and does not give evidence of the private.  The private is the origin of the subjectivity that makes the public possible.

Some think that Buddhism denies the existence of the self.  Buddhism denies the existence of an attached self, of a self that requires evidence that can be publically proven.  That self is an illusion.  The real self, the real soul is the lonely wisdom of private detachment.  That infinitesimal Buddha is the spark of the infinite nothingness that is the creative root of all being.  Attached to nothing, belonging to nothing, having no desire, no visible form, it is an infinitesimal side of the infinity of sides of the circle of compassion and wisdom that endlessly widens to enclose all things. The way of Buddhism is to deny God and call him Buddha, to deny the soul and call it Buddha, to deny the self and call it Buddha. 

P is for Primal:

Buddhism extinguishes the Buddha in the ocean of blown out desire.  But, that blowing out is the primal creativeness.  It is the infinitesimal spark that everything hinges on.  In the finite world, it has no measure, it cannot be discriminated, cannot be known.  Yet, that unknowable is the creative freedom that generates the immortality that makes all things.

There is a spectrum of the possible.  That spectrum runs from the private infinitesimal to the public norm, from the finite part to the infinite whole, from mutation and flux to the utterly fixed.  The private infinitesimal is the primal aspect of this spectrum.  It is where it all begins.  It does not need to be proven.  It is the soul, the self, the spirit that is the interpreter and judge of all proof.

In systems like Buddhism and existentialism that claim it does not exist, it is the primal non-existence, the Buddha nothingness that rules all subsequent disappearance, all subsequent non-existence.  The aboriginal world understands this.  It makes this spirit, this soul, this self, this monad, this jiva, this kami the creative beginning of everything.  Its non-existence is the primary non-existence that undoes all other non-existence and rips the primary rip through the nothingness of all other worlds.

Animalism is the first religion.  It is the aboriginal religion.  The creative spirits are the monad dust that all metaphysical systems are created from and created for.

Q is for Quarters:

The brain is divided into four Quarters.  The upper brain is divided between the melancholy judge in the non-verbal right hemisphere and the sanguine adult in the verbal left hemisphere.  The lower brain is divided between the phlegmatic egg in the parasympathetic portion of the visceral nervous system and the choleric child that rules the sympathetic portion.

At the center of the cross formed of these four quarters, the cross of earth against air and water against fire, lies the serene ether that is the limbic area.  This is the mythological heart.  The verbal air portion of the cross is the mind and the melancholy earth, the neurotic conscience that serves as the brake on air’s actions.  The choleric sympathetic nerves of the cross support interest and attention and the phlegmatic parasympathetic nerves of the cross, rest and inattention.  The heart, at the center of the cross, is the spirit of love that unites mind, conscience, interest, and attachment in a peaceful whole.  It is the wisdom that keeps it vigilant and alive.  It is the key to inner creativity and the self-actualizing productivity that is the beginning of a healthy life.

This core area is not the true soul, not the true Buddha.  It is simply the center of the brain.  It is simply the point where the jiva, the subjective infinitesimal makes the rip through the infinite that attaches it to the finite.  This kingdom between the brain’s four quarters is the garden of the inner soul.  Here is found objective Adam and subjective Eve.

R is for Robopaths:

“Robopaths” are mechanical people who are so drawn into the arms of the cross of receptive, exploitative, hoarding, and marketing orientations that they have lost contact with their productive and self-actualizing center.  They have lost their heart and in the loss of their heart, they have lost the contact point, the connection with their soul.

“Robopath” is a term used by the sociologist Lewis Yablonsky in his book “Robopaths, People as Machines” (1972).  Yablonsky claims that technological developments can harm society and benefit society.  People can become robot like in their interactions according to Yablonsky.  Something Yablonsky calls “social death” can take place when humans invest energy in “ecologically suicidal technology.” People “become so powerless that they no longer exert any control over their elected acompassionate robopathic leaders.”

Yablonsky protested, “The growing dehumanization of people to the point they have become the walking dead.  This dehumanized level of existence places people in roles where they are actors mouthing irrelevant platitudes, experiencing programmed emotions with little or no compassion or sympathy for other people.”  Yablonsky claimed that people in this situation suffer from the “existential disease of robopathology.” According to Yablonsky, robopaths are characterized by ritualism, past-orientation, conformity, image-involvement, acompassion, hostility, self-righteousness, and alienation.

S is for Social Machines.

Yablonsky describes society under the influence of technology as “social machines.”  Yabloonsky claims that behavior within these “social machines” is ritualistic and follows a script that reduces the participants to puppets.  Human needs are secondary to the expectations of the social structure.  The robopathic social machinery predetermines roles and images.  Status is very important within these role and image defining systems.

The social machinery described by Yablonsky represents the consumer society, the marketing orientation taken to its technological extreme.  The human tendency to be sanguine, to be positive about human hopes now supports obsessive behaviors that leave humans dependent upon their technology and the bureaucracies required to support that technology.

Technology and its salesmen attract the adult, the ego, and the interpreter module of the brain.  It is seduced by that technology and drawn further out into the social systems that sell the technology and its consumption and marketing systems.  The ego is seduced by the technical optimism and the siren song of technological pleasures.  It pursues a robopathological life in hopes of gaining the power and satisfaction suggested in its advertisements and promoted in its media presentations.

This is a culture of narcissism and yet a culture of self-denial.  The soul it promotes in its decay is a group soul.

T is for Technology:

The adult mind can be so drawn into the wonders offered by technology and the marketing orientation, that it looses contact with its limbic heart and its Buddha-Jiva soul, with the inner Jesus in the endless Christmas of the heart’s true core.  

The adult allows the egg within to attach itself to the comforts of technology and its inner child to swim off in pursuit of their dazzling enchantments.  The adult allows the inner parent to punish the other parts for any failure to conform to the expectations of the social machine.  Soon the ego has lost its soul and become a cog in a Nazi state machine, a capitalist army, a capitalist bureaucracy, a government agency of the larger technological market system.

The Buddhist is right that the correct response to such a world system is total detachment.  The adult must withdraw from the world and seek the egg.  The parent must stop punishing the child and all parts must seek their roots in the Buddha-Jesus that rules the inner heart.

What the Buddhist forgets is that detachment is a method and not metaphysics.  Buddha taught detachment not because there was no soul, no self, but rather because the soul only becomes pure by discovery of its nothingness, it only gains immortality by the sacrifice of immortality.  The essence of Buddhism is to act and think as if there was no self, no soul, in order to find the soul in its true poverty.

U is for Uranus:

All these relationships can be described astrologically.

The dependent Moon sleeps till awakened by the schizoid Sun.  The Moon’s nodes rule the pleasure seeking borderline jellyfish and the pain enduring antisocial worm.  The resting parasympathetic nerves are ruled by loving Venus and the excited sympathetic nerves by war like Mars.  Venus can be histrionic in her passion and Mars is capable of paranoia.

Jupiter rules the executive mind but Saturn rules the neurotic mind that inhibits it.  Jupiter can be narcissistic, but Jupiter is restrained by the avoidant behavior of neurotic Saturn.  But, Jupiter has its messengers, so verbal Mercury speaks for the Left Hemisphere and its marketing orientation.  Saturn responds by counting its hoarded memories.

Deep at the center of all of this, in the dark basement of the brain, lies Pluto ruler of the switchboard of instinctive behaviors, ruler of the criminal underworld of the mind.  Nearby lies Neptune at the bottom of the deep sea of feelings that is the limbic system.  Next to Neptune is Uranus that rules the hippocampus and its endless search for the novel and the exciting.

These three planets, Pluto, Neptune, Uranus rule the mythological center of the brain.  This center is formed of the basal ganglia, limbic areas, and hippocampus. 

It controls memory, feeling, and instinctive behavior.

V is for Venus:

The attitude of many readers will be that all of this talk of Venus and Mars is sheer superstition.  The names of the planets are simply accidents of their naming.  It is superstition to associate them with personal attributes.  But, the frame of mind that sees truths in the ancient symbols is a credulous frame of mind.  It is a frame of mind that predates our modern concerns with scientific method and scientific parsimony.

Sometimes this aboriginal animistic frame of mind can be remarkably effective in capturing truths that scientific parsimony fails to grasp.  I spent years as professor of science attempting to disprove astrology.  I am still amazed at the accuracy with which my progressed horoscope predicts the events of my life.  I remember when I first examined the natal charts of Hitler, Jefferson, Roosevelt, and Poppa Doc Duvalier of Haiti.  It was very obvious which chart belonged to Hitler.  There could be no question for anyone familiar with astrology.

If there are truths in this other way of thinking, if the animistic was of thought described in John S. Mbiti’s “African Religions and Philosophy” has unforeseen powers, then the existence of the Jiva, of the Soul is not something that can be in doubt.  This is what drove me to write these works.  I was attempting to explain how both the empirical world described by Physics and Science could be true and yet how this animistic world could also be true, how astrology and science could coexist in a larger system.

W is for Whitehead:

The process philosophy of Alfred North Whitehead helped me emerge form the box created by Western scientific philosophy.  I came to understand that the Western god was something working within the possible and setting limits to it.  It came to see that our Western separation of the subjective and the objective was false.

What Whitehead calls prehensions, I see as the process behind the quantum events that cause a particular alternative to emerge from the possible.  When this occurs, a finite world emerges from the infinite sea of alternative superspace and supertime.

The source of this quantum emergence is explained by the metaphysics of circles.  The finite circle emerges from its infinity of side through the medium of each infinitesimal side.  The infinitesimal sides create the circle and cause it to emerge out of its infinite potential.

In a similar way the infinitesimal monad of the soul is packed with an infinity of information as a result of its endless experience of infinite possibility.  From the infinite creativity of its treasures, it cuts its own unique hole and rips in the thread of ultimate possibility.  As a result of these hole and cuts, it becomes attached to the finite and to a series of quantum events that bind it to a set of prehensions, to a complex of subjective possibility and measurable objectivity.  This attachment causes the soul to experience the world.

X is for X Axis:

I visualize a metaphysics in which the infinitesimal point of the subjective now is the soul, the private self, that creates an axis of differentiation between itself and all other points to which it attaches.  This attachment generates a line between that souls now and a future world.  Thus, all space-time is spun from the creative souls.

The X Axis of this differentiation is between the creative soul and the world of its attachment.  The Y Axis of this differentiation is between the quantum events that generate the world and the infinite ground of possibility from which these events emerge.  The Z Axis of this differentiation lies between the fixed past of this process and the endless potential future of its creative expansion.  Thus each monad of creativity is the source of a thread of time that adds a new dimension to the endless space-time whole.

From a single point, infinitely dimensional complexes are generated.  Each soul is a different Buddha, a different avatar of God, a different interpretation of the possible.  Collections of soul gather together to participate in common worlds that reflect their mutual interests.  Each world, universe, represents an astrological system, as series of possible events that all participating souls have agreed to mutually experience.

Thus, I believe that the world is not what it seems to be.  I believe that what science shows us is only the outer manifestation, the packaging of this larger whole.

Y is for Yablonsky:

Thus, the mythology of Lewis Yablonsky’s “Robopaths” is doubly troubling for me.  Not only do I agree with Yablonsky, that my society has created a diseased mode of thought and action, but in addition, I believe as the Hindu’s believe, that the world itself is an illusion, a bad dream generated by its participating souls.

Furthermore, I believe that my very images of this dream are generated by my brain and relate more to its personal finite pathology than to the deeper issues of the karma and birth and rebirth of the souls that are responsible for the quantum events that generate the events I associate with my body and my thoughts.  I believe that I am but one of many souls attached to this body.  What I call “I” is simply the interpreter experience of my brain and the soul that happens to have attached itself to this interpreter experience.

Thus, I believe in dreams giving rise to dreams and illusions giving rise to illusions.  Yablonsky’s robopathology is the product of robopathological processes that can be traced to the bad karma of the participating creative infinitesimals.

The result vision of reality is too complex to describe.  Yet, all this complexity is generated by a simple idea.  That simple idea is the notion of an infinitesimal subjective creativity that gradually emerges into a finite world and that finite world complexes into an infinite whole.

Z is for Zodiac:

My belief in the sociology of Yablonsky, the psychology of Fromm, the physiology and evolution of a Yin/Yang brain, the process philosophy of Whitehead, the X, Y, Z gradients of a string theory superspace that emerges from a larger deeper karma-dharma jiva driven whole, this belief turns me back toward the simplicity of the myth of the Christmas of the Heart.

Somewhere in the center of my brain is a place where the Buddha-Jesus is endlessly born.  Here I can find a place for my jiva-soul to rest as an infinitesimal speck of now in the circle that endlessly expands to enclose all that it can enclose in love and wisdom.  I simply surrender to that endless wisdom, joy, love, surrender in gratitude.

That poverty of heart is what I need.  Not the riches and wonders of the world, but that pure heart that allows me to see the infinite God of the possible at work in all things.

There is no need for worry, no need for fear.  I cannot take my knowledge and wisdom with me.  All I possess is the pure poverty of the present and the possibility of making that poverty the creative seed of new joy, new love, new acts of faith and kindness.  When I go naked into that inner poverty I am delivered to the endless heaven of the inner heart, the endless forgiveness, endless Buddha wisdom, endless freedom.  That is where I need to go.

To get there I simple let go of hate, of fear, of self-pity.
