A is for Appearances:

Things are the opposite from the way they appear.  It appears that survival and pleasure are what it is all about.  It appears that what I should be doing is grabbing all the power and status I can get and hanging on to it as long as I can.  It appears that I should make the most of my physical strength and beauty and gain as much in the material world as I can gain.

What I need to do is discover the lost assemblage of my previous and future associations.  The story of my previous lives is hidden all around me in the world.  When I was reborn, my past entered into the very fabric of the world I was born into and the story of that past is all around me, it haunts my dreams and images, if I am willing to listen to them.  The conscious memories I value will fade with the body as it wears away into entropy.  The unconscious images of my previous lives are the foundation upon which everything in this life is built.  They are the Karma hidden in my astrology and the pattern of my incarnations.

It is not physical strength I need.  It is spiritual strength.  I do not need the finite, I need the infinite.  I do not need greed and lust, I need virtue and inner value.  I do not need the objective gain, I need the subjective release.  I need to detach from my focus on the finite and look instead toward the infinite whole.  I need Buddha consciousness that understands that I need Nirvana rather than Maya.  I need Christ consciousness that understands that I need the spiritual treasures of inner purity and inner joy.

B is for Brain:

If I am to look for images of my previous lives, I need to look in my unconscious.  My left-brain is filled with particular facts about this life.  My right brain has models of the relationships that make up this life.  My previous lives contain the polar opposite of this life.  The infinite works toward the total and the full.  It moves toward the completion of patterns.  As my life moves into the endless through cycles of birth and rebirth, those cycles tend to fill up the missing places, to go through a dialectical progression of thesis, antithesis, and synthesis.

If this life is known through the senses, the previous life is known through dreams.  If this life is known through conscious fact, the previous life is known through hypnotic trance and unconscious suggestion.  

My soul is tied to my current body through an attachment process that involves astrology.  All parts of the world, including the souls attached to the planets had to agree to my attachment of my current incarnation.  My previous lives, my soul, the astrological system of all souls in the world are part of a large system.  That system has a relationship to everything in the world including the quantum events of my body and brain.

Just as my current state of consciousness is tied to the conscious aspect of my brain function, so my past lives are associated with the unconscious aspects of my brain function.  The key to my past lives is in these polarities.

C is for Consciousness:

The conscious aspect of my brain function, my left hemisphere attempts to fool me into believing I am all empirical fact; I am nothing but my current brain function.  The key to my true identity and my past lives is in the shadow of that current identity thrown up by the unconscious, in dreams, in images, in symbolic polarities.

If I am wise and male and rich in this life, somewhere in the distant past I was poor and uneducated and female.  If the past series of incarnations was human, somewhere in the more distant past was the animal, the vegetable, the mineral, the dynamic.  If Mars is stronger in this incarnation, Venus ruled in a previous incarnation.  If Jupiter triumphs in this incarnation, Saturn ruled in a previous life.

As the unconscious material enters consciousness, as my past lives emerge in this life, I become free from my fate.  What I do in this life is less important when I recognize that it is part of a large whole, the steps of this dance of life belong to a larger ballet.  The awareness of these larger relationships expands the horizons of my soul.  If frees me from the purgatory of my bondage to my current Karma and Dharma (actions of previous lives and duties that compensate and fulfill them).

Just as my current particular attachment is the focus of my conscious left brain, so the larger pattern to which this conscious focus belongs, its associated with the right.

E is for End:

The larger pattern of incarnations is the Dharma, the purpose, the mission, the meaning, the fulfillment of these cycles.  Without the discovery of this larger pattern, a particular life is empty, meaningless, senseless.  The larger pattern provides the sense, the meaning, explains the real story, the real logos, the real end of what appears to be meaningless existences.

Each individual life is a part, a portion of the larger system.  Each individual life is a single step, a single note of the larger harmony, of the larger ballet.  Without knowledge of the larger pattern, individual existences appear senseless; the events of life appear shallow and void.

The discovery and perfection of this pattern gives a purpose to life that serves a higher function and a higher perfection, reveals a higher level of organization emerging out of the apparent nonsense of local events.  The working out of this higher order is part of what life is all about.  Yet this larger scheme is itself evolving and expanding into something more.

The real meaning of life endures, it is not lost.  Death is not something to be feared.  Rather addictive life is to be feared.  The trap of competition for status and power is the living death that is the real threat to the greater whole.

The deep structure of this whole is not visible.  It is hidden in the infinitesimally concentrated kingdoms of my soul.  It is hidden in the peculiar system of my unique subjectivity.

D is for Death:

Death removes the current attachment and strips the objective cover from soul.  Naked, I return to the deeper patterns of infinitesimal and infinite that have been covered by finite form.  I return to the larger pattern that was the author of the current local pattern.  What this means is unique to my own soul system and its peculiar associations with other soul systems.

My pattern of incarnations and my method of associating with other soul have taken an eternity to generate.  It has emerged out of the endless into the measurable.  It is potentially infinitely complex.  No scientific explanation could be adequate, for ultimately there is no end to this cosmology that involves ties of some kind at some level with everything that ever was and is and will be.

When a soul completes a particular cycle, apparently it may die from that system and reappear in another system.  Souls may alternate between incarnations at various levels and in various systems.  Each soul develops it own unique pattern over the endless periods of its expansion into finite incarnations.

My own sequence of incarnations does not have spaces between incarnations that some predict.  My previous incarnation was male, short, and suicidal.  I reincarnated almost immediately.  Only about forty years before, I had lived a relatively short life as a female.  That life took place on the longitude of my current natal Sun.

F is for Fixed:

My attention is fixed on my body.  It seems to be what I am.  My creativity and ability to choose seem to be centered in my body.  My soul seems to be a miniature edition of my body stuck inside my brain.

Actually I began as pure nothingness expanding endlessly into the infinite until I obtained the power to attach to a fixed human form.  This current human attachment that has fixed my attention is only one of a larger series of attachments and associations in this world and beyond.  These fixations of my energy, these attachments integrate in a larger world of worlds of ever-greater scope and inclusiveness, expanding endlessly into the infinite.

My Maya generates the delusion that I am nothing more than this local attachment that has fixed my attention that my energy is focused on.  Actually, my world is not controlled though this local fixed form.  It is controlled in the larger hypercosmic system of systems, in the ultimate astrology of all souls, as I, and all the other souls in my local system, agree to a particular set of alternatives, out of the possible array of alternative quantum event universes, to attach to as our shared world of relative space-time.  I combine with other souls to concur in attaching to one alternative universe.  

I can fix on a local hell that will benefit only my greed, will only benefit my visible form, or I can choose Heaven.

I can choose the alternative that serves the greater good.

G is for God:

This opening up is called Nirvana and the state of mind that generates it is called Buddha.  It is also called Heaven and the state that generates it is known as Moses, Mohammed, Jesus, Krishna, the Logos.  This state in which the infinite is forever transcending its own infinity is what is sometimes known as God.

At first my notions of God and of the soul are limited.  I think of my soul as the essence of my body, therefore, God is nothing more than a great person in the sky, Zeus throwing thunderbolts.  However, I discover that my soul has always existed.  It has been evolving for an eternity.  My soul is something unlike anything in the visible world.  It is an unbelievably concentrated reserve of creative essentials basic to all metaphysics, all existence.  It is its own peculiar center of subjective freedom at the primitive source of all time.

My soul is much more subjective, more concentrated, more immortal, more creative, more primitive, more basic, more peculiar, more singular, more isolated, more reserved, more differentiated, more variable, more free, more pure, more separated and split apart, more alien, more unusual than anything I have ever experience or imagined.  If this is true of my soul, it must also be true of God but infinitely and completely extended to include all possible variations in a larger grander more perfect, more inclusive whole.

The point is that God and the soul are not in the world.

H is for Human:

Even so there are things I can learn about my soul from the human conditions that I experience.  This human form is the product of an eternity of expansion of my soul.  It is the expression of the current stage of my souls evolution.  It faces the problems that my soul must work through to reach the next stage in its evolution.

My soul has been created out of an eternity of incarnations.  The concentrated essence of these incarnations is stored in the peculiar architecture of my soul.  It is stored as a purified infinitesimal essence infinitely compacted and infinitely expanded into its own alien architecture, its own alien worlds.  The various separate aspects of this unusual differentiation are expressed in the world with which I am associated.  The various incarnations that I have been attached to, and the various aspects and stages of the development of my soul, are the source of the unique relationship my body makes to the world.  It is found in and the astrology of those relationships.

My body is the product of my souls current focus and my world and its relationships reflect my soul previous lives and interests and their many complex associations, evolved through an eternity of develop in concert with the eternal development of other souls.

The world reflects the tapestry of the eternal history of my soul and its associate souls.  My place in this history is revealed in the relationship of my body to the larger world.

I is for Individual:

I am more than I seem to be.  I am not just a body.  I am also a soul that has existed for an eternity.  This soul does not just exist as the subjectivity behind my individuality, it is also the creativity associated with my unique astrology and with the astrology of my world.

My soul is more concentrated than I realized.  It is more isolated, more peculiar, more immortal, with much greater depth and variability.  There is more separation and differentiation within it than I thought.  It has more secrets, more reserves, more private aspects, more alien realms within it than I could have imagined.  My soul is too infinitely complex for the finite brain to which it is attached to comprehend.

There is so much there that my real challenge, as an individual, is not to explore the external possibilities in the objective world.  My challenge, as an individual, is to explore the infinite treasure hidden within the subjective sources from my objective world has come.  The eternal relationship of the infinite and the infinitesimal enlarges the infinitesimal to a transcendent degree, a degree beyond any capacity of the finite to fully express or communicate.

My soul is filled with an infinity of mansions each filled with infinite treasures.  These separate units have developed and infinity of connections and associations that disassociate and associate endlessly.  My soul generates its own unique cosmology, its own interpretation of the world.

J is for Jiva:

My soul is a Jiva, a monad of subjectivity that is primal, that begins all creation.  It is not distributed or arranged at all as the world is arranged.  Things in the world possess a standard arrangement, a normal arrangement, a finite arrangement, a public arrangement.  My soul is unfamiliar, infinitesimal and yet in touch with the infinite, it is peculiar, unusual, private, secret, free, open, endlessly new and yet conservative and reserved.  The world is full of space.  The soul is compartment after compartment of private time, the primal bits of time from which all larger threads of time are strung.

The Jiva, the soul, is not distributed or arranged as the world is arranged.   The space and time of the soul are not those of the world.  The world arranges by grouping and distributing, the soul by separating and concentrating.

The soul can divide and differentiate, can isolate.  One division may incarnate while another remains aloof.  The soul can alienate, branch, concentrate, and break away.  The isolated compartment can be transformed into a hell, a prison, or retained as a seed, a spore, a resistant storehouse.

These breaks can shatter the soul or open it to something greater.  Salvation points to a larger purpose, a greater potential rather than a narrow point, a barrier, or a limit.  The eccentric and the peculiar should be used to invent new worlds, should be surrendered to the larger potential, should be used to complete, include, and perfect.

The infinite is the salvation of the Jiva.  It sets it free.

K is for Karma:

A soul may include many different strands of Karma concentrated in a single reserve.  There may be a male element that incarnates separately from a female element.  The soul may attempt to hide its bisexual aspect from itself.  Homophobia, prejudice may represent a soul’s fear of its own creative variation, withdrawal of the soul from its own inner richness.  The soul may recoil from, deny, its own past, its own Karma.

The Karmic relationships of the soul may not be what they appear to be, for the soul’s identity is rooted in its own peculiar sequence of incarnations and differentiations that extend through its own sequence of endless inventions.  Each soul conserves its own utterly unique variants.  Each soul is an alien at its root, alien to any other subjectivity.  Typically, its incarnations run out of the endless past in some unique, progressive, series of polarized variations.

The Karma of the soul is locked inside it.  It is fully revealed only in the soul’s astrology and its relationship with the world.  The associations formed by the soul’s incarnations and the relationship of those incarnations to the universe reveal the soul’s true inner nature.  It is impossible for the soul to hide that nature when it enters the world.  Its nature is revealed in its relationships and associations, in the patterns in generates in the collective unconscious and the astrological sequences of its nativities.

The world about me demonstrates the secrets of my soul, in my body and its relationships with the collective order.

L is for Life:

My life is not what it seems to be.  My body appears to be the center of my free choice.  Yet, it is simply the result of the physiology of its cells.  Freedom emerges in the ability of my soul to combine with other souls in the selection of quantum alternatives out of the infinity of alternative universes.  All quantum alternatives exist, but not all are subjectively experienced.  The community of subjective monads collectively agree on the quantum reality they will jointly indwell.

The public world is attached to an infinity of private creative monads.  The character of these monads is revealed in the nature of the world they attach to.  Each attachment is the fruit of an eternity of expansion by the monad that attaches to it.

This mortal body is a product of the endless evolution of the soul.  This public work reflects the peculiar creative metaphysics of the souls that agree to experience it.  It is the agreement of the souls to a particular alternative universe that gives the soul its freedom, for the body is only the product of the atomic relationships that make it up.  The soul gains its freedom because of the unique creativity that it exerts as the infinitesimal breaking through the infinite to generate the subjectivity that is the deep source of all objective expressions emerging in the finite and the measurable.

Like a circle, life comes out of the infinitesimal infinite.

M is for Monad:

There is an aristocracy of monads, an aristocracy of souls.  Each soul is a piece of God.  Each soul is a Zeus, an Athena that creates its own reality from its own inner immortal Olympus.  Each soul is the god of its own unique interpretation of the infinite.  Each soul is an angel, and avatar of its own differentiation of the whole.

The souls are the sons and daughters of the Father Mother infinite.  Souls are the spouts through which the infinite emerges into the finite.  Souls are the hands and eyes of God.  Since God emerges into the world through the soul, the souls incarnating in a world determine what God will be in that world.  The gods of a world evolve from the Karma and Dharma of the souls that feast on the honey of its cosmic energy.

Souls in this world are scared of their god like powers and terrified by their own demonic deeds.  Souls in this world deny their immortality and attempt to hide in addictive relationships with the flesh.  They hide in the morality of the body and pretend to perish with the withering of the flesh.  They refuse responsibility for their own Karma and blame what they have done on the Santa Claus Jehovah and the Jealous Allah that they and their Emperors and Popes invented to excuse awful deeds done in service of human greed and lust.

I must take responsibility for my life and for my world.  It is my creation.  It is the product of an eternity of my living.

N is for Nature:

Nature is not what Nature seems to be.  The subjectivity that seems only to reflect Nature, is, because of infinite hidden complexity that lies between the visible and its invisible source, the actual author of the objective world.  This passing subjectivity that seems to reflect time is the primal beginning of time.

The soul that appears hidden within me is broken open and exposed in public as the world around me.  My body emerges out of the eternity of my prior existences and reflects that eternity of existences.  The objective world is a mirror in which I see the hidden depths of my soul.  My astrology is these hidden depths emerging outward into the world to determine the Dharma of my fate according to the Karma of my prior lives.

The choice and freedom I attribute to body is an illusion.  Real freedom arises within my soul and its connections to the totality of being that arises from the hidden quantum relationships that generate the visible from the deeper invisible.

I am God’s creator.  The infinite enters me and expands me, but I determine the peculiar from that the finite will take when it emerges from the expansion of that infinitesimal inside of me.  That infinitesimal is my creative spirit; the infinite is the collective whole that generates the collective Unconscious.  Out of that astrological order comes the astrology of my incarnations, of my worldly fate

O is for Olympus:

My soul is a hidden Mount Olympus that contains the seeds of the gods.  This world was created by the endless activity of souls like my own.  As a result of their endless expansion out of nothingness, they have created the basis for the emergence and evolution of the galaxies.

The world is my body and the body of my sister souls.  Together we have created this universe by the endless expansion of our primal creativity.  As long as I remain in ignorance of my powers, I sleep.  Most souls sleep.  Those who awaken and discover their powers become gods, Buddhas, avatars.

We control the nature of the universe by our joint generation of all being from our pooled creativity.  The astrological system is the order of concretion of the assemblage of all souls adhering to this world.  They emerge out of the subjective into the objective as the infinitesimal is endlessly compacted, concentrated, expanded, and open up by the entrance of the infinite into the infinitesimal.

The objective world deludes us.  The measurable hides the immeasurable from which it came.  The finite circle hides the infinity of infinitesimals that generated it.  The subjectivity that seems to be shadow is the real substance.  The private moment of time is the building block from which all other things are made: all evolution, all public time and space, all relativity, all cosmology.

P is for Penetration:

Existence is abstract mathematics, is empty system till it is penetrated by the infinitesimal needle head of the soul.  The subjective moment of the soul breaks through the system of everything and gives it freedom and life.  All things are created from this penetration.  The fundamental, singular penetration of the soul is the primary thrust that is essential to all existence.  Without this primary subjective act, there would be nothing but lifeless order and lifeless pattern.

The soul that penetrates the jealousy of the gods is the Buddha soul, the Jesus soul, the Krishna soul that saves us from the death generated by dogma and decay and breaks out of hell into the light of the marvelous.  It is love and joy that penetrate the fear that binds us.  It is generosity and charity that penetrate the greed and anger that enslave us to our local prisons.

The penetrating creativity of the soul is the Zeus and Athena of the world.  My fear of death is based on my ignorance of my true nature.  The only thing of real value in my existence is the pure core of my subjectivity.  This pure core is the creative interior of energy and form potential.  It cannot be destroyed.  It endlessly creates and creates again.  Nothing can destroy the true nature of what I am.  I have nothing to fear accept my own bondage to fear and the ignorance that makes me pursue the addictive images generated by lust and greed.

I must allow Buddha wisdom to penetrate this shadow.

Q is for Quantity:

The world can only offer me the finite.  My selfishness can only trap me in the infinitesimal.  These traps and false visions are the source of my pain.  They are the false gods that I need to shun.  The infinite offers me endless freedom with no limits in quantity, duration, or space.

If I believe in the infinite, if I surrender to it, if I allow joy and love and gratitude to replace my fear and greed and envy, I will be saved from my bondage to death and limitation.  The limitations of my world are the result of my failure to penetrate these limits with the infinite, with infinite faith, joy, love, hope, and serenity.

The infinite is Heaven, is Nirvana, is Allah, is God, is endless Good, at work within me.  Once my infinitesimal creativity is nurtured by the infinite, there is no limit to what it can do.  There is no limit to the size a circle can take once the infinitesimal sides of which it is made start to expand into the infinite that multiplies them.

I am the infinitesimal Buddha wisdom breaking into the boundless infinite Nirvana that remakes the finite Maya into something higher better and more beautiful.  I am the logos of the Christ mind allowing the Father Mother God to nurture it and salve the world into a new heavens and a new earth.  I must utter that word of faith, gratitude, surrender to infinite goodness.

There are not limits to my good except my own fears.

R is for Reality:

It is human nature to endlessly measure the circle and note how small it is.  It is human nature to constantly note our limitations and fight more the limited quantity of goods and fortune available in a finite world.  It is human nature to be concerned with our own physical measure and how it relates to the measures of others.

If we focus on these problems, we will never discover the solution.  The solution is not in reality, but in the creative beginning from which reality comes.  That creative beginning is so infinitesimally small that it is able to penetrate infinite barriers and free endless riches to remake the world into something new and expand it beyond its current limits.

What seems so real to us is not what it seems.  We know and measure the surface of something infinitely greater and infinitely more complex.  We are that deeper meaning.  Our true reality lies in the subjectivity within and not in the surface objectivity without.  Reality fools us.  It presents hard surfaces that are actual empty space and dancing particles.  The hard surfaces exist only in our brain.  But, the hard surfaces in our brain become hard only in our subjective awareness.  It is the being from within that is hidden to our eyes that is the immortal truth.

We are something endless that has evolved from the endless and emerged into the structures of the world.  These structures have captured us and taken us prisoner.
