S is for Subjectivity:

The world seems to contain three things: my subjectivity, empirical fact, and mythological possibility.  My subjectivity is known from introspection.  Empirical fact is public.  Mythological possibility has no ultimate limit.  My subjectivity represents the infinitesimally small, so small that it has no measure.  The empirical world is the world of known measures, of the finite.  The mythological world is the world of infinite potential.

One explanation of the finite is that it emerges, as a circle does, from the interaction of the infinitesimal and the infinite.  Subjectivity is that infinitesimal infinite interaction.  Objectivity is found in the finite world generated by the hidden interactions of the infinite and the infinitesimal in the realm of the subjective.

The realm of the subjective is the hidden meaning and the hidden source of the objective world that it generates.

My freedom and my immortality are attributes of my private subjectivity, of the journey of my soul into the infinite.  There is no proof of this except the world itself.  My physical existence, and all its relationships and associations, is the fruit of my endless journey into the boundless.  It has taken an endless extent of time for me to evolve out of the endless sleep into the wakefulness of attachment to my current human form.

My subjectivity is the real beginning of my world.  The infinite is the possibility into which it expands.

T is for Time:

There is more than one kind of time.  Pure time exists only in the subjective and is woven of the singular strands that are created by private subjectivity, by the Jiva, the souls that begin all things.  The time of the world is complex time and it emerges by the association of the singular threads the Jiva spin.

Relativistic time emerges in the realm of quanta and string theory, out of assemblages of these complex associations, into collections with new levels of organizational potential.  Energy dissipative structures emerge and generate Darwinian evolution in the finite world.  This Darwinian evolution results from thermodynamic processes driven by the movement toward entropy.  The source of this movement is the expansion of the infinitesimal atom of primal time into the infinite.

My subjective now belongs to my subjective eternity and emerges from that subjective eternity and differentiates new extensions of the eternity out of the boundless.  It associates with other eternities and binds to them.  Systems emerge and these systems generate local form and local action.  Astrological nativities develop that signal the order to which local events belong.

Existence organizes at many levels: pure time, secondary time, string theory, quantum events, electromagnetic events, relativistic space time, hyperspace, complexes in hyperspace, the boundless, the extension of the boundless.

U is for Universe:

There are universes in the finite, in the infinite, and in the infinitesimal.  The world is the local public universe.  The cosmos is the collective extension of the world as the universe of worlds.  The dimensions of the world emerge from the hidden dimensions of quantum and string theory beginnings.  These finite and public worlds emerge from deeper levels that are neither finite nor public.

The universe of my soul is an alien universe with only infinitesimal energy within the finite, but the capacity to generate extensions of itself into the boundless and the endless.  It is the result of these endless extensions that my soul emerges out of its interaction with the boundless to attach to finite human form.

The most inclusive universe is always opening up to a new level of inclusion.  Therefore all perfection and completion are ultimately incomplete and imperfect.  Therefore God endlessly fails of ultimate perfection and has shattered herself into an infinity of monads, of alien universes.  These universes penetrate the walls of the ancient false perfection like bullets.  From the dead bodies of the old gods, the Bodhisattvas emerge that lead to new Nirvanas extending beyond the limits of the old.

The associations the souls make to these new systems determine the level of the soul’s attachment.  Souls trapped in the dead systems descend to purgatory or hell.  Only souls saved into the new (the way of love) are free.

V is for Victory:

The need for victory is an illusion. There are limited resources in the finite world.  However, the objective world is the manifestation of the subjective.  Real changes in the objective world must begin in the subjective not in the objective.

The real victory is in detachment.  The real victory is in surrender.  The real victory is in release from envy, pride, greed, lust, and anger.  The real victory is the victory over bondage to pleasure, comfort, status, possessions, achievements, awards, public approval, etc.

The finite is a barrier to the expansion of the soul into the infinite.  The key to surmounting this barrier is in the virtues of gratitude, meditation, serenity, acceptance, love, tolerance, generosity, altruism, and faith.

Those who hate me are not my real enemies.  My real enemies are denial, arrogance, greed, false pride, pretensions, resentments, fear, guilt, shame, etc.

The infinitesimal can never conquer the finite. The solution for the infinitesimal is acceptance of the finite, detachment from the finite and humble surrender to the infinite.

Victory comes when the infinite is sought in meditation, prayer, gratitude, humility, surrender, love, faith, serenity, and exaltation.

There is no victory in the finite. 

W is for World:

The world is public and the soul is private.  The world is familiar and the soul is alien.  The world is normal and the soul is peculiar.  The world is visible and the soul is hidden.  The world is created and the soul is the creator.  The world is made of mortal space and the soul of immortal time.  The world is external and objective.  The soul is internal and subjective.  The world can be interpreted statistically.   Each soul is unique and does not behave according to some norm or average.  The world is democratic.  The soul is aristocratic and withdrawn.

The world operates through the interaction of law and energy, through the interaction of whole and part.  The soul creates the beginning pattern.  This pattern is reflected in the ways the soul joins with other souls.  These patterns are reflected in the larger systems that generate the finite out of the infinite.

The attachment the soul makes in the world reflects the association with its unique pattern with the patterns generated by all other souls.  The world a soul associates with is the world that agrees with the total sum of the soul’s previous attachments and previous thoughts and behaviors.

The world makes public the results of the private creations of the soul through the previous eternity of its interpretations of being.  The world is the unfolding of the hidden depths of the souls that participate in its associations.

X is for X Axis:

The differentiation between the soul and the world is the primary axis of differentiation of all things.  From this differentiation between time and space, between primary prequantum time and secondary post quantum space-time, comes the beginning of all things.  The soul is the beginning and Yang and the world is the Yin of its associations.

This primary differentiation makes possible the secondary differentiation of time itself between the fixed and the fluid, between being and becoming, between past and future, between mathematical potential and energy actual, between Dharma and Karma, between definition and mutation.

From the interaction of these two, from the Yang of the spirit entering the Yin of the law and its process, comes the emergence of the particular.  If the creative soul (spirit) creates the X-axis, and the fixed law creates the Y-axis, the particular generates the Z-axis.  

The Z-axis differentiates the part from the whole, the atom from the boundless everything.  The part breaks apart and narrows.  The boundless includes, extends, and makes whole.  The soul that creates the X-axis is the Buddha, the law that generates the Y-axis is the Dharma, the part that forms the Z-axis is the Maya and its polar opposite is the Nirvana of the boundless.

The soul begins the differentiation.  It generates the laws and processes of the world.  All are part of a greater whole.

Y is for Yield:

The yield of the soul is a system of patterns that gradually generates a material world as the expression of the soul.  These patterns develop their own thermodynamics leading to the evolution of systems of organized form.  The organized form integrates at ever more inclusive levels generating new wholes, new integrations, new perfections, new purposes at higher and higher levels of purpose.

The process is creative because it expands the bound into the boundless and the infinitesimal into the infinite.

Only the finite yields bondage.  What comes before and after the finite is not bound.  What comes before and after the finite is not mortal.  The limitations of the finite do not apply to things that are not finite.  The subjective appears to be finite, but that is an illusion.  The subjective is the infinitesimal and infinite content of the circle from within.  Only the external extension of that content gives the circle a finite limit.

The circle of life can be approached from within or without.  The circle can be expanded from within.  It sets up a boundary without that cannot be penetrated.  This boundary traps its contents within finite walls.  Only by extending the infinitesimal into the infinite can it be expanded, can it grow.

The yield from without is bondage and limits.  The yield from within is freedom and limitless expansion.  The way of the surface is the way of mortality and slavery.

Z is for Zenith:

There is no zenith to existence because the infinite forever extends itself beyond itself.  It is an endless process.  God is forever exceeding the limits set for God, which is why God is often called Buddhamind and Heaven is called Nirvana.  This true Kingdom of God exists only in the ultimate future that is always coming and never arrives.

Old-fashioned metaphysics assumed a static world.  A world that was not static was somehow defective.  To be immortal was to be frozen in some sort of cosmic preservative.  The notion of eternity and freedom coming together as an endless creative development was not considered.  The notion of the infinitesimal and the infinite working together to expand the finite was not considered.

It was thought that the soul was some sort of special substance associated with the breath that animated the body.  The idea of the soul as a creative essence more basic than any form of substance was never considered.

It was assumed that there was only one metaphysics.  The notion that each center of subjectivity, each soul, each monad generated its own metaphysical system as part of its endless expansion from infinitesimal primal time into the finite dimensions of local quantum events and cosmic space-time, this was an option that was not considered either.

Existence begins with the creative logos of the soul.
