Appendix on human behavior:

Human behavior is a product of the fight that living things must constantly make to keep ahead of their predators and parasites.  Living things must constantly mutate and change to keep ahead of the high mutation and change rates in the animals that prey upon them and survive as parasites on them, in the disease organisms that live in their protoplasm.  

But most of these genes are going to be disabling.  Only small percentages are going to be useful.  So that the ones that prove to be useful can stand out, social animals set up standards of conformity and status.  Humans are constantly finding their place in the pecking order.  Humans are constantly looking for non-conforming individuals that show behaviors indicating mental disease and deficiency in social intelligence.

Society sets up complex behavior systems to screen out the unfit.  A person has to conform in appearance, in religious belief, in social practice, in political practice.  In attracting mates, individuals must display athletic strength and skill.  They must understand the local law, the local religious practices, and the local theology.  Society makes things complex so that those that lack the mental powers to make it fall by the wayside.

Human intelligence began to increase as humans used their mastery of these complex systems to attract a mate.  The winning males succeeded at athletic, social, political, economic, and religious games.

These complex systems exist because they are complex.  Diseased individuals, individuals carrying genes that make them less strong and intelligent will stand out.  Those with genes increasing their intelligence, power, and strength will also stand out.  

Sexual conformity is one standard that can be used.  What we call” heterosexuality” is often nothing more than a state of conformity to local sexual standards.  In some societies, heterosexuality is associated with a great deal of homosexual behavior.  Heterosexuals are those who are turned on by having sex the way that they have been told to have sex.   Heterosexuals are people who tend to exclude the sexual nonconformists.  Individuals with variant background, or genetics, that do not conform will stand out and can be excluded.   Fundamentalist religious belief assists society in excluding this nonconforming behavior.

Religious fundamentalism is often nothing more than the tendency to use religious standards as a means of enforcing complex rules of sexual and social behavior.  The Bible, Koran, Vedas, and other holy books are popular because they are so complex and inconsistent that only the very intelligent and social competent are able to successfully follow their complex rules.

These complex books encourage the formation of complex social systems that challenge the human love of complex conformity systems.  These books help societies establish these systems.  These are systems the society will use as a means of excluding those who do not have the social and mental ability to navigate them, to handle the complex.  It is not about contacting the gods.  It is about proving you have the biggest mental antlers.  It is like two elks fighting with each other.  Fundamentalism is a complex human response system equivalent to those that caused the evolution of the enormous antlers on an Irish elk.

The tribe that survives needs to incorporate a certain amount of successful variants.  The association of beauty with conforming physical traits and power is one mechanism nature uses to encourage this process.  Another is the tendency to develop new religious and political movements in times of stress.  When the existing system starts to break down, society will start to look outside itself for powerful and beautiful mates and leaders.

This homosexual impulse helps prevent fathers and mothers from viewing the spouses of their sons and daughters as rivals.  It helps society expand its genetic base.

The homosexual desire for beautiful and strong men, the equivalent lesbian desire, is one way that the tribe draws these new genes into its gene pool.  Men that are attracted to powerful and beautiful men will sponsor their admission into society, where they become successful heterosexual breeders.  We see this at work in the Athenian society portrayed in the dialogues of Plato.  This is a society where the love of high status Athenian men for certain beautiful and powerful young males caused the high status males to sponsor their admission to the highest levels of Athenian society.

The multiple class systems that characterize Western society are part of the complex rules the West uses to help the young decide who to join with and who to exclude, who to mate with and who to avoid.  The upper classes encourage intellectual, economic, moral, and religious complexity.  They marry their sons and daughters off to the rich and powerful of other communities.  Complex associations of the homosexual and the heterosexual like those described in Plato’s symposium fit the needs of ruling classes who desire to be “philosopher kings.”

The Bible and the Koran are the sorts of guides loved by the middle classes.  They prefer a higher degree of conformity than the upper classes.  They prefer to promote a single book, rather than a whole library of alternatives.

But, they also like things more complex than the lower classes want them.

It is the lower classed that generate the greatest expansion of the gene pool.  They are attracted to any potential mate that shows signs of unusual beauty or power.  Their constant use of addicting drugs breaks down their inhibitions to the inclusion of the non-conforming.  Their low status allows them to admit others who have low status because of their non-conformity.

The intellectual status provided by the upper classes, the conformity generated by the middle classes, the out-breeding and expansion of the gene pool promoted by the lower classes are bound together in a larger whole.
