A is for Attachment:

Buddhism tells us that attachment is the source of all the worlds’ problems.  When we look at the world around us, the Buddhists teach us to see suffering, flux, and no self.   Suffering comes from our attachment to a changing world, a world that is continual flux, it comes from our insistence on building a pleasure body, a narcissistic self where no lasting self, no lasting joy is possible.  

What does endure, mathematical principle endures.  A supermathematics, a supergeometry can be constructed that demonstrates the basic relationships that all things are formed from, even time, even space.  Because mathematics is what endures, only mathematics can predict scientific discovery.  Investigations into the primitive basis of all things reveal a relationship between the primitive infinitely small as opposed to the measurably large, between the infinitely large and the measurably small, between the fixed and the unfixed, between low levels of organization in these polarities and high levels of organization, between simple complexes of these polarities and greater complexes of these polarities.

The simplest essence in this system is the Buddhamind.  Through endless time infinitesimal monads of pure Buddhamind emerge as subjective nows tracing unique threads of endless flux, of endless time.   Groups of these nows attach to each other in assemblages as souls or jivas, as bodies of attached karma, of attached effects of prior action that attach them in turn to objective form.

B is for Body:

The physical body is the source of all the external effects it produces.  The soul is not the cause of thought, is not the cause of conscious behavior.  The brain generates thought and conscious behavior.  Yet, all events have their outside and their inside.  The inside of form is perception and thought.  The inside of energy and motion is desire and feeling.

Form and energy exist in many degrees of complexity from atomic to human.  Human thought and human feeling can only be generated by a human body controlled by a functioning human brain.  Human society, human bodies, human brains are the explanation for the existence of human volition, human consciousness, human behavior, and human feeling.  No metaphysical or supernatural explanation is required.

The thought and feeling in a human emerge out of the complexity typical of a mammal and these in turn from the complexity typical of a vertebrate.  Eventually when truly simple levels of organization are reached, we stop using the words consciousness and thought and feeling and use words like “sensitivity,”  “irritability,” and “allurement.”  Even so, the more complex behaviors such as thought and feeling are organized out of the more simple behaviors such as cellular irritability and tissue sensitivity.  These have insides as well as outsides.  But, the level is so simple that these insides might be said to be more like dreams or sleep.  Even so there is subjectivity.  Subjectivity is in all things.

C is for Confusion:

Just because we are learned does not mean we are wise.  In some ways it seems that the more we learn about the nature of the atomic and subatomic, the more we loose sight of the larger meaning.  Read the works of the early Greeks, the contemporaries of Thales of Mellitus, see if you don’t find them confused as far as facts are concerned but much more to the point in respect to meanings.  Our philosophers have forgotten the simple implications of higher and higher levels of organization.  Subjectivity is not absent at lower levels of organization any more than objects are absent, it is just simpler.

Complex brains do not create thought, perception, feeling, pleasure, pain.  Complex brains create the complex perceptions, pleasures, pains, consciousness associated with complex behaviors like those manifest by humans.  The explanation for the consciousness and the feeling and the volition of a human is the human brain.  The same elements are present in simpler form in a snake, a spider, an amoeba, minus those complex features that only emerge at higher levels of organization, but the simple subjectivity, the simple irritability, sensitivity from which the higher elements are developed is present in the cell, in the egg and the sperm, even in the chemistry from which the egg and sperm emerge.  For further thoughts on this read “The Universe is a Green Dragon” by Brian Swimme.

These confusions are caused by the category mistakes described by Gilbert Ryle in his book “Dilemmas.”

D is for Degree:

Different degrees of organization are studied by different academic disciplines.  Atoms by Physics, molecules by Chemistry, cells by Biology, the behavior of human organisms by Psychology, the behavior of human tribes by Anthropology, the behavior of human societies by Sociology, the behavior of human industry by Economics.

Science looks at the measurable.  Art looks at craft and invention.  Religion looks at myth and belief.

It is one thing to talk of what is and another thing to talk of what might be, what should be, what could be, what will be, what is becoming, to talk of how, to talk of who.  Literature is rooted in character, in questions of who and the distinction between fact and fiction is far less important than in science.  Science needs to be skeptical and reductionism.  The same temper can ruin poetry and art, particularly that inspired by Symbolism and the Romantic temper.  If William Blake had been an atheist, much great art and poetry might have failed.  

Religion is very often all about a higher order of organization than is normally found in this cosmos.  It is one thing to talk about what is true in this cosmos.  It is another to talk about what is possible in the ultimate.  About the former most things one says will be false, about the later, most things said may be possibly true.   Only when our theology is reductionist like that of Spinoza does the cleavage between science and religion disappear.

E is for Error:

Those working on the question of the infinite make wonderful theologians and very poor scientists.  Skeptics are a healthy thing when the talk is about the measurable and the material.   Skeptics should keep their mouths shut on the subject of the infinite.  Here it is almost impossible to be wrong and the very skepticism that they prize puts them in the same boat as the fools that predicted that humans would never fly.   We error when we take success in one academic area and attempt to apply it to another.  Marx had some worthwhile things to say about economics.  Great foolishness was created when some of his students decided this economic wisdom made them authorities on the excellence of Art.

I have a great deal of skepticism about the scientific claims made by the religious.  It is very possible that most of what is claimed for the great holy men like Jesus and Buddha, Krishna and Moses, is pure myth.  Still, as pointed out in the work of Joseph Campbell and Karl Jung, myth has a truth of its own kind.  There are such things as types and archetypes; there is background and form.  Science gives us types and form.  It is worthless as a guide to the possible, to the endless ground that is the generator of archetypes.  

The error made by many skeptics that worship science is rooted in the false notion that mathematics is a form of science.  Mathematics is not science.  It is Art and Ritual.  It is a kind of Magic, a kind of myth in service of the material world.  And science dies without this mythology. 

F is for Forms:

Plato was the ancient Greek philosopher that believed that models, paradigms, called the “Forms” lay behind all things.  Just as objects cast shadows, so objects are the shadows of these ultimates.  Plato seemed to be somewhat confused as to what they were.  Sometimes he gives them a mathematical cast.  It is really this mathematical aspect of Plato’s thinking that turns out to have the greatest influence.  Scientists are finding that there seems to be a deeper layer to reality that is most effectively describe by mathematics.  It is come to the place where it seems that every new mathematical idea is useful in explaining some aspect of the physical world for which we had no previous model.

When I was a boy, I read Plato’s Symposium.  It gave me the notion of creating a supermodel, a mathematics of mathematics.  What if there was a super order that ordered all things.  Is it possible to generate, to find something that governs all levels of organization?  Sure scientists find that the most basic levels of order can be easily modeled in mathematics, higher levels in mathematics of a statistical type.  What if their was a higher order that could model the levels of organization itself show how each of these levels emerged and the quantum and particulate gradually gave way to the mathematics of atoms, molecules, genes, and populations?  What method should I use?

To begin with I was inspired by the Gestalt concept, the belief that the whole is more than the sum of parts.

G is for Gestalt:

The circle is the primary Gestalt.  Of finite dimensions with an infinity of infinitesimal sides, it represents the great trinity of infinitesimal subjective now jiva soul monad, infinite nirvana Brahman one, and fixed defined mathematical dharma order.  From this all other orders come.  Spin this circle on a fixed axis to add karma to the dharma, flux to the fixed system and a sphere emerges that converts to any solid: tetrahedron, octahedron, even pyramid (buried octahedron or octahedron changing to a cube at the buried pole).

The octahedron formed is a complex of eight triangles, eight trinities: the three gunas (raja, tamas, sattva), the three forms of God (Brahma, Vishnu, Shiva), the Hen, Nous, Pnuema of Plotinus, the Thesis, Antithesis, Synthesis of Hegel, the governmental trinity of Legislative, Executive, Judicial, the phenomenological trinity of parallelisms, coherence, and correspondence (See the work of the evolutionary biologist Bernard Rensch), and the trinities of science: quanta, relativity, and thermodynamics; atom, population, and system.  Everything dances at the edge of chaos till chaos theory and systems theory merge in a giant yin-yang-Tao ever differentiating and recombining.

This complex of complexes turns on itself and shadows itself so that all myths are true and not true.  God exists and does not exist, changes and does not change.  We are immortal and not immortal, have a self and yet have no self.   Paradox turns on paradox in ways beyond all words.

H is for Holy Color:

The resulting complex of Gestalts, the Gestalt of Gestalts, shows all things as various permutations of an endless one forever the same and endlessly different, one in many.

But, religion in general is not about such things.  Religion in general is about tribe and home, is a function of the tribalism of human society.  Differences in belief, differences in language, in ritual, allow different communities to distinguish themselves from their enemies.  Religion is all about the endless wars of Catholic and Protestant, Tamil Tiger Hindu and Sri Lank an Buddhist, Kashmiri Moslem and Kashmiri Hindu, etc., etc.

The holy color in China is red, in Buddhist South Asia is orange, in Hinduism becomes the yellow gold of the Sun and in Islam the green of an oasis.  Judaism and the rationalism of the Greeks are sky blue (or sea blue), while Protestant Christianity is the dark violet of the grape.  This spectrum of color comes from the need of humans to use the powerful magic of others, but to change it enough that a given tribes rituals can be easily distinguished from their rivals.  Jews, Christians, Zoroastrians, Hindus, Buddhists, Moslems, Chinese all have holy books, but in different languages: Latin, Hebrew, Greek, Sanskrit, Pali, Arabic, Mandarin, with different names for the holy: Deus, Yahweh, Theos, Ahura Mazda, Brahman, Buddhamind, Allah, Tao.  Each finds a different home base.  For the Christian, home is an English Bible, God, Jesus, the color of the grape.

I is for Infinite:

The skeptics are correct about the belief systems invented by humans to define their homeland and their homelands beliefs.  These systems are generally narrow and superstitious, based on legend and grounded in myth.  They have generally little value as a guide to reality or morals.  Their histories are corrupt and dogmatic.  Their reasoning is fallacious.  Philosophy that attempts to show that a Christian or a Moslem God exists and Church dogma is truth, the kind of philosophy you find in Thomas Aquinas has little real merit and the arguments of the skeptics against them are generally valid.

When it comes to talk about the infinite, the skeptics are wrong.  Talk about the infinite has to do more with what might be or could be or should be or could come to pass.  It is more poetic than descriptive, is just as much about disposition and feeling as it is about analysis and thought.  The sort of ideas generated by this kind of talk might have only small percentage of likelihood of being true, and then maybe only after billions of years, and maybe in a complete foreign cosmic system.  Yet, I might still wish to risk my allegiance on such small likelihood if that kind of thing appealed to me. 

 Talk about the infinite is often poetic talk that has more to do with that sort of thing.  It is neither fair nor valid to compare this kind of talk with scientific or practical talk.  There is no rational law against broad based speculation.  The skeptics should not imply it.

J is for Jiva:

If you string mathematical systems together, religious opinions together, academic disciplines together, symbols together, you can create giant systems.  My belief is that infinite flux is structured by these systems in someway.  I do not believe that because there is an infinite, there has to be a finite, because there is a fixed, there has to be a flux.  But, I believe that in general that is the way existence works.  Infinite flux fills up all empty spots.

Liebnitz believed in monads of subjectivity somewhat like the jivas (souls) that are primitive in the thought systems of the Jains of India.  Our current thinking is skeptical about this idea because it isn’t parsimonious, it’s not thrifty.

I point out the cosmos is not thrifty, it is luxuriant.  Scientifically speaking, it’s good to be thrifty.  But, that has nothing to do with Art, speculation, mythology.  The larger context that nurtures science is mythological, luxuriant.

In my poetic phase, these monads, jivas, seem to me to be real as the personal subjective now rooted in the observer effect of quantum mechanics.  But, I believe, and the Gestalt of Gestaltens points toward this, primary, essential in a deeper sense.  Yet, I agree with the Buddhists when they find no self everywhere.  I think that much of what we call self is passing collections of brain events.  I look instead toward a hidden secret reality: the Buddha moment that belongs to Buddamind.  My own Buddha moment essence wants to cling, attach to events to make false-self.

It attaches to groups of souls to aid its push for soul power.

K is for Karma:

This false-self is clinging pleasure seeking lust and greed, is karma, is action in pursuit of false-self that binds me to other jivas, other Buddha moments, but on the wrong mission, seeking to hold, to grasp, not to give, not to liberate.

Furthermore, I believe that existence has been here for an eternity and will be here for an eternity.  But, time begins with the monad of the now.  Each monad makes its own time arrow, opens up the determinate complex of space-time in a new indeterminate quantum way, connects to a new complex of alternative worlds.  These worlds are differentially inhabited by monads of now subjectivity.

There is no absolute match between the objective world and the subjective world.  The monad has the freedom to park its now, to weave itself, to attach itself where it will.

My current monad self resides in a complex attachment body, a false soul generated by the cooperation of jivas in their attempt to gain a pleasure body, to gain attachment to a highly developed brain that can give them the power and pleasure they crave.  These jivas attach to each other and reattach to the world together so that they fuse into a temporary samsara, birth rebirth complex.

It is not impossible that this karma and astrology is being structured by higher order of organization within or without this cosmos.  Our science does not assume endless time and space outside our cosmos.  This error causes many others.

L is for Li:

The Chinese believed in “Li,” eternal laws, patterns that danced through the changing world.  Mathematics is the Li of Science.   But, Science is simply human attempts to answer the great “What?” questions.  There are also, Who? Which?, When?, Where?, How?, Why?, questions.  What questions need thrifty, parsimonious answers because whats tend to be simple measurable objects: cells, atoms, particles, etc..  Why and How questions usually point to very unthrifty answers.  Who questions are the most complex and unthrifty of all.  To the Who answer Jesus, Allah, Krishna, Buddha, there are endless very unthrifty answers, as the history of religion demonstrates (for example the answers to the who question developed by Wolfheart Pannenberg).

The “Who am I?” question is endlessly complex and has all existence as its answer.  The “What am I” is outrageously simple.  Nothing more than the brain and body to which my jiva is currently attached.  The what of me has a very defined where and when.  The who of me is defined by a name.  But the how and why of that who points to an endless where and when.  The final answer to my who is the endless flux that makes the improbable probable.  I am one of those improbables.  Improbableness is improbableness.  It exists in all degrees.  It implies all theologies and all mythologies to one extent or another (some are less probable than others). What is happening is that authorities are asking different questions and getting different answers and forgetting why.

M is for Meaning:

Meaning cannot be separated from process.  The meaning of answers cannot be separated from the questions asked.  The idea that some processes are better than others and some questions are better than others is often related more to human status and human sociology than to the pursuit of deeper meaning.  Rich meaning necessarily implies a rich field of questions, implies Art, Literature, Mythology, Poetry, Morality, History, Mathematics, Logic, Philosophy, Metaphysics, Darsana, Yoga, Meditation, Journalism, Craft, Technology, etc, as well as simple physical science.

It necessarily implies a romantic temper as well as a realistic temper, a classical temper as well as an expressionistic temple, an impressionistic temper as well as a post-impressionist temper, a cubist or da da temper as well as a baroque temper.  Rich meaning includes all tempers, all possible process, all views of the elephant by the blind men.

There are all kinds of meanings.  There are the physical, chemical, biological, psychological, anthropological, economic, sociological, historical, political, geographic meanings of the words and behaviors characteristic of my body, its personality, society, culture, etc..  There are the potential metaphysical, artistic, literary, poetic, theological, logic, philosophical, speculative implications of my external existence, of my internal existence, of my existential and phenomenological situation.  This process of implication is endless.  Meaning has no end, has no limit, has no completed answer.

N is for Need:

Answers to meaning questions have more to do with need than truth.  People readily turn to fallacy in order to satisfy their need for conceptual security.  They rely on scientific, theological, philosophical, mathematical, political, economic, and other authority.  They appeal to numbers, find their answers in the most popular, the most common ideas.  They look to heroes and believe what their heroes say.

They rely on scriptures, sermons, textbooks, etc.. People need to feel secure.  Monads of phenomenology, the monad now attaches to security.  It sacrifices its primal freedom, its creative essence in order to find secure pleasures that comfort it and lull it back to its astrological sleep of birth and rebirth.  This pursuit of security and pleasure power causes it to attach to gangs of other monads that make power souls that bully themselves into control of bodies and attachment centers so that they can experience power, comfort, secure pleasure.

There is organization in these gangs, there is a status structure,  a power structure.  If you organize a Li, a Gestalt of Gestalts, it will show how structure complexes and bends upon itself at the level of existential being from within in such a way that the infinitesimal becomes infinitely complex in ways like those described in Liebnitz’s Monodology.  Thus, we postulate eternal infinitesimal atoms of the now as complements to the finite atoms of the objective world.  

O is for Order:

The Gestalt of Gestalts, the Li of Li, indicates endless layers of higher order, order at the infinitesimal and the infinite.  Science shows us the order of the what questions, of the measurable and the finite.  The other orders are implied by the Li and the Gestalt of Science, they are the higher organizations Socrates has casting shadows to create the objects of the world in his “Allegory of the Cave.”

The are the hidden orders of Why, How, Who, Which, How Much that are the deep essence of the soul.  The Li of Li indicate infinite complexity in each souls deep essence.  Each moment of now phenomenology is tied to the endless itself and is a unique and creative interpretation of all things at the deepest levels.

A Buddha moment is a monad, a jiva, a soul that seeks its pure relationship to the all and plunges into the creative depth of its true being in order to release itself from attachment to false selves and power struggles of gods and souls.  A Buddha moment seeks liberation for all other souls and so seeks its own liberation.  The now of bound souls attaches to other souls to make false shadow souls, demon souls that content with other souls to generate attachment to the astrology of the world and the astrological bodies of the world leading to entrapment in the determinate systems of inorganic and organic manifestation.

The Li of Li, the Gestalt of Gestaltens shows how this is possible, how the bondage system of the world is made.

P is for Person:

The physical person is a product of the body.  The body is a finite object composed of molecules made of atoms made of quantum events.  The quantum event emerges from a ground filled with events generated by subjective monads of nowness that cannot be externally known but are only known from within.  These monads provide the internal unseen primal atoms that are the beginnings of all things and the true essence of all internal being.

These monads complex together to form soul bodies that can penetrate the quantum events of brains and brain controlled organism to generate personalities that have external aspect determined by brain events and physiological events, and internal aspects determined by internal brain chemistry and cellular physiology, but are dwelled from with existentially and phenomenologically, whose existential content is that of the soul and its complexes of infinitesimal immortal nows, soul atoms, jivas, primitive monads of being and becoming.

Ghosts are these soul complexes as they separate from dying bodies and attempt to attach to passing phenomena such as wind and mist.  Ghosts fight with other ghosts for possession of new bodies, for attachment to the embryos of new organic being.  Thus, persons are complexes of physiology, language, soul complexes, ghostly being, and the primal spirit, existential nows, monads of infinitesimal being that complex to make the souls and ghosts.


Q is for Quest:  

The quest for personal truth is not an easy quest.  Thought and feeling can be traced to the interaction of language and culture with neurology, brain function, physiological and psychological process.  Yet, the existential reality of personality, its innermost essence, its infinitesimal monad of nowness, has an utterly different origin.  This is rooted in a soul complex compounded of individual infinitesimal atom monads of phenomenology.  Monads that attach to each other in order that they might gain the power to control a complex organisms like a human body through their power over quantum events within that body.

The root of the persons phenomenology, existential within is in the possibly billions of monads that have complexed together to make that soul, each atom of nowness, each monad on its own utterly unique time thread, with its own utterly unique cosmology and history rooted in infinite and endless time, having existed for an eternity of time and existing for an eternity of time.  This means that the soul is infinitely more complex than the body (the complexity of which has a finite quantum and molecular limit).

Any search for these timeless roots while in the body must be done with the cooperation of the body, a body programmed to seek its own finite biological ends and not inner non-body purposes.  The body is programmed to handle finite spans of within the body time not infinite spans of beyond the body being.  Thus, any search for a soul’s roots while in the body can only create illusions.

R is for Reason:

Thus, any answers to the deeper reason why, reason for, questions will be foggy and hazy at best, including the skeptical answers.  What we do not know we do not know.   Yet, the Gestalt of Gestaltens points toward an infinity of infinitesimal threads of nows generating separate time tracks into the past and future that attach together to generate space-time and the quantum events of the material worlds.

The complexity of this problem explains the different techniques that have been developed to handle it.  The Jain seeks to simplify the issue by focusing on the purification and detachment of the individual monad to the exclusion of all else.  The Buddhist simply focuses on detachment and ignores the issue of what is being detached.  When in doubt the Buddhist assumes that it is no-self.  The self that can be seen and known and measured is mostly likely some complex attached assortment of collected action patterns rather than a primitive spark of the true self, the Buddhamind within.

The Christian seeks to uplift and purify the person as a reflected image of the divine, assuming that the attendant souls and soul atoms will be lifted up along with all other parts of the person.  The Christian ignores lesser levels of organization in favor of the distant future state in which the total resurrection of the person, its body and attendant souls and soul monads can be accomplished.  Each method is correct for the time and place it chooses as its baseline.

S is for System:

There are many interacting systems, ecological, economic, physical, metaphysical, existential, etc.  There are many ways to lift a dog: by his collar, by getting him to jump for a biscuit, to lift him in a basket.  The Jain method is to go for the collar, to take the soul by its neck and lift it up.  The Buddhist method is the biscuit method.  The soul is in so much pain from its suffering, once it discovers through meditation that Buddhamind, Dharma, Nirvana offer relief from suffering, the dog of the mind instinctively begins to jump for the biscuit of the Buddha Dharma.  It contrast, the Christian develops a huge basket of myth, envelops the soul in that basket and lifts it up, once it has fallen asleep in the basket, the manger, the holy cave that is the eternal Christmas of the heart.

The deeper the aspect of the person, the more refined the atoms that make it up.  The more infinitesimal and eternal, the more infinite in range and diversity.  There is infinitely more variety in the Buddha and Christ mind depths of the person than in the biological and cellular elements to which these refined depths attach.

Thus, there is no end to the myths, the virtues, the principles, the paths of the soul.  Each soul monad is its own unique path to the nirvana one.  Truth, wisdom, joy connect all souls.  Dogma, doctrine collect only their attachments, their shadows, the false self garments they cast off into the world.  Dogma is the old packages left behind when new Buddha minds are unwrapped.

T is for Truth:

We have a cosmos that seems to yield itself to a totally materialist explanation of its operations.  Yet, Christian, Moslem, Hindu, Jain, Confucian, theology works well enough that millions adhere to these ancient systems.

Astrologers and parapsychologists make excellent cases for belief in their version of truth.  How can there be so many contradictory truths?   The solution is the richness of the ground from which scientific form emerges.  It is the emergent form that is parsimonious.  It is the shadow and the covering that is simple.  The deep content is infinitely complex and infinitesimally refined and endlessly broad in time, space, and space-time.  This infinitely rich inner source of quantum reality allows parsimonious form to emerge in very unthrifty grounds of being.

We think it is all simple and Newtonian because that is the part that we can see and measure.  However it is only a simple shadow and simple garment that lies over the deep bottomless richness of eternal infinitely extended, infinitely rich and infinitesimally fine essence and primal creativity.

The challenge is to use this creativity to affirm virtue, wisdom, joy, love, beauty, abundance, faith, courage, hope, peace, happiness, reason, truth, serenity, patience, freedom, progress, strength, humility, sincerity, justice, opportunity, morality, understanding, charity, compassion, etc.  This is the biscuit of Buddhist Dharma path (Dhammapada), the basket of a Christian eternal Christmas of the Heart dream.  It is the Jain pure Sattva collar of the soul.

U is for Universe:

The simplest possible explanation for the observed is an infinite flux that makes the improbable probable.  That infinite flux is a given where energy is neither created nor destroyed and hence extends in unending (infinite) time dimensions of space-time.  Where, mathematics and form is only relationally tied to substrate, hence and infinitesimal amount of energy can contain as much structure and mathematical potential as its infinite counterpart.  But, infinitesimal structures are endless in respect to finite ones because the finite cannot decay beyond its infinitesimal parts.  All of this is not necessarily related to quantum effects at all since these may be a product only of our local cosmos.  Hence, there is no limit, except that imposed by logic, by reason, on the possibilities that existence can be woven into using an alphabet in which the internal refinement of motion is emotion and of structure is perception, awareness, and thought. 

Ultimate possibility is limited by mathematics and design potential alone.  Hence, the true method for exploring the limits of being is poetic, mythological, design based.  Science tells us the here and now what, technology the how, and mythology and speculation the possible who, where, when, why of the ultimate future, the ultimate limits of space-time possibility, the Buddha nirvana gone gone gone gone utterly beyond.   Science is a beautiful boat for exploring the finite world and worthless packaging in respect to inner content and infinite flux possibility.  To find our soul we must look beyond the packaging.

V is for Virtue:

There is an infinity of virtues: different shades of love, joy, truth, accuracy, reason, logic, faith, courage, patience, charity, humility, ambition, grace, serenity, enterprise, liberty, order, justice, goodness, perfection, abundance, creativity, community, independence, respect, wonder, reverence, hope, etc., etc.  We need to respect the richness of the groundwork of dreams and vision that supports the reality of fact and science.

There is an infinity of tempers: different purposes rooted in virtue, of romance and reality, baroque and experiment, impressionism and post-impressionism, classical and expressionism.  We can look at source or result, order or freedom, analysis or synthesis, model or expression.  The ancient sought the reality of Earth, the experimental enterprise of Fire, the synthesis of Water, the model state symbolized by pure Air.  But, Air has its expression in rain and Dust; the synthesis of Water can be analyzed into dissolved Salt.  The reality of Earth has its source in Heaven.  The power of Fire can be used to fire Pottery and refine Metal.  Thus, we have a great octahedron of Fire opposite Metal, Heaven opposite Earth, Air opposite Dust, Salt opposite Water.  The Fire, Air, Heaven, and Salt triangles form the four sides of a great pyramid, with its matching four-sided Water, Dust, Earth, Metal pyramid buried deep in the soil below.

The jiva soul monad is the tip of this great pyramid, the world and the assembly of jivas is its polar opposite.

W is for World:

The world is the pyramid that is buried in the ground.  The world is the reality, synthesis, expression, order way of looking at existence.  It ignores the inner romantic, impressionistic, model, free bend within and breaking without that is the hidden root of its rational systems.

The world provides us with the language and reason that seem to explain all things.  The astrology of planetary worlds appears to map out our fate in the skies.

Yet, this pyramid is simply a reflection of the attachments of the primary jiva monads in the eternity of their existence.  The roots of these attachments are hidden in the dark mass of the interactions with other monads that are required to translate the infinitesimal atoms of inner being into the external reality of brain events and public happenings.  No scientific data can help because science only deals with the external and the measurable.  Even brain events are external to the deep infinitesimal roots from which the jiva monads come in the endless duration of infinitesimal bits of energy caught in the endless flux that makes this improbable world of attachments probable.

When brain processes detach form the swirling mass of sensations that stimulate them, perhaps the attached monad is given an opportunity to itself detach from this swirl of false self and false truth, self and truth that claims to be primal.  In this detachment, can the monad break free and discover the pyramid that points beyond, and here discover its freedom from fate, liberation from endless attachment?

X is for X Axis:

The world pyramid provides the X Axis of mathematical reality.  On this X Axis scientific and normal data emerge.  There is hidden Y Axis that belongs to the pyramid of the infinitesimal monad of inner being.  This is the axis on which data relative to the original and creative can be found.  The measures of this axis cannot be seen or heard.

The measures of this axis have nothing to do with science or culture.  Smaller than the smallest quantum event measured by science, but basic and primal and enduring beyond all change, the source of primal past and future, the inner root of time, it provides the real content that fills the hollow shadows of the measured world.

The talk of the Y Axis that exists in the world is false talk.  The world can only know the shadow of the primal pyramid, only the rumor.  The world uses these shadows and rumors to advance status in its own X Pyramid world.   The work done at the Y pole of the great octahedron cannot help but generate its shadow at the X pole.   Huge amounts of nonsense are the result that translates into to personal status rather than real liberation.  The members of the Brahmin Caste, for example, only accumulate more problems, only created more karmic dust by their adherence to rules of caste and status.  Yet, the documents generated in the world indicate the opposite.  Why, because systems within the world cannot help but support the aims of the world: lust, greed, pride in status, etc.

Liberation is difficult when done in shadows.

Y is for Y Axis:

The solution is for the soul to move toward the Y Axis and Y Axis virtue, to affirm joy, love, truth, beauty, harmony, justice, etc.  If the soul, if the simple jiva can drag its composite soul, if that composite soul can drag its attached brain, into quantum events that will get the associated body into actions and thoughts that support peace, love, joy, etc., then this result is positive.

It is important not to be self-hating here.  Billions of years of negative attachment are not going to be erased in seconds.  All the infinitesimal monad of the now is responsible for is the creativity of its own infinitesimal here and now.  More than that, only its own contribution to the billions of jiva monads that may be contributing their atoms of nowness to the complex that forms the content filling the empty space of quantum event and particle within the brain.

The significant aspect is the positive move, toward love, joy, peace, away from hate, fear, etc.  The tip of the pyramid is an infinitesimal point where the monad gives itself to the endless space-time of past-future infinite spreads of emerging particles and quantum events.  This is the essential point; all else is shadow and reflection.  This point is known as the vision, the prophet, samadhi, Buddha, Christ.  When enlightened it is the savior, the king, the leader, the pharaoh of the inner world.

Yet, it is that isolation, that detachment from the real world that gives the atom of the now its great power.

Z is for Zero:

Only that which is zero in the finite world can have true freedom.  The finite world is a world of constant decay and attachment and bondage.  The detachment of the primal from with atom of the now from the attached world of finite being makes that atom alone important, that atom alone the true creative element, the true pharaoh, the true king, the true Buddha, the true logos.

Because of its infinitesimalness, it alone can break open all systems and set them free, it alone endures beyond all decay, it alone leads among all apparent leaders.  Because it is hidden and infinitesimal, it alone is protected from the ravages of the flux of the finite world.  It alone is the true cause, the true essence, the true beginning, the true focus of all things.  It alone is the pure subject, the pure subjectivity.

Because of its smallness, its hiddenness, it alone brings power without pride, greed, lust, etc., without the baggage of the world.  But, it must be turned to the essence of its zeroness, its pure innocence: innocent beauty, pure love, joy, truth, patience, etc.

The sharp point of this subjectivity let loose in the infinite void of the one is the source of the pure dharma, the pure system of the Buddhamind.  This is the Kingdom of Heaven in which the Logos, the Christ mind rules as true king.  This is the realm of the true Allah in which the pure water of Islamic prophecy bears true fruit.  This is the real freedom that sets all things free.

Appendix:   
This conceptual scheme can be represented by the six sides of a cube, vertices of a buried octahedron.  The top vertex, tip of the pyramid, top of the cube is the logos, the Buddha, the jiva, the atman, the atom of the soul, the inner here and now.  Because it is infinitesimal, it alone cannot be ground down into mortal parts, it alone can pierce the fabric of the mechanistic system of science, it alone is truly immortal, creative, and free.  It is the true pharaoh, true king, true messiah, true leader of all other things.  It spins out the thread of the Nile of time from its creativeness.  Up Nile is the fixed, the logos or word that was.  Down Nile is the fluid, the logos or word that will be.  Toward the Nile is the profane word, the realm of science and broken parts, of incarnation and local space-time, this is the way of Maya, of delusion and pain.  Away from the Nile is Nirvana, the endless flux from which all local space-time comes, the infinite flux that makes the improbable probable, this is the sacred word, this is the way of liberation from pain.

The bottom of the cube, the vertex buried in the ground, is the language community with which the word associates, this is the local cosmos, the local universe, the local planet, the local tribe (lead, ruled, by the logos, the word of the true atom of the inner here and now soul, the needle of the Buddha mind that cuts through the bonds that bind all things).
