The Chinese Book of Changes, I Ching, develops a system of lines and broken lines that represents the processes that underlie all creation.  The first unbroken line is the conscious observing existentially inexistent jiva atman Buddhamind self monad of the infinitesimal here and now primal core of being from within time and subjective creativity, the pure private essence of all infinitesimal subjective atomicness.  It breaks into public relativistic time and space, into the world, the cosmos, the universe of science and public language.  The second unbroken line is the boundless endless all time all space everything Hen, Nirvana, Brahman, One.  It breaks into the quantum world of photons, particles, waves, and string theory parts.  The public private interface that generates public finite atomness, the atoms that can be publically measured, the atoms of objectivity.  The third unbroken line is eternally conserved mass-energy in endless flux.  It breaks into mass-less weightless information and information systems in potentially endlessly complex permutations of cybernetics, feedback mechanisms, thermostat like regulators, and levels of system organization.  Infinite flux, the unbroken line, makes the improbable probable, that is, generates the bottom broken line of logic, mathematics, dharma, cybernetics, information theory, and the endlessly unfolding string theory complexity that generates the measured world out of the measureless.

In mythology, the first unbroken line is known as Brahma, the Hindu God of Creation, the second unbroken line is known as Vishnu, the Hindu God of Preservation, and the third unbroken line is known as Shiva, the Hindu God of Destruction.  Once the third line is broken, it changes into the Nous of the Neoplatonists (mind, dharma, logos, systems theory, string theory, logic, mathematics, cybernetics).  This changes Vishnu into the Hen (One) of the Neoplatonists and Brahma into the Pneuma (Spirit, Soul) of the Neoplatonists.  The breaking of the Vishnu-Oneness line generates the realm of Quantum Mechanics.  The breaking of the Brahma-Pneuma line generates the anthropic principle and the shattering of the anthropic principle into public relativistic space and time.  Now you have the trinity of science: (1) quantum mechanics, phenomena involving photons and quanta, (2) systems theory, phenomena involving mathematics and systems at various levels of organization, including string theory as the union of highest and lowest levels, (3) and relativistic time and space, phenomena involving gravitation and the cosmic aspect of the above.

Rejoin the breaks in the bottom energy line and you have the laws of thermodynamics that generate the world of emergent systems.  You also have the Buddhist trinity of Flux, unbroken energy line, Suffering, broken oneness line, and No-Self, broken Spirit, Soul, Buddhamind line.

These lines and broken lines combine to make eight basic trigrams, combinations of three broken or unbroken lines: Heaven and Earth, Flame (Fire) and Waterpit (Waterpot), Mountain (Mineral/Salt) and Lake (Water/Solvent), Wind (Air) and Thunder (Things in Air).  Heaven is the Brahma, Vishnu, Shiva trinity and Earth is the Quantum Mechanics, Systems Theory, Relativity trinity.  Heaven is the subjective and magical and romantic and Earth is the objective and scientific and realistic.  Air is the Neoplatonic trinity and Thunder is the Buddhist suffering trinity.  Air is the noble and metaphysical and classical and Thunder is the vulgar and practical and expressionistic.

Mountain is analytical and impressionistic and philosophical and Lake is synthetic and post-impressionistic and literary.   Flame is liberal and cubist and artistic and Waterpit is conservative and baroque and political.  Now these last two pairs do not quite fit the traditional Chinese interpretation of these trigrams.  But, the original pure vision has been spoiled by many attempts to develop relationships between the original system and the traditional Chinese ideas of family relationships, directions of the compass, elements of the physical world, and the progression of the seasons.  The result has considerably muddied the original relatively simple schema.

Mountain, which originally symbolized the isolated aloneness of the analytic self, and Lake, the dissolving of the self in space and time (minerals of the mountain dissolve in the lake), have been confused with many images that relate more to local changes in Chinese weather and geography.  So also with Chinese image of the free Flame that rips open all organic structures and burns them to their elemental parts like a Cubist painting, as opposed to the river channel that forces things into its predetermined, its fixed patterns (Waterpit. Waterpot) as in some system of Baroque art or absolutistic (read Louis XIV) government.

The message of this system is profound.  Do not be overwhelmed by the Thunder, and use the Flame to melt away the metal of the Waterpot, to reveal the hidden truth of Heaven and the Wind (Air) that blows from Heaven.  Do not become stuck in the Lake and its marshy pitfalls, the confusions of tribe and language and space and time relationships.  Stand tall on the Mountain top and reach for the Wind from Heaven, for the transcendent magic and metaphysics that is never wholly revealed, never completely expressed in the vulgar Thunder, the expressionist events of the public quantum world. Do not submit to the groves of the Waterpit, take the form of the Waterpot, but be your free Flame and Mountain self, rise out of the swampy Lake.  Do not allow the Thunder on the Earth to divert you from your quest of the rainbow, the rain of Heaven, the Wind from Heaven (The spirit of Jesus, Aslan the Lion, Virgin Mary, Buddha, Socrates, Mahavira, Kung Fu, etc.) the transcendent spirit from beyond.

As a boy, I heard Ernest Holmes lecture on these ideas ( see his inspirational books, This Thing Called Life, This Thing Called You).  Holmes was a great teacher of this three part system in its purity.  The I Ching collects these three lines into groups of six, called hexagrams, and develops a complex set of interpretations influenced largely by local Chinese patterns in seasonal weather and geography.

For Holmes, the essential thing, was what the Chinese call the unbroken Yang line.  The top line, the creative spirit.  It is this unbroken line that is the essential subject of his book, This Thing Called You.  Holmes describes how this creative spirit imprints itself upon subjective mind, the bottom reflective Yang line of endless energy flux as it breaks into a Yin line of information and systems control.  This is the primitive unconscious of Freud and Jung (for Jung, a collective unconscious filled with primitive archetypes, patterns).  This unconscious shatters, as libido, primitive unconscious energy, is smashed to bits by superego and its attempts to maintain systems control.  Holmes spoke of a universal energy and information system that mirrored the creative spirit to generate the broken line of the visible atomic world of finite particulars.

The trigram that reflects this notion is the Mountain trigram, where an unbroken Yang line creatively breaks itself into the broken line information systems of subjective mind and systems organization and the broken line of the visible world of physics and chemistry and quantum mechanics.  Holmes called this trinity, Spirit, Law, and Body.  It is the same trinity that shows up in the works of scientists like Bernard Rensch (German Evolutionist and author of Evolution Above the Species Level).  Rensch describes the world as ruled by three sets of laws, those of correspondence, the middle broken line that generates the quantum world of physics and chemistry, laws of coherence, the broken bottom line that generates the world of logic, mathematics, and systems theory, and laws of parallelisms, the long, ultimately, unbroken line of the creative spirit, subjective self, that breaks itself into the many laws of the parallel, psychological, behavioral, public world.

The reason that the physical line lies in between the unconscious energy line and the creative spirit line, is because, according to Holmes, in its deep essence, the physical line is a series of shadows, images, reflected off of the breaks in the unconscious energy line that essentially mirror, reflect the creative spirit, the long line above the broken mirror, that generates the broken images that become the world.  When the creative self recognizes its divine origins and returns to the Christ and Buddha mind state, it ceases to see itself and the world in a broken suffering state, and everything returns to the three long lines, to the magical bliss of Heaven.  Thus, Christ, Buddha, Aslan the Lion, are the keys to salvation, they are the states of mind required for Adam, the broken created self of the Earth, to return to the unbroken Heavenly creative state from which he/she originally came.

It is possible to generate analogies between the various trigrams and processes in the natural world.  Heaven has similarities with genetic mutation and Lake with recombination, Thunder with emergence and adaptive expression and Flame with natural selection.  Wind has similarities with genes as sources of physical set points and Waterpit with feedback mechanisms that maintain these set points, Earth with the measurement of emergent properties, and Mountain with the analysis of input of tests and measures and the comparison of data with set points.  In evolution, Mountain is genetic isolation and speciation and Lake is its recombinant and hybrid opposite.  

Even so these are images, shadows.  The deep creativity of life has no reflection that utterly reveals it.  The deep creativity of life is hidden and never completely expressed.  There is no complete revelation and expression of life’s deep meaning except endless and infinite timeless time and space beyond time and space, within and without.  To expect science to be magic is stupid.  To expect the scientific forms that emerge from the deep magic of the boundless to completely enclose the boundless is to misunderstand the difference between the finite and the infinite.  What is it you do not understand about the boundless?  If you keep trying to put boundaries on it you obviously do not understand.

This is important because our finite life belongs to the measurable real, but its source, beyond birth and death, belongs to the boundless, its meaning and significance, its immortality, also.  Getting this simple notion is the key to overcoming the fear of death.  You are dying now and living your immortality now.  The moment of death is simply the final pause that summarizes a million billion preparations, including each night when your self awareness dies and magically springs back to life in the morning.

Because, it belongs to the boundless, your immortality belongs to all metaphors, to the Buddhist, Christian, Animist, Skeptic, Unbeliever, Hindu, etc.  It spills over any limit, boundary you attempt to put on it.  It is both certain and uncertain, known and 

unknown, true and untrue, real and unreal.  It is both comprehended in words and incomprehensible.  Parts of it are here and there and nowhere.  It has parts and does not have parts.  You understand it and do not understanding and will understand it and will never understand it.  Immortal things are like that.  They spill over our limits and just keep going on and on in spite of our confounded mortal parts.  Thus, the trigram of Heaven, the three long Yang lines, just keep going on and on and on.  Mass-Energy is neither created nor destroyed.  It is so hard to understand that, when you are all cut apart in the broken lines of Earth.

Each trigram suggests a different approach to immortality.  The Heaven trigram suggests a magical approach like the Hindu and the Earth a realistic approach like science oriented western Materialism.  The Wind trigram suggests an idealist approach like that of the Episcopalian Christian, C. S. Lewis.  The Thunder trigram suggests a Hedonistic pleasure centered Epicureanism.  The Mountain trigram suggests the philosophic and the rational, Socratic or Aristotelian, and the Lake suggests the traditional, Neoconfucian, Neotaoist.  The Waterpit trigram suggests the fatalistic, Astrological, and the Flame trigram the radical and the skeptical, the Existential, the Nilistic.

The Lake trigram suggest the forming of a group consensus, a complex of souls.  The Waterpit trigram suggests its attachment to an astrology as the play, the script for the world system that is to emerge.   The Earth trigram would be the physical structure of that system and the Thunder trigram the events and experience associated with its full expression.  The Flame trigram would be the release of the souls associated with that expression and their potential suffering, the aboriginal hell generated by their separation from their bodies.

If the Flame trigram is analogous to Dante’s Inferno, Mountain is analogous to his Purgatory, and Wind to his Paradise.  Gradually souls become separate from their attachments to each other, to their astrology, and to the world.  As they become purified, they become more angelic, more spiritual, more refined and enter more into the ideal states associated with the divine and the heavenly, with Wind and Air.  They rise from deep Earth toward the Stars and ultimately beyond the Solar System and the Galaxy and finally beyond this local universe itself, perhaps beyond its macrosystem. At this point, they enter true creativity, true Heaven.  Here they become ready to renter the cycle, to begin the return to Earth, to reincarnate by means of Lake, Waterpit, Earth, and Thunder.

There is no proof for this cycle.  Belief in it is purely an act of faith.  The Astrological systems associated with it through Waterpit, are simply schemata for organizing its associations.  Only Earth and Thunder can be publically demonstrated.  They are scientific and technical.  Flame and Mountain provide rational and skeptical options, creative visions.  But, Heaven and Wind are finally dreams, hopes, images of the God of the Ultimate Future who is never measurably present on Earth or in Thunder, but only present as a hope, a value, a vision, an inspiration to the creativity of Heaven and the idealism of Wind.

Different religions place claims on various trigram country.  As indicated, Heaven is largely a land of the Hindu, and Lake of the Chinese and the Buddhist, Wind belongs to idealistic and transcendentalist Christianity, and Waterpit to fatalistic schemata such as Astrology and Islam.  Earth has been largely claimed by science and Thunder by the media, by business, by entertainment, elements serving Hedonism.  Flame belongs to largely to local aboriginal, primitive, skeptical, even existential notions that challenge the more global dogmas.  Only Mountain truly belongs to analysis and personal belief.  Here on the slopes of Mountain, in the more rational country next to Flame, is the Socratic doctrine, the pythagorean, the rationalist schemata, as well as the Zen Buddhist challenge to the authority of Chinese and Buddhist tradition.   The Zen challenge sits on the interface between Flame and Mountain never completely within the realm of either, and sometimes even rising to the pure long subjective Yang Brahma line of Buddhamind, where it rises into the Wind from Heaven.  This is the Creative Spirit talked about by Judge Troward and discussed at length by Holmes in “This Thing Called You,” but now it rises beyond all broken lines into the utterly formless Nirvana beyond.  This is the mystical state discussed by Holmes, this is “Cosmic Consciousness.”

The seasonal arrangement of the Trigrams developed by the Chinese can be used as a metaphor for this progression of the soul.  The soul is embodied in Earth in the MidWinter of its progressions.  Thunder brings out its expressions, its life development.  Spring and Flame liberate it and it combines with other souls in Lake in joyful communion and finally comes to Heaven, the High Summer of its progression.  Wind perfects it and it comes back in the Autumn of its cycle into a Waterpit astrology that determines its fate in the world.  It develops a personal attachment to a body and a personal ego in Mountain and now enters fully into the Winter season of its suffering and attachment and the Thunder of its developing life on Earth.

The alternative view of King Wen turns this on its head.  Now the soul’s time in Heaven is Winter.  Here Waterpit gives it an astrological fate, Mountain attaches it to a body and an ego, and Thunder has it born into the Spring of its emergence.  Wind gives it hopes and purposes.  But finally the Flame of the Spirit dries out the body in its Mid-Summer and it becomes a dead corpse, mere Earth in the Early-Autumn of the cycle, but the soul joyously reunites with other spirits in Lake’s Autumn and then regains true Heaven in Early Winter, as the cycle continues.

The deep message in the trigrams of the I Ching is the need to honor the entire cycle and not just the objective and expressive aspects that emerge in the measurable world.  It is the need to rise above the swamps and river channels of collective unconsciousness, above the thunder and materialism of the visible world, to carry the flame of will and consciousness to the highest Buddha Christ Socrates Kung Fu Peak of the mountain of the true self, there to catch the divine winds of highest heaven: divine love, divine joy, divine goodness, divine wealth, divine virtue, divine boundless wonder and marvelousness.

Another message is that the long lines extend beyond the broken lines.  The Earth is a trigram of broken lines and its facts and scientific data can never include all things.  The deep meaning lies in the long lines.  There are things in the long lines that can never be revealed in the broken lines.  The broken lines of literature can never fully reveal the long lines of Zen meditation, Yoga, and the private monad existential inexistence of the infinitesimal monad of being here now from deep within.  This private monad can never be fully made whole in the broken public place and its eternal immortal creativity and primal essence can never be fully revealed in the public lines of the world.  No public line can ever prove or measure it or fully demonstrate it. Immortality, creative will, creative spirit will always appear in the world as indeterminate chance and determinate mechanism.  The world can not expose the deep unbroken lines that generate the world.  The world is broken fact and the deep subjective source is unbroken life lived in the infinitesimal prefinite roots of the deep down utterly within.

Each line, each unbroken line, each broken line, each trigram, each hexagram composed from combinations of trigrams, brings its own unique gift.  Only Earth brings science and fact and the utilitarian gifts of the broken lines of realism.  Only Heaven brings primal creativity and the inexhaustable source gifts of the unbroken lines of the original realms of romantic wonder.  Only Mountain brings analysis and separate thoughts and the impressionist gifts of personal awareness.  Only Lake brings synthesis and recombination and the post-impressionists gifts of public space and time, of reincarnation and the public world.  Only Flame brings the will and choice, the action that comes with awareness and the cubist gifts of experiment and freedom.  Only Waterpit brings order and system and the Baroque gifts of government and regulation.  Only Thunder brings popular expression and the practical demonstration of emotion and action, the gifts of public life, the gifts of the expressionist temper.  Only Wind brings the true good, the true virtue, the idealism that transcends and unites all roads in perfect harmony at their spiritual beginning, only Wind brings the gifts of virtue, the gifts of the Classical point of view.

There is no true factual measure separate from Earth.  All lines must be broken to get true measure.  There is no deep meaning in Earth, no enduring essence, no true source or explanation.  These are hidden in the long lines and the creative essence and enduring meaning leak out through the breaks when they are broken, there is no life in a dissected egg.  For life and the source of life you must look to the long lines of Heaven.  The long energy line of Thunder brings liveliness and process to Earth at the expense of thermodynamic information (which is removed to entropy in Thunder).

Nothing but Thunder fully exposes the systems processes generated in support of energy.  Nothing but Thunder fully drives industry, technology, and craft.  But, Thunder lacks true set points, ideals, virtues, true value.  Value, virtue, goodness, paradigm are only found in Wind.  Wind exposes the principles hidden behind Thunder just as Thunder exposes the thermodynamic processes hidden behind Wind.  There is no true metaphysics outside of Wind and no true practice and expression outside of Thunder.  Only Wind brings the broken line of information together with the long long deep meaning lines of the total and the deeply private and thereby exposes the hidden source of all information and principle, its ideal value, its formal goodness.  

Only Thunder draws the remaining long line out of Heaven and demonstrates it as the practice, the business that completes virtue and value as public process within the entropic world.

What Wind does for information, Lake does for the public world of association and gravitation, thereby generating the megacosm, the cosmos, the galaxies, and solar systems of public time and space.  Deep Lake is the swamp of the Cosmos and the Milky Way.  What Thunder does for thermodynamics, Mountain does for the private and personal, breaks it, measures it, thereby generating empiricism, perception, and personal mind.

What Lake does for the public, Wind for information, Flame does for the fragmented and the local, generating an endlessly long cut through which the creative energy of the deep self can remake all things.  In a similar fashion, Waterpit brings its order to the public parts of the world and its information structures.  Waterpit binds up the public world of information with the long line of cosmic union.  Flame cuts up the long lines of energy and self, the creative energy of the deep self, in order to generate the particular experiences of finite existence.

Thus each temper is only a slice of truth.  Only Earth and science have the truth about proven fact, only Thunder and business about what can be done now, only Heaven and magic about what will ultimately can come to be, only Wind and metaphysics about what should be done. Only Mountain and logic have the truth about personal analysis, logic, mathematics and Lake about the public forum, the literature of public time and space.  Only Waterpit can use this to generate a public system and Flame to cut that system open and make it into something truly new from its deep core out.

Earth cannot explain how evolution has generated the richness of Earth from the broken lines of ordinary information systems moving toward the brokenness of entropy.  But, Thunder brings in the long unbroken line of Mass-Energy that is neither created nor destroyed with infinite power to generate infinite complexity in weightless massless information and information system, infinite power to generate weightless mathematics.  The finiteness of this power is a product of the breakage of the long energy line in the local broken line Earth system, but the long thermodynamic line potentially reaches back to an infinite flux, a Shiva flux, that in Vishnu preserved endlessness, makes the improbable anthropic creative Brahma moment of subjective wonderment and creative marvel, makes that infinitesimal point on the infinite circle line probable.  So Thunder connects Earth back to Heaven through the endless neither created nor destroyed mass-energy bottom line.

Waterpit connects Earth back to cosmic system.  It generates the magical astrological order that connect the broken lines of local quantum mechanical astronomy to the long cosmic magical lines that reach beyond into Heaven generating a magical determinate order that reaches beyond the local broken Earth parsimony into an potentially endlessly complex order that governments all things, not just at the local finite order, but at every level into the infinite and beyond.  This astrological order is not scientific, but magical, not demonstrable, but hidden and mysterious and transcending all scientific explanation in terms of broken bits of here and now fact.  Lake connects this astrological order to the collective unconscious, by uniting it to the magical side of mass-energy, mass energy as passion and feeling, as primitive magnetic attraction experienced from within.  Thus, Lake is reincarnation, the love and passion that attracts the soul to the public world of time and space in search of love and joy, in search of pleasure.  It is gravity and electromagnetism as primitive collective unconscious enticement and atomic love.  It is energy as primitive celebration.  Lake is the fly paper that attracts the atom of the soul back to the world and traps the soul, attaches the soul to a new swamp of pleasure and desire.  It does this with two long yang lines, the long astrological line of hidden cosmic magical order and the long mass energy line, which now is pulled in on itself as feeling, disposition, and passion, rather than mere action and response.

When the soul turns from this broken top line of public attachment, it returns to its hidden Buddhamind, hidden Yoga, Zen source.  It returns to the magic of Heaven through prayer and meditation.  It ceases to be inflamed by the pleasure of the flesh, to which it is attached by the broken line of the time and space associations of the public world.  Turning within to the secret chambers of the soul, it detaches from the flesh and rediscovers the creative magic of the spirit within, of the Wind the blows from Heaven.  The broken top line of the Lake trigram becomes the long private immortal creative Brahma line, (the Buddhamind, Christ Consciousness, Krishna Consciousness, Spirit of  Mohammed, Moses, and Abraham, Spirit of Prophecy) that returns the soul to the magical inspiration of Heaven (and thus, the Lord and Savior frame of mind, the Aslan the Lion image that leads us and saves us from our public broken fate, resurrected from our crucified body of broken bones).

This spirit reaches down creatively into the world as a sword of freedom cutting bounds, as a flame burning up the ropes that bind us.  This down reach is the two long yang lines of Flame:  The long line of the creative subjective spirit and the long line of mass energy, as potential action from without and potential passion from within.  These long lines surround the broken line of atomic reality and transform it creatively into something new. They generate a pressure that breaks the long line of astrological fate and determinism into something indeterminate and experimental, free from the old magical order, free from old “karma,” free from the effects of past actions.  Thus, Christ Consciousness, Buddha Consciousness, Krishna Consciousness Mohammed and Moses and Abraham Prophecy Consciousness, able to see the Brahma Creator that “Becomes what he becomes”see us free from the bondage generated by Earth, its broken line influence on the long line of cosmic order.

This same spirit enters passively into Mountain as the private long line of observing awareness, a long line watching the flow of the broken lines of logical and mathematics as they interpret the broken lines of the world of sensations and finite measures.

So this interpretation is a result of the spirit that enters into Mountain on the long yang line and the order that enters into Lake and Waterpit on the long yang line bending against the broken lines of information and systems processing and screening out the broken lines of Earth till nothing remains but the long lines of Heaven and only the refined bits of information, the refined principles that blow as a Wind from Heaven toward the highest ideals and most refined values, toward the Good and the Form of the Good.  Wind is the realm of pure metaphysics and pure Neoplatonism, of the Neoplatonic trinity of the long line Pneuma soul, the long line Hen One and the broken lines of information Nous, but screened against the long lines and by those long lines made pure and sweet and noble.  This interpretation, thus, is broken like all interpretations must belong to the broken lines of information, but of all interpretations is most sweet and valuable and pure, of all truths most noble.  It can not tell you measured facts or probable events, but it can show the noble order to which all lines belong, including the broken parts of lines and it can point to the place where those lines, both long and broken, emerge from Heaven, from the creative beginning of all things.

So two of the three lines of Heaven, the private observer self top line and the cosmic union middle line reach down from Heaven in the Wind from Heaven as the Form of the Good which purifies and refines the broken lines of Earth into the pure broken line of pure Dharma Holy Law Divine Principle Nous Logos information system.  This is that Holy Wind.

One of the lines that generates this Logos, this Holy Word, is the Christ Consciousness Buddhamind Krishna Consciousness Mohammed Moses Abraham Prophet Zen realization line, this line reaches down out of Wind to generate Mountain, pure observing and contemplating mind.  Out of it comes the observed quantum world line of Earth, the Word made Flesh.

The other long yang line, the Cosmic Hen Brahman Nirvana Dialectical Synthesis line, reaches down through the middle river line of Waterpit, Watergroove to generate the astrological order, the Dharmic informatic broken line of the public broken line space-time order of the world.  Watergroove is the yang line that governs the information yin and the space time yin.  It breaks into fragments to become the Earth, the measurable broken lines of the real scientifically measured world.

Mountain picks up the long bottom energy line to generate the liberal becoming, the possibility, the free will of existential inexistence, this is the realm of freedom, of Flame.

Waterpit and Watergroove picks up this long bottom energy line to become quantum entanglement in space and time, to become the collective unconscious and to generate reincarnation and attachment and the big bang cosmos coming together that recombines all things in cosmic space and time.  This realm of rebirth and public synthesis is the realm of Lake.

The Christian trinity occupies the rungs of this “Holy Triangle.” The Father is the combination of the long yang line of the observing spirit Pneuma with the long yang line of the Hen, One, Brahman, Nirvana wholeness boundless.  When the long yang line of the Pneuma unites with the broken body that is the broken Earth bottom line, the information Nous, Logos line, this is the Son, generator of Mountain and the “ Word made Flesh.”

When that broken line is bound up with the unbroken Brahman Holy Oneness line, it becomes the restoring, perfecting, completion focused, mission focused, purpose completing “Holy Spirit, the union of the broken information line and the unbroken wholeness line.  This union generates Waterpit and the government and feedback systems of the various Levels of Organization that order the public world.

Thus, the Christian Trinity completes the Neoplatonic Trinity of Hen (Oneness), Nous-Logos (Information Systems), Pneuma-Soul-Spirit (Private Monad of the Observing Self). It also emerges from the Hindu Trinity of Brahma, Vishnu, Shiva, the three long lines of the Heaven trigram.

The Son, Buddhamind, Self generates Mountain, a trigram composed of the long yang line of the private creative spirit, the broken line of information system mind, Dharma, Logos, Cosmic Law, and the broken line of the physical atoms, the quantum mechanical system of waves and particles that is the basis of the chemical and physical world and the biological world that emerges from it.  It the works of Ernest Holmes (See his Science of Mind, etc.), it is known as Spirit, Law (or Subjective or Subconscious Mind), and Body.

The Mountain trigram generates the three broken lines of the Earth trigram: Associations of observers in relativistic space and time as the top broken line, information systems as the middle broken line, and the quantum mechanical realm of particles and waves as the bottom broken line.

The Earth trigram is composed of levels of organization.  As higher and higher levels of organization are imposed by the systems structure of the bottom broken line, the middle broken line is gradually transformed from the atomic to the cosmic, from the particular and the finite to the holistic and the boundless, generating the deep public order of Waterpit, as the middle groove-river-water line changes from the particular to the universal, the many to the one.  This generates the trinity of legislative assembly, Judicial law, and executive emperor, the executive of the universal state.  This is also the Buddhist Trinity of the fellowship (Sanga), moral law (Dharma), and Buddha merging in Nirvana Oneness.

In a similar fashion, the Hindu Trinity generates the Flame Trinity of the three gunas, the long yang line of the Soul, or Jiva, as the Sattva Guna.  The broken line of the parts, objects of the finite world as the Tamas Guna, and the long line of Mass-Energy Flux as the Rajas Guna.  This Rajas generates the Karma that is responsible for Samsara, for birth and rebirth and creates the Lake trigram in which the broken line of samsara, birth and death and rebirth attaches the soul to the world according to the cosmic order of the Waterpit level of the long yang organization line as determined by the Karma, the action and process and flux of the long Mass-Energy line of thermodynamics.

This finally manifests in the long emergent bottom thermodynamic line of Thunder which takes the middle broken Earth line of information and the bottom broken line of atomic structure and unites them in the dynamic living processes of the thermodynamic expression, the long bottom line of Thunder.

These themes remind us of some ancient polarities.  In Africa, the “Zamani,” the timeless dream time world of endless no time and no space frames the here and now “Sasa.”  This is equivalent to the opposition of the Heaven trigram to the Earth trigram.  It also brings up the contrast between the fact oriented Left Hemisphere and the context oriented Right Hemisphere of the cerebrum.   In transactional analytic psychotherapy, there voices are seen to be active, three roles, Child, Adult, Parent, equivalent to the id, ego, and superego of Freud.  I like to talk of a third unseen role that completes the circle, “Egg.”  In my system Egg is the opposite of Adult, just as superego Parent is the opposite of id Child.  Egg is the interface between dying Parent and developing Child, it completes the life cycle.  In brain dynamics, Child is the posterior association areas of Left Hemisphere parietal, temporal, occipital lobes.  Adult is the executive functions of the Left Frontal lobe, and Parent is the superego functions performed by executive areas of the Frontal lobes, particularly the Right.  While “Egg” is the posterior association areas of the Right Hemisphere, particularly during sleep and dreams.

The Parent supplies morality and the Child supplies animal sensation.  The Egg supplies the dreamtime beginning and end and the Adult supplies the daily plans and struggles in the world.  In terms of Buddha’s Four Noble truths, the Adult lives in the 1st Noble Truth, the world of “dukka,” of suffering.  The Child is the source of the 2nd Noble Truth, the “kama,” the craving that causes suffering.  The Egg lives in the 3rd Noble Truth, the Nirvana, the blowing out of attachment, the endless boundless, that is the blowing out of craving.  The Parent lives in the 4th Noble Truth, the “Dharma,” the good works that bring the end of craving, that control it.

In respect to the trigrams, the Egg is Lake and Waterpit, reincarnation and fate.  The Child is Earth and Thunder, the events of the world of public sensation.  The Adult is Flame and Mountain, the ideas and actions the executive function system develops to meet the challenges of the world.  The Parent is the Wind from Heaven, the conscience, the superego that attempts to control the impulses generated by the Child.

It is possible to impose a five point circle on this whole system, symbolized by the ancient Chinese notion of five elements: Water (deep Egg, the hoarding orientation in the system of Eric Fromm) centered in the Lake and Waterpit trigrams as they emerge from Heaven and Wind, rain from the clouds, Metal (early Child, also pottery bowl, or metal bowl, the receptive orientation in the system of Eric Fromm) centered in the Lake and Waterpit trigrams as they begin to change to Thunder and Earth, Earth (teenage, late Child, early Adult, the marketing orientation in Fromm’s system) centered in the Earth and Thunder trigrams, Fire (Adult, the exploitative orientation in Fromm’s system), centered in the Flame and Mountain trigrams as they come out of Thunder and Earth, and Wood (Parent, the aboriginal productive orientation), centered in the Flame and Mountain trigrams as they cycle back to Heaven and Wind and merge with Egg.
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The Fu Xi, or Early Heaven sequence of the trigrams, moves from Waterpit-Egg to Earth-Child thru Fire-Adult to Heaven-Parent.  In this sequence, Mountain could be the developing Fetus, Thunder the teenager, Lake the developing family system, and Wind the ghost of the reincarnating dead.  Water (the water cycle) would lie between Wind and Waterpit and signify reincarnation.  Metal would lie between Waterpit and Mountain and signify the attachment to a body (a receiving form, metal bowl).  Earth (soil receiving the seeds of learning) would lie at the Earth trigram as the Child.  Fire (the struggle, the burning light of world awareness) would lie between Flame and Thunder as the young Adult.  Wood would lie between Flame and Lake as the older Parent (the fibers, the rings of accreted culture).  Heaven would represent the return to the Dreamtime Zamani.  Here we cycle through the cerebrum from posterior right water to posterior left metal, then earth, at the left hemisphere central sulcus, anterior left fire, anterior right wood, from Egg to Child to Adult to Parent back to Egg.

The interpretation of Ken Wen is a little different.  It makes wood the growing child, fire the young adult, earth the mature adult, metal the harvesting knife of the parent, and water the recycling of the spirit.  It moves from Heaven, in the early winter, to Waterpit and Mountain and finally Thunder, as the developing Egg emerges as a Child.  From spring to summer, the Child emerges in the Flame and radiance of an Adult, returning to Earth and Lake as Autumn brings the emergence of the Parent and the merging of the Parent with the water cycle of Heaven, the endless rain of reincarnation and reattachment to the world.
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So the three long yang lines of the Heaven trigram are endless energy, boundless time and space wholeness, and the deep essence from within creative here and now singular private infinitesmal monad of being from with subjectivity, this Brahma, Vishhu, Shiva is the essential source of all things, the boundless Vishnu Shiva flux that makes the creative Brahma improbable probable.  It is the great store of boundless magic supernatural dreamtime dreamworld surreal fantastic impossible possibility.

The energy yang line breaks into information so that the Wind-Air trigram can absorb the structural principles that make possible all things and can establish the set points and paradigms of the systems that unite them in the Neoplatonic trinity of the Hen-One, Nous-Logos-Mind, Pneuma-Jiva-Soul, the connections between the One, Mind, Soul, form the trinity of Father, Son, and Holy Ghost.

The top yang line of the Wind-Air breaks into the broken top line of the Water-pit to form the Astrological fate, the Dharma to Karma order that governs the cosmos of cosmi, the universe of universes.  The Heaven top line splits, to form Lake, the collective unconsciousness that will attach to the fated order of Waterpit.  As the collective unconscious attaches, the middle line of Lake breaks to generate attachment to the emergent world, to Thunder, and the energy line of Thunder-Dust breaks in turn to generate local form and the natural order and measured product, the structures of the visible finite world that belong to the trigram Earth.  The structures and information generated in Earth are sucked into the trigram Mountain-Salt, the trigram of local mind.  The long yang line of the top of the trigram binds them into a metaphysical order that emerges as the middle line, the long yang line that makes the trigram Wind-Air.

As Mountain-Salt becomes active, creative, it generates a long bottom yang line which combines with the long top yang line of the observer self to draw out the order of the world, to crack the cosmic egg, to slit reality and part it into utter freedom with the trigram of Flame-Fire.  As this creativity is drawn up into the greater order, Flame-Fire and Wind-Air unite back into the Heaven source from which they came.
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
