D is for Devil:

S is for Scriptures:

“Which Bible is your holy word, God?”  “The Greek, the Latin, the King James, the Vedas, the Upanishads, the Koran, the Buddhist, Confucian, the Taoist books.”

“All these are my holy word my child.”  “There is nothing spoken that is not some reflection of my boundless truth.”

“Even the writings of the agnostics and atheists express my word.”

“How can this be, God?”

“I am infinite my child.”  “In a sense I do not exist in the finite because I am infinite.”  “In a sense I am always going beyond my self, so that my final form is always in the infinite future.”  “Yet, in another sense I never change

Because I am always perfect possibility which is love, joy, and abundant life.”  “The atheists are correct: I cannot exist in my infinite form within the finite.”  “The agnostics are correct: my final form cannot be known within the finite.”

“The Jews, Moslems, Christians, Hindus, Buddhists, Confucians, and Taoists are also correct: Yahweh, Jesus, Vishnu, Shiva, Buddha, Allah, the Tao, the Way of Heaven are all finite images of my infinite holy truth.”

“Which way is correct God?”

“All ways that are love, patience, peace, and tolerance.”

J is for Jesus:

“What is true about Jesus, God?”

“Jesus is the form I take in the endless Christmas that takes place in the Bethlehem of your heart.”

“Are the things they say about Jesus true?”

“Not all the things said about Jesus are true in this world.”

“Yet, what isn’t true in this world has taken place in some other world, or in Spirit in the Bethlehem of your heart.”

“How can that be, God!”

“I am Spirit my child.”  “I exist in the Heaven of the ultimate future.”  “I enter your present through the “Logos” that is born as the Christ child in the manger of your inner heart.”  “That Christ child is the beginning of all spiritual miracles.”  “That Christ child becomes all things good.”

“That Christ child takes the form of the Buddhas of the Buddhists, Krishna of the Hindus, inspires the prophets of the Jews, the Moslems, the wisdom of Socrates and Confucius.”

W is for Will:

“What is your will for me, God?”

“My will for you is love, joy, abundance, health, prosperity, virtue, peace, wisdom, knowledge, and all things good.”

“I am great enough to change all hatred and intolerance into love.”  “The finite, the fearful, the intolerant can never truly represent the possibilities of the boundless everything.”

E is for Evil:

“Where does evil come from God?”

“I am infinite and can extend myself to fix and perfect all things”  “Humans are finite.”  “All finite things break and fall short of the mark.”

“I am great enough to be able to give the gift of freedom.”

“True freedom means the right to choose evil over good.”

“I have given the world to its inhabitants to make of it what they want to make of it.”  “I will save the world into my infinite perfection, but only if all its inhabitants ask me.”  

“Once I have given the gift of freedom, the gift of the world, I will not take it back.”

“Thus, in this world I work through humans, and only when they ask me to do so.”

C is for Christian:

O is for Obedience:

“Do you want me to obey you, God?”

“Only if you want to, my child?”

“If I obey you what do I do?”

“The finite can only give finite measures.”  “The finite does not know how to give the boundless, the free.”  “I alone know how.”

“The question is what you will do with that freedom, my child?”

“Even you do not know, God?”

“That I cannot tell you because the finite can never understand the knowledge possessed by the infinite.”

“I can tell you this, my child.”  “Just as human children help keep their parents from being bored, your free existence saves the infinite from creating endless boredom.”

“That is why I am a God of the living and not of the dead.”

T is for Time:

“What is eternity, God?”

“Eternity is the timeline of the soul.”  “It is an infinitesimal piece of my infinite possibility.”  “Each soul weaves its own thread of time.”  “The relativistic space-time of the world is the space-time cloth woven out of the coming together of the separate time threads of all the souls that associate together to make this world.”

“Are there souls in rocks and trees, God?”

“All form has some level of mind within and all energy has some level of passion.”  “The souls that generate this mind and passion are at various degrees of sleep and wakefulness.”  “Human mind and human passion require the form and energy in a human brain.”  “Each soul has its own unique story and its own unique eternal thread of time.”  “Some have slept for eternity and enter this world as the subjectivity of rocks and sand grains.”  “Some are wide awake but very simple.”  “Others are awake and complex, like humans.”

V is for Value:

“The spark of myself that is the core of your soul is a piece of the utterly strange, the utterly new.”  “When you reject strangers, you reject me, you reject your true self.”

“The love of strangers is the beginning of faith in me, my child.”

Y is for Yesterday:

“Why can’t I live for yesterday, God?”  

“Your true self is a spark of infinite creativity.”  “When you reject today, when you reject the new, you reject the endless creativity that is your core, you reject your true self.”

Z is for Zen:

“Is there anything that Zen Buddhism can teach me, God.”

“Yes, my child.”  “The highest wisdom is always in what cannot be said.”  “I am present to a tiny degree in the black marks on this page.”  “I am present to a much greater degree in the blank part.”

L is for Love:

“Do you love me, God?”

“I love you my child with an endless and infinite love.”  “ Nothing and nobody can love you as faithfully as I love you.”  “I have given you a part of my very self.”  “Your soul is an infinitesimal piece of my spirit.”  “Your will is an infinitesimal piece of my freedom.”  “ I give you your life to with as you will and your role in this world to make of it what you will.”

“Then you have abandon us, you have given up control.”

“I would never abandon you.”  “But, I would have you know the immortal life of your own freedom rather than the immortal tyranny of a divine dictatorship.”  “I am always there to help, but you must freely turn to me.”  “ I am infinite and have no need to use force and punishment as finite beings do.”  “I am an infinite God.”  “I am boundless and cannot bind or limit.”  “I offer endless forgiveness, but you must reach for that forgiveness, you must extend it to others, or you judge yourself by your own judgment of your neighbor.”

“That you do not know me through faith in a creed or doctrine or theology.”  “ You know me through your faithful adherence to joy and love and peace and virtue, to friendship and honor and beauty, to science and art and democracy, to the good and the true and the pure in heart.”
