Appendix:  Rebirth in another system:

Souls that are completing their cycle in this system, on this planet, can be reincarnated into a different system.  If that system has greater harmony than this system, it can be interpreted as a heaven.  If it has less, it can be interpreted as a hell.  In between conditions constitute forms of purgatory.

Usually the greater the distance, or differentiation from this system, the greater the effect on the Karma of this system.  Hitlers and Stalins show signs of being souls bound for major hells.  Their passage from this system in the direction of lesser systems generates a major diminishment of this system’s positive Karma.  The passing of souls like Einstein, Gandhi, and Martin Luther King generates a major increase in positive Karma.

Souls in the process of generating a major effect on system Karma may increase the frequency of their incarnation immediately prior to the incarnation that generates the major effect.  It is like a skin eruption or an inflammation.  The intensity of all system interactions is greatly increased.

A Buddha breaks through the systems that bind and enslave.  The lives of Gandhi, Martin Luther King, or Abraham Lincoln are examples.  Gandhi inflamed the imperial political systems, the caste systems, the systems of religious intolerance.  They reacted to his presence with resistance that culminated in assassination.

The ideal form of reincarnation would be a body that is so in harmony with the soul that it would constitute the fulfillment of the ideal of resurrection in a heaven.  Resurrection in this ideal, this ultimate form, is something that can only exist with the coming of God’s kingdom.  This is something that never happens in the now.  It is always postponed to the ultimate future.  Reincarnation in the real world, in the existing finite world, is always something less than the resurrection ideal.

All the religious myths can be seen as potentially true in some sense.  The realm of the infinite is infinitely larger than the finite and has room for an infinite number of variations of the stories and images of the finite world.  All are different faces, expressions, masks, that the infinite can wear when entering a finite manifestation.

Facts are true within measurable lengths of time.  Myths are never completely true except in the ultimate past or the ultimate future.  Even so, the origin and end of all factual things necessarily lies in the mythical.  The finite cannot exist without the infinite to generate it and complete it.

The factual Jesus and the factual Buddha are always much less than their myths.  Even so they are representative expressions of myths that point to transcendent truths that far exceed any concept we could frame of them.  The Divine Jesus and the Divine Buddha shake the foundations of the finite world as they break into it to and assume a broken human form.

Appendix:  Reincarnation

Reincarnation distributes the energy of the soul.  The finite world breaks the soul down and pulverizes it.  When the soul attempts to hang on to these pieces it is tormented.   The result is hell, or purgatory, depending on the intensity of the soul’s attachment to the finite. 

Only by allowing itself to become infinitesimal, and seeking entrance to the infinite at its deep root, can the soul find its creative freedom and its salvation.  The soul enters into all things at their deep root because the soul is the soul of all worlds in the singular area of its unique thread of time.  The thread of subjectivity spun by the soul, although infinitesimal, is one of the strands from which the boundless cloth of everything is woven in its completeness and wholeness (holiness).

Only this holiness, wholeness, boundless immortality has the power to resurrect the soul to body unity in its personal wholeness.  The hope of holy immortality, resurrection, lies in the soul’s deep Jesus\Buddha root and not in renewed contact with the world and its law of Karma (reincarnation).

The soul that seeks this root allows its finite body to be worn down.  It does not resist the troubles of the world.  It does not anger or indulge in envy or greed.  It does not hang on to glory in the world, not in this life, not in previous lives, not in future lives.

Appendix:  Exploring past lives—

I have strong impressions of a former life just before this life.  I was an identical twin in a relatively poor family with a father that worked for the Forest Service.  I died soon after my identical twin, at the age of 18 or so, and reincarnated almost immediately.

Previous to this, I was a shallow minded attractive female in London (during the Victorian era) from an upper middle class family.  Before that I was poor Chinese woman.  Before that, a relatively well off merchant in India, and prior to that, a Buddhist monk.

If this is correct, male incarnations and female incarnations, rich and poor, superficial and serious attitudes, occidental and oriental personas have alternated with each other.  It seems that there is a tendency for my soul to distribute its focus to a wide spectrum of potential attachments.  It I were to look backward deep into the infinity of attachments that is the endless history of my soul, almost every possible combination of association may have been explored.

The roots of my deep self are entangled with the roots of everything.  If I concentrate on my more recent incarnations, I ignore those deep roots.  My deep self, as opposed to my current superficial entanglement, is those deep roots.  My current attachment is trapped in the finite world.  My deep roots connect with the boundless magic of the infinite.  Maya deludes me into believing I am my recent attachments.  Buddhamind calls me to Nirvana.
