A is for Awe vs. Actual:

Science describes an actual world that is objective, probable, rational, and mechanistic.  The scientific world emerges from the world of awe.  This world is subjective, improbable, irrational, and free.  The brain generates consciousness.  Brain generated consciousness is an objective and measurable event that has predictable aspects that emerge through thermodynamic processes in deterministic space-time.

The subjective element of consciousness is the rupture of that deterministic space-time into indeterminate quantum possibility and the entrance of being from within states of feeling into being from without external form.  It is the entrance of ethical, moral, logical, and spiritual value from the immeasurable possible to the measurable fact of the actual.  This rupture, this value, this being from within feeling, this creative freedom only enters the objective world form within.  It cannot be externally measured.

Descartes was correct in postulating dualism.  He was wrong in his choice of mind as its example.  Mind belongs to the world of the actual.  Mind is an attribute of brain function.  Scientifically measured processes determine mind.  Subjectivity enters consciousness to free it, shatter it, give it feeling, give it value, give it an ought, give it awe to complement its actuality.  Subjectivity is the existential inexistence that creates the possibilities that liberate external form.  My subjectivity enters into my thoughts; therefore they have value and possibility.

B is for Buddha:

The reason the superman, the Buddha, the Jesus, the Moses, the prophet, the apostle, the Mohammed is needed is to save the world from its objectivity and give it awe.  The prophet is an endless Jonah that speaks of the God of doom and discovers the God of love.  The purpose of the Buddhas, the Christs, the prophets is to remind us of the world of awe inside us and liberate us from the hell of our bondage to the actual world of local form.

The more ridiculous, the more stupid the activities of the savior, the more it points out the finiteness of the world and saves us into the world of awe that forms it.  Jesus was the liar of all time.  The Gospels are books of made up stories to record the history of a failed mission.  But, their foolishness liberates us from this world of fools and points to the infinite possibility that created it and to our own internal Christ that is the real savior, the real spirit of God in the endless Christmas of our inner inexistence, our inner reversion into nonbeing and freedom from the objective world.

The miracle is inside our heart and not in the world.  The miracle is in the inexistence that creates the world and not in the existence it creates.  The miracle is in the illogic of the logos and not in the logic it creates.  The miracle is the beauty, love, wisdom, value, virtue, peace, joy, humility, patience, altruism, faith, courage, liberty, and adventure that enter the world from within and not in the local failure of that faith in the world without.

C is for Crazy:

It is the foolishness, the craziness of Buddhism, Islam, Christianity, etc. that makes it holy.  It is crazy to believe that the emperor of Japan is the descendant of the Sun god.  It is crazy to believe that an illiterate prophet wrote a book that saves the world.  It is crazy to believe that a people that have lost war after war were sent to establish a worldwide rule.  It is crazy to think that a failed prophet who lied about his near death on a cross is the savior of the world.  It is crazy to think that a non-existent self is the source of the Buddha that reincarnates in the egos of the Tibetan saints.

The world of the spirit is only crazy because it is infinite and cannot enter the finite without shattering it and killing it.  The clown that we create is a silly attempt to demonstrate the endless creativity of God.  We crucify that clown when we confuse his creative foolishness with worldly empire and worldly power.  Our temples, holy books, and churches are the burial grounds where we entomb the corpses of our failed attempts to see God.

The problem is our constant confusion of the lies, the impossible stories, the madness in our churches and holy books with the inner meaning, the eternal Christmas at their core.  They are places that show the madness, the folly the of our attempts to be God in the external world and the endless existential inexistence, the endless rupture of the finite world into the infinite at the root of our hearts.  The utter foolishness of Ramakrishna’s claim to be Krishna, of the claim of Jesus to be the messiah, is its holiness.

D is for Divine:

There is more divinity in Christianity only because it has made the most ridiculous claims, written the most preposterous lies, generate more stupidity and foolishness than any other attempt to find God.  It shatters our attempt to place God in a finite tomb more totally than any of our previous comic human attempts to the see the divine.

Wolfhart Pannenberg looks at the divine much in the way that the process philosophers Alfred North Whitehead and Charles Hartshorne look at the divine, as the entrance of creativity into a created world.  Pannenberg believes that God exists in the ultimate future and the love of God is the origin of all objective reality.  Pannenberg believes that divine love gives existence in a creative way that sets it free to life.  Creativity and love are in the ultimate future and enter the present through God as the power of the future.

Pannenberg believes that God is pure freedom, love, and creativity.  The divine is the future of every present and past event.  This divine future is an abundant future that transcends all finite events.  This power of the future unifies the world in Pannenberg’s view.

I agree and disagree with Pannenberg.  I believe that the divine is an endlessly shattered unity that is forever made new in the endless Christmas of the deepest subjectivity.  It is only as God is endlessly crucified in the creativity of each soul that she can resurrect to the Heaven of endless love.

E is for Eternity:

It is possible to contrast the eternity of connection with the infinite future and the eternity that represents the simple maintenance of things as they are.  Religion is sin because it is the human refusal of the divine future.  Religion is the attempt to conserve the existing material system.  Religion is attachment to the existing utilitarian value system.  Religion is mythology that supports the tribal systems of the existing human world, of the right temporal cerebrum.

True Christianity is radical anti-conservatism, radical rejection of religion, radical rejection of the world, radical detachment from the world’s systems of power, egotism, status, greed, lust, and finite limitation.  The historical Jesus was an imperfect Christian, an imperfect Christ.  The true Christ exists only in the inner heart, in the transcendent world that is the source of this imperfect human world.

Those who hold on to the historical Jesus, to the historical bible, to the historical church, turn them into idols and sin against the true Christ and the true church, which exists, in the inner heart in spirit.  All things in this world must pass away, including the historical Jesus and the historical church and the historical bible.  To hold on to history is to confuse the package for the substance and the symbol for the meaning.

Divine eternity is rooted in spirit.  The eternity of this world is the eternity of hell.  Only the crucifixion of this world, the destruction of the world can bring renewal.

E is for Emergence:

Pannenberg claims that the Trinitarian view of God allows time to enter as the presence of divine eternity into theological considerations.  My view of this finds the Holy Spirit as a kind of Whiteheadian process philosophy aspect of God that conserves the good of the past into the future.  The person of the Father seems to take on that notion that Pannenberg emphasizes of the ultimate infinite future that unites all things in its transcendence.  For me, Christ, the human person is the existential person.

It is the Son who must play the roles described by Jaspers and Sartre of confronting the terror and dread of this world.  In spite of Pannenberg’s claim of pure freedom for the person of the Father, it seems to me that it is the Son that liberates.  Without the crucifixion of the Son, without his breaking, shattering into an infinity of private pieces, the marvelous freedom claimed for the Father has no real freedom, no real adventure, is the boredom, the hell of endless tyranny, the slavery of a divine absolutism.  It renders the Father into some face of Satan.

That is why the Son is the true creator, the true logos.  It is the Son who makes new.  It is the Son as the seed in the Virgin who discovering her nothingness becomes the Queen of Heaven.  Thus the Virgin is the ultimate Buddha, the hidden Christ principle that is the true source of the Christ spirit.  The critical existential problems faced by Jesus and Mary are symbols of the existential spirit, of the challenge of the subjective entering objective form.

F is for Future:

Pannenberg emphasizes God as existing in the future of his coming kingdom.  Jesus, in his testimony to this kingdom, makes God present to the world as the source of freedom and life through faith.  The holy future is not the prolongation of what already exists.  The holy future is the creative origin of reality in divine love that creates autonomous forms of existence.  These autonomous forms of existence attempt to prolong their existence.  They develop an arrogance that blinds them to the preliminary nature of their form of being.

When Adam’s descendants assert themselves against their future, they sin against the full openness and against the creative love that is found in God, according to Pannenberg.  If Pannenberg is right than fundamentalist Christians and orthodox Christians must represent that hypocritical religiousness associated with the scribes in the Gospel of Matthew.  They must be the real Judas, the real enemies of the spirit of God in Christ.  They must be the embodiment of sin, of Satan, of the spirit of Hell.

The snake, because of its need to crawl on the ground, symbolizes the human need to attach it self to something objective and definite.  The snake symbolizes the need

To see God’s face in a holy idol, to find God’s words in holy writing and holy books in spite of the Saint Paul’s admonition in his epistles not to seek the truth in written letters but in the writings on the fleshy tablets of the heart, an admonition that echoes a similar prophecy in Jeremiah.

G is for God:

Before their encounter with the serpent, Adam and Eve are not ashamed of their nakedness because they do not see themselves as objects and did not see God as an object.  The serpent cause them to focus on their desire for forbidden objects.  This generated a denial of their creative subjectivity as the source of their fulfillment.  Their substitution of an object for the spirit cut them off from God who is spirit.  

Plunged into the games of the world, they became aware of their status in the world and felt shame for who they were, felt ashamed of their status as reproductive beings, as animals.  When they covered themselves, they proved they had sinned, they had gained desire to have power over the world rather than to give power to the world.

The concern of the fundamentalists with physical issues of sex and nakedness confirms that fundamentalism is the continued attempt to confuse religion with games of status and power.  The fundamentalists lie to themselves; make themselves believe that they are carrying the message of Jesus.  In fact they betray the spirit of Christ and carry the ancient message of the serpent, of Satan, of Hades itself.

The fundamentalists depend upon written scriptures because they lack faith and trust in the living God of the inner heart.  They worship the dead God, the perversion of God invented by Hell.  They are blind to the many indications in these very scriptures of their own damnation.

H is for Hell:

Hell is a state of mind that is stuck in the past.  Satan is the most religious of all the angels.  Satan believes that the true God is the God of the past and that he is attempting to save the world from a destructive future.  Satan fears God’s creative love.  Satan distrusts God’s giving away of the power of the angels and their objective eternity.  Satan fears the creative power of the spirit and the future kingdom that make all things new.

The emphasis of the fundamentalists on written biblical truth, on the Old Testament, on return to the ways of the past betrays the source of their inspiration.  They are not saved by Jesus, but saved by Satan for immortal life in Hell.  Their concern for their status in this world, for the power of the state, shows that they worship the god of this world, the god of Hell.

The existence of freedom, the creative gift of freedom, makes possible a satanic state of mind, makes possible the creation of local Hells.  Satan and Hell are symbols of that attempt to wall off subjective powers in local form.  Satan and Hell are not rivals to God.  They are mistakened uses of God’s power that can take place in local time.  They are ways in which we postpone the coming of God’s kingdom, postpone the coming of joy and grace and trap ourselves in unnecessary suffering.

In an eternal context, there is no Satan, no hell.  In local time there is hell, sin, limitation, endless forms of suffering.

I is for Isolation:

Satan and hell are symbols of the ability of local subjectivity to shatter itself and imprison itself in a tomb of its own making in its attempt to explore its freedom and attach to the objective world.  Satan is a stage of evolution in which evolving organs of subjectivity become attached to astrological patterns and function as organizing centers, demigods of the emerging cosmos.  Truth is shattered into pieces by this breaking of the spirit.  Religion becomes many rival imperial religions with each faith stuck in one piece of the larger holiness.

If the isolation of religious beliefs were to be compared with personality disorders, Buddhism would be the Schizoid, Hinduism the Schizotypal, Jainism the Paranoid, Confucianism the Dependent. Taoism and other folk religions: the Avoidant and Passive-Aggressive.  National religions like Shinto and Zionism would be the obsessive-compulsive.  Orthodox Christianity would be the Borderline, Protestant Christianity would be the Histrionic. New Age: the Narcissistic, terrorist Islam the Antisocial.

Religion is a human behavior organized out of the right  temporal lobes that assist one tribal group in distinguishing itself from another tribal group.  The unique mythological beliefs and rituals of one group allow it to isolate itself from its rivals.  Religion is a manifestation of the tribalism of the human species.  In that sense its association with the symbol of the serpent is appropriate, because it may serve primitive functions of the reptilian brain.

J is for Jupiter:

The local cosmos shatters spiritual creativity, traps it within the finite (symbolized by the notion of a demon, of a hell).  This process of converting subjective creativity into demonic possession, the process of turning creative love into attachment to status and territory in time and space is symbolized by the planets as Gods.  Each planet symbolizes a different brain function.

Apollo (the Sun) symbolizes the left hemisphere Occipital lobe (center for visual discrimination).  Mercury symbolizes left hemisphere Temporal lobe verbal ability.  Venus symbolizes left hemisphere Parietal sense of touch.  Mars symbolizes left hemisphere Frontal motor centers.  Jupiter symbolizes left hemisphere Frontal premotor and judgment centers. 

Saturn symbolizes right hemisphere Frontal premotor and judgment centers.  Uranus is the right Parietal and Neptune the right Temporal.  Pluto is connections between the right Occipital and more primitive brain functions in the Basal Ganglia, Limbic lobes and Diencephalon.

There is a lunar equivalent with Artemes (the Moon) as the Medulla and its control over visceral functions. Lunar Apollo is the Reticulate areas in the midbrain that control consciousness. Lunar Mercury is ascending and descending spinal tracts in the midbrain.  Lunar Venus is the center in the hypothalamus controlling the relaxation oriented Parasympathetic Nervous System.

K is for Kinds of Thoughts:

The mythological symbols for kinds of thoughts are arranged in the Zodiac in a dual series.  One begins in Cancer with the Moon.  Another begins in Leo with the Sun.  Leo is ruled by the Sun, Virgo by solar Mercury, Libra by solar Venus, solar Mars influences Scorpio, Sagittarius is ruled by solar Jupiter, Capricorn by solar Saturn, Aquarius by solar Uranus, Pisces by lunar Neptune.

The Moon rules Cancer.  Gemini is ruled by lunar Mercury, Taurus by lunar Venus, Aries by lunar Mars,  lunar Jupiter adds its influence to Pisces, lunar Saturn to Aquarius, lunar Uranus to Capricorn, lunar Neptune to Sagittarius, lunar Pluto rules Scorpio in combination with solar Mars.

The lunar Moon rules the Medulla of the brain, lunar Mercury rules the ascending and descending tracts in the midbrain, lunar Venus rules the Parasympathetic center of the hypothalamus (relaxation).  Lunar Mars rules the Sympathetic center of the hypothalamus (excitation).

Lunar Jupiter rules the Cerebellum and associated motor tracts.  Lunar Saturn rules the Basal ganglia and associated connections to the Thalamus.  Lunar Uranus rules the Hippocampus.  Lunar Neptune rules the Limbic lobes and Rhinencephalon.  Lunar Pluto rules the Amygdala and connections to the Striated Bodies.  The Moon’s North and South Nodes symbolize pleasure and pain centers in the lower brain and judgment centers in the Frontal lobes.

L is for Local:

The gods are demonic forces symbolizing the trapping of the spirit in the brain and the isolating of creative love in local power centers.  The gods can also represent the holy when these separate forms of thought and creativity become transformed into the separate faces of a deeper unity that is infinite love working to conserve and create value in the endless universes created by that love.  The demonic aspect of the gods then is converted to the angelic aspect.  C.S. Lewis does a marvelous job of capturing this mythological effect in this fiction.

Each subjective moment is a shattered piece of the endless subjectivity of the Holy Spirit, of Nirvana.  As the creativity of that Nirvana, each subjectivity is a Christ, a Buddha, an avatar of Vishnu, a Krishna, a prophet, an apostle, an angel, an incarnation of the Holy Virgin.

Each soul has its own unique metaphysics, its own unique cosmology, its own unique theology.  Each soul is a unique way of doing subjectivity, of finding God.

Existential metaphysics, existential philosophy, existential dialectic, existential cosmology, existential theology has to be the end of theology, of religion, of metaphysics, of cosmology because existential religion and philosophy find that the deeper meaning of religion and philosophy are hidden within the unique subjective creativity of each soul.  The theology, the religion, the philosophy, the dialectic that becomes public only reflects the power struggles of the world.  It is the religion of the scribes, the religion of Hell.

M is for Metaphysics:

Traditional metaphysics cannot accept its own death because it assumes the public world as the primary world.  It assumes the public world of measurement as the fundamental point of reference.  Traditional religion assumes its holy books and traditions as fundamental.

Traditional metaphysics and religion are rooted in fallacious reasoning.  They commit the fallacy of inconsistency.  The empiricists and materialists and linguistic analysts are skeptical about everything, they question everything except measurement, objectivity, public repeatability, scientific parsimony, ordinary language.  These are sacred cows that they will not sacrifice.  Theology will not question its authoritative pronouncements, its dogmas, creeds, and holy books.  It is quick to question the dogmas and holy books of its rivals.

Since traditional theology roots all actions in predestination by God and traditional metaphysics roots all actions in predestination by a public physical or some other rational order (the God of nature, the order of nature, etc.), these traditional ways of doing things are inconsistent.  Since there is no free will possible in matter, in brain function.  It is ridiculous to bother to do metaphysics.  You are fated to believe, to judge some determinism causes you to judge.  You have no independent way of making sure that it is truth that controls you and you have no power to seek truth independent of your natural course, so why bother to try what cannot be achieved?

N is for Neglected Aspect:

Empiricist and materialist metaphysics generalize from the instances where empirical questions and metaphysical questions are answered by scientific explanations to assume that all questions are best answered this way.  As a result we are left with ridiculous situations in which the laws of thermodynamics tell us that everything winds down and we are presented with no possibility for winding things up.  Time and space appear, the finite world appears out of nothing.  God appears out of nothing.  Traditional theology assumes that if God created everything that all creation if of this type.  It never asks who created God.

The materialist, pragmatist, empiricist, rationalist, idealist, Christian, Buddhist, linguist analysts make hasty generalizations from particular instances that fit their model to all instances.  The Christian creates the fallacy of false cause by assuming that the power and influence achieved by Christian civilization are caused by the events described in the bible.  Just because prophecy proves true does not mean that its actual cause is as it seems.  Perhaps the actual truth is that some malevolent alien intelligence is deceitfully tricking us?  Just because the world order follows along the lines predicted by science, by materialism, does not mean that is the real, the fundamental cause.

Traditional metaphysics and traditional theology are a great mix of fallacies of accident and of false dilemma. 

O is for Overall:

Traditional metaphysics and theology constantly jump from accidental instances to overall generalizations, from mixed situations to black and white distinctions.  Some events are best explained as the result of empirical, material, pragmatic, idealistic, naturalistic models.  Traditional metaphysics makes the hasty jump from a situation in which one aspect is accidentally predominant to an overall conclusion about the nature of being.  Traditional metaphysics never notices the gradients between fixed and flux, between infinite and finite, between subjective and objective, between collective and individual.  It insists on lumping everything in one category or the other.

Traditional theology makes Hinduism or Christianity or Buddhism all right and the other theology all wrong.  Traditional theology focuses upon the instances in which its interpretation appears to be true and generalizes from this to all.  Thus, the Buddhist explains everything as the corrupt influence of desire and the Christian as the fall of Adam.

The materialists commit the fallacy of the beard by confusing the vagueness between the objective and the subjective as showing there is no significance to the distinction.  They jump to the hasty conclusion that the objective aspect is more important than the subjective aspect because of the importance of objective fact in making scientific determinations.  But, scientific 

determinations are but one part of the larger whole.

P is for Petitio Principi:

Petito Principi means to “beg the question.”  Traditional religion and metaphysics repeat the premise in the conclusion.  The bible, the Koran, the Vedas are the God’s Word because they are God’s Word.  Scientific fact is the only truth because the only truth is scientific fact.  Material things are the source of everything because everything is material things.  Certain assumptions are not allowed to be questioned.  An infinite regress is automatically rejected.  Every hypothesis must pass the test of Occam’s Razor.

Complex questions are used against the opposition.  What basis do you have for belief in free will when all aspects of the mind are only brain functions?  If I answer this, I must accept the proposition that all aspects of the mind are only brain functions.  If I attempt to argue with this point of view, I will become tangled in the thorns of its assumptions

There are dogmatic assertions that are not questioned.  For example, the notion that you cannot go from an is to an ought or and ought to an is.  This is certainly the case within the finite just as Occam’s Razor applies to the science of the finite.  But, the finite emerges from the infinite and the rules of the infinite transcend the finite.  The infinite is best described, not with the laws of parsimony used to describe the finite, but with the infinite regresses that must be avoided in describing the finite.

If the order of the finite cannot connect an ought and an is, the order of the infinite can.  But, only within the infinite.

Q is for Quibble:

A quibble is defined as a petty evasion.  Many of the approaches used by traditional religion and metaphysics are not petty, they are major evasions.  Most traditional religion is deeply rooted in the “appeal to authority.”

The use of this appeal by religion becomes such a habit that we usually don’t even notice it.  We don’t notice it when materialism, empiricism, naturalism, and pragmatism appeal to the authority of science, medicine, chemistry, physics, astronomy, etc.

When we are not appealing to authority, we are appealing to emotion or to the people.  Accepting something because of faith, particularly a declaration of faith made in public, combines both fallacies in a composite evasion.  Our metaphysics takes a similar approach.  Much that goes for materialism, empiricism, naturalism, pragmatism, utilitarianism is simply an appeal to “common sense,” to the latest fad in what seems, feels reasonable.  Rather than using reason, we appeal to our faith in science, to the public acceptance of science.

Ordinary language philosophy carries this evasion to the extreme of making it the foundation of its cosmology.  Everyday language, our faith in it, our interest in it is appealed to.  Manipulation of our feelings about it is used as a substitute for reason.  Ordinary language philosophy is not really philosophy.  It is a series of cleverly interwoven evasions rooted in sophisticated variants of these appeals.

R is for Reason:

Instead of reason we use the “argumentum ad hominem” appeal.  This person is not a good fundamentalist Christian.  He must be wrong because he is a pagan, an atheist, a liberal.  This person is wrong because he is not a skeptic, not a scientist, because he is credulous, he is a mystic, he is not a reductionist.  He is wrong because he is an idealist.  He is wrong because he does not believe that all thoughts are brain functions.

We love pettifogging and “Red Herring” arguments rather than reason.  Arguments against free will are full of irrelevant facts about certain areas of the brain being the source of the “feeling of having free will.”  We divert attention from the real issue by showing all the wonderful things we can explain as brain events or by prophecies in scripture.

When all else fails there is the fallacy of “special pleading.”  We line up all the evidence for our side of the issue and ignore the rest.  We point out the miraculous events that have taken place for Christians and ignore situations where prayers we not answered.  We point all the things that brain functions explain and ignore what does not seem to be explained.  We love to stack the deck.

Irrelevant conclusions are substituted for rational ones.  The believer in astrology is an uneducated, unscientific, credulous person.  We  point out the defects of his intelligence.  We conclude his argument is false.

S is for Sensible:

What we believe to be sensible is simply the sum of the fallacies we have indulged in.  The rich and famous, the wise and learned, are often worse than the common people in this.  They have more reason to be diverted by the appeal to authority or to the People because their public position makes them more dependent on public authority.  We are like the Chiefs of the Aztecs who believed they were cutting out the hearts of thousands in order to keep the Sun alive.  We are like the Senators from the South who voted for slavery believing that it benefited the people.

In the end all our arguments are “argumentum ad baculum” (appeals to force).  South America was converted to Catholic belief by force.  North America to Protestant belief by force.  North Africa was converted to Islam by force.  China and the Soviet Union were converted to Marxism by force.  The power of the military-technical complex exerts the force of reductionist materialism on the world.  Humans worship power before reason.  The power of the Christian God as a sign to conquer by is the source of the Christian Empire begun by Constantine.

The power in the Hydrogen Bomb is the strongest argument for materialism.  The success of the free market is the strongest argument for pragmatic liberalism.   What we call reason is a tree that has grown in the soil of our worship of status, power, and public conformity.  Our knowledge of logic allows us to prune the tree so that it appears to be a product of the soil of reason.  It is a lie.

T is for Truth:

The truth is larger than local instances of the truth.

There is a time and place for every philosophical and religious orientation.  Each frame of reference is a particular polarity within the many gradients of a larger whole in which private existentialism balances public ordinary language.  Holistic religious experiences of Nirvana and Brahman exist on a gradient with the Quantum Mechanics of Physics, thus, idealism balances empiricism.  Flux and irrational feeling are the polar opposite of reason and logic, thus pragmatism balances rationalism.

The subjective ground of infinite pragmatic idealistic existentialism is the source that generates the finite public world of empirical evidence, rational debate, and ordinary language.  That public world is mechanistic, determinate, analytic, and probable.  Its private source is indeterminate, synthetic (feelings rather than thoughts, dialectic rather than logic), and improbable.  The subjective is prior to the objective.  It is the infinite ground that winds up the clock that unwinds in the thermodynamic processes of the visible world.  Process philosophy and existentialist theology are the resources need to make the empirical world.  The first is the larger envelope from which the factual truths of the later emerge.

Our failure to accept this truth is a result of our prejudices, our concerns with local priorities that divert us into local issues.  The conclusions we make on these diversions are from fallacious reasons; they are appeals to local power.

U is for Unusual:

These concerns divert me.  My deeper problems belong to my own metaphysics.  Each new person is a new combination of body and souls.  Each new person brings in a new theological and metaphysical metacosm.  Astrology captures this by giving each person a unique mythology based on place and time of birth.  My soul is rooted in my unique existential astrology, my unique existential mythology.  I am rooted in a creative center that regenerates existence at its deepest root.
