Appendix – Geology:

There are movements of rock deep within the planet that lift and depress whole continents.  There have been dips and swells over large areas of the earth’s surface in the geologic past.  During the past 20 million years, South Africa has been lifted up while Indonesia sank.

Violent collisions between plates will lift up mountain ranges like the Himalayas.  Ocean plate sinking beneath continental plate will melt and create igneous activity resulting in mountain chains like the Andes. Appendix – genetics:

There is an amazing amount of randomness in evolution.  Much of the genetic information is simply random differences that have accumulated as a result of mutations that did not produce effects significant enough to be subject to natural selection.  Natural selection only acts on a small portion of the human genome, that portion that produces manifest effects that are important enough to effect survival and reproduction.
