Physics and technology are about the real and the practical.  This means using Occam’s Razor to shave things down to the nub.  Good Metaphysics and Magic are about the romantic and the classical.  They are about the possible.  They expand and swell far beyond the razors nub.  They attempt to see how much things can be rationally extended, Metaphysics, or even irrationally extended: Fantasy, Magic, Science Fiction, Theology and Myth.
There is a place for all within the category spectrum, as explained by Gilbert Ryle in Dilemmas.  Ryle explains that doing accounting simply does not mean you can not do logic.  They are different categories in which humans operate.

So let us speculate about subjectivity.  What if it was just as real as objectivity, but in the opposite direction.  So if the objective is finite, the subjective is an infinity of endless extensions, eternal time lines, built up of infinitesimal monads of here and now presentness and subjectivity.  These are solipsistic Monadology atoms, monads, but creating infinitely long threads of infinitesimally thick time that twist about each other to make finite time and build through quantum event connections into finite space-time.  These would be the Jivas of Jain metaphysics.

What if they complex together to grab pleasure giving events in the physical world.  In a sleepy and simple state getting inside rocks, or when excited, in sunshine or fire.  As they wake up and complex together, they gradually generate group complexes that learn how to intersect their time string complexes with larger bodies, bacteria, trees, animals, humans.
What if dreams and sleep are times when we bind to the less awake members of these complexes?  What if anger and fear are the participation of more primitive members of these monads combinations?  Is the most evolved soul, the lead soul, the Jupiter?  But shadowed by Saturn and Pluto demons, shadow companions representing fears and anxiety and primitive instinct?

And what is the connection of Jupiter with the planet itself and other large and expansive elements within the universe, perhaps tied to expansive influences at a subjective level in other universes outside this one.  What if there are forces seeking harmony: as well as those disposed to profit from chaos, from the disturbance of the megacosmic order, a finite order, even though overwhelmingly great?

And then there is the question of  meaning.  What if the external world only diverts us from seeing the true core, the real meaning?  What if Buddha was correct?  What if behind the world of desire and suffering is the true core of meaning.  The world diverts us.  We want a meaning we can measure.  Yet, the measurable is only flux, no-self, and suffering that comes from attachment to the perishable.  True meaning is in Dharma, Nirvana, and Buddha: in the endless imperishable information potential of all things and the unconditional Nirvana ultimate that is ultimate freedom and bliss and the concentration of that bliss in the Buddha moment, in the moment of here and now subjectivity that explodes in creative freedom into the ultimate.  That hidden infinitesimal surrender to the all is the real self, the real meaning.

The Absolute, the One, the Hen of Plotinus, is focused by Nous, by natural mind and natural law, by information system potential, into the Pneuma, Jiva, Atman, the Soul, the Spirit, the Monad of infinitesimal concentrated creativity and freedom and subjectivity and here and now essence, of pure solipsistic originality, of existential inexistence.  This is the Buddha, the Christ, the only begotten Gnostic forever being begotten unique infinitesimal speck of originality.  This is Brahma, the creator infinitesimal.  This is infinite flux as Vishnu, as Brahman, the endless preserver, changing, fluxing as Shiva, and Creating as Brahma, the Atman, the Pneuma, the essential Buddha avatar Christ moment of enlightenment. This is the improbable freedom and creativity that infinite flux makes probable.  This the anthropic moment in which order reaches out into disorder to demonstrate deep consciousness, deep subjectivity.
The ultimate extends itself infinitely in an infinity of infinitesimal places where it is creatively extended into the new, into pure freedom.  This is Christ, Buddha, monadology, Jiva.  This is the point of real existence and real creative freedom that is the true essence of all things.  In this existential inexistence, I creatively extend being beyond itself and determine the true meaning, the true core, by what I choose to be, by what meaning I choose to give.

The Buddha enlightenment, the Jain enlightenment, is the discovery that there is no substitute for this infinitesimal core.  External events are only diversions, packages I cover this nakedness with.  I am Adam in the Garden of my own naked creativity.  Only my attempt to attach to an atom, a fruit of pleasure, can expel me from that original Garden and that original nakedness.

Christhood is nothing more than a new Adam, a return to this ancient garden, so is the Madhi, the prophet, the Mohammed yet to be, the Islam, the submission to Allah, to ultimate creativity, yet to come.  This is Krishna, the pure avatar of Vishnu.  This is the Brahma moment entering in its infinitesimal Sattva purity into the concentrated essence of its original rebirth.

In this pure moment, I choose the path to follow, Dhammapada, the Dharma path, the path of love, joy, peace, etc. or the path of attachment, lust, greed , envy, and pain.  I choose between non-attachment, Nirvana, Brahman, and attachment, Maya, suffering, death.
The Maya path is the path of hate, fear, and anger.  It demands and idol to worship, a fruit of the tree of knowledge of good and evil to eat.  The path of salvation is the path of love, faith, and no-anger.  It cuts the idol in half and throws away the fruit, allowing its seeds to fall on the earth and grow and extend the garden.  It is the path of blowing out of the desire to grasp and hold, and thus is the path of Nirvana.

What matters then?  Only this moment of creative love, joy, faith, knowledge, enlightenment, truth, patience, kindness, altruism, compassion, freedom, awareness, virtue, abundance, mission, order, universality, loyalty, sincerity, care, dynamism, enterprise, enthusiasm, zeal, purity, integrity, justice, duty, responsibility, charity, empathy, courtesy, honesty, accuracy, adventure, and bliss.  It is Dharma bursting out into infinitesimal moments of concentrate Buddha enlightenment that are the creative source of the endless Nirvana from which all things come and to which all things go.
It is the New Thought awareness that there is one mind (Nous, Dharma) and that mind is God (Nirvana, Brahman, Vishnu, Hen, One, Absolute, Allah, Jehovah) and that mind is my mind now (Buddha, Mohammed, Christ, Prophecy, discovery, Moses, Adam, the pure spirit, soul, Jiva, atman, now).  It is the systems theory awareness (Dharma, Li, Mind of God) that infinite (Vishnu, Brahman, Allah, Jehovah, Nirvana, Hen) flux (Shiva, Karma, Energy, Thermodynamics) makes the improbable (Buddha, Brahma, Christ, Adam, Jiva, Spirit) probable (Anthropic principle).  Creating the world of our experience (Maya).

The pure Buddha me, Jiva, Jain, monad me, my subjective core, is the hero in my own story, the creator of my own myth.  I extend the world into the Buddha possible.  The canvas I paint on is blank, is Nirvana, is gone utterly beyond.  The path is the Dharma path, the information path, the path of pure love, the path that leads to ultimate wholeness.  This is the Christ myth, the Christian myth, the pure Islamic submission to the pure Allah beyond all idols and all impurity.
But, its manifestation in the world is Dao (Tao) in respect to nature and Jen in respect to mankind.  It is Daoist (Taoist) and Confucian virtue in a balanced dynamic whole.  In the world, win-win, is the evidence of its presence because the infinite and the endless are infinitely transcendent of the win-lose and lose-lose states that characterize the finite world.

All of this hidden world is rolled up into string theory and rolled up in turn into astrology.  As long as the world is in denial of astrology, it is in denial of deeper meaning, it is in denial of the deep roots of the soul.  The memory of previous lives is hidden in the astrology of the person.  The astrology of the person is a compact between the various souls that enter into the make up of the person and the various entities at work in the macrocosm that generates and controls the order of the universe and the deep system that underlies its visible order, what the New Thought movement calls the Unconscious or Subconscious Mind.
The Buddha, Atman, Jiva, identity of the soul, the spirit, the pneuma is hidden in its relationship to that nous, that system, that information processing Karma-Dharma.  Astrology is its manifestation in the world, the script that lies behind all objective manifestation.

Where there is energy, there is passion from within and where there is information, there is mind from within.  Consciousness is simply the awakening generated in complex systems of mind and passion associated with complexes such as brains.  A human brain takes the passion and information present in an unconscious, an unawakened state, and awakens it and lifts it to a human level of organization.  All bodies have passion.  All bodies have disposition.  All bodies have behavior.  Their internal state is manifest in their external state.  The allurement in Jupiter is measured by its gravitational attraction and its disposition is manifest in the tilt of its axis and the nature of its movement around the Sun and in relationship to the other planets.

Jupiter and Venus are relatively untilted and have relatively symmetrical orbits.  Their disposition is harmonious as opposed to more tilted and more irregular Saturn and Mars.  Mercury is visible, in the light of the Sun.  Neptune is dark and cold and tilted.  Its disposition is toward the dreamlike, tilted, untrustworthy.  But, its orbit is symmetrical, spiritual, idealistic.  Mercury is honest, upfront, Neptune is the opposite.  But, Mercury is irregular, tricky.  Neptune is not erratic and keeps to its ideal, if dark and hidden, path.
Now this sounds silly.  But, only because of our anthropomorphic prejudice that if something has passion, has attitude, it must have eyes and a mouth.  Rensch, the German Zoologist handles this prejudice in works such as Evolution Above the Species Level, as does Schwimm in The Universe is a Green Dragon.

As long as we continue in this prejudice, much of the deep meaning of existence will be closed to us.  The endless roots of our personality lie in the world of less organized existence from which we have emerged.  Our history lies in this emergence.  It explains the flawed nature of both our manifest existence and its unmanifest core.  The East calls this Karma, action.  Our actions are the manifestations of our meaning and they are rooted in our previous meanings, previous lives, previous subjective states.  Our current subjective state sets the foundation for future existence, generates the next link in the time threads that are the deep roots of complex strings emergent in quantum events and the space-time world.
Our physical identity cannot be separated from the entire framework of relativistic universe based space time that it emerges in.  We are connected to the dinosaurs and cycad trees and the atomic and subatomic structure of the universe and all its galaxies and all its light years of time and space.  It is our inner phenomenological core that is unique and possesses unique metaphysical generative power.  How we interpret this world that we are attached to and what we do with this attachment is the question.  The world seems to be the most important thing when we are in it, but it is only a wrapper we use to awaken our deep identity beyond all time and space.  This true identity transcends the physical.  We can find it only within the larger whole, the greater holiness, nirvana, Brahman, Holy Spirit.  It is the Buddha mind that releases all bondage to local form.
Each monad, each being from within, and billions may attach to a single physical entity, is a unique metaphysics, a unique creation, a unique time sequence, space-time relationship, creative microcosm of distinct being and becoming.  Each monad of spiritual interpretation creates its own mythology, its own unique theology, is its own spiritual system that remakes all things.  Each monad is a unique son of god, Buddha, messiah, etc., the remakes all other beginnings, creations, in something endlessly and utterly new.

We must look within for true prophecy, not within the brain, not within the heart, but within the deep soul that attaches to the mind, to the brain and interprets its three dimensional structure into the infinitely dimensional deep root of all being and becoming.  It is here, in this deep Buddha root that we will find meaning and significance and not in the superficial pleasures of the world.
The world covers us and traps us in its bright lights.  Its pleasures and physical forms hold us in and prevent us from finding our true core.  We are bound up in its energy and its limits and forget the limitless freedom of the infinitesimal essence that transcends all finite boundaries and measurable particulars.  Our deep root is in the infinite and endless and yet in the infinitely compact. It is concentrated into the infinitesimal now, the infinitesimal here and now of private becoming, private existentially inexistent being.

There is nothing like it in the measurable world, or in the immeasurable world.  What we are in our private innerness is utterly different, totally unique, totally peculiar, and utterly alien to the normal predictable world of statistical assemblage.

It is easy to forget this, to be diverted from it, to be lost in the public imitative assemblages that characterize the measurable world of our attachments, our involvements, our endless combining and self extension into the manifest.
We make the mistake of trying to interpret this in terms of the world, of trying to find objective examples for the subjective.  Buddha recognized this problem and solved it by describing the process of self discovery as the blowing out of desire for the world and attachment to the world and the discovery of something utterly beyond.  Unfortunately most have interpreted utterly beyond in terms of the world, thus as non existence, or as the pantheistic absorption of the individual in the world, not as the discovery of this utterly alien beginning that is the true self.  There is no self in the world because the world’s self is a false self, an unself self.  The true deep self is utterly beyond, is in nirvana, is a blowing out of all the desires that draw the self into the normal, the statistical, the scientific.
This deep reality has nothing to do with science, with philosophy, with reason, with any kind of public self, or shadow of a public self.  It cannot be explained or known in terms of anything with any objective status or character in anyway.  It is utterly private, utterly within, utterly beyond, utterly extreme.

No state of body, mind, or brain comes close to it in any way.  Because it is the extreme primal infinitesimal that is endlessly extended into the endless sphere of spheres, it is utterly immortal, utterly free and utterly independent of this mechanistic, deterministic and materially bound world.  It is utterly useless to try to make any material sense out of this except to say that it is the other pole to the normal that provide the fine essence, the deep root that the material world emerges from.  Without it nothing in the world has worth or meaning.
We do not know it by the world, but by the shadow it casts on the world and by the emptiness it fills that the world leaves unfilled, that the world breaks and shatters.  Together it and the world make the unseen whole that is the hidden answer to the shadow and the mystery that is the visible.  Without it nothing makes any sense whatsoever.

Our philosophers are in denial.  Philosophy and religion are the endless attempt of the powerful to try to justify the power system of the world and root existence in the world’s hierarchy of values.  These attempts are endlessly futile.  The world assembles broken pieces to justify its systems of power and regulation.  There is no real justification for its madness.  It is insane and no false logic and false ideology can cure it.  The philosophy and religions of the world are the mad ravings of the insane.  It is characteristic of the mad that they are unaware of their madness.  This explains the history of human civilization.

The world is mad with desire, desire as lust, as greed, as envy, as anger, as gluttony, as desire for recognition, thus false pride, as desire for comfort (known as sloth).  The deadly sins of the West are one with the Kama that is the deadly longing of the East.  East or West all are sick with the madness of desire.
