Twelve Points Relating to the Infinitesimal:

(1)

 All the structure and complexity in our world is the result of weightless information.  As much information can be concentrated in the infinitesimal as in the finite because quantity of information has no relationship to quantity of energy.

If an infinitesimal existed, its existence could not be detected within the finite because its influence would be infinitesimal.  Yet, infinitesimals could have an influence on the finite within an INFINITE context, just as the infinitesimal sides of a circle generate a finite circular area when extended through an infinite number of sides.

Infinite concentrations of information within the infinitesimal would be immortal.  The reason has to do with decay to entropy, the real source of all death and mortality.  Infinitesimals could not decay to entropy, since from a finite standpoint they are already infinitely decayed: they are already broken down to an infinite degree, hence, incapable of further breakage, death, mortality.  They are potentially eternal by any finite time measure.

Given an eternity of time to accumulate information, these infinitesimals could become infinitely concentrated with information, with eternal structure.

Subjectivity is simply the being from within of energy and information.  Passion and feeling are energy dwelled in from within.  It takes human energy and information complexes to generate human mind and feeling.  Awakened energy and information of the human type, that is human subjectivity, human consciousness, requires a healthy functioning human brain.  Carrots have carrot subjectivity, carrot feelings, a carrot mind.  Dogs have dog feelings, a dog mind.  Because dog energy and dog information complexes are more like those of humans, dog feelings and dog minds are more like those of humans.

The subjectivity that dwells within the infinitesimal is the soul, or spirit, of that infinitesimal.  The relationship of any infinitesimal to the infinite and to the finite (both its subjective from within and its objective from without) is like that of the infinitesimal side of a circle.  This relationship is potentially infinitely complex, distributed through the relationships of infinity of immeasurable infinitesimals to the measurable finite.

The effect of the relationship of this mix of infinite and infinitesimal being from within on objective measurable being from without is to add a layer of supernatural (magical) meaning on externally observed natural objects.  Thus, immortal souls and spirits dwell in all objects from within and supply an infinity of dimensions of magical meaning to the four dimensions of relativity, three dimensions of space, two dimensions of light waves, one dimension of time, and zero dimensions of quanta that define the unmagic of our observed world.

The search for the magical cube, for the ideal paradigm, for the “Form of the Good,” is a search for the “Dharma,” for the proportions and the mathematics that govern the greater transcendent whole, the whole that is inclusive of both objective and subjective.  It is a search for the larger meaning of the circles that generate the finite diameters and orbits that we measure when we attempt to know a circle as a measurable unmagical object. If the objective world is the thesis, the subjective world is its antithesis.  What is the larger synthesis, the greater whole from which this polarity emerges?  This is the dialectical question we seek to explore.

Since infinitesimals, supernatural souls, spirits, can contain as much, or more, information than natural finite objects, the subjective equivalents of zero dimensional, one dimensional, two dimensional, three dimensional, etc. quantum, time, light, space, relativity, string and brane space structures can be potentially as important, or more important, than their objective equivalents.  So only the larger, the synthesis, the magical cube paradigm, can provide a context that points to the true time, the true space, the true meaning.  That paradigm appears to point to the unmeasured subjective infinite and infinitesimal, to the supernatural, as the context with the ultimate meaning, as the source of true space and true time, meaningful transcendent time as opposed to measured and measurable natural time.

Our fascination with the public world and public time causes us to forget that each soul may live in its own inner universe of unique private time and that this private time may be what, for that soul, carries essential meaning.  Our fascination with the complicated visible world causes us to forget that the visible emerges form the limitless invisible, that the improbable becomes probable within the infinite, the improbable paradigm, simple, ideal, fundamental (the “Form of the Good,” the eternal Buddhamind Christmas of the heart), may be the true, real, ruling paradigm after all.

The study of this paradigm indicates the importance of the subjective infinitesimal, of the eternal soul as the source of all beginnings, all creativity, all true freedom.  The endless eternally renews itself by shattering into the infinite dust of endlessly different monads.  These are the true atoms that underlie all other basic things.  They are atoms of subjectivity, of being from within, of hidden creativity that renews all things at their deepest inner roots.

My deep subjective root sends out branches throughout all being.  This deep root, being infinitesimal, does not require any finite energy to do this.  As it extends itself into the infinite, it absorbs infinite energy from the infinite and is able to alter the finite world at the point of its quantum origin out of superspace and quantum universe alternatives.  This deep root of me is one with the Christ, the Buddhamind principle.  It is the avatar, the messenger, the angel of the creative force that reforms all things.  I need to let my deep roots reach out beyond my local place and absorb the creative energy of the endless and the harmony of the magical paradigm.

All quantum events require an observer.  Observation is not possible without the participation of the subjective self.  This subjective self adds infinitesimal energy to the event observed.  Yet, since it is the final determinant of what emerges from superspace possibility, it is the true creator, the true beginning of all events.

This is the great paradox.  True freedom does not lie in worldly power.  Worldly power leads to bondage to the world.  True freedom lies in the infinitesimal, in that which is virtually nothingness.  This emptiness at the root of all things is the true creative beginning.  It is because the subjective self has no measurable existence that is able to penetrate through the cracks of established existence and begin the revolution that renews all things.
