The following is from the commentary of Topersol in the librarynest of Quars:





The Jiva has four directions in which it can go.  It can seek pleasure and seek to preserve its pleasure by attaching to some ordered material object such as the granite rock of a mountain.  It can try to avoid pain and augment pleasure by associating with the ecstatic fusion of elements inside a star.  It can explore the pain of its own independence and freedom as an infinitesimal creative addition to the subjectivity of all things.





In its exploration of its independence, the Jiva-Monad-Soul-Spirit-Self-Singular-Subjective, will eventually move toward the infinite or toward the finite.  If it moves toward the finite, regardless of the level of organization it seeks, its experience will bring pain and suffering and finally death.





Only in union with the Buddhamind-Nirvana-Brahman-Whole-Holy-One-Boundless can the Jiva-Monad overcome the nothingness of its infinitesimal contribution to existence and discover fulfillment.  Of the four directions, Yin, Yang, Earth, and Heaven, this alone brings hope, salvation.  The Christ idea manifest in Jesus represents this inspiration of the Jiva, and that is the meaning of the Gospel of John and its message that this is the only door to true eternal life.





Normally the Jiva is pure desire for attachment to pleasure and detachment from pain.  But the objects to which it attaches are subject to decay and destruction.  Only the values of the Holy Paradigm and the desire of the subjective for that paradigm can save the Jiva from the Hell and Death that are the products of its addiction to finite pleasure.





These basic truths of Buddhism and Christianity, of Hinduism, and Islam, are basic truths of the Holy Paradigm of the Tetrahedral Faith.
