The following is from the commentary of Serum found in the librarynest at Perta:





The Jiva, Monad, Singular Subjective, Self, Soul, Spirit, is the primary source of all things.  It exists in its infinitesimal nothingness as the source of all desire and of all creation.  Alone, separate, eccentric, connected to nothing and made of nothing, it is where existence originates.





The infinite diversity of threads of existential time that pour out of the creative despair of the monads in their lonely suffering is the material out of which existence is woven.  The loom of the weaving is the Tetrahedral Paradigm of the three primary polarities and four secondary polarities: self to social, whole to part, fixed to flux (forming the six edges of the tetrahedron); Source to Result, Synthesis to Analysis, Expression to Paradigm, Freedom to Order (forming the four sides and four vertices of the tetrahedron).





The loom is the Paradigm, the material of relativity from without and emotion from within is Synthesis.  The natural world spun from these threads is the Result, and its thermodynamic evolution is Expression.  Analysis is the result of the creative monad using organized structures in the physical world as a means of perception.





Freedom is the creative openness of the Monad and Source is the collective creativity of all the infinity of all Monads as they generate new subjectivity on the loom of all being. Order is the Fate, the Astrology that organizes the resulting relativistic space-time that is spun.





Heaven is a state of harmony with the paradigm, Brahman is the One infinite and boundless being and becoming that is the medium of the paradigm, the Dharma is the Logos, the paradigm and all associated structures and logic that support its expression.   The Jiva is the creative monad that creates the thread that is woven on the loom of the paradigm.  The Atman is the Jiva as one thread within the infinity of threads that make up the Brahman One.





Karma is the turning of the Dharma wheel of the loom upon the Brahman cart.  The Logos is the structure of the wheel, its axle, and associated form.  Energy is the power to turn the wheel.  Buddha, or Christ is the Jiva turned toward the Brahman One.  Nirvana is the Brahman One receiving the Buddha Christ Jiva and God is the Brahman One generating new creation through the Jiva.





Buddha, Christ, Brahman, Dharma, and Logos working in harmony constitute Heaven.  The evolution of Heaven through the use of energy to turn the Karma wheel is the Supernatural, or Theological, or Magical realm.  This realm is the Source, the kingdom of pure desire, pure subjectivity.





Heaven is the quenching, the fulfillment of desire in the Christian, Buddhist, Hindu, Jain,  Sikh,  Sufi, Neoconfucian, Taoist, Neoplatonic paradigm of goodness, love, and joy, as the only worthy object of desire.  Nirvana is Heaven seen from the point of view of Brahman. Just as Heaven is Nirvana seen from the point of view of the enlightened Buddha Jiva.





The Tao is the Logos Dharma turning in harmony with the Brahman Nirvana One as a result of the operation of the paradigm of Heaven.  Earth is its finite manifestation. Yin is the logos of that manifestation and Yang is the energy of that manifestation.  In its particular finite aspect, it is Quantum Mechanics, in its compound aspect it is Space-time Relativity, in its logos it is levels of organization and in its energy aspect its thermodynamic movement toward entropy driving the Darwinian evolution of this organization.





The paradigm upon which this moves is the ancient neoplatonic trinity of Hen (One), Logos (Dharma), and Pneuma (Jiva) and the world of expression it produces is the modern scientific trinity of Quantum Mechanics, Relativity, and Thermodynamics.  These constitute the basic three Tetrahedral polarities: Self-Jiva to Social-Relativity, Fixed-Logos to Flux-Thermodynamics, One-Whole to Quantum-Part.  The sides and vertices of the tetrahedron formed by these six polar edges are as described above: Source to Result, Synthesis to Analysis, Expression to Paradigm, Freedom to Order.





The Jiva chooses a level of organization to bind to in its attempt to fill its emptiness.  The level of complexity of the structure it binds to determines the level of complexity of the perception that is generated.





Most Jivas do not make use of their creative potentials.  Most Jivas tend to associate with worlds filled with structures at primitive levels of organization.  These primitive levels of organization do not challenge the creativity of the Jiva, and although they can not fill its hunger for pleasure, allow it to avoid confronting the pain of its emptiness and its loneliness.





More organized structures awaken the Jiva to its endless emptiness and its yearning to fill it.  But, they also provide the Jiva the opportunity to discover the paradigm of the One, the paradigm of Nirvana, the paradigm of the Tao, the paradigm of Christian, Chinese, Islamic, Jewish, Zoroastrian Heaven as goodness and love.  This paradigm is the object that fills the emptiness of the Jiva, it is the only end, the only value that perfectly satisfies its endless longing and changes its endless suffering to joy and love.





In the twelve step movement, it is called the Higher Power, it represents the non-addictive fulfillment of energy as opposed to the endless cycle of emptiness and despair that is the path of the Jiva that has lost the Dhammapada, lost the Dharma path.





The Jiva trapped in a primitive level of manifestation as a photon of sunlight, or a molecule of ocean water, is a Jiva that is potentially drowning in the stupor of its addiction to the pleasure provided by its connection to that primitive form.





Such a Jiva is essentially asleep within a cycle of attachment and detachment that requires billions of years to achieve one second of what is possible within a more highly organized body such as that of a turtle, or even a human.  The fate of those who do not make use of their human incarnation is incarnation in such a vehicle.





Trapped within the hell of some chaotic astral structure of this, or some other even less well organized cosmos, or trapped within the endless sleep of the rock molecules on Mars, or the hydrogen of Jupiter, the Jiva fails to utilize its creative potential.  But, the key to the ultimate meaning of any Jiva incarnation always lies within.  The subjective, not the objective, is the place where the Jiva is able to transform the life it generates into something totally new.  The subjective aspect of what it does determines what its actions finally mean.





The Jiva either accepts or rejects its mission as the creative source of the paradigm of the One.  It either provides, or fails to provide, the creative thread that God, the Tao, the One uses to weave the cloth of space-time.  It either adds or subtracts from the Magical Paradigm that is the source of the Gods and of Heaven and provides the fulfillment for all Buddhas.





It either accepts or rejects the Buddha role provided for it.  All Jivas begin as messiahs, buddhas, christs, prophets.  But only a tiny number actually accept the prophet path provided for them.  Most are like Jonah, so concerned with the status the path gives them in the world, that they fail to find the real treasure of the path.  They follow the rainbow to its end and seeing no gold, the ignore the love, joy, and serenity that is the Ghandi-like reward of the rainbow path.  The reward is a world seen from within.  Thus, free of the bondage of lust, jealousy, and greed.





So those who say there is no god and no immortality speak the truth.  For most Jivas there is no god, no heaven, no immortality.  Most Jivas slowly slip back into Tamas.  They slip back into the sleep of attachment to primitive levels of organization of matter.  Although they are asleep, this sleep is so long and deep that it might as well be death.





Many who do find God and immortality, discover such a primitive level of organization of the divine and the immortal that they merge with Rajas, they merge with the demonic and the satanic.  The heaven they seek is actually a form of hell and the god they follow is a form of Satan.  The vast majority of people who call themselves Christian, Islamic, Hindu, etc. fit in this category.





It is a simple thing.  The true Christian Islamic Hindu paradigm has nothing to do with discriminating against people who believe different than you do.  Those who discriminate against non-Hindus, non-Christians, non-Islamics prove they are following Satanic paths.  Their future may be linked to some hell like lessor Cosmos ruled by such demonic intelligences. Those who profit at the expense of others prove the nature of the force they serve. They prove it by their behavior.  And,  the paradigm of the One will give them a space-time cloth appropriate to the thread that they have contributed to the spinning.





Either you live the life that Mahatma Ghandi taught or one that is just as spiritually good, just as in tune with the holy paradigm, or you are on the road to some state of Tamas or Rajas, to some kind of purgatory, hell, or endless sleep.  It is that simple.  It is the way of the Tao, Dharma, Logos that provides the turning of the wheel of all being.  There is no escape from this wheel except in the endless sleep that most Jivas run to rather than seek recovery from their addiction to primitive levels of organization such as drugs, alcohol or a zombie like incarnation as a beetle or a piece of moonrock.





So yes there is no God, there is no immortality.  Yes, the God of the 99% of the Baptists and the Papists and the Islamics is the God of Hell, is Satan himself.  I do not include in here the exceptional Baptist, like Jimmy Carter, the exceptional Roman Catholic, like Thomas Merton, the exceptional Islamic like the Sufi poets, who worships the true Allah, the true Father.  You can tell the later are bound for the true Heaven, because they generate Heaven where ever they are by their good works.





But yes the true Heaven, the True Higher Power, does indeed exist, for those who find it.  The doorway to this true Heaven lies within.  This doorway is the doorway of pure Islam, of pure surrender to the Holy Paradigm symbolized by the holy structure at the center of the holy square of Mecca.  This doorway is the doorway of the pure Prophet, of the pure Buddhamind, of the pure Christian goodness followed by Ghandi and preached by Jesus in the Sermon on the Mount and by Buddha in the Dhammapada. 





The problem is the Jiva’s addiction to being right, to having the right doctrine, to possessing perfect knowledge.  But, knowledge and doctrine are things of the brain and they perish as the flesh of the brain perishes.  What endures is the subjective thread the Jiva has given to the cloth of all being and the creative subjectivity that generated that thread.





This subjectivity and creativity endure beyond all events that kill the body and destroy the brain.  They endure because they are made of the infinitesimal inexistence of the Jiva, its nothingness within the infinite and the boundless One.  This Jiva aspect of the person has no finite form that can be destroyed and it does not perish when the body decays and the person that lived in the body dies.





The Jiva is pure emptiness, pure desire, pure nothingness crying out it the endless despair of its eternal hollowness.  It can not be destroyed because there is no “thing” to be destroyed.  It’s suffering comes from the rejection of its essence.  It is subjectivity attempting to be the object that it can never  become.  It is emptiness attempting to fill itself with things that can never fill it.





Only the infinite one has the power to fill the emptiness of the Jiva.  The infinite One is found in the magical kingdom of the subjective and not in the natural realm of finite reality.  Only the infinite is large enough for the Divine Paradigm to play upon it.  Only the music of that infinite paradigm can soothe the pain and suffering of the endless emptiness of the Jiva-Soul.





Concern with the correct doctrine, with the truth of this or that philosophy or theology, distract the Jiva from the infinite music of the Higher Power.


Concern with the scientific interpretation and its truth as opposed to the non-scientific interpretation and its truth, obscure the fact that interpretation is a thing of the mind and the mind perishes with the death of the body.





But the longing and emptiness of the Jiva endure beyond all brain, body, mind, and form because they are the primitive emptiness from which all things are made.  They are the endless desire from which all emotions are formed.  They are the endless nothingness on which the perception of all things is impressed.  They are the endless ignorance that makes knowledge possible.





That endless primitive ignorance from which we came endures beyond the end of all other things.  It is to the root of that primitive ignorance that we must go to face the root of our soul and the root of the emptiness at the beginning.  In that primitive state of pure nothingness we find the creativity that alone can fill us.  As the Sermon on the Mount states it, the Kingdom of Heaven belongs to the poor in spirit, the Earth to the meek, and the Pure in Heart shall see God.





Nothing more needs to be said.  Sagacity is SAGE, a surrender, acceptance, gratitude, effort. It is about focus on the Higher Power, on the Holy Paradigm rather than the finite objects of its expression.  Amen!
