Since energy is neither created nor destroyed, the first law of thermodynamics gives an endless flux, a persistence of energy, the capacity to do work, the power to flux, to change, for potentially endless extents.   As the endless approaches, the improbable becomes more probable.  The greater the extent of the energy considered, the greater the probableness of the improbable, the greater the improbability that becomes probable.  As energy increases, as more energy is introduced, these improbabilities become more complex, more powerful, and more frequent.
These improbabilities will decline toward the probable according to the second law of thermodynamics, as they do so, they will generate energy flow which will stimulate the emergence of energy dissipative structures and evolution as these energy dissipative structure compete among each other in according to Darwinian patterns, thus, natural selection, etc.  Evolution will push the emergence of higher and higher levels of organization as a result of these processes.

The extent of this emergence is a function of the extent of the improbability generated which is a function of the extent of the infiniteness and the energy involved.  The anthropic observer principle will both increase and decrease the amount of the unexpected that is to be expected.  Where there is a sophisticated observer, the presence of that observer tends to make probable just enough order to sustain an observer, but no more.  Thus, a situation like the one we find our selves in with only one sophisticated species on one planet in one solar system of a universe just orderly enough to sustain an occasional sophisticated observer, but not orderly enough to make it common.

Each observer, as a phenomenological agent, is necessarily outside the finite universe, and therefore the quantum world.  Each observer is an infinitesimal monad of nowness, hence an immortal core of pure freedom and pure endurance, since the infinitesimal is not subject to the mechanical determinism of the finite nor the mortality generating decay toward the infinitesimal that is characteristic of energy.  Each observer is a line of pure time adding a new dimension of time to the extension of the infinite whole.  Physical time is a quantum space phenomenon generated by the sticking together of infinite numbers of these infinitesimal phenomenological time threads to weave the thick time space of the finite world.  Consciousness exists in various degrees from total unconsciousness to full awakening depending on the type of complex to which the phenomenogical thread is attached according to the general rule that mind is the phenonmenogical interior of information and passion is the phenomenological interior of energy.
