Since energy is neither created nor destroyed and since information has no weight, any quantity of energy eventually generates an infinite information flux from which the improbable becomes probable.  Information fluxes generate order through the laws of thermodynamics.  It is inevitable that an improbable concentration of energy will eventually occur in any infinite flux and that this flux will decay back to the probable according to the 2nd law of thermodynamics, thus generating energy dissipating structures and that compete for energy, using principles of Darwinian selection, generating cycles of mutation, recombination, emergence, and selection in information systems, and causing the development of feedback cycles driven by set points, and system for analyzing input from systems properties, and matching them to set points in order to maintain adaptive system homeostasis.  This will drive emergence in higher and higher levels of organization.
As a result, we have energy flux (Shiva, the destroyer) extended endlessly (Vishnu, the preserver), driving improbable creation and emergence (Brahma).  This emerges from the laws of thermodynamics into the world of quantum mechanics and relativity, in a way that organizes particles and atoms into system structures and higher at higher levels of organization.  Each lower level is the thesis, its evolutionary development subjects it to selective antithesis that generates an emergence at a higher level of organization, an antithesis.

Eventually, this emerging order drives the development of global synthesis at the level of the universally large and local synthesis at the level of the infinitesimally small.  Thus, we have the evolution of the gods and the heavens as well as the evolution of the soul as the part of some greater cosmic mind, the Neo-Platonist trinity of the Hen, the Nous, and the Pneuma.   The Pneuma operates within to control the particular body it attaches to, thus the trinity of Spirit, Law, and Body.  The organization of the infinitesimal, is potentially endlessly preserved, as described by Leibniz in his Monadology, atoms of the infinitesimally improbable, monads of phenomenology, do not decay into finite parts as compound bodies decay, because they are already infinitely refined, infinitely concentrated, infinitely beyond the limits of probabilistic developments and sequences of finite reduction.  You can not reduce the ultimately refined, decay the ultimately elemental.  In this sense, each monad is its own endlessly conserved creative substance.

All things emerge from endless flux and the generation of the improbable, Shiva to Vishnu to Brahma

Out of this whole (Hen) comes the law, the order, the Nous

that will maintain the individual observing Soul or Pneuma.
The observing self views this information system and its flux and attaches to the bodies and objects of the material world.
These objects are made of particles ordered by quantum mechanics and thermodynamics that emerge into relativistic space time systems.  The emerging complexes legislate systems of laws (judicial) that they execute in order to maintain homeostasis.  These complexes are the thesis that is subjected to flux, to natural selection (as antithesis), in order to generate levels of organization in higher and higher levels of synthesis.
At the level of most complete synthesis, the Buddhamind perceives that all the self of the world (tamas) is no self, but is flux, assembly of parts and suffering (broken particulates).  Following the law of information systems, a refined feedback is developed generating universal harmony and love, Dharma that allows a Win-Win integration into the endless whole, Nirvana, Brahman, Buddhahood.

At the highest level, refined information with infinitesimal weight is concentrated in the Pneuma Spirit Soul, so that it is a center of improbable virtue (Brahma), and an avatar,  a messenger, a Krishna, of the endless Visnu Hen (One), thus a Son, (Christ), or a messenger, follower of the Son, of the Nous Mind Logos of the Hen One Elohim Holy Spirit Father Holiness. Thus, the Pneuma Spirit Soul enters the Heaven of the Good, the transcendent Source-Ideal that unites Self and Core in creative holiness.  This is the true Buddhahood, in which the Buddha is endlessly the Bodhisattva of liberation on the endless cusp of Nirvana for the salvation of all sentient beings.

The outer covering of this core of bliss is the evolving emerging supercosm of evolving emerging universes, swirling through the endless flux of Shiva.

C.S. Lewis has created the myth of Aslan the Lion as the symbol of this Brahma messenger operating in the eternal Christmas of the Heart, in the virtual reality of Narnia, a kingdom of creativity with the Right Hemisphere mythology of the brain.  This Narnia is a natural evolution of the creative mythology that early Christians used in the systems of parables the developed to hide their early history in a fantastic covering (as shown by Barbara Thiering in her book “The Book that Jesus Wrote.”).  This same mythological development seems to have inspired much of the Grail legend.  It is the rich root of much of what emerges in the myths and fantasies of Lewis and Tolkien.
Externally untrue, but internally endless meaningful.  Its covering may be myth, but its core is endlessly virtuous.

But, see James P. Carse, and “Finite and Infinite Games,” for when we say core, the infinite game is what we mean.

But, better to read Toynbee, for Empires pretend to play infinite games, but play finite games instead, where deep culture is a finite play that unravels into the infinite, gets lost in the boundless, does not control nature, but plants gardens with her seeds.

But, our problem is even more removed from normal reality than it seems.  Forget the social, the political, the Brahma factor is the infinitesimal improbable that gains its power as a product of the endless flux, that is its true element, the element to which it must return if it is to find its true core, thus the myth of Krishna in the Gita, of Buddha, of Jesus in the Gospel of John and in the Gnostic gospels.

Each improbable, each here and now existentially inexistent epiphenomenon is, possibly, potentially, its own unique monad island, its own creative center, as Leibniz describes in his Monadology.  It generates its own arrow of time and its own metaphysics.  The time and the metaphysics of the world is a compound reflection formed of the association of the outer coverings thrown out by groups of these phenomenological atoms as they generate the three and four dimensional space time of the world out of their infinitesimal zero and infinite dimensional creativeness.

Only that creativeness has real meaning.  Its external desire, its external attachment puts up a mist, a false shadow around this core.  Nothing but a flux of associations and broken parts, nothing but suffering attends these shadows, and the Buddha mission is to liberate the sentient beings that are trapped in it.

But, the problem is that this covering tells us nothing about our heart, our core.  As long as we are trapped in this covering we cannot discover our unique roots, the unique improbableness that lies at our deep center.

Now the scientists will tell us that there are no ultimate substances, no immortal elements because these cannot be found within the world, cannot be measured within the probable and seen within the tangible.  But, infinite flux makes the improbable probable and eventually generates every form of the possible.  The possible involves every conceivable variation.  It is conceivable that there is an infinite as well as a finite, an indeterminate as well as a determinate, a simple as well as a compound, a pure as well as an impure.  Just because the visible world shows us nothing but simple reductions to the finite and the probable and the accidental and the normal means nothing.  This is simply what one would expect to find within the visible and the measurable.  So what?  The pompous gaseous emissions of the skeptics that the imperial structure of the science oriented establishment has hired to police its intellectual sand castles should not scare us.  They are foolishness.  They are wind from the imperial cities of scientific rubbish.  As useless as the waste and excrement accumulated in the service of their imperial marketing machines.
Real existence is a series of mathematical permutations generated out of the primal patterns of creation and is as inevitable as one and one make two.  The ancient Greeks understood this long ago.  The musings of the Pythagoreans and the speculative thinkers of ancient Miletius, Thales, Heraclites, etc, provide a rich brew of glorious examples.  Everything emerges out of the play of unity and diversity, of creativity and conformity, of sameness and difference, of possibility and form.

Toynbee shows us, in his Study of History, how the ruling classes and the proletariats of civilization will attach themselves to a set of interpretations, theologies that push their social system, justify the existence of their class structure.  The West believed its Kings and Popes to be chosen by a ruling God, the East believed they were fated by past life karma controlled by a ruling Dharma law.
The mythology of the East was driven by the monsoon weather of South Asia, just as the god rich theology of the West arose from the unpredictable jealous thunder gods of the Fertile Crescent that dumped the precious rain erratically across the dry land.  The monsoons operate as if driven by a regularity, a holy pattern, a holy law.  The thunder storms of the Near and Middle East are erratic and generated a belief in an erratic intelligence in the sky (Read Job).

Chinese climate was seasonal, warmed by Summer heat and cooled by Winter cold, hence the Chinese belief in a polarity of Heaven and Earth and hot male Yang and cold female Yin.

The effect of the seasons on the West generated a similar belief system, a notion of elements and humors:

Most of our theology and metaphysics seems to be rooted in primitive symbolism of this type.  All of it supported by the great imperial systems of Europe and Asia, Greek, Roman, German, French, British, Spanish, Portuguese, Persian, Egyptian, Babylonian, Assyrian, Asoka, Gupta, Mughal, Caliphate of Damascus, Baghdad, Imperial China, Han, Tang, Sung, Ming, etc.  For more specific reference consult Toynbee.

In deep existence, the polarity between transcendent and manifest, individual and collective, fixed and flux, infinitesimal and statistical, finite and infinite, local and cosmic, private and public have generate complexes and emergences of all sorts.  These arise as two and three dimensional combinations of the individual and the collective, the public and the private emerge from one and two dimensional complexes into three, four, five, six and ultimately infinite metaphysical space and space time.  There are many spaces and times, an infinite number.  Each infinitesimal atom of here and now subjectivity is its own space and time primal system.  Complex public time is a fleeting interaction of the private times and spaces that attach to it.
