The myth of social class is a major source of human distress.  Human society is organized on a number of levels of organization.  Biological organization and genetic control is the most important aspect of the human social structure.  The lower class is the element of society that is focused on this level of information.  The lower class is the medium of genetic reproduction and gene storage.  The lower class is successful when its genes survive and reproduce.  Thus, the symbol of the lower class is the drunk, the rapist, the prostitute, the animal and savage aspect of human nature.
The middle class seeks to perpetuate the primitive meme.  Its organization is focused on the psychological level, on the nervous system, on learning and discipline.  It is parental in its focus, it teaches the young, therefore its symbol is the household, the parent, the mother, the teacher, the codependent and nurturing professions, doctor, nurse, dentist, psychologist, educator, college professor, veterinarian, etc..  Because the military requires skill and discipline, the middle class is the class of the professional soldier, so also the artisan, the skilled game player, anything that requires psychological skill and training.
The upper class seeks to perpetuate the complex meme, the meme that depends on words and symbols, not simple psychological conditioning.  The upper class seeks to perpetuate symbolic wealth, money, art, all things that exist outside the nervous system.  There are levels to the upper class.  There is the local upper class that depends on oral communication, local lawyers, politicians, business people and managers.  There is the community upper class that depends on written communication, the provincial upper class that depends upon printing, national upper class that depends upon broadcasting, international upon computer and satellite, and so on and so on.
The upper class tends toward nepotism, toward creating a community of wealth and influence that can reward its relatives and offspring with special status and special benefits.

Each of these levels supports the others.  The lower, middle, and upper class will competitively seek to alter the balance between each other to a point that balances local and global and local influences.  Generally, the attempt of one class to profit at the expense of the other will not go so far as to cause the destruction of the entire system.  Where systems are so unbalanced as to be self destructive, they are quickly replaced by systems where the internal relationship between the classes is more harmonious.  Toynbee, in his Study of History, finds these interactions at work between the classes.  He found interactions of this kind to be one of the sources of the great imperial religions.
For example, the rise of Christianity brought a focus on family relations that allowed the lower classes to reproduce in larger numbers, provided a body of materials, scriptures, rituals, that the middle classes could use in disciplining the young, and provided a means for creating uniform conditions across the Roman empire that could facilitate trade and profit for the ruling classes as well.  Thus, Christianity is not, as Marx would indicate, an opiate for the people.  Marx assumed that the lower classes would only profit if they obtained power and wealth like that obtained by the upper classes.
But, as C.D. Darlington points out, the goal of the classes is not necessarily upper class wealth and power.  Marvin Harris analyzes class and political relationships from the stand point of physical wealth.  For Harris, the question is one of nutrition and energy, separate from biological information.  He sees that power and energy flowing differentially to a power elite.

But, what is perpetuated with that power elite is the complex memes that support the social structure in which the power elite is imbedded.  From the stand point of the genes, those memes are simply tools for the genes perpetuation.  If a gene increases in frequency at the expense of the meme structure, that gene is simply obeying the opportunistic nature of its system, a system that is primary, for without genes there can be no memes.  From a genetic standpoint, the poor person that perpetuates his gene has succeeded, regardless of his social status and economic status.

Thus, the relative importance of the classes depends on point of view.  In reality, the final product is the result of all classes and all points of view.  Without the gene, without all levels of memes, the complex social, mechanical, electronic, computer, internet, web interaction that is modern society could not exist.

Which is better, which is more important, the rock, the drop of rain, the machine, the rat, the street sweeper, the president, the king, the Nobel prize winner?  The total system includes all and needs all.  Without each part, the larger whole could not be its integral self.

But we generate a myth of separate and special self, of narcissistic self, of status self.  We generate this myth in order to further a special interest.  Each interest develops its own myths.  The prison gang has its self perpetuating myth.  The rich have their self perpetuating myths.  Each family, club, social group, corporation, labor union, academic discipline, nation, city, each social units has its own myth structure that separates it out from the larger whole and gives a unique status to this separate part.  With each myth come roles and rituals and games and scripts.
Myths can be classified in many ways.  They can be classified in respect to symbolic brain functions, god functions, personality disorders.  There are Venus myths and Mars myths and Pluto myths.  Gang myths, criminal myths belong, largely, to Mars and Pluto, involve large amounts of stimulus to the amygdala, the sympathetic nervous system and primitive structures in the brain stem and older portions of the cerebrum.
