The Rabbit God was talking to the Carrot God, before she ate him (or her, a controversial point since carrots, even carrot god-goddesses, are both female and male), about the nature of things and how humans have gotten it all backwards.  It must be remembered that she did not have in mind enlightening the Carrot, so much as surprising it, before it could get away.  Carrots may not be able to move, but Carrot Gods have divine options.  Still, Rabbit was able to divert him until it was too late.  And this is what she said, or fairly close, or as much as never mind, that is as much as we are able to translate from the ancient proto-Sanskrit Preveda, rendered as much as possible into the equivalent modern speech, with some license given to the writer to make things understandable to the human mind, or somewhat, or thereabouts, or whatever, or get on with it man and stop quibbling, ok? Oh whatever huh? So where shall we start? At the beginning said the Carrot, so that is where Rabbit seems to have begun, saying as follows, or something close to it, or, oh what the heck, anyway:

The question of the nature of existence is simpler than it seems to be.  Consider the ancient symbolism of Hindu theology.  Three Gods form the Hindu Trinity: Brahma the Creator, Vishnu the Preserver, and Shiva the Destroyer.  Vishnu stands for the infinite whole, Shiva for flux, and Brahma for the improbable creativity that infinite flux makes probable.  This improbable creativity manifests itself in the anthropic principle of the observer as an aspect of a universe just orderly enough to barely sustain organized consciousness.  Here we see the three realms of laws discussed in the Darwinian Centennial papers by Rensch: laws of parallelisms (consciousness), laws of coherence (information processing laws) and laws of correspondence (the laws of physics).   The laws of physics rule the body, the manifest, the laws of mathematics (coherence) rule its orderliness (the realm of law itself), and the laws of parallelisms rule the realm of consciousness and spirit (the anthropic realm itself).  Here is the ancient trinity of Body, Soul or Law, and Spirit.
The Body is the local finite, the local quantum mechanical opposite of the infinite flux, of the Brahman and Nirvana aspect of Vishnu and the infinite whole, the ultimate source of the local and finite.  So the laws of quantum physics in the natural, laws of the parsimonious, laws under Occam’s razor, imply the unparsimonious laws of the supernatural, the metaphysical, the magic possibilities of infinite flux, of an unseen potential as rich in diversity, no richer, than any coral reef imaginable. These laws of metaphysics are the very laws that we are discussing.  Laws of gradients of polarity arranged in an ascending order of diversity beginning with the one point of local consciousness and ascending to the two points of local time that extends the here and now one into the duality of past and future and the three points that build that time into a wave that combines it with the time threads of an infinity of local here and now anthropic beings, the Sattva guna, the Jiva, the Atman, the Buddhamind of the East, that expands into the duality between information and energy that is the natural product of the duality of past and future.  This is the Rajas guna, and the quantum manifest is the Tamas guna that is its product.  Out of this Tamas guna comes the basic trinity of the manifest world, quantum mechanics, thermodynamics, and space-time relativity.  Space time relativity expands the three points of quantum vibrations into the four points of tetrahedral space, and the five points of relativistic space-time.  This expands through six, seven, eight, etc., into the infinite points of macrocosmic superspace and time and the infinite complexity of the Nirvana and Brahman whole that is also the realm of the metaphysical law, of the Vishnu that we set out from in the beginning.
The result of this progression begins as a polarity between the infinite whole and the quantum finite part, between the anthropic improbable creativity of the Brahma spirit, Sattva Jiva, Atman here and now infinitesimal root of pure time and consciousness and the relativistic complexity that is its probable opposite, the realm of the public and the normal, and finally the realm of information and mathematics and its opposite, the realm of energy, flux, and thermodynamic entropy (this opposition is known in the East as Dharma and Karma). This generates a three dimensional tetrahedron that becomes at once a cube and an octahedron with eight sides, or eight corners: the magical and the natural, the mental and the irrational, the orderly and the free, the ideal and the vulgar.  These are also Heaven and Earth, Salt and Water, Metal and Fire, Air and Dust, they are also the Romantic and the Realistic, the Impressionistic and the Post-Impressionistic, the Baroque and the Cubist, the Classical and the Expressionistic.  
Each face of this octahedron, corner of this cube, is a trinity.  The romantic trinity, the supernatural trinity that is Heaven or Source, is the old Brahma, Vishnu, Shiva trinity that we began with.  The Fire trinity is composed of the three gunas: Sattva, Rajas, and Tamas.  The Salt trinity is the three realms of laws, Body, Law itself, and Spirit.  The Dust trinity is Quantum Mechanics, Thermodynamics, and Relativity.  The Earth trinity is the Yin to this Yang: Quantum Mechanics, Information, and Relativity.  The Air trinity is the whole, the anthropic self, and the laws that rule them, or the old trinity of Plotinus: Hen, the One, Nous, the principle of law and mathematics, and Pnuema, the spirit, the consciousness they awaken.  This leaves two more faces undefined: Water, the trinity of the Hegelian dialectic or Relativity as Thesis, Flux and Antithesis, and the Brahman One (Hen, Vishnu) as the ultimate Synthesis.

One more trinity completes the set of eight: the trinity of government and order, legislative, judicial, and executive, in the East this is the divine government of the Sanga, the Dharma, and the Buddha as the ultimate executive, the ultimate King that disappears in the Brahman-Nirvana infinite whole.

Does this mean that there is a simple order behind all things?  No because nothing remains simple within infinite flux.  This octahedron now folds in upon itself in endless complexifications that turn the simple order of anthropic time into the complex space time of macrocosmic string and manifold theory as one point yields to an infinity of points and dimensions in an endless expansion without end that is the real source of Shiva, of the vitality of life, of Shiva’s female aspect, Kali, goddess of death and motherhood.

Still, there are six foci, Yin to Yang opposites on three polar  lines, dimensions: The Li to Ch’I, laws of Information (Systems Theory, Complexity Theory, Mathematics, and Logic) to laws of Thermodynamics, of Matter-Energy.  The laws of the Tao, of the Infinite Whole (the very laws we are now discussing) and their atomic and Quantum Mechanical opposites, laws of Physics.  Finally the laws of the infinitesimal monads, the Jiva, the Spirits and the Relativistic Laws that are their opposites.  These polarities are the source of the Tien to Ti (Heaven to Earth), the Yin to Yang polarity that is basic to the metaphysics of ancient China (Heaven as the Ultimate that forms the link of the Infinite Vishnu and the Infinitesimal creative solipsism that is the Brahma here and now being from within phenomenology, and Earth as the link between Quantum Mechanics and Relativity that is the key to the manifest, the Yang as consciousness that links Spirit and body in individual awareness and Yin as the collective and universal that links the public and relativistic with the infinite whole.
So if the here and now being from within is an infinitesimal essence, why does it not seem to be essential, why does it seem to be only a function of some law of parallelism.  It is because of the way that it is hidden at the core.  There is this solipsistic core in everything.  There are an infinite number of these hidden being from withins that are normally in a state of sleep, on a time span that is far quicker or slower than public time.  This hidden private time is the root time that sticks to other time threads to make false complex time (it is call Maya in the East, it is false because it seems to be primary when it is actually secondary and derived).  This means that primitive metaphysics, aboriginal metaphysics that assumes passion inside of all energy and mind inside of all information and form, is the correct assumption.  The aboriginal sees the simple truth that the complex mind of the civilized scientist is unable to see.  The simple truth is too simple for the genius of the scientist to comprehend.  The question of human consciousness becomes simple.  The human mind is not the source of the consciousness, it is the source of the complexness and humanness of the consciousness.  Bacterium, photon, rock consciousness is much more basic, more simple, more asleep or awake in a photon, an atomic, a  non human way.  Bacterium consciousness is not inside a verbal human brain and is not conscious of verbal human things, of brain information, of brain memory.  To loose the brain is to loose the brain based complex behaviors.  But, the bacterium gains its simple bacterium based behaviors that are conscious at a bacterium level of sensitivity.  Consciousness is only irritability and sensitivity at various levels of organization.  The human level of organization requires a human brain.  Rensch makes this plain in his writings: see his works on evolution above the species level.
Why does this solipsistic spirit, true inner self, fail to recognize its immortality?  Buddha discovered the answer to this long ago.  The true time, that is the infinitesimal core of our Buddha nature, belongs to the Nirvana whole, but it becomes stuck to the derived secondary time that draws its Li, it’s Dharma out into Ch’I, into Karma.  Here it becomes attached to the realm of Quantum Mechanics, Thermodynamics, and Relativity, a realm that Buddha long ago correctly analyzed as brokenness or suffering, flux and change, and relativity, that is no-self.  Here the true self is so folded into false complexity, compounded of birth and rebirth, that its true Buddha-nature is lost in attachments to things and events (to which its pure simple Buddha time is now stuck and compounded).  Thus, begins the wheel of birth and death called “Samsara” in the East.  This is false immortality, the immortality of attachment and secondary effect.  Here the true freedom and purity, the true Sattva guna is lost and bound and enslaved to the physical passions of the atomic and relativistic world.

What is the solution?  The solution is mindfulness meditation that correctly identifies this compound condition and frees the mind to find its hidden simple core, the Buddha nature underneath the complex desire enflamed external world.

Only this hidden true self, this Buddha self has supernatural freedom, has supernatural meaning, has supernatural immortality, all other aspects of the self are derived, mortal, involve flux, no-self, and suffering.  To be free from flux, no-self and suffering, one must retreat to the pure Buddha realm, to the ideal realm, to the realm of Dharma, Nirvana, and Buddhamind.  This is the realm of the eight virtues: Romantic Abundance and Realistic Satisfaction, Baroque Harmony and  Cubist Adventure, Impressionistic Wisdom and Post-Impressionistic Faith, Classical Nobility and Expressionistic Joy.  It is the realm of the six roots of virtue: Public Altruism and Private Genius, Absolute Holiness and Atomic Experience, Laws of Information and Mutations in Mass-Energy.  This Buddha self is the Private Genius that is the source of the public altruism that releases all beings from suffering and restores the vulgar world of suffering, flux, and no-self to the Noble eightfold path rooted in the Buddha return through Dharma to the Nirvana  that is the true immortality and the true freedom of which there are no words and nothing more to be said.

And at this point Rabbit ate Carrot leaving nothing but his vegetative shadows.  The carrots of our gardens that are the Carrot God’s mortal descendents.  Carrot had the last word, however.  She/he swallowed Rabbit from inside Rabbit’s stomach.  Rabbit returned the favor by swallowing Carrot from inside and Rabbit did the same in turn and so on endlessly to this day.  Hence there is no Rabbit or Carrot Gods available, since they are still at work on each other, and hence they have not been present to tell their story, which is important because they are among the Elohim that are mentioned at the beginning of Genesis in the Hebrew and are of course one and the same with the Brahma, Vishnu, Shiva spoken about above.  For more information on this consult the great epic Rabbitocarrotocanivoragen.
But, wait, Carrot speaks out of the whirlwind.  Where were you when I grew the universe out of a tiny seed?  Words without meaning.  Remember, the Buddha point, the Nirvana point, is the infinite One.  This is also the perfect whole.  The whole includes all things.  It implies the balance, the Chinese central harmony or Ho.  This is the oneness that affirms all paths and all solutions including the vulgar.  The Noble path is simply one of many.  Air cannot be Air without Dust.  Heaven is not complete unless it produces Earth.  The ancient solution, the Classical solution includes the Expressionist; the Baroque includes the Cubist experiment.  This is the Flux that becomes the Antithesis to Flux, the Dialect that includes all in a larger Synthesis.  This is a blowing out of the differences that would exclude any difference.  This is vegetation that multiplies and photosynthesizes all beginnings and all ends. That is the voice from the whirlwind, the voice of Carrot Elohim, of Carrot Creator Goddess. Amen, oops Awoman, so it is.
Wait, Rabbit speaks out of the whirlwind, I am the I am, the I become what I become, the Yahweh.  I am the infinite that has splintered into an infinity of infinitesimal to generate infinite variety and infinite freedom.  These infinitesimal endless nows trace exploratory fingers into the infinite.  Sometimes they lose their way and generate hells and demonic suffering, pain, broken bits of the larger harmony.  They band together to fight off other assemblages of monads in pursuit of attachment to bodies.  They seek security in assemblages that generate universes and planets and systems of biological community.  These assemblages are indwelled by communities of these monad Jivas that lose their creative individuality in systems of attachment that generate the astrological structures of fate and samsara, the Karma of birth and rebirth.  For such a bound soul, its eternal memory is bound up in its bondage to other souls and to the world.  Its rebirth is its memory, its identity is caught up in its Karma, its attachments to the collective biology and geology and chemistry and physics of its collective attachments, of its involvement in the suffering, the no-self, the flux of thermodynamic processes that makes the visible world.  In this Maya, the Buddha self confuses its Buddha identity with the collective attachments that chain it to the visible world.  It throws away the contents of existence in its fight to obtain the package, it throws away joy and love in order to attain fusion and pleasure.

From somewhere comes another voice, “before Rabbit and Carrot, I am.”  The mind speaks in reply:

This is too much unless we condense.  In the East, Buddhism gives us the laws of flux, Hinduism, the laws of the Brahman whole, and Jainism and Yoga the laws of the phenomenological monad, the Jiva. Opposed to these magical laws are the realistic laws of the West.  The laws of information, system theory, cybernetics, logic, mathematics, complexity theory, chaos theory are information laws opposed to the energy laws of thermodynamics.  The laws of quantum mechanics describe the atomic parts which break apart the infinite Brahman whole, the laws of relativity bind the laws of Sattva Jiva  and monadological freedom.

Information is the opposite of energy as the Chinese Li is the opposite of the mass-energy Ch’i.  So Tien, Heaven is polarized into the Yang Jiva infinitesimal monad and the Yin infinite whole Brahman-Nirvana.  So Ti, Earth is polarized into the Yang quantum mechanical particles and the Yin relativistic space-time cosmos.  But, the monad Jiva is the opposite of the relativistic world and the quantum atom is the opposite of the Brahman whole.
In China this whole is known as the Tao and the Jiva is its Te, its shen.  The Tao is the opposite of the atomic Hsing and the Te, shen is the opposite of the Jen, the Kang composite.

These six polarities cleave the eight faces of the octahedron: Romantic magic to Realistic science, Impressionistic philosophy to Post-Impressionist literature, Baroque government to Cubist design, Classical metaphysics, to Expressionistic business. They are cleaved on the axis of Holy Religion (Tao) to Experiential Physics Hsing) , Private Phenomenology (Te, Shen) to Public Education (Jen, Kang), Information Scholarship (Li) to Energetic Dance (Ch’I).  Various geographic regions claim the parts.  Magic belongs to warm mountainous regions like those of Africa and Science to cool temperate places like France.  Metaphysics belongs to central highlands like Tibet and Business to peripheral lowlands like Holland and New York City.  Literature belongs to river valleys like those of China and Philosophy belongs to mountainous islands like those of Greece.  Closed Imperial Government to inland basins like those of Persia and open Design to ocean islands like Tahiti.
Somewhere I heard the voice of Heaven cry the ancient words of Zen: “The Sacred Tortoise Drags Its Tail.”

Appendix consisting of various sacred tortoise tail scratches and droppings: So infinite flux makes the improbable probable and that improbability manifests in our consciousness in the anthropic state in which we find ourselves in the most probable universe that can sustain consciousness, one with just enough order to generate complex thinking and speaking life on one planet of one solar system in one galaxy for a brief period of time.  This life has evolved as the result of the thermodynamic flux generated as the improbable decays toward the probable, as energy moves toward entropy and generates energy dissipative structures that compete with each other in Darwinian evolution, generating an emergence at higher and higher levels of organization, according to the principles of complexity theory, chaos theory, systems theory, information theory, and cybernetics.
Infinite flux generates the Tao and Te of Tien, the infinite whole and the infinity of infinitesimal solipsistic monads

that are the source of the hidden laws of the infinite whole and the hidden laws of its eternal monadology of the infinitesimal.  The hidden laws of the infinite whole and those of the great polarities of Tao and Hsing, of Te/shen and Jen/Kang and Li and ChI, described above.  The hidden laws of the monadology are the laws of samsara and astrology which are the product of rival orders of birth and rebirth that create the astrological orders of associated being and becoming.  Information and Energy are mind and passion from the inside and complexity theory and thermodynamics from the outside.

They manifest in the external world as Li and ChI, as Ti/Earth in both its quantum mechanical Yang aspect and its relativitistic Yin aspect.  The Li phase of this Ti, this Earth complement to Tien/Heaven is information and complexity and systems theory and mathematics.  The ChI phase of this Ti, this Earth, is thermodynamics, is mass-energy moving toward entropy.

Thus we have six bundles of laws in three polarities/dimensions of the octahedral cubic tetrahedral whole: laws of mathematics, logic, complexity, systems, information, cybernetics which are the Li and their opposites, laws of mass-energy or thermodynamics (so called ChI of Neoconfucian thought)
We have laws of relativity and their opposites the laws of monadology and astrology and birth and rebirth that govern the hidden solipicistic complement to public cosmic relativity time-space.
Finally we have the laws of quantum mechanics and the related principles of physics, chemistry, and biology that form the finite complement to the larger infinite whole and the laws of the infinite whole that rule the grand tetrahedron, cube, octahedron of all being and becoming as described above.  This named cube/octahedron becomes the nameless Tao Nirvana Brahman whole as it extends from the finite and three dimensional into the endlessly dimensional origins of all things.

Thus all things are personal astrology and public space-time relativity, information and energy, quantum mechanics, and the Yin/Yang polarities that unite together in the great endless Tao.  Quantum mechanics and relativity are public and measurable.  The deep orders of Personal astrology and the Tao are generally hidden and unseen.  Information and energy have a visible face as the laws of nature and their thermodynamic processes.  They also have a hidden face for information from the inside is mind and energy from the inside is passion.
In the visible world, the Earth, the Ti, we see the dance of information and mass-energy thermodynamics, of Li and ChI that forms the Yin and Yang, the quantum mechanics and relativity of the manifest world, the world known to science and commerce.  In the invisible world, Heaven, the Tien, we feel the dance of information and mass-energy thermodynamics that we know in the mind as mental information and in the heart as the inner energy seen in passion.  The Yin of this information Li and this energy Ch’I is the Tao, the way of harmony that forms the endless union of all things.  Its Yang is the astrology, the birth and rebirth of an infinity of being from within atomic and infinitesimal monad here and nows that are the phenomenological root of time.  The binding of these together into the complex space and space time of bodies and brains generates the attachment world, the astrological realm that is the ultimate root of all complex being and becoming.  This is the realm of complex and derived time, public time.  This complex time bends and complexes into space, space-time, and complex string and manifold association complexes at the macrocosmic and super macrocosmic and super super macrocosmic levels of
organization, extended to infinity and eternity in super super complex space and super super complex time.

We are able to call some of this architecture super time because there are arrows and processes in its expansion and directions and processes in its development.  The notion of a frozen mathematical construct at this level is an artifact of the mathematics that we have used to model it theoretically.  The real events and developments are not constrained by the theory and the modeling, the mathematics, we use to describe them.  This is why the concepts of Tao (Dao) and Nirvana (Nibbana) avoid the theoretical and the model by using word pictures such as “nameless” and “gone utterly beyond.”

The Yin of this Tien tends to supply a deterministic system that becomes visible as a three dimensional tetrahedral system that expands toward the sphere as a cube and as an octahedron and extends into higher dimension as it returns to the invisible from the visible.  The Yang of the Tien is an infinity of free and eternal atoms of thought and feeling that indwell all energy and information, thought indwelling information, feeling indwelling energy.  These infinitesimal atoms of being from within here and now phenomenology and existential inexistence, they supply the pure freedom and the pure simple eternal time, the pure immortality, that lie at the hidden Buddha root of all things.  But this pure, Jiva, pure Atman, pure Buddha is only found in the unattached, unbound, Brahman, Nirvana, Sattva state.
As long as they are bound into complex time and the complex bodies of complex three and four dimensional space and space time, they live in the false identity of their active bondage, of their Karma and the resulting Maya, the shadow realm their actions generate.

There is an infinity of these infinitesimal monads of here and now inexistential inexistence phenomenological being from within presentness.  These monads of solipsism reach out in endless lines toward an infinitely distant past and future.  It is these infinite lines of pure time that wind around each other to create the finite and the strings and manifolds that are the source of the finite quantum and atomic world.
These complexes of infinitesimal monadology strung out into the infinite and bound together into the finite are known in the East as “Karma,” the product of actions in previous existences.  The systems theory that orders the combination of these complexes is what the East calls “Dharma.”   The pure monads unattached are what the East calls “Sattva Guna.”   The attachment of these threads of time through twisting, through Karma, is what the East knows as the “Rajas Guna,” and the finite product is what the East knows and the “Tamas Guna.”  Tamas is also known as “Maya” or illusion, because the Sattva can now only perceive the shadows, the illusions generated by its attachment.  When the monad breaks free into the Sattva, it is known as “Buddha.”  The interaction of monads at this primary level is “Buddhamind” and the ultimate state of this purification of monads is Atman becoming “Brahman,” but the absolutely pure Brahman becomes and ultimate Buddhamind and enters beyond into Nirvana: gone, gone, gone, gone utterly beyond.  Or so read the myths of the East.
From a practical point of view, the actual mechanism may involve considerable association of karma, of time threads from many associated individuals that come together in a particular astrological sequence that acts out the karma, the events stored in the time threads they animate.  An individual may wait for reincarnation until he can assemble the associations of time threads, and time thread stimulated events that will allow that individual to discharge karma and achieve maximum pleasure and phenomenological satisfaction.
Thus, the visible world may emerge from an unseen medium that is composed of events and processes transitional between the immortal free spirit, that is the essence of the monad, and the mortal astrological fate bound body.  Something of the sort of thing that New Thought used to call “Subjective Mind.”
The infinite possibility that generates the monad itself arises from an aspect of the supercosm that some might call God, Divinity, Father-Mother, etc.  Its infinite association with system and order would conform to what is known as the “Holy Spirit” and with the infinitesimal monad, the Son, the only begotten that is forever being begotten.  As the endless, it is Vishnu, Hen (One), as flux it is Shiva, as the infinitesimal, it is Pneuma, Brahman, as the fixed opposite of flux, it is Nous, Dharma.
