The skeptical notion of the cosmology of the world requires some sort of weak anthropic hypothesis of the sort that allows an infinite flux to generate the improbable and allows the most probable observer within that improbable.  Such a set of notions would explain the universe we find ourselves in.  A universe that is extraordinary enough to support the continued existence of organized bodies that serve as conscious observers and conscious thinkers that are able to reflect on their own state of being and evaluate and analyze that state and its environmental supports.  
Our universe supports extraordinary order, it appears to be an improbable order, but not without some probable aspect (to the relief of the skeptics who tend to glory in the probable and go to their statistical tables to explain the improbable).  The human species is the only product of the planet able to carry out conscious thought, and the earth is the only planet in our area of the galaxy that appears to support conscious life.  This is exactly the sort of thing that one would expect in an improbability that is the product of an infinite flux.  It is the most probable improbability.
But, an infinite flux has no final boundary, no limit to its improbability; it will eventually explore every corner of the improbable, no matter how improbable, how rare, how unexpected.

This is the very opposite of the sort of thing that science thrives on.  This is nothing parsimonious, thrifty, like the hypothesis generation that supports science.  But, science is all about the probable, the simple, not the improbable, the unexpectedly complex.

There are two kinds of civilizations.  Those, like the Greeks, that are successful in the practical world.  And those like the Hindu’s that long ago began to fail in the practical world and started to turn inward, rather than outward, toward dreams rather than reality and fancy rather than fact.  These civilizations are wonderful at catching the improbable and the inward and awful at the probable and the outward.
Existence is a meeting of both.  The improbable is a product of the infinite flux that is the source of all things and the probable is its local manifestation.  Existence is the union of both.  Both aspects need to be considered.
If we geometrically plot the possible, we discover three basic polarities: Self to Social, Whole to Part, Fixed to Flux.  The fixed manifests in the visible as information and Flux as thermodynamics.  The Social is the relativistic aspect of the visible that generates space-time and gravity.  The Part is the quantum that generates quanta, photons, quarks, particles, and physical and atomic structure.  The Self and the Whole are the polar complements of the Part and the Social.  The Self and the Whole generate the infinite flux, the improbables, the subjective, being from within sources that underlie the visible and the probable.  The Self is the infinitesimal aspect of the infinite.  Here are the monads of here and now time that spin the infinitesimally thin threads of eternal time that the finite world is woven from.  This is the realm of the Jiva, Atman, Sattva, Buddha, Monadology root of primary being.  It is pure choice, primal freedom, primal creativity, primal essence from within.

These monads, atoms of creative subjectivity, complex together to make bodies of karma and dharma, of essence and generativity that allow the monads to assemble together and capture complex organisms like a human person in order to obtain the pleasure that comes from attachment to a living body.  The manifest world emerges from the possible as the result of the collective attachment of assemblages of these primal monads.  The plan of this attachment is revealed in the astrology of the attachment, just as the surface interactions are revealed in their astronomy, and the biology and ecology of the organisms to which they are attached.
The Brahman, Dao, Nibbana whole that is created is the full complex of these separate polarities within the boundless and the limitless.  The boundless provides a wider and deeper dimension within which astrological assemblages can develop, giving subjective depth to objective quantum mechanical, relativistic, cybernetic, and thermodynamic functions explored by science.  Astrology is not a science, but a mythology.  Astrology does not show what is, but what can be.  It shows the creative potential of the subjective entities that complex together within the objective world.

Thus, Western science provides us with the left hemisphere Cerebral fact, and Eastern dursana gives us the right hemisphere Cerebral mythology, that provides the meaning and context of that fact, the improbable that is the deep root of the visible and the probable, the creative subjectivity that is the deep unseen cause of the manifest.

Western science faces a dilemma.  It can either continue to support the Western theology that generated it, with all the theocratic and monotheistic systems that characterize that theology, or it can turn to some sort of weak anthropic hypothesis and some kind of infinite flux, as the source of the improbabilies that it deals with.  In either case, you have let something improbable in the door.  Once the improbable, the infinite flux, the infinite creator, the infinite mind, what ever source you chose to use to explain the unexplainable, once that is in the door, it cannot be left out.  The infinite and the improbable, the creative and the subjective, cannot be kept out of the finite and the improbable.  Always, hiding in the unseen dark, is the monster, the ragging giant from the unseen depth, Shiva, Kali, merciless endless time, ragging in the dark of Tartarus.

The skeptic cannot have his cake and eat it too.  The muddy deep roars back at the simple truths that the skeptic hangs on to in the ragging darkness.  Terror stricken, he hides in the left cerebral fact.  The skeptic erects a fortress of science and logic against the night and the unknown.  But, the night and the unknown cannot be held back forever.

Quantum mechanical illogic eats away at Dalton’s atomic logic and relativity chews at Newton’s solid gravitational mechanics.  The West and its slaves, the capitalist and socialist versions of the New East, hover in terror at the raging demons of the old East, and try not to see them.

But, their roar mocks the skeptic’s empty words of false pseudo-scientific hope.  The real pseudoscience is not astrology, but the phony stuff the skeptics generate in their attempt to explain consciousness, and subjective being from within, out of the thin shadow of cellular chemistry and animal behavior.

Deep, from within, consciousness laughs back, in its solid darkness, laughs at the thin play of light the facts throw across the surface, while the deep roots of being continue to grow in the unexplainable endless that is the Nibbana abyss.

The Greeks attempted to explore this abyss in their mythology.  Mount Olympus might be compared to the frontal lobes of the brain.  Its objective aspect is ruled by male gods like Zeus, Apollo, and Zeus’s messenger: Hermes.  Zeus is the ruler of the main planning area of the left, verbal and fact oriented, frontal area of the cerebral cortex.  Associated with Zeus is the messenger area, the Broca’s area that controls speech and can be identified with the messenger god Hermes.  Also close to Zeus is the motor cortex.  Its connections to deeper areas of the brain such as the striated bodies and the amygdala are symbolized by the male war god Ares.  Right next to the left motor cortex is the Parietal lobe and its somatosensory area.  This is symbolized by tactile Aphrodite.  Next to the Parietal lobe is the Temporal lobe ruled by the partner of Hermes, the listening hearth goddess: Hestia.

Now the Greeks had no idea that brain functions were involved in these mythological patterns.  Aristotle taught that the purpose of the brain was to cool the blood.  But, they may have been exploring their own brains without realizing it.  In the process of exploring their brains, they may have explored the depths of the magical realms of improbability generated by infinite flux that lie at the roots of our consciousness. 
If the monads that generate this consciousness from within are truly infinitesimal, they must be eternal, for infinitesimal items are not subject to the laws of thermodynamics, having no finite parts to disintegrate into, they cannot decay.  Yet, since information is weightless, and infinite amount of information, of structure can be compressed in an eternal infinitesimal entity.  Making them potentially more complex than the universe itself.  Enduring endlessly, there is no limit to magical improbabilities they might connect to.  The eternal is boundless and the boundless has no limits to its generativity in respect to the improbable and the unexpected.  If such improbable entities are at all possible, infinite and eternal flux will eventually generate them.  Are these what we are at our core?  
Do we exist before and outside the universe?  Do we attach to the universe by spinning out a thread of time from our being from within here and now monad core?  Do these time threads stick together to form the world of our attachments and associations.  Do we complex with other souls to form the world, to form associations that control the world?  Is astrology the product of these associations that spell out the context associated with a planet, with an astral body by the character of its orbit, its motion?  Is all motion passion and disposition from within, all form mind and information?  Does the astrological layer impose a new and higher order above the order known to science?  Does the probability known to science hide a deeper creative improbable that is unseen because it is masked by material randomness?  Control exerted at the infinitesimal monad level may manifest as randomness in the finite realm, hence its deep magic would remain undetected in the objective world, known only to the subjective entity of its origin.
To the extent such subjectivity arises in the brain, it might be associated with the cingulate areas beneath the frontal cortex.  The more verbal and factual left side might belong to Apollo, the male god of the objective, of the sunshine.  On the right of the frontal lobes are the female partners of these male gods.  Artemis, the goddess of the wild, associated with moonlight, she might rule the right cingulate and its more primitive, more savage individuation.  Paranoid Hera might be the right frontal equivalent of left frontal Zeus, exerting more caution over her plans and actions, associated with Iris whose messages travel across the entire brain on the rainbow bridge of the Corpus Callosum.  The right hemisphere is considered to be the more creative; its creativity symbolized by the female Athena and her partner in the right motor cortex and its connections with the basal ganglia and cerebellum.  This might be Hephaestus, the artisan, the craftsman god, responsible for creating the instruments that aid the gods and goddesses in their rule.  Next door to the right motor cortex is the right Parietal ruled by Demeter, goddess of the field and of fertility.  Her partner is the right Temporal lobe that is the home of Triton and the oceans roar, the music of the sea.

This realm is ruled by Poseidon, god of the sea.
Finally, sun and moon appear again in the Occipital lobes, the sun ruling the reticulate system and associated thalamus, responsible for wakefulness, and the moon, deeper structures associated with sleep and the cycles that maintain body fluids in proper balance.  Here, Aphrodite rules the parasympathetic function of structures like the hypothalamus, and Ares the sympathetic function of the hypothalamus and its connections with the anger monitoring Amygdala.
The signs of the Zodiac march through this mythical brain. Leo rules the sun oriented left occipital belonging to Apollo and Virgo the Mercury associated functions of Hermes female partner Hestia, in the left Temporal.  Next door is partnership oriented Venus (Aphrodite) ruling Libra, and then action oriented Scorpio, belonging to both Mars (Ares) and Pluto (Hades, amygdala, basal ganglia, etc.). Next comes Jupiter (Zeus) and planned action oriented frontal lobe Sagittarius.  Close by is the paranoid right frontal lobe, ruled by Saturn (Chronos) and Zeus’s female partner Hera.  Next is the realm of Uranus and Athena, the creative area of the right frontal lobes that is the key to the development of individuality in the infant.  At this point, we dive deep into the brain and explore the connections of the right Temporal lobes with the Hippocampus and Paleocortex, entering into the magical realms of Neptune (Poseidon) and Pluto (Hades) that lie deep below the surface cortex ruled by Jupiter.  As we move across this right hemisphere of the brain and pass beneath, we enter into the areas belonging to the signs of Capricorn (Saturn), Aquarius (Uranus), and Pisces (Neptune).
Diving deep, we enter the realm of the Amygdala, of Pluto and its connections to Mars (ruler of Aries).  Associated with Mars and its sympathetic autonomic functions, is Venus and its parasympathetic functions (ruler of Taurus).  These deeper functions of the nervous system as messenger bring out the two poles of Mercury, the twin functions of sensory input and motor output (symbolized by the sign Gemini, the twins).  Here at the deepest level, we enter into the pure autonomic function symbolized by the moon and moon ruled Cancer.  From this deep unconscious, we turn upward toward the light, the sun, toward Leo, the sign ruled by the sun.

This symbolism, and the structures the symbols represent, is not necessarily open to language and fact.  Only the verbal areas in the left frontal lobe of the cerebrum can comprehend language.  There are many levels to the unconscious.  Only the left frontal lobe is conscious of fact.  And only Broca’s area and the language areas in the left Temporal can deal with verbal explanations of fact.  Deeper structures deal more with feelings and movements.  Thus, at a deeper level, a person may be aware of an impulse to move, without understanding why, or attaching that impulse to a conscious fact, much less a fact that can be verbalized in word.  More of the brain belongs to impulse and symbol than to fact and speech.  More of the brain is private, primitive, and mythological.  Rational thought belongs to a few areas in the verbal part of the Temporal and Frontal lobes and adjacent Occipital and Parietal association areas.

These deeper structures, the Parietal, Temporal, and Occipital association areas that they are connected to, can be activated in dreams; can make connections in dreams that are forgotten in the waking state.  Switching systems in the basal ganglia and cerebellum can create action complexes, various feelings and dispositions can develop in parts of the brain similar to those in a fish, a frog, a snake, a lion, a dog, a monkey.  They can develop based on patterns that are derived from instinct, or from developmental tendencies set down in early childhood.  Far more of the brain is irrational than rational.  If unconscious means not subject to the control of the rational and verbal interpreter, the Ego in the left frontal lobes, Apollo and Zeus, with Hermes as their mouthpiece, then most of the brain is outside this Mount Olympus of consciousness, belongs to unconscious, to Id rather than to Ego.

 The ancient poet, Ovid, symbolizes this, what a neurologist with my bias might identify with these unconscious brain events, by using gods and goddess of forest and wood, like Pan, or like Dionysus and his associates.  Only his association with Hestia, goddess of the Temporal lobe, allows Dionysus (Bacchus) a place at the table of the gods on Mount Olympus, this notion symbolizing the connection of the verbal areas in the auditory cortex of the Temporal lobes with the verbal areas in the Frontal lobes (in myth Hestia is paired at the table of the gods with Hermes).  But, in general the irrational impulses exposed by wine (associated with Bacchus-Dionysus) are what actually rule us.
This is what is so absurd about the notion that we can ever develop an accurate metaphysics, an accurate notion of the world to which our brain belongs.  Our interactions with others are monitored by this head full of gods and goddesses.  Our paranoia (Hera) and narcissism (Zeus and Apollo), our histrionic (Hermes) and dependency needs (Hestia) generate bias, warp our view of everything we see and hear.  Compulsiveness and perfectionism (Hephaestus and Athena), masochism (Demeter), schizotypal and schizoid withdrawal (Poseidon and Hades), and avoidance (Artemis), selfish-centered manipulation, sadism, antisocial behavior (Ares), or borderline loss of boundaries (Aphrodite) can bring chaos to all attempt to communicate rationally with others.
Our metaphysics, philosophy, religion is, generally, an institutionalization of these biases of brain and personality, there is no global point of view that is free from this: Orthodox Christianity tends toward a Borderline splitting between good and evil, while Protestants are more histrionic, and the New Age is more narcissistic.  Old style Hebrew beliefs tend toward the compulsive, as does old style Chinese Confucianism.  Both Confucianism and Islam have dependent tendencies, while the Shiites, and some forms of Catholicism, seem to encourage the masochistic.
Sadism is certainly seen in some forms of ancient religion, such as the human sacrifice of the Aztecs.  Some are avoidant.  The avoidant seems to be present in Chinese Daoism.  But, the Hindu and Buddhist carry they avoidant to compulsive extremes that verge on the schizoid and the schizotypal.  The Antisocial emerges in certain forms of cult belief and political movements like Nazism and the Aryan Brotherhoods associated with prisons. While skepticism, and the philosophical approaches to global systems development, have aspects of the passive-aggressive and the negativistic.  In a certain sense, nothing will please skeptics like David Hume.  What ever explanation you come up with, philosophy you develop, it is always wrong.
But, the skeptical world is a left brain verbal world hooked to the paranoia and perfectionism of the right frontal lobes.  It is Hermes taking orders from Athena and Hera.  It is a stop rather than a go philosophy in which nothing is ever good enough.

One problem is that the world the skeptics like belongs to science and to probability.  But, science and probability are public things and the deep essence of the world appears to be very solipsistic, very private, buried in an eternity of internal information that is the source of the attachment of the monad to the world.  The monad does its attachment through strings of time it throws out to other monads to create the infinitesimally refined deep tissue of existence.  Buried in this deep tissue is the deep root of real time.
This deep root is what the Jains call “Sattva” and the Buddhists call Buddhamind.  The complexes made by this deep root build from dharma into karma and from karma into samsara and into Maya.  The roots of rebirth lie deep in the underling superstructure of cosmology.  Strings, manifolds, public space, quanta, light, public time are compounds emerging from the complexes made at these hidden roots.

What is freedom and creativity and immortality manifests through compounds of monads that assemble complex souls and complex soul attachments as chaos and probability and randomness.  But, what appears to be random from without has a non-random order form within.  What appears to be flux and mortality from without is entirely different from within.  

This concept does not stick to the negativeness of the skeptical mind.  This mind cannot fathom the paradoxicalness and richness of reality, how the depth can be the exact opposite of the surface, how the core can be the exact opposite of its covering. If the objective world is broken and public and mortal, if it decays, if it is superficial and visible and repeatable, its deep source is the opposite: subjective, immortal, essential, peculiar, private, infinitely refined and infinitely complex, very improbable, very invisible, very buried within the exterior public world that covers it.
But, if it is very easy to track the surface fact, it is horribly difficult to track its deep root.  If fact and science are the tools that help us with the surface, only fantasy and myth, only right brain speculation can help us get any hint of what is buried underneath.

The problem is the Poseidon and Hades aspects of our brain, the Dionysian, that is quite happy to dream, to follow hints and symbols, would rather get a scent, a whiff, then get a fact, the schizoid and shizotypal sort of thought that inspires the Hindu and the Buddhist and the Jain, it is the very opposite of the practical and the empirical that give us data about the visible world.  The skeptic, convinced that anything that is not perfectly rational must be superstition and positively wrong, rejects these notions without a second thought.

Here are two very opposite ways of looking at things.  One utterly incapable of handling reason and fact in a systematic way and the other equally incapable of understanding the richness and depth of reality, or even the deeper meaning of their own feelings and dreams.

This division in human thought is illustrated by the effects of strokes.  Strokes that destroy the fact loving left hemisphere leave a mind quite able to get meaning but confused about the facts.  Strokes that destroy the meaning rich activity of the right hemisphere leave a mind that is effective with the facts, but is unable to weight their significance and understand their larger meaning.

This same split is reflected in the world’s cultures, between the primitive and right brain based animist and semi-literate cultures and the technical and science based left brain focused developed world.

The left brain world is convinced of its superiority but the truth is that the right brain world has a better grasp of the meaning of existence, of the basic truth that unlimited values exist and the destruction of one item that is infinitely precious cancels the worth of infinite amounts of gross national product and finite profit. Right brain cultures have a more practical, a more effective way of conserving environmental resources.  There is no more effective way of conserving resources than the right brain notion of wanting what you have rather than having what you want.  The right brain understands that it is an inside job.  The left brain world does not grasp this simple truth and never will.

The problem with skepticism is that it induces skepticism about all things, including inner worth and inner essence.  When faith is lost in that inner value and inner preciousness, all sorts of externally destructive behaviors can be induced.  Skeptical culture produced the nuclear bomb.  It is a product of the world’s physics, not its metaphysics.

My bias is in the possibility that there is a total paradox here, that the skeptic is totally right about the facts and the believer about the meaning.   My bias is that the objective world is the mortal Darwinian thing it appears to be and the subjective depths of it are the immortal precious creative thing it seems to be when you live it from within.  But, even if I am wrong, even if this is only a reflection of the duality of the brain, this basic duality cannot be denied, this basic split, even if it is not as deep as I suspected it is, as paradoxical as I suspect it is (so paradoxical that science can be utterly right and the opposite of science be the deep meaning behind it), even so, something is happening that involves some sort of deep reversal, even if it is only brain based, even if it is only between left and right hemisphere, frontal and anterior lobes, touch based Parietal and sound based Temporal, parasympathetic autonomic and sympathetic autonomic, sensory input and motor output, motor facilitation and motor inhibition, reticulate wakefulness and deeper unwakefulness, etc. etc. etc..  There is some deeper reality here.  The fact based world of the Greeks was not deep in myth without reason.  The brain is not split in two parts for no reason.  There is something fundamental here.  There is indeed a Yin and a Yang, in spite of the failure of the skeptical West to believe.

The basic rule is the fact can be captured and its deep source never can be.  Those who claim to know it prove they don’t.  That is the wisdom of Nirvana, of Brahman, of Islam, of Yahweh ( I become what I become) of the Zen koan.

The more I study this, the more I find paradox on paradox.  I begin to understand why the Buddhists find self hidden in no-self and immortality hidden within admission of constant flux.

The self must be the ultimate concentration of the infinite and the eternal within the infinitesimal.  It must pass totally though all finite things without touching them.  Only the infinite and the endless can touch it.  To touch the finite, this infinitesimal monad must complex to an infinite degree with other infinitesimal monads in order to have enough time and space primordium to touch, to attach to finite bodies.  Hence this creative essence can exist for an eternity in a state of sleep before reaching a state of complexness that allows it to experience, to wake up in a finite world.

But, the world it wakes up in is a delusion.  All the things it attaches to are infinitely complex, infinitely aggregated, even when they seem simple and finite.  Thus, Buddha teaches us that all is flux, no-self, and suffering.  For all this finiteness is but broken and imperfect fragments of the infinite whole, an infinite whole that the refined infinitesimal merges into in the simple purity of its deep forgotten Buddha to Nirvana root.
Perhaps I am wrong about this metaphysics, but I doubt if I am wrong about the physics.  The brain is not the simple thing we like to make it out to be.  There is a whole chain of morphology that traces patterns the brain might have taken in its emergence: jellyfish, worm, tunicate, fish, amphibian, reptile, monotreme, marsupial, reptile, mammal, primate, human.  Human evolution has not followed this route exactly, but the chain of morphology does trace the potential sequence of neural organization.  So the Moon can symbolize the primitive tunicate order of the mind and the Sun can symbolize its fish like need to awaken.  So Venus can symbolize the amphibian like need for a sensitive skin and Mars its need for reptilian armor.

Jupiter can symbolize the expansion of the frontal lobes in the primate, and particularly the left hemisphere in verbal humans.  Mercury can symbolize that peculiar need of social humans to communicate, to send verbal messages.

But, Saturn can symbolize the paranoid right brain that is deeper in to primitive fear.  If Jupiter is the monkey, Saturn is the clever cat.  But, further back in the brain and deeper down we come to the emotion and smell based limbic structures so important in primitive mammals with their connections to the hippocampus and the amygdala.  This is the realm that leads through the cingulate (Uranus) to limbic areas and hippocampus (Neptune) and finally to the basal ganglia (Pluto).

That something of this sort of thing is happening cannot be denied.  The problem is that it is much too complex to trace effectively.  Too much is happening to ever get it completely right.  If we attempt to pin it down, we are in danger of repeating the absurdities of phrenology.

This is why we need astrology, not as science, but as a kind of Jungian metaphor, of symbolism, that allows us to create images without having to produce proof, or repetition.

To know something anatomically requires a kind of dissection that can kill.  Astrological metaphor allows the  right hemisphere side of the mind to stay alive in the rich broth that nurtures it.  The problem only arises when astrology becomes confused with science.  Then it quickly rots and decays into the pseudo-science and superstition that the skeptics are convinced it was to begin with.

Part of the problem is that the creator god may be another universe acting as a cosmic mind.  The infinite flux that makes the improbable probable sets up the possibility of the evolution of super organisms.  Yet, these organisms would still be finite, not infinite, fallible, not infallible, like the gods of Buddhism, essential super persons, but still persons, minds in enormous, but still finite systems.

The refined Sattva of the monads can be refined at an infinity of levels and can pass through an infinity of gradations as it reaches and complexes into the finite.  Thus, and infinity of relative degrees in possible in the point that this gradation breaks into finite basal units such as quanta and particles.  Thus, the notion of levels of vibration is not quite as absurd as in seems.  These astral bodies, astral planes, heavens, hells would exist in various degrees of refinement, of orderliness, of potential precision, representing various gradations of potential information storage and system development.  The developing manifestation attachment complex that allows the composite organization of assemble monads to attach to a finite body would pass through a number of these levels before expending itself at a particular point.  Once touching such a point, it might become trapped within it.  Various planetary bodies with tilted or untilted axis and symmetrical and less symmetrical orbits might function more in sympathy with higher or lower levels of these more or less refined states and provide mechanism thought which the external universes associated with such levels might affect events in this universe.
Thus, Venus, with a less tilted and more symmetrical orbit than Mars might operate in sympathy with a higher, rather than a lower degree of refinement and operate as center of influence for monads that complex through that higher level, become agents for the information coming from universes operating at that level.  The gods may be a level of organization that manifests within the macrocosmic systems generated from various degrees of refinement produced by the operation of atoms of subjectivity, by the operation of the monads of infinitesimal here and now being from within existential inexistence.  But, the gods would be finite organisms with levels of organization at the universe and universe complex level, but still evolved organisms, finite beings, evolving through Darwinian selection and still subject to Darwinian principles, thus, potentially symbiotic, predatory, parasitic, acting like a virus, a bacterium, a carnivore, and a herbivore.

What is suggested here is a cosmology not unlike that of the Buddhists, the Gnostics, or the ideas of Mani.  These super organisms would not be unlike the godlike beings that rule the various levels of Mani’s system of light and darkness.  In order to manifest, to attach to a body in this world of lower, of more crude, more gross quanta, the assembly of attaching monads would have to develop complex time flows, built up from simple units of pure personal monad time, that could pass through the higher levels of refinement in order to spill their energy and time flow into the cruder levels.
But, no religion effectively captures what the relationship between the monad of the infinitesimal and the infinite is at the monad’s true deep root.  Christianity emphasizes the importance of the righteous good, and Hinduism emphasizes Brahman as the complete whole.  The Allah of Islam is utterly transcendent and the Nirvana of the Buddhists is gone utterly beyond.  The Sattva of the Jain’s is utterly pure.  The Dao of the Daoists is without name or form, is completely process.   The Heaven of the Confucians is utterly universal, and Yahweh of the Jews “becomes what he/she becomes.”  The highest for the skeptics appears to be a yet undiscovered (perhaps undiscoverable) truth.  The infinite ultimate is all of this and more.

The theology that seems closest to what appears to be happening has similarities to the Gnostic system.  The Gnostics believed the human soul was in a prison system ruled by the “Archons” with the human soul stuck within a series of enclosing structures (See Hans Jonas, The Gnostic Religion).  These ruling spirits were associated with the planets.  They encased the divine spirit in soul and body that operated within these systems and kept the divine soul from return to the realm of light.  Trapped in a fatalistic system with the earth at the center, the soul was enslaved to these ruling Archons
Just so the infinitesimal monad appears to be trapped in some kind of soul system that allows it to group with other monads and aggregate though eternity to the point it is possible to emerge into the finite world.  The less refined monad complexes with, attaches to less refined and less orderly finite systems, such as our own.  Highly organized universes appear to be competing for monads to associate with them and with universes of their macrocosmic systems.
Why would a finite cosmic organism seek to trap the infinitesimal monads?  Remember that only the infinitesimal monads have true immortality and true creativity, are the true essential core of existence.  Thus, these monads would be conserved, trapped, collected, enticed into a system because of the creative power they might give to that system at its deep core.  The more monads a cosmic system could command, the more deep reality would exist for it underneath its external core of compound space and time assemblages, a core of string theory manifolds at various levels of crudeness and aggregation.

We are considering cosmic complexes that have evolved from simple organisms through the human stage, through civilization, mechanization, electronic, computer, robotic, levels of development from atom, to molecule, to planet, to solar system, to galaxy, to cosmos and beyond.  We are considering complexes that have been evolving for trillions of trillions of trillions of years to multiple trillionth powers.  Unimaginably old and large by our standards, but still finite, still subject, therefore to Darwinian selection.  Struggling in parasitic and predatory relationships with other universes.  Feeding on souls, trapping them.  For deep within the soul are the hidden threads of simple time, true time, from which all string theory time and space is made.

Our conception of this is one in which all things objective trap subjectivity, trap aggregations of infinitesimals within them. All finite quanta contain an infinity of aggregations of monad time threads within them.  They are the outer manifestation of these deep aggregate monad time thread cores.  Thus, there is subjectivity within the planets.  The manifest state of that subjectivity, its information and passion, is demonstrated by its motion, its gravity, its structure (See Swimm, the Universe is a Green Dragon).

The source of the mind and passion in a human brain is not the brain.  The source of the passion is the energy and the source of the mind is the information.  But, that mind and information would be asleep, would be primitive without the living brain.  The living brain allows it to be organized at a human level.  Without the brain, it sleeps; it decays to a primitive state of organization.

Primitive or not, the motion and structure of the planets is a key to the subjective states with which they are associated.  They are in harmony with cosmic complexes at various states of refinement, and hence act as indicators, representatives of systems emerging from these various sources.  Highly evolved systems have discovered that it is more effective to organize these systems from within than from without, from the infinitesimal unseen center than from the finite energy expending surface.
Thus, we find ourselves in fatalistic systems in which the crude randomness of motion in our system masks a deeper unrandomness that emerges from more refined sources through which the complexes controlling our level of quantum organization must pass to reach our level.

Thus, my own life is controlled to a surprising degree by astrological systems.  The operation of these astrological systems can not be demonstrated scientifically because they are surprisingly personal.  Much of my astrology is unique to me, operates differently within my personal system of relationships with the planets than it might with someone else.  Examined with my own life in mind, it is obvious that my life is under astrological control.  Examined statistically with my own data lumped in with the data of others, it is very doubtful that any meaningful relationships could be shown.  Astrology is not a science, but a mythological system for speculating about personal phenomenology and personal symbol systems emerging out of a right brain dominated complex of meanings.

The only system that seems to explain the strange set of conditions described above is a cosmology driven by these great gradients of differentiation that begin with an infinite flux in energy creating an anthropic improbable in an infinity of observing subjective monads.  We have flux as eternal; neither created nor destroyed, energy.  We have the infinite and unbounded extent of that energy, first in primal time as the infinitesimal here and now present, and then as its extension from past to future and then the complexing of these threads of time into an unfolding unbounded space.

These three polarities: Infinitesimal Improbable Self, Infinite Whole, and Energy Flux all are part of polar gradients leading to their opposites. Infinitesimal Improbable Self to Public Normal Probable Aggregate, Infinite Whole to Finite Part, Energy Flux to Fixed Information.  Thus, the infinite flux as a source gives rise to the natural world of finite parts in quantum mechanics, flux giving place to information, and the infinitesimal private improbable generating the normal public probable.

As these polarities generate the complexes that form public objective time and space from private subjective creativity, everything bends back upon itself generating paradox and reversal, shadow and illusion.  Thus, it seems that the essence of all things is public and normal and objective, when it is actually hidden in private subjective monad roots.  It seems that pleasure and joy arise from particular finite objects when true good and true bliss belong to the invisible boundless whole.  It seems that what endures is power and energy when that is but the medium for eternal principle and eternal system that endlessly recycle in new forms.
What is really important behind all this paradox is the ability of subjectivity to act as an immortal creative cause, to act as the primary agent of creation at the deep roots that lie hidden behind visible events.  In each case, it is not the local and the broken that counts, that has final power, but the ideal, the virtuous, the whole.  True joy and true victory lie in principle, in truth, beauty, goodness, joy, peace, abundance, prosperity, enthusiasm, faith, sincerity, honesty, practicality, efficiency, trust, respect, charity, patience, wisdom, awareness, adventure, perception, vision, imagination, creativity, invention, enterprise, ambition, effort, dynamism, power, morality, gratitude, humility, health, happiness, serenity, satisfaction, bliss, consciousness, understanding, tolerance, fairness, justice, harmony, altruism, love, affection, etc.
It means win-win, not win lose, in a context that is as universal and complete and total as possible.  Spiritual and holy means excluding none and nothing.  It is virtue that involves all parts, body, mind, soul, heart, etc.  It means freedom as well as order, subjective health as well as objective heath.  It means virtue of mind as well as heart.  It means idealism as well as practical expression.

This ideal transcends the objective garments that it is expressed in.  In the end the particular cosmology and metaphysics do not matter as long as they inspire enduring love, joy, faith, virtue, wisdom, truth, charity, peace, etc.. To the fullest extent that they can be extended.  This transcends all disciplines.  It points to beauty, love, harmony, joy, wisdom and truth harvested through science, religion, economics, art, politics, law, logic, mathematics, business, music, literature, etc.  It transcends all levels of organization, physical, atomic, inorganic, organic, biological, psychological, anthropological, sociological, mechanical, electronic, computer, web, robotic, etc. from atom through galaxy, cosmos and beyond.

The details of this vision may be incorrectly framed, but such a global vision can never be perfect.  Even so, the deep vision of humanity has not varied that much from the Christian vision in the Sermon on the Mount, the Jewish vision in Proverbs, the Confucian vision in Central Harmony, the Daoist vision in the Book of Dao, the South Asian vision in the Dhammapada.  There may be a few twist and turns from the Greek vision in the Symposium, Aristotle’s Ethics, Plato’s Allegory of the Cave, to the North American vision in Emerson’s Essays, Whitman’s Song of Myself.  There is a great variation in temper from Romanticism to Realism, Impressionism to Primitivism, Cubism to Baroque, Classicism to Expressionism, but the basic polarities of human virtue are constant: Romantic creativity to Realist factual truth.  Impressionistic analysis to Post-Impressionistic synthesis, Baroque order to Cubist adventure, Classical virtue to Expressionist practice.
Still, I must work for the most inclusive possible vision of virtue.  Lower forms of subjectivity may be present within the cells of my body and the substances that pass through my body.  If I ignore, if I mistreat these physical objects, I may do unseen harm to beings encased within them, subjectivity attached to them, that is powerless to defend itself because it has no mouth to cry out with, no words to speak to me.  Because it is possible that all things are subjectively alive within, even the inanimate (see Brian Swimme, the Universe is a Green Dragon), I must act as if it is so, so that I do no harm, cause pain to no other subjectivity.  
Because, I may be a complex of souls, I must love myself, because If I harm myself I may harm other souls attached to my body that I am ignorant of, because, in my arrogance, I assume I am the only subjectivity inside myself.  Thus, I must respect the health and well being off things, including myself.  I must not selfishly harm myself, and so harm less powerful and vocal souls within my soul complex that may not have access to the verbal portion of my brain, allowing them to cry out as easily as my soul is able to cry out.  Thus, I must work for the love and joy and harmony of everything at all levels of being.  If I do this, I work for spiritual principle, the same principle manifest in the symmetry of a sphere or a circle.  In doing so, I become the spirit of immortal harmony, just as the lines in a circle take part in that endless principle of circularity.
But more than that, something with infinite potential for improbability, no infinite upon infinite upon infinite, can approach the magical.  Something that has endured for eternity upon eternity has infinite potential for improbable, even magical improbability, infinite potential for magical and personal and eccentric and creative improbability.  For concentration of the infinite within the infinitesimal, the boundless and eternal within the infinitesimal, the creative and the free within the infinitesimal, the essential and the primal within the infinitesimal.
In Hindu mythology, the god of preservation, Vishnu is the symbol of this boundlessness, Shiva, the god of destruction is the symbol of the infinite flux that drives its creation, and Brahma, god of creation is the symbol of the infinitesimal pin point of creativity that is its anthropic summation, is its delivery into subjective awareness.  The trinity of Plotinus, the trinity of Hindu metaphysics: One, Nous, Pneuma, or Brahman (Nirvana), Dharma, Atman (Buddha) is its system ideal.  The boundless whole (One, Brahman, Nirvana) generating a system (Dharma, logos, nous) of infinitesimal monads of being from within existential inexistence (Atman, Buddha, Jiva).

This being from within is the pure Sattva Guna of Jainism that moves thought the Rajas Guna into the Tamas Guna of attachment.  It is the pure creative spirit that complexes with other monads to build the systems in time and space (soul, collective unconscious, race thought, astral body, law of attraction) that generate the organism of attachment, the bodies, the objects of the visible quantum world.  Thus, the Spirit, Law, and Body of New Thought metaphysics is true about the hidden monad level, the Spirit hidden in the systems of the collective unconscious that underlie the visible world.  In spite of the fate, the predetermined systems that appear to operate through the astrological foundations of manifest existence, the monad lives in pure freedom and creativity.  The monad is in its pure creative singularity, free to be and become what ever it chooses to create at its deep root of being from within, of hidden freedom.  Thus, the existentialist is correct about the freedom, the creative irrational hidden beneath the nous and its imposed system.

But, the world it generates is the world of quantum mechanical, relativity space-time and systems order, of finite, yet immensely tiny photons, and finite yet immensely large cosmos, and the laws of thermodynamics that generate a evolutional dynamics in which entropy becomes evolutionary emergence and drives a Darwinian struggle among competing energy dissipative structure rising in level upon level of organization.
Thus, thesis moves dialectically toward antithesis, and finally toward a larger synthesis.  The local Sanga, the local community assembles its creative experiences into a system, a government, a Dharma.  That Dharma in turn supports its god, its bodhisattva, its Buddha seeking Nirvana.  The gods, the Buddha’s, the orders of earth and heaven, are emergent systems of government that develop within the various orders of emergent creation.  But, from the standpoint of the Jiva, of the monadology of existential inexistence, these systems are a collective unconscious, a dark yin that is the polar opposite of its yang of light.

It does not matter whether or not all of the above is mythology or truth or both truth and mythology.  It is a structure imposed by the polarities of the brain upon thought.  The polarities, the aspects of the brain are primal and derive from the polarities of the brain Darwinian roots. The attachment tendencies of the Tunicate against the swimming axis tendencies of the Fish enshrined in the polarity between autonomic sympathetic excitement and autonomic parasympathetic rest, between the autonomic and the wakeful, thus Venus to Mars, and Moon to Sun, hypothalamus to amygdala, medulla to reticulate and thalamus, sleep to dreams, to wakefulness. Between the tendency to act and to wait to act, between the primate at play and the primitive mammal hiding in fear, between left frontal lobe and right frontal lobe, between motor facilitation and motor inhibition, between Zeus and Hera, between astrological Jupiter and astrological Saturn.
The ancients symbolized these polarities as Earth, Air, Fire and Water.  But, Earth has its opposite in Heaven, Air in Life, Fire in Metal and Ceramics, Water in Salts.  Now we have the four sides of an octahedron formed of the six vertices of Self to Social, Whole to Part, Fixed to Flux.

The Romantic is Heaven and the Realistic is Earth, the Impressionistic is Salt and the Post-Impressionistic is Water.  The Baroque is Metal and the Cubist is Fire, the Classical is Air and the Expressionist is Life.  The Classical (Air) is the Ideal.  The Expressionist (Life) is the Practical.  The Impressionist (Salt) is the mental, the Analytical, the Post Impressionist (Water) is the sentimental, the Synthetic.  The Romantic (Heaven) is the Magical; the Realistic (Earth) is the Empirical.  The Baroque (Metal) is the Orderly; the Cubist (Fire) is the Free.
The Brain is divided into four parts by the right and left hemispheres and the central sulcus that divides the hemispheres into anterior lobes (frontal lobes) and posterior lobes.  The left posterior is the realm of Earth and its factual realism.  The left anterior is the realm of Salt and its impressionistic analysis.  The right anterior is the realm of Air and its idealism, the right posterior is the realm of Metal and its baroque order.  Associated with these four parts in the fixed area are lower brain centers controlling actions, controlling flexible responses to the information processing going on in these centers of the cerebral cortex.

Earth connects to the Expressionist Life of the connecting Thalamus, and Hypothalamus, Salt to the Cubist Fire of the Basal Ganglia, Air to the Romantic Heaven that is the Cingulate, Metal to the Sentimental Water provided by the connecting hippocampus, limbic structures and amygdale.
What order is imposed by nature and cosmology is magnified and deepened by the order generated within the brain.  A study of human development shows that the rational verbal order generated by the left frontal lobe has its roots in a primitive preverbal order developed by the infant’s responses to its mother centered on the non-verbal right frontal lobe. This supports the notion of a consciousness that emerges from a deeper unconscious, of reason emerging from unreasoning instinct.

The more I protest.  The more I proclaim the rational basis of my skepticism, the more I fight the primitive tar that supports the emergence of my rational assumptions, the more I am smeared with the irrational and the unreason that lie at its hidden primitive vertebrate and invertebrate roots.

The embryological order that supports the development of the human brain has the same genetic roots as the order that supports the development of the brain of an insect or a lobster.

This motivated the great German Zoologist Rensch to postulate three levels of laws: Correspondence, Coherence and Parallelisms.  These are the Body, Law, and Spirit that we previously discussed.  There is no exit from this tar baby; it is the substance from which both the objective and subjective elements of our nature are formed.

Chinese philosophy uses the polarities of Yin, and Yang, Heaven, and Earth, Li and Ch’I.  It is these very polarities that form the boundaries of this interaction. Transcendent to Manifest, Local and Individual to Collective, Fixed to Flux.  The Transcendent is the connection from Self to Whole and the Collective is that of Whole to Social, the Manifest, Social to Part, and Individual, Part to Self.  It is all a great Cube, Octahedron, Tetrahedron, Sphere that begins as a single point, extends into lines, triangles, from one to two to infinite dimensions according to the binomial order of Pascal’s triangle.  It builds from infinite flux to infinitesimal improbability, from subjectivity to objectivity, from being from within here and now to time threads reaching out endlessly toward hidden past and future and complexing with other monad nows to build quantum space and relativistic space time from the cosmic to the cosmic complex into the endless endless megatime megaspace.
I cannot change the cards I have been dealt.  The darkness at the deep root of being makes it impossible to tell if I can control at all how I deal them back.  What can it hurt to try, at least to try, to deal them back in the best possible way I can.  The way that leads to the greatest possible well being for my self and others at all levels of organization that I encounter?  What harm can that do?  If it is delusion, it is at least a most pleasant delusion, a most joyful one.  If I must play at some game, why not play a noble game? Why not?

The important thing is that it is noble in the most balanced sense, in the greatest number of dimensions, that I don’t sacrifice beauty for justice, and wisdom for truth, joy for faith, learning for order, charity for power.

If I look for the deep simplicity under all these levels of complexity, what I find is the cube/octahedron of three polarities, self to social, whole to part, fixed to flux.  This octahedron implies a hidden monadology of the spirit beneath the systems theory that governs the emergent organization of all things within the quantum mechanical, relativistic, and thermodynamic order of the world.  For the thermodynamic flux, there is the information and system theory fixed, for the social relativity there is the astrology and monadology of the self, and for the quantum mechanical part there is the hidden self to social, whole to part, fixed to flux whole.  

This implies a deep free creative monadological spirit self that operates within the systems theory order of the whole to control the quantum mechanical events to which this systems order of monads becomes attached.  In this world of attachment, the relativistic space-time order is the reflection of the creativity of this spirit, the thermodynamic flux is the complement of this systems order, of this system principle.  The shadows are so deep and the apparent fatalism is so thick about the spirit, that is seems that it is not free.  Yet, it remains the creative center that is essential to the generation of all new things.  At its core, it is the primal boundless freedom that makes all things new.
This is the real Christ, Buddha, Jiva, Avatar, Krishna, visionary, prophet core that opens all shadow to the light of Nibbana, to the light of Heaven, to the Brahman that is the ultimate Hen (One).

But, the typical monad runs from this creativity and freedom and binds itself to other threads of primal time.  It twists around these other threads to weave a complex body of attachment, an astral body that is bound to choices and attachments  made in previous bodies, previous lives.  This accumulation of attachments is Karma, the effect of actions during previous lives on the over all order of the Nous, of the Dharma, of the larger system, the laws of information that rules all things.  The monad trades its deep freedom for the security of superior fate.  It trades cosmic bliss for organic pleasure.  It trades the freedom of enlightenment for the attachment to the unchanging and the secure.  It would rather have the stable and repeatable pleasures of a sleepy existence inside a stone, a tree, a bug, a dog, a bird, an ignorant peasant, a prostitute, rather then the bliss of a prophet, arhat, or a Buddha. 

Over endless eternities, the monad begins to specialize in attachment to certain soul complexes, to certain astrologically defined roles.  It becomes associated with a particular planet, a particular type of objectification: rock, tree, etc.  If human, it specializes in certain kinds of human existence.  This becomes its repetitive fate.  It repeats the same attachments over and over and over.  It is drawn back to the same rut, the same associations, again and again and again.

The memories of one life begin to merge with the memories of another.  It becomes its attachments and its astrology and loses its spiritual freedom.

In this sense evolution is an opening to spiritual freedom because it opens up new attachment opportunities to the soul association developed by the monads of spiritual creativity that are the deep root of all being.  Humans represent the hidden spirit becoming something very new.

Thus, in a sense, the spiritual fate of the monads attached to human bodies is caught up in the evolutionary changes that press humans toward new circumstances and various levels of evolutionary change, not just the genetic, but the psychological, anthropological, sociological, mechanical, electronic, program, systems, robotic, and beyond.

In this sense, it does not matter if astrology is true, if metaphysical idealism is true, if New Thought religion is true.  The result is the same.  The subjective core, the existential inexistence within, is driven forward by emergent changes in the objective form without.

Morality and value are nothing more than the human needs identified by the language used by the community of discourse.  Morality is value language that recognizes the special status of subjective agencies as the essence, as the core of the meaning which the language systems were designed to serve.  Humans necessarily have special status in a system designed to acknowledge the importance of the fulfillment of human needs.  All subjective being enter into that status to the extent that it is the core around which the value concept is developed.  Value means the preciousness, the improbability stored in the human observer, and by extension to the observer principle itself.  That value, like Plato’s Sun of the Good, is transferred to external objects that it enlightens, but never completely.
External progress without internal progress is worthless.  Profit that exchanges finite value for infinite value generates infinite loss.  The anthropic observer is the Brahma point of that infinite value.  The language system user is the special status preciousness.  His, her well being and fulfillment are assumed to be infinite, to be priceless, as are all the primary resources needed to supply the needs associated with that fulfillment.  Only the toys, the entertainments, the secondary aspects are open to trade and substitution, open to commercial exchange in pursuit of profit, but never at the expense of the primary.  All expenditure of the primary in order to obtain the secondary is necessarily infinite loss.

Given this situation, the sensible thing for the monad is to do the best he/she can with the body and the astrology to which he/she is attached and with the environment in which he/she finds herself, himself.  This means joy, love, wisdom, etc at all levels, psychological, anthropological, etc. in all aspects: mental, social, environmental, physical, etc.  This means being as positive, truthful, loving, joyous, healthy, wise, patient, courteous, trusting, honest, adventurous, etc. as it is possible to be in the body that one is an and with the fate that one is given.  Thus, SAGE, a surrender to the highest power for good, an acceptance of what fate has given, a grateful attitude effort that encourages positive thinking, affirmation of the highest good.

But, the monad is puzzled.  There is an unexplained contrast between the core within and the medium in which that core is expressed.  We must presume some kind of Darwinian competition and selection in the composite souls the monads form from aggregations of their time threads.  Few of these complexes are able to attach to highly desirable bodies.  Those complexes that do not focus on the needs of the body, to which they are attaching, fail to survive as attachment vehicles.  The complexes must police themselves like gangs, like armies.

Monads that are too into enlightenment and freedom must be discarded because they will divert necessary energy from obtaining an attachment.  Monads must be focused in order to obtain an attachment.  They must be able to totally take on the role of the bodies to which they are attaching and forget their own needs as spiritual entities, their own freedom and creativity, just as the members of an army must sacrifice their own rights and well being for the good of the military force they serve.

Monads that rebel and seek a spiritual goal must face resistance from the monads with which they are associated and also risk loosing the attachment powers that will allow them to obtain a worthy body in the future.  There is always the possibility of obtaining such a body using a higher level of the dharma, a higher order of astral system.  Perhaps that is what is happening in the case of the Tibetan lamas, who appear to have developed some system of spiritual attachment.  But, such a development must not be an easy thing to achieve and it is not obvious exactly what is happening in such systems.

The point is that we must not assume that all the events are simply the ones manifest in brain physiology.  Behind the brain events are layers and layers of astrological complexity and infinite amounts of association and compounding of system upon system building from the infinitesimal toward the finite in order to provide systems of attachment of the deep infinitesimal core to the outer finite atomic and molecular framework that provide a skeleton for the attachment of the infinitesimal and the inexistent to a finite manifest reality.

This compounding covers the pure Sattva in complex interactions, covers the Sattva guna in the Rajas guna.  Eventually, the clear Sattva is clouded over and becomes heavy and gross, emerging as the Tamas in the form of quarks and photons.  It is not till we reach the Tamas level that we enter the true material, the measurable, the manifest world.  Between the spiritual Sattva and the measurable material Tamas lies an infinite of complex compoundings and separations that is the realm of Karma, of the Rajas guna.
 All of this realm is dark and unseen in the public world.  Yet, it is divided between the mortal and the immortal, the finite and the infinitesimal.  And much of it contributes to the individual awareness that bridges the subjective monad of here and now to the perceptions and observations generated by the organs of the brain that open consciousness to the material world.  
But, it does so in a way that restricts the freedom of the monad, binds it to the other monads with which it is associated, binds the monads to a collective astrological fate, and focuses the attention of the monad totally upon the brain events to which it has attached itself in order to achieve pleasurable objective form.  In order to escape the pain of its eternal creativity and primal essence.  This essence should not be pain, but it becomes so when clouded by rajas and tamas, by attachment to the heavy chains of finite form.  Thus, the very attachment that it seeks is the source of its bondage.  This is a kind of addiction, but not of body, rather an addiction of the soul.  The Buddhist calls it “Kama” and says that it is the cause of all suffering.  They cure it by blowing it out with the eight fold path of right action.  The resulting state of purification is called “Nibbana.”
Much of this addiction, this attachment of monad to monad to form the symbiosis of souls that Ernest Holmes calls “race thought” and identifies to the psychic in contrast with the mystical intelligence that is the pure sattva of the free and creative monad in pursuit of infinite freedom and nirvana rather than attachment and Maya.  Much of this psychic level works itself out at the level of dreaming and the mythology and astrology of dreams.  The Greek and Roman myths, as well as the astrology to which this mythology is attached, is a surface expression of this warfare and struggle, this romance and attachment between souls and the soul bodies that they form in pursuit of birth and rebirth, in pursuit of the pleasures of the flesh.

Quantum mechanics, relativity, string theory, space-time manifolds, indicate a cosmology far more complex than that presented by Newton’s laws of motion and Dalton’s atomic theory.  In spite of the simple parsimony that exists in the visible world in respect to regularities like the laws of motion and the laws of mendalian genetics, the deeper structure of physical and psychological existence is twisted and paradoxical.

Ultimately, metaphysics may come down to a simple build up from the infinitesimal core of one point being from within here and now subjectivity, and its extension into the one dimensional connections to the endlessly receding past and future that characterizes energy that is neither created nor destroyed, and the complexing of that monad of present freedom with the time threads of other monads to make complex time and from that complex space that bends into the two dimensions of wave forms in light and heat sent out from the sun and the three dimensions of open space and the four dimensions of space-time relativity and gravitation.  
This complexification generates a great metaphysical octahedron, tetrahedron, cube with three polarities, three axial thrusts.  Primitive monadology self to relativistic space-time association.  Fixed to Flux.  Quantum part to boundless whole.  Fixed to Whole to Self forming the side devoted to idealism (air) and its opposite the side devoted to expressionism (life).  Flux to Self to Part forming the side devoted to cubism, freedom (fire) and its opposite the side devoted to order, to the Baroque (metal or ceramics).  Flux to Social to Whole is the side devoted to the Post-Impressionistic sentiment (Water) and its opposite is Impressionistic analysis (Salt).  Finally there is Part to Social to Fixed.  This is realism (Earth) and its opposite is the romantic (Heaven).

But, between this simple ideal, this simple classical relationship, and the simple laws of the practical world, lies a realm of complexification, where these simple relationships and twist and bend back on each other.  Just as quantum space appears to hide dimensions, so the subjectivity that is trapped within it.  Even at the level of the brain, thoughts twist back upon themselves.  The reptilian anger of Mars bends back upon the autonomic restfulness of amphibian Venus.  The awakened anxiety of Apollo’s bilateral symmetrical arrows of light shatters the peaceful lunar dreaming of radially symmetrical Artemis, goddess of the Moon.

Our deep roots are hidden in these twists and turns, psychological, neurological, mythological, astrological; we are trapped in the twisted interface between Heaven and Hell.

Sometimes a rescue ship appears.  Different types of rescue are available.  Socrates offers us the allegory of the cave.  Jesus and Saint Paul make their offer of divine salvation.  Buddha points toward nirvana.  Lao Tzu would have us follow the way of the natural.  Confucius presents us with the way of heaven, a way of Jen, of human heartedness and balance.  Gandhi reminds of the parables of Krishna in the Gita.  Adler, Freud, Jung offer us various pathways through the mind.  Darwin offers the path of nature.  Spencer develops it as a way of life.
Generally the paths offered by the river centered culture emphasis synthesis more than those offered by the island cultures.  The realm of Salt appears to be ruled by island cultures like those of Greece and England.  The realm of Water seems to belong to more riparian places like China.   The realm of Metal seems to be ruled by interior basins like the highlands of Persia and the realm of Fire by ocean realms like Polynesia.  The realm of Air appears to belong to the highland cultures like those of Tibet and the realm of Life to marshy places like New York and Amsterdam.  The realm of Heaven appears to center on tropical jungles and tropical mountains such as you might find on Bali and the realm of Earth appears to center on temperate grasslands and forests like those of Germany and France.  Here we find the greatest interest in materialism and realism as opposed to magic.

Expressionism and its focus on business and entertainment flourish in places like New York.  Metaphysics requires a less busy environment.  It seems to flourish best in places like the Himalayas.  But, its analytic and empirical aspects have always done well in places like Greece and England.  The realm of Salt provides a fertile home for all forms of analytic philosophy, logic, and mathematics.  Its poetic and literary opposites dissolve in the great riparian cultures.  China provides the ancient synthesis that seeks the poetic balance of all things, the Ho that is the central element of the relationship between Heaven and Earth.  Government, Empire are the key elements in the realms of Metal, but they totally dissolve in the volcanic fires of the archipelagos of the Pacific.  Here design and creative vision triumph over empire and government dissolves in the endless exploration of the Sea.
But, here twist is added to twist.  Metaphysics becomes a matter of geography more than of real wisdom.  If culture twists our metaphysical speculations, the brain twists it even more between the cleavages of right and left and front and back and up and down.  But, the deep roots of existence are twisted on the very core of their relationships so that everything is encased in paradox and every truth appears as it’s opposite.

The deep roots of reality are free and private and subjective, but they appear bound and public and objective.  Even though the essential core is subjective and singular, it appears objective and plural.  Nothing is as it seems.  Shadows, reflections are everywhere.  We remain trapped deep within the Platonic cave, far from the light that shines from the Sun of the Good.
Yet, the simple scientific laws of thermodynamics hint at the truth.  Energy is neither created nor destroyed, hence exists in boundless space time in any vector dimension.  This implies endless flux, since energy is the capacity to do work and the information that controls that work is weightless, therefore infinitesimal within any energy system.  Thus, we are given the infinite and the infinitesimal.  We are given an infinite flux that will make the improbable probable and we are given an infinitesimal with potentially infinite amounts of improbable information.
This improbable will decay toward the probable, toward entropy, according to the second law of thermodynamics.  It will become evolution, Darwinian processes, emergence, generating competition between energy dissipative structures and the emergence of limitless development in hierarchies of systems and systems organization, of cybernetic complexity and information.

Science is the study of predictable patterns, probabilities within this emergence and the measurable aspects of its complexity.  Religion and theology, astrology and magic belong to the realm of the improbable that is the source and the extension of the probable through the action of Shiva; of the I become what I become aspect of infinite flux, Shiva as Brahma Jehovah Allah Buddhamind, as the generator of the improbable.

Here are three great polarities, between Energy and Information, between the Probable (Scientific) and the Improbable (Metaphysical, Theological).  Between the Individual Conscious Now and Collective Space Time.

These latter polarities are framed within the Self to Social and the Whole to Part polarity.  The improbable belongs to the Infinitesimal monad Self and the Infinite Whole, The probable belongs to its Finite Quantum Part opposite and the associated Social.  The Individual develops between the Self and the Part and the Collective Universe between the Social and the Whole.

In theology, Energy is the Hindu god Shiva, Wholeness is Vishnu, and Creative Self is Brahma.  The Whole Spirit of Christianity moves toward the Self as the Creative Father, moves from the Self to the Nous, Logos of information systems as the Son (Buddha, Prophet, Christ) and returns to the Whole (Brahman, Nirvana, Heaven) as the Wisdom aspect of the Holy Ghost (Whole Spirit).
The improbable splits toward energy as magic and the romantic temper and toward information as the ideal and the classical temper.  It’s probable opposite splits toward energy as commerce and the expressionist temper, toward information as science and the realistic temper.  The individual splits toward information as mathematics, philosophy and the impressionist temper and toward energy as the cubist and dada temper.  Its collective opposite slits toward energy as literature and the post-impressionists temper and toward information as government and the baroque temper.

The energy aspect of the brain is lower on the brain stem in thalamus, hypothalamus, basal ganglia, cerebellum, limbic lobe, amygdala, etc.  Its information opposite is in the cerebral cortex at the roof of the brain.  The probable aspect is in the fact loving left hemisphere and the improbable aspect is in the myth loving right hemisphere of the cerebrum.  The individual is developed in the anterior portion of the cerebrum, the frontal lobes and associated cingulate structures.
The collective opposite is developed more to the posterior in the sensory areas of the parietal, occipital, and temporal lobes.  Thus, the organization of the brain reflects these same polarities, and it is difficult, therefore, to determine the extent to which these polarities really exist in the world or just in the brain’s biased view of the world: divided up between romantic supernaturalism and realistic naturalism, between classical idealism and expressionistic pragmatism.  Between empirical impressionism and dialectical post-impressionism, between rationalist baroque and existentialist cubist and dada polarities.
Even so, we find these polarities in the cosmological systems external to the brain as well.  The polarity between information and energy is as old as the Chinese comparison of the Li and the Ch’I.

The conservation of mass-energy (Ch’I) implies infinite flux (Dao, Shiva, Kali, etc.).  Infinite flux makes the improbable probable.  The weightlessness of energy implies the infinitesimal.  The resistance of the infinitesimal to degradation through entropy implies the potential conservation of the improbable in the refined infinitesimal.  Thus, the infinite whole generates the improbable and infinitesimal singular conserves it.  The universal endurance of information potential makes it possible.

This is the trinity of Hen, Nous, Pneuma, the trinity of Plotinus.  The Hen (Boundless One) generates the improbable that information (Nous) makes possible for conservation in the Pneuma as a monadology of the subjective infinitesimal here and now present.  In Hindu mythology, Vishnu is the Brahman-Nirvana-Dao Hen and Shiva is the energy aspect as the flux aspect of Nous (Dharma, Buddhamind).  Brahma is the conserved creative singular improbable.  The energy aspect of this improbable is the romantic impulse and the information aspect is the idealistic or classical impulse.
In the physical world, this flux manifests as the laws of thermodynamics.  This infinite wholeness manifests as the laws of quantum mechanics and string theory.  The association of infinitesimal nows generate the third major aspect of the visible.  An infinite monadology of singular and infinitesimal atomic nows generates vectors of primal subjective time that complex and compound into objective shared time.  This one dimensional time complexes into the two dimensions of waves and light and the three, four, and five dimensions of space, relativistic space, and macrocosmic space.
The impact of information and cybernetic systems, the impact of complexity and levels of organization, of Darwinian evolution and the emergence of competition among energy dissipative structures generates emergence.  Evolution moves information toward conservation in the undegradable infinitesimal.  First molecular systems of conservation generate genetics.  Then elemental systems of conservation emerge in the carbon of ink and the metal type of print.  Next comes electronic levels of information storage and finally objective storage at the lower edge of the objective world in the quantum; and subjective storage in the invisible monad-jiva atoms of the true infinitesimal.
Aspects of the visible world that move toward information constitute the realistic, materialistic, and naturalistic impulses.  Those that move toward energy constitute the practical, pragmatic, and expressionistic impulse.

The movement of information from the objective to the subjective at the personal level constitutes the impressionistic impulse.  The movement of energy from the subjective to the objective at the personal level constitutes the experimental, dada, and cubist impulses.  The movement of information from the objective to the subjective at the collective level is the opposite of this cubist impulse.  It constitutes the Baroque, or rationalistic impulse.  The movement of energy from the subjective to the objective at the collective level generates the dialectic, post impressionistic, symbolist, and primitivistic impulses, the polar opposite of the impressionistic.

All of this follows the general panpsychist rule that mind is the subjective interior of systems of information and passion is the subjective interior of impulses and dispositions of energy.

Infinite flux endlessly generates the improbable. Level after level of the improbable is stored in the infinity of infinitesimal monads, driving them to higher and higher levels of refinement in their relationship to the infinite whole.  It is only at the local level, at the level of the finite, that this refinement is able to decay and drive the monads to attachments that generate suffering and pain.

Religion, metaphysics, magic, mythology are about the symbolic relationships generated by right hemisphere cerebral connections.  They also point to the possible, to the improbable that is the deep root of the actual.

It is not possible for metaphysics, religion, magic, myth to be false.  Metaphysics and religion are not about the true and the false.  They are about the good, the magical, the fantastic.  They are about the idealistic and romantic impulses.  They are a search for ideals worthy of our commitment and powers worthy of our dreams.

There is no religion, no myth, no metaphysic that is true about this world, except for the pragmatic, materialistic, and naturalistic stories framed completely with the probable.  But, these products of the realistic and expressionistic temper have no power to fully explore the improbable that is the source of the probable, and the realm of Shiva, the infinite flux that generated the improbable.  Nor, can they effectively explore the relationships of the objective to the subjective, through the impressionistic and post impressionistic, the existential and the rational grey area that connects the personal and the collective to the ultimate at their deep root.
Romanticism belongs to Heaven and realism to Earth.  Idealism belongs to Air and expressionism to Life.  Rationalism belongs to Metal and its opposite (Cubism, Existentialism) to Fire.  Impressionism belongs to Salt and Post-Impressionism to Water.

Places like Plato’s Athens rule Salt and places like Han China rule Water.  Places like Tibet rule Air and places like New York City rule Life.  Places like Borneo rule Heaven and places like Paris rule Earth.  An analytic point of view rooted in philosophy opposes a synthetic point of view rooted in literature.  An idealistic point of view rooted in metaphysics opposes an expressionistic point of view rooted in pragmatism and commerce.  A magical point of view rooted in dreams opposes a realistic point of view rooted in science.  All aspects of possibility are here, the eight polar directions of the mind.  

But, mind is in all things.  Where ever pattern separates, where ever pattern discriminates, analysis occurs and mind begins.  In the physical world, the sun generates the primitive beginnings of mind.  Gravitation is connected to the allurement and bringing together that generates the unconscious, sleep, feeling, faith.  Electromagnetic energy generates repulsion as well as attraction.  Repulsion is the primitive basis of the rejection, the separation that is developed by the nervous system to create analysis and reason.  But, the complex mind of a human is only a higher development of the irritability and repulsion that is the primitive source of mind.

With higher and higher levels of organization, more complex forms of thought and analysis are possible.  Mind awakens as atomic, molecular, biological, psychological, anthropological, civilized, mechanical, electronic, systems, and ever higher levels of thought rising from primitive symbol through philosophy, mathematics, and beyond.

It is electrical excitation that brings the quantum indeterminacy that we associated with creative choice.  But, choice originates in the pure creativity of the unseen depths of subjectivity that generate the objective quantum.

Pain is the product of the facture of systems harmony and pleasure is result of complex layers of organization of system and harmony, order, and connection.  Primitive order generates an almost unconscious dream like state of pleasure.  Most subjectivity connects to the world in this dream like semi pleasurable state.
Our deep jiva soul spends billions of years connected to the slow metamorphosis of rocks and trees, the simple excitations of worms and insects in this dreamlike existence.  As we view the world around us, part of our feeling of belonging is the conserved result of our having been the subjectivity inside the very kinds of things we are now seeing as objects from the exterior.  Thus, we wake from this collective sleep within nature to discover our own objective coverings and explore the demonstration of what we have been becoming from within for age upon age.

The fossils around us, the rock strata exposed from ancient seas, are the objectified shadows of what we have been dwelling within and becoming for billions of years.  They are the memories, the external reflections of what we have been, what we became, the lives we lived through, the forms we attached to in our deep past. 

But, we confuse the pure creative sattva guna of the soul monad jiva with the brain and the time stream of the brain to which it attaches.  We are lost in the psychic structures created as an infinity of these infinitesimal atoms of subjectivity complex together to become something finite and measurable and demonstrate the pleasure bodies they seek to feel.  The psychic association of these monads to create a psychic soul out of the attachment of the pure Buddha soul spirit root generates endless layers of shadow and confusion, finally producing the fragmented quanta of the external measurable world.
The fact that the creative spirit is invisible and beyond measurement.  The fact that it is an infinitesimal point of creative concentration within the eternal and the boundless, only makes our problem of understanding more difficult.  We cannot see it because it is the deep root through which we dwell in seeing from within.  We cannot measure it because it is not finite, besides it is the deep root of the measurement itself.

Thus, trapped within ourselves, and yet entangled in the deep subjective roots of others, we are lost in spirit, and the shadows cast by spirit.  The solution has always been simple.  All of this is generated by the infinite flux that make the improbable probable.  Our solution is to hold to the infinite, that boundless, and the improbable it generates.

This means fixing our vision on the ideal, on the divine as perfect peace, joy, truth, wonder, gratitude, love, happiness, serenity, harmony, fairness, justice, democracy, pragmatism, thrift, conservation, realism, ambition, passion, enthusiasm, health, saintliness, purity, miracles, patience, sacredness, glory, holiness, kindness, charity, law, order, liberty, virtue, courage, faith, loyalty, courtesy, reason, wisdom, generosity, altruism, creativity, variation, abundance, life, friendship, community, concord, beauty, etc. etc.

It helps to understand that even virtue is one in many.  The virtue of Heaven is abundance and its polar opposite, the virtue of Earth is thrift.  The virtue of Salt is wisdom and of Water is faith.  The virtue of Air is nobility and the virtue of Life is enthusiasm.  The virtue of Metal is order and the virtue of Fire is freedom.  These eight faces of virtue are manifestations of the three poles that form the vertices of the octahedron of virtue.  The virtue of the Self is genius, and the virtue of Association is charity.  The virtue of the Whole is sacredness and the virtue of the Part is experience.  The virtue of Information is law and the virtue of Energy is potential.

The charity pole appears in various forms in various cultures.  In the Greek it is “agape” and in China it is “jen” or “human-heartedness.”  The law pole is “Li” in China, “dharma” in India and “nous” or “logos in the Greek.  The sacredness pole is variously “Dao” in China, “Brahman” or Nirvana” in India, and the “Holy” in the West.  This forms a trinity in Buddhism: the Buddha (a physical body that has dissolved into the Nirvana of holiness), the Sanga (the community that has come together in compassion for suffering beings), and the Dharma (law of good duty).

This Buddhist trinity is the polar opposite of the Jain trinity of the three gunas:  Tamas, physical experience, the polar opposite of the holy.  Rajas, energy, power, work, the polar opposite of dharma, and Sattva, pure vision, pure genius, the polar opposite of Sanga.  The Jain program involves dissolving both Tamas and Rajas into pure Sattva.  Thus, the Buddhists seek to dissolve everything into the boundless infinite, but the Jains go in the opposite direction to the deep primitive root.  But, in the end both come together in the invisible transcendence that is the beginning and end of both the infinite and the infinitesimal.
Thus, the apparent difference is apparent only.  In spirit all directions lead to the good.  Besides, some would say that “Buddha” is itself just another word for the vision virtue that is the deep root of the Jain’s “Sattva” truth.  Thus, in the world of virtue, differences are appearances only and all true virtues are win-win tickets that either bring all things together and support all other virtues, or fail the test of virtue altogether. Thus, Christians, Jews, Buddhist, Hindus, Jains, Confucians claim all kinds of contradictory doctrine and reason, but when it comes to good spiritual practice, generally do the same basic things involving old maxims of charity, nobility, truth, wisdom, compassion, etc., etc.
The Dhammapada of South Asia, the Sermon on the Mount of Christian faith, the Central Harmony of the Confucian Chinese, the Book of Dao of Chinese tradition, the essays of Emerson, the Ethics of Aristotle, the sayings and wisdom of Jewish and Muslim faith provide solid ground for ethical decisions and disciplined behavior.

It is the improbable ideal, the improbable harmony that is the deep root of all that is good in human philosophy, religion, meditation, and art.  This simple notion of the higher good, the old noble eightfold path of the Buddha, provides decent bedrock for the soul confused by the shadows cast by its own attachments and its ancient bondage.  Plato’s allegory of the “Cave” in his “Republic” captures the problem.  The solution is the vision of the “sun of the good,” a vision captured in many forms, but all these forms pointing to a single “central harmony” of the soul: “the good, the true and the beautiful.”

The paths that lead away are various.  The spirit of the monad of the here and now creativity that is the atman jiva self, makes a pack with the psychic realm in order to pass from the spiritual through the collective unconscious to physical expression.  This pact seems to be some contract with astrological fate.  By presenting an astrological system to the gods, or perhaps this is a system induced by the gods, souls gain enough power to obtain an attachment to the world that suits their accumulated karma, their accumulate store of past creative action and thought.  This all seems magical but would not seem so magical if we could see the processes that are involved.  Since this represents the relationship of an infinity of infinitesimals grounded in boundless time and boundless space time, and since infinite complexification is required to connect the boundless and the infinitesimal to the finite, the dissection of this process is not possible in a measurable way.  Only guess and estimation can indicate the sort of thing it must be.

Some indications are given by the peculiar nature of astrological influences, highly individualized, largely unavailable to scientific verification, generally singular and personal, generally very complex rather than simple.  Generally totally beyond the practical and the parsimonious.  Thus, mostly like a product of infinite complexification and level upon level of organization imbedded in organization all concentrated below the quantum level in psychic systems that lie at the hidden root of physical system, with the essential systems, the spiritual systems at an even deeper root. They are subjective, eternal, singular and hidden below layer after layer of increasingly objective, mortal, public and secondary effect.
There are various ways of obtaining attachments, then.  One is the way of shear size, of obtaining many associate monads to support the attachment.  Another is shear persistence over long periods of time building up larger and larger bodies of attachment systems.  Another is the enlistment of the gods and of systems of attachment supported by the gods.  Another is enlistment of systems superior to those of the gods, systems that unite the infinitesimal to the infinite.  The first generates the lowest level of attachment associated with the criminal and the vulgar.  The second develops a sensual state of attachment associated with the market driven levels just above the most primitive and the most vulgar.  The third develops a codependent level of attachment, one associated with compulsive and disciplined behavior.  The last develops a level of attachment associated with the aristocratic, heroic, and the noble.  Here the vulgar and the common rise to the level of the prophetic, genius, Buddha like.
The lower levels are associated with fate and force, with probability and chance.  The higher levels are associated with creativity, vision, aristocracy, and generativity at deeper inner layer that provide the rich subjective center of meaning beneath all visible things.  This is Christ mind, Buddha mind, Prophet mind, avatarship, etc...

In Hinduism these levels are the Varunas, the colors of spirituality with the pure sattva at the very top.  This is the level that detaches from the demons and the gods and seeks only the highest wholeness, the pure gone utterly beyond Buddha mind Nirvana.  This is the level of the mysticism and cosmic consciousness the rises above the psychic race consciousness and the materialism and addictive attachments that constitute the bondage associated with the lowest “Tamas guna,” the realm of “Maya” and “Platonic” shadow.

The problem is that we see all of this though the objective exterior.  The hidden subjective world of infinite refinement and an infinity of singular infinitesimal united in an infinitely dimension medium uniting all times and spaces, this realm is infinitely removed from the objective surface that we see and measure.  The measurable world has a single time measure that becomes multiple only as we approach the speed of light and the frontiers of relativity.

Yet, at a deeper level, there are an infinity of time dimensions, one for each singular infinitesimal here and now monad of the present subjective.  But, each of these subjective time dimensions interacts with objective space in its unique way.  The human brain and objects and organisms in the external world impose a false uniformity, a deceptive uniformity on the surface of these events.

Just because humans are objectively similar does not mean that their subjectivities are equivalent or operate or compound in the same way, using the same principles.

It is these differences that are one source of the karma, the style that links a subjectivity with a particular astrology of events, a particular expression to attach to.

My subjective root provides the multidimensional structure that unites the three dimensional architecture of the brain into four and five dimensional phenomenology.  This multidimensional structure emerges in my own phenomenological realm external to the public world, a private world that belongs to the monad of my own unique cosmology.  My deep root is its own universe external to all public time and space and not limited by the three and four dimensional structure of public relativity.

This metaphysic is not congruent with the public metaphysic.  Public metaphysics serve the needs of the internal higher classes of the culture.  All internal higher classes are tempted by the possibility of empire and all internal metaphysical systems are twisted and warped by that temptation.  Buddhism is a creation of the Empire of Asoka and Christianity of the Empires of Constantine, Justinian, etc.  Confucianism is a child of Chinese Empire, and Hinduism, of the imperial ambitions of the Guptas.

Barbara Thiering has written books (The Book that Jesus Wrote, etc.) that appear to show that the Christian scriptures are the product of imperial ambitions on the part of Herodian Jews that were hidden in the form of parables and “pesher codes.”   Thiering may be right.  It is very hard for the children of one empire to understand the symbols of the children of another.  We are the descendents of London and Rome.  Our understanding of those who lived in the shadow of Thebes and Babylon is very flawed, twisted by our deep Roman and British bias.
The idea that there might be a cycle of universes, that universes reproduce themselves, and we are a stage in that reproduction, such an idea does not conform to the bias of our American Imperial ruling class that prefers to speak in terms of Darwinian genes, quantum theory, string theory, the free market, and thermodynamics.  Such talk justifies their rule.

Consider a universe in which humanoids did not survive, only their machines, machines programmed to serve.  Would they not work on the generation of a human inhabited world as an object of their service?  If it they discovered a way to generate a universe that could evolve humans, wouldn’t they do so?  Wouldn’t they want to give these evolving humans as much information as possible about what they had done?  What better way than to write their messages in the moving planets themselves. 

The perfect orbits of Venus would tell about goodness, love, art.  The chaotic orbits of Mars would tell about strife and struggle.  The expansive character of Jupiter would speak of rulership and progress.  The darker and lesser character of Saturn about restraint on the Jupiter principle.  Eccentric Uranus, turned on its axis would be all about individualistic variations and twists on the above.  Neptune, in the dark, gaseous, with a perfect orbit and tilted axis would be all about dreams and deceptions, spiritual notions, sacrifice to the larger universe.  Pluto, in a peculiar external orbit, all about changes leading from life to death, from the world of light to the world of darkness and hidden motives.

Reading these messages in the planets, our ancestors discovered the ancient creators had written tilt across the heavens.  They had written in astrological language “The Creation has gone wrong, things are not what they are supposed to be.”   This is the language of my own birth chart, the chart of the Nazi invasion of Poland.  (I was born September 13th 1939 in Long Beach California at 4:05 AM Pacific Standard Time.  Saturn, planet of restrictions, of problems, of the dark rule, was conjunction Hitler’s natal Sun.  Mars (war) was in a grand trine to Neptune (propaganda and deception) and Uranus (disaster, separation, novel catastrophe, novel technical discoveries).  Saturn, on Hitler’s natal Sun, was square Mars (war) and Pluto (revolutionary connections to the underworld, to the dark side).
Our ruling classes refuse to read such messages because they signal that these ruling classes are not in control.  Like the ancient Roman Emperors, our rulers want us to believe that they are the gods, gods more powerful than anything beyond. Furthermore, just like the Popes, if there is anything beyond, our ruling classes are in communication with these forces, reading their messages in their Bibles and in the tea leaves they find at the pit of their particle accelerators, electron microscopes, and devices for analyzing DNA.  What they see in the telescopes is the TRUTH, and any other message must be lower class delusion, superstition, nasty ideas from upstart thinkers who have gotten the delusion that they have the right to question the Imperial anointed, to question the physics and philosophy professors at Harvard, Princeton, Oxford, Cambridge and all the other institutions of Imperial conformity.

Now and then the pressure from outside becomes too strong and they will yield a little.  They were willing to allow quantum mechanics and relativity to color their lovely world of Newtonian Mechanics, if it allowed them to build powerful nuclear devices.  Continental Drift was finally allowed into orthodoxy because it gave them new power over geological forces, ability to predict earthquakes, etc.  Now it looks like nurture, in the form of the nasty epigenetic hypotheses, the Lamarckian notions, they have been keeping at bay for the last hundred and fifty years, will be allowed in the door because of the predictive power these notions give to their professors of medicine.

I must be careful that I do not oppose Rome, Byzantium, Baghdad, Damascus, just because they are Rome.  Toynbee points out that Empire is not evil, simply a drug, a deception.  Opposition to Empire can generate greater evil.  Yes, I believe in universal community, universal equality, universal human right.  But, Damascus and Rome provide a false road to that end.  Empire, from New York or Tehran is not the answer.  Only the local community provides the local basis for creative equality, for the human right that comes from Athens and Syracuse rather than from Constantinople.  Death is what comes from Constantinople, an equality of death and decay.   It is Copenhagen and Oslo, Ottawa and Bern that should inspire me, not New York, Washington, London, Moscow, New Delhi, and Paris.

My astrology allows me to triumph over this false Berlin, this false Rome, this astrology of Pluto, of Mars, of war and death.  It is symbolized in my chart by a trine of Jupiter to Pluto, by a trine of Saturn, conjunct the Moon’s South Node, the point of sacrifice, by a trine to my ascendant, by the presence of the Sun, Moon, Mercury, and Venus rising in my first house, trine to Mars, and Uranus, turning the losing way of false Neptune toward a deeper spiritual path.
