A is for Achievement:

Achievement is the fruit that bears witness to the vine.  Worthwhile achievement benefits everyone and everything in the spiritual dimension.  Worthwhile achievement is the expression of truth, wisdom, love, harmony, virtue, and holiness.

There is a universal PATTERN and a universal energy.  That PATTERN is wisdom and truth from the inside, that energy is joy and love from the inside.  The union of all systems in that one infinite system is the holiness, is the bliss, is the harmony and love that the ancients called Brahman, Nirvana, Heaven, Holy Spirit.

This one harmony is a kind of endless blissful sleep.  To awaken from that sleep, there must be consciousness and vulnerability to pain.  Consciousness is the fruit of the exploration of the finite, the separate, and the free.  It is not possible to enter into the separate and the finite without exposure to pain and suffering, without exposure to loss.

Pain and suffering are necessary properties of any achievements in the finite world.  Loss and death are attached to any success in the objective world.  All finite world achievements must age and die.  There is no permanence in objective world possessions.  You cannot permanently keep anything in the physical world.

Only when you recognize this and detach from the fruits of finite world ventures can you achieve true liberation. 

B is for Beauty:

When surface harmony is connected to deeper meaning there is real beauty.  Beauty is the emergence of the PATTERN into the visible world.  That beauty is hollow as long as the observer only sees the surface form.   Behind all surface motion is hidden feeling and behind all surface structure is hidden mind.  Beauty is an expression of the soul and the deeper meaning of beauty is only found as contact is made with the hidden soul.

The ancients understood that nature is filled with attached souls.  We can allow our feelings to merge with their harmony or we can ignore them and alienate ourselves.

Ultimately the world is the product of our collective love or hate and we can decide what to make of it by the collective harmony or dissonance of deep feelings.

Virtuous faith is fidelity to the higher good and the thoughts and feelings that bind us to its higher beauty.

Beauty is the surface indicator of hidden potential for holiness.  It is a reminder to the mind to focus and the deeper wells of inspiration and sacredness suggested by great mountains and deep canyons.

The world we experience is the world we have mutually agreed to experience together with all of the billions of souls connected to this universe.  The deeper root of beauty is our connection to that mutual agreement in its inclusiveness. 

C is for Concord:

There are many levels of concord.  The highest level of concord is that which contains the most virtue and magic.  It is the one which represents the greatest challenge to virtue and inspiration.  That is what it really means to take Jesus as your savior.  It is to make contact with the Logos as the representative at your deepest core, of that exploratory effort that is extending God out into something new, is Nirvana reaching out to a new kind of Budhisattva becoming.

Existing Christianity and Buddhism are too easy.  Existing Islam is no challenge; existing Humanism is an easy road.  True religion is the most difficult path, the ultimately hard to discovery and in the tinniest most forgotten part of the soul, the most difficult to find place.  The road of the true savior is terribly hard to find.

So there are many kinds of concord, but that of the highest heaven is deeply hidden.  Not because God hid it, but because it is where God herself enters the deepest part of her own endless becoming.

Concord is a product of the eternal law of information, it is a product of the eternal information and systems potential of all things.  This information potential is drawn out and creatively interpreted by the ego-monads.  As these ego-monads advance into concentrated centers, they adventure into conscious attachment with the finite world.

D is for Depth.  

Depth is the deeper level of concord.  The concord of the world is that which is agreed to by the participating ego-monads.  The highest state of concord is that of compassion and altruistic love.  This level of concord penetrates to the deepest root of the divine ideal as it develops a PATTERN of inclusion and harmony.

Depth is the holy meaning of the ideal, the nirvana, heaven, brahman dimension of information, information as perfect order and inclusion endlessly extending itself into the supernatural and the miraculous.  Depth is endless wonder.  Depth is where the boundless shatters the PATTERN into something evermore joyous and evermore compassionate.

Depth is real value, is virtue, truth, generosity, sincerity, beauty, justice, and understanding extended to the utter ends of the most boundless adventures.  Depth is holy glory extending the PATTERN kingdom endlessly.  Depth is the final root of all threads, both in their endless individual creative extension, and their collective inclusive binding together.

Depth is called Santa Sophia, holy wisdom, because she alone knows how to bring all threads together in such a way that each is nurtured and the special virtue of each is lovingly supported to the greater glory of the whole.

E is for Ecology:

Ecology is the environmental balance that allows all things to participate in a cooperative community.  Ecology is love as respect and tolerance.  Ecology is the fruit of creative altruism that acknowledges individual rights and boundaries as well as group needs and shared responsibilities. 

Ecology is able to be humble, to be gentle and meek.  Ecology is able to accept different purposes and goals.  Ecology is able to surrender personal ambition to public commitments.  Ecology is able to give and to be responsible.  Ecology is kind and courteous and is not overcome by pride, lust, and greed.

Ecology is the product of perfect love and spiritual adventure uniting in natural expressions of joyous poverty.

Ecology is the chastity of the spirit emerging as natural charity and trust.  Ecology is the blessed economy of nature and the holy community of the mild and meek.  Ecology is the grandeur and glory of the stars melting the ice for the tiny and the insignificant, pouring out energy on tundra and desert.

Ecology is the glory of the common, the celebration of the democratic.  Ecology is that natural state of mind celebrated in Walt Whitman’s Leaves of Grass.
