We have rejected Hegel and his dialectic.  Yet, consider our situation.  We know that existence consists of figure and ground, finite and infinite, statistically normal center and odd infinitesimal fragments that disperse from the center, consist of the subjective and the objective, the public and the private, the measurable and the immeasurable.  
Our science can only tell us about the measurable, the figure, the finite, the objective, the public, the statistically normal.  Our positivistic, materialistic, pragmatic, utilitarian, instrumentalist, analytic, empirical, science and technology approaches just assume that the immeasurable, the infinite, the infinitesimal, the private, the odd, the ground of things is an extension of what our public measurements of the objective world show us to be true.

Hegel’s approach was acceptance of the fact that the ground of things, the subjective, the private is the antithesis, the opposite of the public, the objective, the form of things.  He was forced to this conclusion by the Kantian analysis of metaphysics.  Hegel attempted to look for a larger synthesis that included the public measurable thesis and the private immeasurable transcendence from which it emerges.  What we are suggesting is that Hegel appears to have been right.  The Western prejudice that existence is a small comfortable Jewish god ruled place where only one set of rules holds appears to be to narrow at way of look at existence that extends beyond the bounds of given time and space itself, in which infinite flux makes the improbable probable.

If it is possible, somewhere in the endless, it will come true?  So what is possible?  That is our question.  The answer seems to be simple.  Take what is known and extend it endlessly to the limits of its possible extension.  The result looks like this.
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Free = Fire, Analysis = Salt, Order = Wood, Synthesis = Water, Quality = Air, Product = Earth, Emergence = Dust, Quantity = Heaven, Infinitesimal Creative = Hot Fast, Infinite Whole = Moist Weak, Statistical Group = Cold Slow, Finite Part = Dry Strong, Flux Energy = Lightning Storm, Fixed Information = Metal Frame

Infinitesimal opposes Statistical, Infinite opposes Finite, Fixed opposes Flux, Free opposes Order, Analysis opposes Synthesis, Quality opposes Emergence, Quantity opposes Product, Form opposes Possibility, Perfection opposes Action, Variation opposes Sameness, Conservation opposes Development, Measure opposes Transcendence, Collective opposes Individual.

Free is the Cubist temper, Order is the Baroque

Quality is the Classical temper, Emergence is the Expressionistic.

Quantity is the Romantic temper, Product is the Realistic, Analysis is the Impressionistic temper, Water is the Eclectic (Symbolic, Post-Impressionist, Fashion, etc.,etc.)

In philosophy, the Cubist is existential and the Baroque is rational, the Classical is idealistic, the Expressionist is pragmatic, the Impressionist is empirical and analytic, the Eclectic is dialectical and Hegelian.  The Romantic is supernaturalistic (Augustine and Aquinas, Buddha and Sancara, Lao Tzu, etc.) and the Realistic is positivistic, materialistic, naturalistic. None has a monopoly on truth.

If you want to know about this world, go to the scientist, about the next, go to the Buddha.  If you want to know about the mind, go to Socrates, about the heart, go to Li Po.  If you want to govern, find Mencius, if you are tired of governing, find Picasso.  If you seek virtue, read Kant and Plato, if you seek practice, find the street corner merchant.

Thesis 1 is nothing more than an excess of the neurotransmitter glutamate, and other neurotransmitters that extend the infinite creativity of the upper brain.  We call this realm “Heaven” and associate it with the “Romantic” temper.
The Antithesis of Thesis 1 is the neurotransmitter acetylcholine, that is responsible for muscle movement and for neural activity in the parasympathetic division of the autonomic system that maintains the resting state, the vegetative state of the visceral nervous system.  This Antithesis is Earth, opposite of Heaven.  It is also the melancholic temper, the depressed state of an organism that has retreated from its infinitely varied environment into the finite limits of its internal homeostasis, an organism seek security before stimulus, an organism that does not want to take chances.  This is also, the so called “Realistic” temper.

Thesis 2 is the simple state in which norephinephrane generates the sympathetic, the excited state alternative to the parasympathetic activity of acetylcholine, where blood can flow to the muscles rather than the viscera.  This provides the organism with a simple switch, a simple alternative: prepare to act, or rest.  This simple switch is the foundation of a series of simple switches the makes of the kingdom we call “Salt.”  Some of these switches may involve neurotransmitters like histamine, which seems to help the hippocampus store memories.  Emphasis on these simple switches appears to generate the “Impressionistic” temper.
The Antithesis of Thesis 2 is a complex state in which a number of neurotransmitters are active and the phlegmatic state is induced in the kingdom we call “Water.”  This complex state is induced by the neurotransmitter serotonin.  Serotonin generates an “all is well” reaction in the upper brain that allows all upper level neural processes to be dissolved in complex upper brain synthesis leading to sleep and dreams.  This watery kingdom induces the eclectic mode of thinking, a long with “Symbolism,” “Post-Impressionism,” and other “Fashion Art” tempers.

Thesis 3 is the result of the triumph of the neurotransmitter norephinephron and the choleric temper.  It belongs to the kingdom we call “Fire” and it is a state of vigilance and action. It is the “Cubist” and “Da Da” tempers that emerge when our fear and anger allow us to rip things into shreds.
The Antithesis of Thesis 3, is Wood, is the kingdom of habit and automatic response, all the ordinary and regular things we do when our adrenalin, our hypervigilance is not in control.  It is also the realm of rationalism, of the “Baroque temper, of the Absolutism and the Monarchy of the “Everyday.”  This realm appears to be guarded by neurotransmitters like GABA that can exert feedback controls of the brain’s extensive glutamate based neurotransmitter systems.
Thesis 4 is the kingdom of dopamine and its associated manic, hypomanic, and sanguine states, the I want it neurotransmitter, and of all the set-points, plans, ideals, our wants and desires set up for us.  It is the realm of Air, of the “Necessary Beings,” the “gods” that are made necessary by our desire for them, our worship of them.  It is also the “Classic” temper that collects the ideals and desires of others in some section of the mind’s internal museum case.
When dopamine is successful in generating the release of natural endorphins, it will bring on a sanguine mood.  Unfortunately, it can also generate an addictive frame of mind where the brain seeks to generate the endorphins through the ingestion of external stimuli and chemicals.
The Antithesis of 4 is the kingdom of “Dust,” or of “Interstellar Dust.”  This is the realm where dopamine is relatively absent.  It is all the unplanned for aspects of the realm of neural awareness.  It symbolizes entropy and thermodynamic probability.  It is the vulgar decay of all our hopes and dreams.  It is the “Expressionistic” temper.  One example of a neurotransmitter that may facilitate the attachments necessary to emergent expressions of this sort is oxytocin.
So the Kantian Theses and Antitheses are actually rooted in psychological, biological, and chemical states of the brain (Psychos, Bios, and Zymos levels of organization).  When Kant examines the moral level of organization, the Demos that brings a rational moral structures to the Anthros of language, Kant is providing a structure that the ruling Receptive and Glutinous orientations can draw out into their empires.  The Utilizing and Marketing orientations reject the dialectical and rational thought systems of Hegel and Spinoza, not because there is a defect in these systems, but rather because the Marketing and Utilizing orientations are better fulfilled with a metaphysics that is focused on science and technology, on the measurable and the practical.  This is not about truth, it is about power and the perpetuation of power utilizing ancient structures within the brain that respond to power: amygdala, hypothalamus, etc..
