Western philosophy suffers from a number of defects.  The first defect is the assumption that materialistic and factual forms of truth and reason are the proper goals of all philosophic, even all academic disciplines.  Human goals can include all tempers, romantic and realistic, classical and expressionistic, cubist and baroque, impressionistic and eclectic, all orientations, productive (aboriginal) and utilizing (materialistic), exploitative (existential) and receptive (rationalistic), segregating (analytic) and glutinous (dialectical), refining (idealistic) and marketing (practical, all categories, quantity and product, quality and probable, open and closed, separate and mixed, all values, imaginative and factual, virtuous and popular, wise and faithful, adventurous and disciplined.
Truth can be coherent, correspondent, or practical, reason can be inductive, deductive, or dialectical.  Facts can involve any level of organization and complexity; reason can operate within a multiplicity of systems including the empirical, practical, theoretical, speculative, fantastic.  There is no right compromise between skepticism and belief, certainty and uncertainty, clarity and mystery, measurement and the immeasurable, figure and ground, probable and improbable.

Western philosophy inherits biases, assumptions, traditions.  It begins by violating its own rules of reason.  Idealists violate the prohibition against appeals to authority by making appeals to the authority of tradition, classical ideals, religion, beauty, etc.  Materialists appeal to the authority of science.  Rationalists appeal to reason and Existentialists to choice and feeling.  Those who like analysis appeal to the emotions effective analysis invokes, feelings of superiority, skepticism of opposing positions,  desire for perfectionism in method and conclusion, preference for simple measurable facts, etc.
Quine bases his severe version of empiricism on its authoritative foundation, science and mathematics, the emotional appeals of things parsimonious, factual, and simple for those coming from a modern scientific background, etc... But, Quine is committing numerous fallacies.  He begs the question of parsimony, etc, parsimony becomes good because it is parsimonious, the material and empirical because it is material and empirical, besides 30,000 scientists and mathematicians are not likely to be wrong.

But the worst bias of the West is toward either or categories of universal and particular, good and evil, true and false, subjective and objective, finite and infinite, fact and fantasy, thought and feeling, determinism and indeterminism.
For example, it is possible for the subjective to grade into the objective, the simple into the complex, the infinitesimal into the infinite, the individual into the collective.  It is possible for the indeterminate to exist at the subjective infinitesimal root and the determinate to exist within the complex order manifest by the indeterminate roots, for what is objectively random to be subjectively and privately unrandom in a privately determined way.

In the material visible testable rational factual world, things are either determinate or indeterminate, but the material visible testable rational and factual is the emergent surface, not the deep meaning that could represent its source and root.  What if all the free and creative were hidden in the infinitesimal and the private?  What if there were infinitesimal atoms of privacy that presupposes the larger finite public atoms of the measurable world?  If we construct gradients of categories, rather than simple divisions of fact and non-fact, measurable and not measurable, what we find is the determinate grades into the indeterminate, the factual into the fanciful, the practical into the ideal, etc., etc.

Western metaphysics is based on a false premise, a false set of divisions, a false dissection that kills the chicken by cutting bone from muscle and claims that real chickens have no life.

In its worship of the marketing and utilizing orientations, the realistic and expressionist tempers, the modern west has thrown out art, mythology, metaphysics, and fantasy in favor of business, science, government, and logic.  The bias is rooted in appeals to the popularity of science, the authority of science, the emotional appeal of simple fact and logic, the circular argument that simple fact is simple fact and textbook logic is textbook logic, appeals to name calling references to the lack of rigor, fuzzy thinking of those who are not properly materialistic, naturalistic, empirical, practical, analytic, etc.  It is based on special pleading.  It ignores the evidence, that form, which tends to be known by its actual outline, emerges from a background of the possible, that the finite measures of a circle include an infinite number of infinitesimal sides.
