A is for Axioms:

It is possible to know the nature of ultimate existence.  Ultimate existence is only ordinary existence projected out into infinity.  Without infinity to generate it, there would be no local system. The mathematical principles operating in our system operate in all systems.  There is a higher form of mathematics in which mathematics grades into something more.

This something more is the series of polarities that generates all things.  This series of polarities begins with the polarity between mathematics and art.  This is the same polarity that appears as the distinction between weightless information and energy (that is neither created nor destroyed).  These polar oppositions between the fixed and the fluid, between “dharma” and “karma,” provide the axles for the cart of divine cosmology.

Everything begins with the infinitesimal.  At the level of the infinitely tiny are the cracks in existence that are the beginning of all things.  Here we find endless differentiation, the creativity of the primitive soul that is the free source of all cosmologies and the subjective aspect of all mental states.  Out of the eccentric privacy of this infinitesimal beginning comes the fundamental models that determine the relationships to which these private realms attach, and the public realms they will generate by their mutual attachment.

The attached world is the finite world.

B is for Body:

The physical emerges from the attachment of the creative infinitesimal of the soul to particular combinations of waves, particles and quantum events.  The physical is best known by empirical means.  The public world emerges from it as a result of the assembly of ever-larger parts by the combination of component parts and by the emergence of new and higher levels of organization.  Just as the private world is infinitesimal, peculiar, and free, so the public world is statistical, common, and predictable through norms.

From the physical, comes its polar complement, the infinite whole.  Just as the physical is best described by facts obtained scientifically, so the infinite whole is best described mythologically.  Just as any given truth is likely to be false about the body, so any given truth is likely to be true about the infinite whole.  Thus science and religion are polar opposites that complement each other.

The public world that generates the endless hierarchy of levels of organization that merges the finite into the infinite (wave, particle, atom, molecule, cell, organism, tribe, city, etc.) is itself the polar opposite of the private world of the eternal differentiation of the infinitesimal.  Just as the public world is the mechanical effect of all things, so the private is the free source of all things.

The body is the result of the attachment of the private in the processes of its assemblage of its public complement.

C is for Cosmology:

The world is in denial of the possibility of such a universal cosmology.  Scientists do not want to give up their special status as visionaries of a “higher physics.”  Theologians do not want to give up the special status of their “chosen religions.”   Educators do not want to surrender the special status of their official curriculum for a curriculum that includes the private mythologies of primitive people.

Educators do not want to believe that we can find as much of importance within ourselves through meditation as we can discover externally through learning.  Scientists do not want to believe that myth can tell us as much about ultimate being as science can.  Mathematicians do not want to face the power of energy over form and logic.

So we are stuck in a metaphysical box defined by the public, scientific, and logical corners we have made for it.  Yet, the subjective, the private, the dynamic pass through the walls of this box without our even noticing they are there.

The realm of larger cosmology is defined by the realm of larger mathematics, by the possible form that can be given to an infinite whole that integrates all things, including the infinitesimal roots from which it came.  This means a system inclusive of all opposites, of freedom, of subjectivity, of feeling as the complements to mechanism, objective form, and reason.  This metaphysics endlessly expands into the infinite, making the magic of endless time.

D is for Development:

Evolution controls development, but it controls local development.  The infinite is a result of the interaction of private subjective choice and public emergent space-time.  The finite changes in hidden ways at its infinitesimal roots and infinite outward extensions.  The freedom of the infinitesimal appears in public space as statistical randomness.  Yet, its infinitesimal character places it outside the parameters of statistical prediction.  It is something wild and untamable, the infinity of infinitesimal changes that curves a line back in the direction from which it came.

Statistics can only predict the characteristics of the statistical world.  The statistical world is only one world of the many.  Gilbert Ryle pointed this out his book titled “Dilemmas."  An accountant can claim that his books record all the facts about his company.  Yet, they are still accounting facts. 

It is true that the world of evolution is best known to biological science and not theologians studying the Garden of Eden.  Yet, biology can say nothing about the larger context.  The Garden of Eden is one metaphor for that context that only becomes false when it is used as the only possible correct context.

The religions of the world have created myths that picture the souls of god and men as causal forces in cosmic development.  These myths transcend local scientific fact.

E is for Eccentric:

Because the subjective is the infinitesimal inexistence that generates all existence, the freedom that is the source of all natural government, the subjective possibility that is the source of all factual actuality, the eternal principle that is the source of all local probability, the individual information that begins the cosmic synthesis, because this is so it is fundamentally eccentric.  The soul, the spirit, the subjective essence at the infinitesimal root of eternity is utterly peculiar, utterly bizarre.

Each soul is the author of its own universe, which just happens to combine with others to form larger wholes.  Each soul is the source of its own utterly distinct cosmology, utterly distinct mythology, utterly distinct reality.  God is something different to each soul because each soul is primal existence generating a different kind of god.

The soul is the answer to primary metaphysical questions.  Since each soul is unique, each answer is different.  Since there are infinity of eternal infinitesimal souls endlessly expanding their nothingness to generate the flow of time, there are an infinity of unique answers that are themselves endlessly evolving to no final end.

Whatever interpretation is given, the soul, the subjective core is the cause, the essence, the freedom, the singular beginning of finite things.  All objective events are assembled on its primitive foundation beyond the world.

F is for Form:  

Form fools us.  The finite overwhelms the infinitesimal and drowns it.  Empirical facts explain the finite.  Natural realities provide the objective evidence for our interpretations of existence.  These facts tell us that consciousness and free will are the dreams of fools.  Freedom and creativity are myths generated by the storms of nerve cell messages that wash across the surface of the brain.

Yet, empirical evidence can never explain the origin of things.  Empirical evidence can never explain where freedom is hiding.  Empirical evidence can never explain why subjective elements of consciousness feel so primitively real.  Our imperial systems invent imperial god to explain it all, but the action of these catholic and orthodox gods makes no more sense than the action of the catholic and orthodox states that created them.

Freedom hides in the infinitesimal.  Primal meaning hides in the infinitesimal.  Creativity hides in the infinitesimal and endures the wreckage of the flesh and the various local worlds.  

Evolution over infinities of time can concentrate infinite amounts of information and energy within the infinitesimal.  The infinitesimal can evolve into its own unique microcosm.  The possibilities are endless.  Each is singular.  Each is the representative of its kind.  Each is the jewel that redefines the gods at the secret core of their realm.

G is for Gods:

All the gods are true.  Jesus is the logos that opens the deep door of the infinitesimal into the infinite.  Buddha, Jesus, Allah, Krishna are all metaphors for that relationship.  When the Buddhists say there is no self, they mean the attached self, the self of the flesh.  

The detached self, the self that claims no self, the infinitesimal self that is pure nothingness, is existential inexistence, that self is the true Buddha.  It is the beginning of the pursuit of the ultimate, of the pursuit of the transcendence, of the ultimate Buddhamind process that renews and purifies all things.

That deep inner non-self core to the external attached self is the place where the pathway to nirvana opens up in the depths of the soul.  A soul focused on that path looses its desire for attachment and seeks instead the endless transcendence of nirvana, of a destination that is gone, gone, gone, gone utterly beyond.

Each soul creates its own unique way of transcendence.  Each soul is a Buddha at its core.  Each soul is a raft across the ocean of attachment leading to the further shore.

Each soul uniquely develops its own road on which all other souls can come.  For no soul goes to nirvana without taking all souls with them when they go.  When the souls actually follow is up to those souls.

All the gods and Buddhas dwell in the soul’s true heart.

H is for Harmony:

There are many harmonies, there are many songs.  Scholars are too impressed by some of them.  We are so impressed by the harmonies of geology, of physics, of biology, that we fail to hear the notes of art or music, of logic, or epistemology, of Hindu or Jewish religion.

Our belief in physics prejudices us against astrology.  Our belief in astronomy prejudices us against Hinduism.  Our belief in Christianity prejudices us against evolution.  Always we see the limitation of the human mind and its failure to comprehend the breadth of creation.

The human mind is constantly deceived by physical power.  It is the physical energy of the world that attracts us and diverts us from the creative use of our inner freedom.   We bow down before the physical demonstrations of chemistry and engineering, the dramatic populism of biblical Christianity and Koranic Islam.  We cannot keep our eyes off of the physical world.  We neglect the existential core within us that is its source.

The soul confuses this source with the mind and brain.  It swims in the nerve cells of the brain as a fish swims in the sea.  But, all of this is still external.  None of this is the fabulous kingdom within.

Just as there are finite worlds in this system, so there are infinite contexts.  Just as there are fixed laws, so there is flux.  Just as there is public, so there is private.

I is for Individual:

There is no statistical validity for astrology that consistently holds up.  Astrology is a magical aspect of existence that only emerges in the development of individual nativities.  Astrology is the proof of the individuation of the cosmos at its deepest roots.  Astrology is not a science and will never be a science.  It is a magical art combining metaphysics and theology (as in Hinduism) demonstrating the creative redefinition of existence by each individual at their ultimate subjective beginning.

The birth of each individual redefines the cosmology of all worlds.  The patterns of this redefinition enter into the fabric of all existence.  In the end they are rooted in the creative inexistence that generates the subjective becoming that is the source of all objective form.

Astrological relationships are not visible within the empirical world.  Astrological relationships emerge from the deeper mythology of individual lives and the events of those lives.

The idea that all things must be limited to the empirical world is a prejudice that cannot be proven.  We assume that the world of science is the only important world.  Yet, we cannot explain where the world of science comes from.  We invent gods and creators to explain where the world of science comes from.  Never do we think to look to the depths of our own heart.  Never do we think to look for something deeper and more refined than material form.

J is for Jesus:

No myth or theology is ever completely false.  Every cultural symbol stands for some part of the larger whole.  Jesus is a symbol of that inner core, of the spiritual center that is the logos, the spiritual creativity that make all things.

The discovery of true immortality, true freedom, true salvation is the discovery of the pure Jesus, the pure Son of God, the pure savior hidden in the depths of our being.  This real Jesus transcends any particular story, legend, church, theology or theological account.  The true Jesus is the manifestation of a spiritual principle that awakens all personal potential, not just that of one particular man in ancient Palestine.

Each of us must find what that Jesus, Buddha, Virgin Mary principle is for us.  Each of us must find our own version of that holy legend that is true in the eternal Christmas time and Easter time of our own heart.  Each of us must find our own Krishna of Brindiban, our own Zeus in the Mount Olympus of our own soul.  We must not go whoring after someone’s else’s gods and goddesses, we must be true to our own God and Goddess in our own true heart’s core.

This inner Jesus is the inner way, the inner life that holds the key to the unique relationship of the individual soul with the ground of being.  This inward theology, this creative theology of the inner heart is the true theology.  It is in this inner chamber and not in the outer world that the soul finds its salvation.

K is for Kinds:

There are six basic kinds of things in three basic kinds of polarities: information to energy, private to public, finite part to infinite whole.  Information is weightless.  Energy can neither be created nor destroyed.  These are the polar opposites that become all things.  Energy is an actual that is transformed in type but never in quantity.  Information is a possibility that endlessly endures because it is independent of the weight or energy of the medium.

These two poles appear as the Yin to Yang, the fixed to flux, the law to energy, the Dharma to Karma, the Mathematics to Art polarities.  These polarities form the axles of the carts of divine cosmology.

The process of becoming all things begins from within with infinitesimal centers of subjectivity that are the creative source of all freedom, of all inner consciousness, the primitive essence of all cosmologies and systems of metaphysics.  These centers are eternal and distinct, each in themselves.  They have no end and no beginning.  They endlessly differentiate at the primitive inexistent beginning, the existential core of all things.

The systems created by these creative centers interact and fuse to generate the visible worlds.  This emergence takes place through the medium of wave, quantum, and particle phenomena.   Reality at the infinitesimal level is personal and subjective.  It emerges through the finite toward the public and global.

L is for Level:

The public and global emerge as higher levels of organization.  Thermodynamic forces generate evolutionary systems that bring the emergence of level after level of evolving organization: strings to particles to atoms to molecules to cells to organisms to tribes to cities to industrial states.  Eventually statistically definable assemblages emerge. 

This is the public complement to the private creativity that begins all things.  These public worlds are included in larger assemblages and these in larger assemblages.   Galaxies are collected into supergalaxies, universes into complex and supercomplex.

Soon the ultimate is approached.  As the ultimate is approached, as the infinite whole that is the opposite of the finite part is approached, mythological truth begins to replace empirical truth.  Here all theologies, all mythologies have some degree of authority, all are true in some aspect, in some relationship.

No hypothesis can be rejected because this inclusiveness embraces all.  Finally, at the ultimate edge, the infinite itself is incomplete and endlessly expands beyond itself like the number theory of Kurt Godel.  It endless reaches out to new contexts, new sources of implication, new meaning.

As it does this, it generates the flow of ultimate time and the root of the subjective creativity of the individual.

This is the Jesus, Buddha, root that is the bread of life.

M is for Mathematics:

Art is all about process and energy.  Mathematics is all about possibilities in form and information.  Science is all about facts applicable to local reality and religion is about mythologies demonstrating the possibilities of the ultimate whole.

The educational world is statistical and public.  The existential world is creative and private.  Out of these six polarities, Art to Mathematics, Science to Religion, Existentialism to Education, comes the enormous palette of colors characteristic of human thought.  There is a place for each as part of the greater whole, holiness, holism.

The ultimate structure of ultimate existence is a mathematical structure.  The collective four-dimensional world of space-time and its five and six dimensional hyperspace extensions are structured at a deeper string theory level into a multidimensional superspace.  But, this superspace is itself extended by an infinity of unique dimensions represented by the infinity of souls.  Each soul is an invisible dimension of the ultimate, extending everything into its unique dimension of interpretation.

The soul is not a substance or an ghostly organism.  It is a unique dimensional system opening local existence into a unique universe of interpretation.  This dimension breaks somethingness out into a new nothingness and reinterprets its, saves it into this new dimension of creation.  The soul is a tear in existence that extends it into a new mathematics.

N is for New:

The soul is something utterly new.  The soul gives a totally new aspect to the area of the world it attaches to.  It pulls it in to a unique area of being defined by a unique dimension limited to the singular realm of being created by that soul.   The soul’s creativity is pulled into itself and isolated from all other existence by its splitting out of it’s existence into a realm defined by a unique dimension.

No empirical system or public system will acknowledge the real power of this dimension because that power exists in the soul’s peculiar aspect of the transcendent and not the manifest space-time that is the medium of the public world.  The soul exists in side channels and dead ends.  Yet these side channels and dead ends are the raw material from which the finite world is assembled.

The soul is immortal because it is made of dimension and not of energy and substance.  Because its dimension tends to get stuck and focused on a particular aspect of a particular finite world, it tends to identify with these particular things.  It begins to believe that it is limited to them.

As it limits itself to these things, its unique dimension tends to shorten and fade.  All existence flattens in its direction as it allows itself to be totally taken up in four-dimensional space-time.  It looses touch with the basis of its true nature and invests itself in an attempt to preserve its connection with the manifest world.   This makes it fade more.

O is for Origen:

Origen was the greatest of the ancient fathers of the early Christian church.  Origen lived in Alexandria from A.D. 185-254.  He was a pupil of Ammonius Saccas who also taught Plotinus (the founder of Neoplatonism).  Origen believed in the preexistence of souls, in the salvation of all men, even the devils, that the Father, Son, and Holy Ghost are part of a greater neoplatonic order of reason, spirit, and soul.

It is probable that Origen was closer in spirit to the original Christianity than those who came after him.  The early Christian church was very Greek and heavily influenced by Hellenic ideas.  Jesus practiced a very Hellenic vision of Jewish thought.  Protestant attempts to find the spirit of the early church in Old Testament Jewish belief have probably led us astray.

The work of Barbara Thiering indicates that Hellenic Jewish myths were deliberately invented to provide the common people stories with hidden meaning relative to the history of the “Herodian Mission,” the original source of the Christian faith.  These myths attracted people with the turn of mind that was inspired by myth.  As a result, an entire myth based theology was developed that combined with Aristotelian, Hellenic, Platonic, Neoplatonic, and Jewish thought.  After hundreds of years of incubation, it crystallized as Christian Theology.  It is a religion based on deliberate fabrication.  Yet, at the same time, no religion is more optimistic about the future of creation.

P is for Personal:

Each soul is the personal god, the personal savior, the Jesus, the Krishna, the Buddha of its own dimension, its own realm, its own universe.  Each is in danger of making its soul the Satan of its own personal hell.  This why the Buddhist choice between being finite and holding to measurable and retreating to the transcendent and becoming an infinitesimal nothingness of the infinite one becomes a choice between damnation and salvation.

When held on to, the finite changes the soul that holds to it into a demon of a local hell.  In contrast, the infinite releases the soul from the prison of its local space and transforms it to the creative freedom, the logos of the endless one, of the whole, the holy, the divine, the ideal, the logos of Heaven.  It is transformed into a representation of that spiritual principle called the avatar, the Son of God, the Jesus, the Krishna, the Buddha.

Since the soul is its own unique dimension of existence, there is a temptation to rest in the immortality that comes with its fundamental character as a primary opening in the elementary ground of being itself.  Yet, if it does this it must fade and become a mere ghost, a shadow, a demon trapped in a local hell like that described by C.S. Lewis in the Great Divorce.

Solidness only comes for the soul when it seeks Nirvana rather than material objects, when it seeks Heaven rather than the flesh.  When it seeks virtue rather than status.  

Q is for Quarters:

The brain can be divided into four quarters: right and left frontal and right and left posterior.  The posterior quarters are concerned with stimuli and the frontal quarters with response.  The right quarters are concerned with primitive stimuli and responses associated with sexual needs and survival.   The left quarters are concerned with more complex stimuli and responses; particularly those associated with social status and the use of language and language based academic and cultural systems.

Freud called the posterior function the “ego” and the frontal function the “superego.”  He called the right function the “id.”  The left function is often called the “persona.”  In transactional analysis it is called the “adult.”  The frontal function is the transactional “parent.”  The posterior function is the transactional “child.”  The right function is the deep unconsciousness, the deep libido.  It might be called the “egg” since it is the generative source of all the others.

The right quarter is equivalent to the anus end of the embryo and the left quarter to the mouth.  The posterior is equivalent to the sensory oriented belly side ruled by the parasympathetic (resting) nervous system.  The anterior is the response-oriented backside ruled by the sympathetic (non-resting) nervous system.  So the private egg is opposed to the public adult.  The pleasure-seeking child is opposed to the pain-avoiding parent.  Gods and goddesses provide ways that private needs can be given public status.

R is for Religion:

Religion is not necessarily something that has to do with the soul.  Religion is often a way that hidden psychological needs can be satisfied without loosing public status.  Deep selfish needs can be given mythical justification by association with gods and divine powers.  Social groups can claim altruistic purpose for selfish actions by pretending approval by divine authority.

Catholic, Baptist, Islamic, Hindu conservative religious groups are not motivated by love and concern for others.  They are motivated by the preservation of traditional rights and traditional behavior patterns.  This is all about social status.  The gods and their holy books are needed as props for traditional social structures.

The real needs of the soul can be satisfied within any religious or metaphysical system.  What the soul needs is not theology, but virtue.  The soul needs integrity.  It needs to identify with the infinite rather than the finite.  Only the infinite can save the soul from its trap in the material world.

As long as the soul maintains its pride, its greed, its lust, its jealousy, its fixation on the needs and desires of the flesh, it will continue to fade.  It will continue to change into a ghost.  It will continue to fade till it is totally absorbed in the finite.

The soul that seeks nirvana, that seeks release from its desires, that soul will be restored to its primitive nature.

S is for Soul:

The primitive nature of the soul is its primitive dimension.  Its primitive dimension is one dimension of the infinity of dimensions of the one.  When the soul focuses on the particular, that dimensions shortens and fades as it is absorbed in the particular.

When the soul is focused on the one, it becomes one of the endless dimensions of the one.  These dimensions magnify and supplement each other endlessly.  The soul ceases to delude itself that it is a physical self.  The soul rediscovers itself as an endless aspect of the endless one.

When the soul releases the particular, it is set free from the hell in which it is trapped.  Buddhism emphasizes the need to make that release (Nirvana).  Hinduism emphasizes the need to focus on the one (Brahman) in order to make that release.  Jainism emphasizes the importance of purifying the soul (sattva) of the flesh to accomplish that release.  Christianity emphasizes the divinity of the inner spirit (inner vision of Jesus and the Holy Virgin mother of Jesus) making the release and Islam emphasizes the divinity (Allah) to which that spirit is released.  Confucianism and Taoism emphasize the importance of the greater harmony (Tao) of the spiritual whole (Heaven).

None of these religions is true or false.  This spiritual process transcends any interpretation.  It is uniquely differentiated in each soul.  Each soul is a different interpretation.

T is for Transcendence:

Each soul is a different creative rendering of this transcendent cosmology.  Each soul is a unique avatar, a unique prophet, a unique vision of Jesus, a unique Buddha.

The astrology a soul generates as a result of its emphasis on the particular or the infinite determines the nature of its future attachments.  The soul chooses the kind of interpretation it gives to the world, what its dimension represents.  The transcendent aspects of this interpretation emphasize creative abundance and virtue.  They represent the dynamic expansion of creative love, joy, beauty, harmony, peace, truth, faith, knowledge, happiness, gratitude, humility, patience, experience, justice, altruism, enthusiasm, ambition, courage, imagination, wisdom, understanding, awareness, loyalty, fidelity, freedom, order, etc.

The transcendent is an endless expansion of virtue into greater virtue, of joy into greater joy, of love into greater love without end.  Just as the industrial level of human civilization expands out of the preindustrial and the civilized out of the savage and the human out of the prehuman, so the cosmos and the supercosmos are themselves expanding into new beginnings that open up the gods themselves to higher levels of evolutionary beginning.

The key to this is found in the mathematical systems of Kurt Godel that endlessly open out into new realms of number relationship to which there is no finish. 

U is for Ultimate:

The soul belongs to an endless expansion.  If it opens out into this expansion, it becomes a dimension of that expansion, of eternity.  If it does not open up, it rots within the trap of its own hell and fades into nothingness.  Eternal life or death is the ultimate choice of the soul.  That aspect of the soul that chooses death is Satan, the fallen avatar of God.  That aspect that chooses life is Jesus, God entering the soul as the Son and as the Holy Mother that gives birth to the Son.

This process of submitting to the greater whole is Islam, submission to the Ultimate (Allah).  This submission is accomplished through the purified state (Sattva state) of the soul (Jiva).  It is the Buddha releasing its Atman into the Nirvana of the Brahman one (Tao, Heaven).

Buddhism teaches us how to find the path back to the ultimate.  This path back is a back of renunciation of our attachments to the flesh, of renunciation of lust, greed, and pride.  But, Christianity teaches the path forward, the path into the new Heaven and the new Earth that is being formed by the expansion of Dharma, by the expansion of the Ultimate at its root.

Religious Science, Unity School of Christianity, the writings of Thomas Troward, Emerson, Holmes, and others in the New Thought movement describe this opening of the soul.  It is the growth of the soul in the spirit of truth and love.  It is the growth of the soul in divine harmony.

V is for Virtue:

The Dhammapada tells us to follow the way of virtue rather than the way of the world.  It tells us to find joy in giving.  It tells us to be pure and do what is right.  It tells us to follow the path of nonviolence and moderation.

Religious science tells us to affirm our unity with the creative action of God.  We are to affirm that God’s life fills us with perfect peace, perfect love, perfect harmony, perfect joy, with divine abundance and divine supply.  I am to affirm that I am creative spirit taking the form of joy, love, faith, and abundant living.  I am God in action.  I am God taking form.

The soul is a creative expression of the virtue and abundance of the one (Brahman, Heaven, Allah, God).  That soul is the spirit of truth, virtue, value, preciousness, abundance, resourcefulness, taking shape in new ways.

We are to affirm that we are the immortal expression of God; we are divine love, divine value, divine happiness taking new forms through the creative action of the spirit.

When we identify with value and abundance, our dimension strengthens and lengthens and branches out.  When we identify with the limitations of the flesh, our dimension shortens and retracts and fades.  It becomes a ghost, a demon trapped in a dying local hell.

We are a root of one of the many trees that sustains cosmic creation.  What we allow to move through us is multiplied.

W is for Way:

Under the title of the “The Way It Works,” Ernest Holmes writes about a “Universal Mind, Spirit, Intelligence, that is the origin of everything…” He describes this Spirit as “Universal Life and Energy.”  This life is infinite and good.

Our consciousness utters the word and the law responds mechanically.  The law gives back to us what we plant in its soil.  Holmes describes this as spontaneous choice paired with impersonal action.  He described and infinite possibility that becomes true in us only to the degree we believe in it.

We are a dimension of infinite existence.  We are an opening in the infinite where it pours into the finite.  If we focus on the limitations to which we are attached, those limitations come to dominate the world we create.  If we focus on the infinite possibility that is our inner source, that possibility gives us the power to demonstrate infinite good.  As we focus on elements of that good, they are reflected back into our local world of expression.

Ernest Holmes emphasizes three poles of existence: Spirit, Law, and Body (the private, the fixed, and the finite).  These poles describe the separate mind, the mind of the individual.  Their opposites are the public, the fluid, and the infinite (Thesis, Antithesis, and Synthesis).  The public is a reflection of the private.  The fluid is a development of the fixed.  The infinite is the collective synthesis of the finite.  What the soul (spirit) does within the private depths of the mind sets the law in motion and determines its effect.

X is for Xitong:

Xitong is Chinese for system.  Mathematical possibility establishes an order that transcends the finite and extends into the infinite.  Astrological effects are a product of that order.  This astrological order is a system that acts as a mirror reflecting into the world the result of the images generated by the creative spirit.  This system pulls together a collective organization that is the systematic development of the local notions planted in that system by the individual dimensions of the infinite that generate the various private souls, that create the various individual developments of the transcendent one.

This system is one of matching complements.  The individual is matched by the collective, the fixed by the fluid, the finite by the infinite.  Freedom and creativity are centered on the personal dimensions that enter into existence through the medium of the private soul.

The personal soul provides the creative source for the material in this system.  The physical world provides the local point of reference.  What the soul creates is reflected back to it in the world to which it attaches.  The soul comes to believe that it is limited by that world and forgets that it is the source that created that attachment, that it retains the power to pull away a generate a new focus and a new reflection.

The soul must release its hold on the local system and regain its connection with the larger whole.

Y is for Yoga:

Yoga is a series of practices and exercises developed for the purpose of releasing the soul from its attachment to the finite and returning it to the infinite.  These practices include breath control, concentration and meditation.

The Dhammapada emphasizes the need to detach from the object of desire.  Desire focuses the soul on the finite and actions centered on the finite.

When the soul substitutes charity for greed, humility for pride, detachment for lust, serenity for anger, knowledge for ignorance, harmony and forgiveness for resentment, the soul begins to return to the high path.  The public world pulls the soul into the combinations it associates with.  The soul that has associated itself with joy, the soul that has believed in love, that soul will reap the consequences of its associations, it will see that love expressed in its personal world.

The soul becomes what it yokes itself to, what it is faithful to, what it believes in, what it associates with.  It has the power to chose the world to which it will attach.  It does this at the level of the infinite.  The soul becomes the gods it associates with and gives its allegiance to.

The soul that worships Satan becomes yoke to Satan and the soul that worships the Buddha, worships Jesus, worships Krishna of the Gita, becomes linked with Krishna.

We can enter Heaven or Hell.  We chose which in the deep roots of our heart.

Z is for Zhua:

Zhua is Chinese for grab.  We become what we hold on to, what we grab, what we focus on.  The private singularity of the soul becomes what it associates with.  If it associates with the finite, it becomes local, it becomes limited.  It fades into the physical world.  It becomes the spirit of a rock, of a puddle, of a burst of light.

Souls that grab on to virtue become virtue.  They become angels, they become avatars of God.  Souls that grab on to divine power become gods and budhisattvas, or the angels of gods and budhisattvas.  Souls that grab on to hell become devils and demons.  Souls that grab anger descend toward hell.  Souls that forgive ascend toward high heaven.

The soul chooses what it will be by its associations.  Souls that associate with demons become associated with hell.  Souls that associate with gods and angels enter heaven.  Souls that express virtue become godly.  Souls that are vulgar enter the pit.

The soul tries to pretend that it is the body that determines what happens to it.  The soul tries to pretend that the world is doing something to it.  The soul tries to blame what happens to it on the will of god.  But the will of god is generated out of the collective union of the wills of all the individual souls, which come together to produce God.

The soul is the piece of god that is responsible for what the soul experiences.  The soul must unite with the good.
