All belief systems serve local economic interests.  Both theist and atheist serve local material status systems.  Science based metaphysical systems support capitalist consumer economies that provide consumer pleasures as substitutes for spiritual requirements.  Spiritual supplies are crafted to support the interest of local priesthoods and local power systems.  All belief, all metaphysics is about local status and local power.  There is no exception: capitalist, feudal, socialist, it is all the same.  Humanism is no more exempt from this rule than fundamentalism.  Hinduism is no more exempt than Islam.  No society has a monopoly on ultimate truths.  Ultimate truths are like the position and speed of an electron, the more you know about the one the less you know about the other.  Atheists may be experts on metaphysical speed, but they are idiots in the area of position.

The atheist that says there is no life after death and the theist that believes in life after death are both fools.  There is nothing about the brain that survives.  The local personality dies and remains dead.  Resurrection is the prattle of local priests who wish to sell their worthless rituals.  Yet, the subjectivity of the person is as real as the person’s objectivity.  The subjectivity is just as immortal as the objectivity is mortal.  The mortality of the objectivity is proven by events in the visible.  The immortality of the subjectivity is an inevitable consequence of the larger structure that unites the objective to the subjective in an endless whole.

The problem is that the subjective has hidden aspects and powers that make it as strong and valuable within the invisible as it is powerless within the visible.  The immortality of the subjective is not the meaningless aspect of existence it seems to be.  It has all the importance that local priesthoods so often claim it has.  However, its importance has nothing to do with priestly rituals and holy books and everything to do with the larger systems of transcendent being and becoming.

There are more powers and systems in existence than those we see.  Just as there is physical slavery, so there is a slavery of the soul.  Just as there are systems manipulating our bodies, so there are systems manipulating our souls.  It is in the best interest of these systems that manifest in our world as astrological forces that we never become fully aware of our subjective powers.  It is in their best interests that we remain their slaves.  It is in this sense that hell and purgatory exist.  Many subjective centers, souls, are already in hell or purgatory.  Hell or purgatory is simple one of these astrological cycles that binds their subjectivity into reincarnations that function as hell or purgatory.  Heaven, hell, purgatory are not places so much as aspects of the cycle of reincarnation.  They are negative spiritual systems in which souls become trapped.

Generally speaking, souls continue doing what they have always done.  A soul that is in the habit of occupying a body of a particular type will return to that kind of body.  In the East this is known as Karma and the spiritual systems that support it are known as Dharma.  The eternal truth is that souls that demonstrate love, joy, peace, virtue, truth, harmony, etc., will continue to be incarnated in systems that produce those traits.  Souls that demonstrate fear, anger, greed, lust, hate, and strife will continue to be incarnated in systems that generate those traits.

Salvation comes from the discovery that you are a spark of eternal subjectivity.  You are a piece of Heaven.  The secret to your restoration to Heaven is to be associated with Heavenly behaviors and ways of thinking: with joy, love, harmony, humility, peace, satisfaction, enthusiasm, truth, wisdom, vision, understanding, tolerance, friendship, altruism, kindness, gentleness, fidelity, loyalty, sincerity, bravery, and other similar virtues.  Buddha, Krishna, Christ, the Virgin Mary, Islam, Allah, Jehovah, Yahweh, Vishnu, Shiva, God, Christianity, Buddhism, Hinduism, Heaven are simply the positive states of subjective being that support that good.  Transcendent life is Heaven and Heaven is the triumph of the Form of the Good through its endless expansion into the Nirvana of the infinite.

You do not need to win immortality.  You are immortality.  You do not need to win Heaven.  You are a piece of Heaven.  All you need to do is dust your subjectivity off and return it to its rightful place as an infinitesimal creative spark of the infinite and endless good.  You know that good tree by its fruits: love, joy, generosity, harmony, knowledge, adventure, freedom, and virtue.
