A is for Allah:

Each religion has a notion of the ultimate that serves its dominant class.  The dominant class for aboriginal religions is the local chiefs.  Aboriginal religions often develop mythologies in which the chiefs play special roles, heroic roles.  In the Polynesian religions, the chiefs possess a special power: “Mana.”

The Jewish and Zoroastrian scriptures were created to further the interests of rival priesthoods in Judah and Persia.  The Christian scriptures are a special variant developed when Jewish interests were attempting to gain converts among Greek speaking gentiles of the poorer classes.  The Christian scriptures have a good deal of mythical content deliberately written to attract the less sophisticated believer, as shown in the studies of the origins of Christianity made by Barbara Thiering (The Book that Jesus Wrote, etc.) and others.

If aboriginal religions were developed around the beliefs of the preliterate and Christian beliefs for the lowest class of the literate, the Koran was written for the warrior class of the Arabic tribes in the region around Mecca.  Aboriginal beliefs serve the interests of the ruling classes of the preliterate, Christian beliefs serve the interests of ruling classes manipulating the beliefs of the lowest literate classes of the Greek and Roman worlds, and Islamic beliefs the interests of the conquering Arab tribes.  The Father is the god of the poor Christian peasant and Allah of the Islamic warrior.  Vishnu is a god of the Hindu priest.

B is for Brahmin.

Hindu beliefs are organized around the power structures that support the Brahmin caste.  Jainism, Buddhism, and Devotional Hinduism represent beliefs organized by rivals (rival monastic traditions).  Religion in the Far East is even more political.  Taoism is a religion of local village leaders and Confucianism supporting government bureaucrats, Shinto is a religion supporting Emperors.

Christianity began as a religion supporting the equivalent to the Brahmin caste in its attempts to gain control of Jewish worship.  Most of the Old Testament is a compellation of schemes invented by rival priesthoods.  The New Testament is a result of their attempt to use spiritual power to gain political power.  Jesus represents the attempt to create a new Jewish Empire like the one attributed to David.  In those days most of the Greek Kings and Emperors avoid local challenges to their power by claiming to be either a god or a son of god.  The claims made for Jesus fit a general pattern of claims commonly made for pretenders to royal power and for heroic types in those times.

Just as the Brahmin caste gradually came to emphasize its powers over the hidden world, probably as an excuse for the failure of its powers in the physical world, so when Jesus failed to become the emperor of a physical kingdom, a spiritual kingdom came to be claimed for him instead.

From Old Testament to New Testament to Augustine, from animistic Vedas to metaphysical Upanishads.

C is for Confucian:

The attempt of the Neoconfucians to develop a balanced point of view appears to have retarded both the development of the sophisticated scientific point of view developed in Western Europe and the sophisticated spiritual metaphysics of South Asia.  Because the Christian Myth challenged common sense, it helped stimulated the scientific exploration of the world.

Because the metaphysical viewpoints of rival castes presented such challenges to reason, the belief of the merchant caste in the Jiva of the Jains, the warrior caste in the Nirvana of the Buddhists, the Brahmin caste in the Brahman of the Upanishads, it helped stimulate the development of sophisticated speculative systems relative to immortality, subjectivity, and spiritual hypotheses.

India specialized in discussions of the immeasurable and the subjective, just as Europe specialized in the measurable and the objective.

China specialized in the central harmony that might bring together those who were interested in both in a system that supported existing Chinese culture rather than undermined it.  The traditional Confucian scholar was shocked by the willingness with which the West challenged the traditional social order with new mechanical and technical schemes.  They were equally shocked at the willingness of South Asia to challenge the traditional social order with systems of monasticism and detachment from the world that excluded the family and the duty of offspring to their ancestors.

D is for Description:

Since all these points of view had their own agendas, it was difficult for them to view the world with any clarity.  It never occurred to them that the soul might be the infinitesimal, that it might be the result of endless movement toward entropy, something endlessly concentrated and endlessly ground down by an eternity of wear and tear (and yet an eternity of alternate expansion and contraction by the infinite).

My description of the soul is of something eternal, immortal, the ultimate primary, the ultimate beginning.  Just as carbon atoms are billions of years old and protons

Date back to the creation of the universe, so souls (the primitive monads—Jivas) are the primary dust.  They are the true atoms with roots in the endlessly distant beginnings of all things.  They are the aboriginal gods that generate all first things.

It has taken the soul, my soul, an eternity of evolution to emerge from the infinitesimal into the finite, to develop the complex organization, the complex of peculiarly concentrated creativity (the infinite concentrating into the infinitesimal and the infinitesimal endlessly expanding into the infinite) necessary to generate the complex subjectivity required for attachment to a highly organized body like that of a human.  Before I reached the human stage my soul spent endless billions of years in various prehuman stages (including things like rocks and insects).  The reason rocks and insects are present is because my soul made them. 

E is for Evolution:

My soul, and the souls it associated with, created the framework that teased an objective world into form that allowed the evolution of the current universe.  Not only the current universe, but also this planet and all the forms of existence that have emerged on this planet.  They would not have come into existence if my soul, and its innumerable associates, had not spent an eternity expanding into the infinite so that the finite could emerge from the infinitesimal.

Everything in this universe is a testament to my soul.  What it did not create itself, it helped into existence by supporting, through association, those souls that directly generated the forms concerned.  There is nothing that it has not been involved in some way or some how in the endless eternities of its slow evolution from the virtually nonexistent to the subjectivity within the objectively measurable.  There is nothing that it has not taken part in someway, somewhere, somehow.

Even when it isolated, even when it sought alien incarnations, its very alien character contributed to the unique creativeness that gives the world its hidden life.  Serenity is the acceptance of these truths: nothing can end the lonely immortality of the soul or halt its creative play, nothing can end the mortality of the body, or prevent the evolution of new associations and new combinations of the objective and the subjective in their eternal dance into the boundless.

F is for Finite:

The finite world attaches the infinitesimal to a particular point in the evolution of the boundless.  Our current attachment, our astrological nativity, is the expression of the activity of the soul and its memory (karma), the expression of its record of its previous lives, its eternity of existence prior to the manifestation it is currently making in its current body.

Because we are infinitesimal, we are perpetual; we cannot be ground down by the finite.  Because the infinite enters into us, we become the perpetual motion machine that ties together all alien things.  Because we are the infinitesimal becoming infinite, we penetrate all without effort, we penetrate so easily that we fool ourselves.  We are the gods deluded by their own reflections, fooled by their own shadows into to thinking themselves to be their mortal reflection rather than their immortal core.

My body, by life is an expression of my previous lives, of the eternal history of my evolution, my everlasting attempt to achieve my current finite state of expression, to reverse the subjective into the objective, to pour the immortal into the perishable form of the mortal.  The soul has its seasons: sleep and waking, old and young, birth and death, attached and detached, male and female, organic and inorganic, human and prehuman.  Sometimes it bursts into the finite from the infinite and sometimes it retreats back into the infinitesimal.  In these various seasons, it yokes itself to the whole and penetrates the essence of all things. 

G is for God:

God is the collective interpretation of the infinity of evolving souls.  God is the subjective interaction through which these souls collectively determine the nature of the evolving worlds.  As unity, these souls are Nirvana, Brahman, as individual centers they are Buddha, Jesus, Krishna, Vishnu, avatars and Sons of God, depending on the aspect you want to emphasize: creative individual as Buddha, creative universal as Nirvana, generative logos as Jesus, infinite source as the Father, the pure infinitesimal as the Virgin Mary Queen of Heaven, the ultimate transcendent generated from all infinitesimals working with the one infinite as Vishnu, Allah, Yahweh, Almighty God.

All belong to the one system: Heaven, Dharma, Brahman, Nirvana, Divine Mind.  All belong to the creative expansion of that system: Buddha, Nirvana, Jesus as savior, God as Elohim, as creative essence, as Bodhisattva, as Buddhamind.  The ultimate (purusha, Yahweh, Vishnu) endlessly takes form in that system (Karma-Dharma) and expresses itself in the various forms of the world.

The infinitesimal emerges into the infinite and drives its expansion endlessly into the infinite (generating Allah, the Father, Vishnu, transcendent subjectivity, purusha).  Astrology is the proof of the subjective source of objective evolution.  The gods are collections of souls (Bodhisattvas) evolving out of the infinite as the infinite (Nirvana) endlessly expands (the Father) the infinitesimal (the Son) from within (Heaven).

H is for Heaven:

Heaven is the collective good, the collective system generated by the gods as part of the larger whole.  That larger whole at its creative root is Allah-Yahweh the ultimate godstuff, the creative Buddhamind entering Nirvana.  The infinite is endless expansion.

God is always bursting into supergod and supersupergod in turn.  The ultimate God is endlessly beyond and endlessly, infinitely near.  The ultimate God is hidden in the deepest roots of subjectivity where the infinitesimal makes contact with the infinite.  It takes an eternity of eternities to fully unfold that ultimate God that cannot be comprehended within the finite.

Humans continually attempt to generate finite images and finite theologies that will absorb God.  They generate local gods, but never reach the true and ultimate that remains within the endless.  Every human Heaven becomes a Hell unless the Buddhamind opens it to the salving grace of the Nirvana that lies endlessly beyond.  Human holy books are new forms of the prohibited idols, new forms of the finite pretending to be the infinite, new ways of deluding ourselves, to believe that we know more than others.

The story of Heaven is the story of the human attempt to do what cannot be done: to find a magic, which will control the gods, which will reveal them, trap them in the finite.  But, we are the gods at our subjective root and Heaven is our endless expansion into the marvelous. 

I is for Individual:

There is a individual and a collective aspect to all things.  The soul is the individualism of the subjective and Nirvana is the collectivism of the subjective.  God is the point of subjective transcendence perfectly balanced between the two.  God is the endless self-transcendence of the infinite pouring into the infinitesimal to form the Buddhamind.  It objectifies as the infinity of avatars, of Bodhisattvas endlessly expanding the transcendent Karma-Dharma of the ultimate.

We join with the other souls that attach to our universe in the evolution of that universe out of the Nirvana of all possibilities.  But, we belong to the infinite at our transcendent root.  We are the creative other that gives freedom to the infinity of other souls.  We help free them from their trapped systems by penetrating and breaking these systems into liberty with the needle of our generative and alien nothingness.

That point at which we cease to be an individual soul attached to an individual body in the world and become a transcendent Buddha penetrating the Maya darkness of this world to break through to the light of the endless magic of Nirvana, that point is the God within us as the Jesus point of salvation.

Our constant creative differentiation in life and death, in sleep and waking, in incarnations as male and female, these help separate out our souls as agents of subjective genesis.

J is for Jiva:

Jainism has a vision of an infinity of monads, jivas, souls, incarnating as dust, sand, rock, soil, seas, lakes, rivers, dew, frost, snow, ice, fog, lichens, mosses, plants, trees, flames, embers, lighting flashes, meteors, breezes, gales, storms, inhalations, exhalations, worms, insects, fish, animals, humans, fiends, fire deities, wind gods, water gods, ghosts, spirits, planets, stars, and celestial gods.  The visible world is a result of the attachment of these monads to objective things.  The accumulated action of attachment (karma) operating on the order of this system (dharma) generates the visible world as its product.

The Jain believes that this system of attachment is endless, has always been and always will be.  That salvation consists in detachment from the world and seeking liberation from this endless cycle.  I believe like the Jain in the endless cycle.  I also believe like the West in the expansion and progress of the cycle.  I identify this progress with the notion of Christ-mind, Buddha-mind, with the ability of the Jiva to allow the endless and the infinite to creatively expand it and generate something new, something greater than the old system.  This ability is something I identify with the Christian notion of the future kingdom of God and the Buddhist notion of Nirvana as something utterly beyond anything we can currently know.

The soul expands as the infinite enters into its infinitesimalness to concentrate the soul and to expand it.  The soul in its turn ruptures the infinite into the unbound.

K is for Karma:

This process has taken place for an eternity to generate my soul and its current incarnation.  It has taken an eternity for the infinite to expand and compact my soul to the point it is able to attach to this world and its current incarnation in this world.  The memories, the remains of previous incarnations, are my karma, they generate the world to which I am attached and its associations with other attachments.

There is a struggle for attachment among souls just as there is a struggle for existence among organisms in the finite world.  There is an endless aristocracy among souls.  Those that attach to the subjective rather than the objective are the greater, the more powerful.

The cycle between life and death, between sleep and wakefulness, between dreams and reality, differentiate the soul, open it, liberate it and increase its creative power.  The polarity between the right cerebrum and the left, between the anterior and posterior cerebrum, between the mammalian, reptilian, and prereptilian centers in the brain, between the waking and the sleeping, the deep sleep and the dreaming, between the parasympathetic and the sympathetic, these polarities open up and expand the attached soul.

The greater the differentiation, the stronger the karma.  The most powerful souls are able to combine attachment with detachment, the finite with the transcendent.

L is for Limit:

Powerful souls transcend the limits of their attachment by their extension into the limitless.  This is the Bodhisattva state in which the soul breaks out of the world, and the Heaven system of the gods that creates the world (Dharma/astrology/cycle of birth and rebirth), into the Nirvana beyond.

I help the souls I associate with to generate the finite world to which I am attached by my fixation on my body.  I also help the infinity of systems to which I am not attached differentiate.  My alien condition penetrates through their system and opens it up.  I am the freedom and creativity that differentiate the ground of being by my isolation from other worlds.  When I am born, I die to the infinity of other worlds.  When I sleep, I return to this infinity to help liberate it from its sleep.

In this finite world of my limit, the infinite expands my infinitesimalness to generate the finite circle of my attachment to the body and its wakefulness.  In the infinitesimalness of my sleep I enter back into the infinite and limitless and become one with its boundless whole.

Life provides limits for my soul.  Death allows me to extend those limits into eternity through attachment and detachment.  I am limited by the Karma of my past lives and the Dharma (system) of this life.  My creative Buddhamind allows me to break those limits and extend my life into the marvelous (Nirvana, Kingdom of Heaven).

M is for Myself:

“Myself” is a creation of the world.  The soul endures beyond the world.  When I am awake, the soul, the creative subjectivity is concentrated in the individual incarnation associated with my person, when I am asleep, the soul withdraws from this concentrated condition (in which it is infused by the infinite) and distributes itself back into the astrological world of collective unconscious associations that is the source of objective experience in this universe.

Birth attaches it to the finite and death allows it to withdraw.  The objective attachment appears to be the soul’s reality, but that is Maya, is illusion.  Its true reality is the realm of imagination and dreams, is the meditation that allows it to break out of the system of belief that traps it in this world.  The myths of Krishna, of Jesus, of Buddha are its salvation because they lead it back into this holy Brindiban, Kingdom of Heaven, Nirvana where nothing has a limit or an end, where the infinite expands and concentrates it, allowing it to experience an ever-greater circle of finite self.

This is the notion that is emphasized in New Thought.  The soul is a part of the universal creative spirit that uses the collective unconscious as its medium for generating the visible world.  My subjectivity is linked to its objective expression by a cosmic system.  The workings of this system are made apparent in the astrological relationships that can be found linking objective events.  They generate my personal attachment, my current physical experience.

N is for New Thought:

My personal consciousness is part of a stream of primary time that is bound together with other strands of time to generate the space-time system of the world.  This space-time system is the Tao, the Karma-Dharma of the East, the synchronicity, the Collective Unconscious of Jungian metaphysics.  This relationship of soul, cosmic mind, and physical attachment is described in the works of Ernest Holmes as the Spirit, Law, and Body trinity.

This idea is called “New Thought.”  Just as the message of Jesus is a “New Testament” proclaiming the good news that there is a creative alternative to the old belief system of the Old Testament that condemned all to judgment and divine punishment, so there is a New Thought that offers a notion of law and judgment that is not based on some divine absolutism, but on a democracy in which each participating monad of consciousness is responsible for its own portion of the whole.

My creative spirit is the source of the world of my associations.  This world reflects my Karma, the record of my previous existences modified by my current creativity, my current encounter with the ultimate.  My world could not exist if I were not immortal.  I am the center of my world and the cause of its attachment to my subjectivity.  My unique view of the world creates my unique assembly of associations and my unique astrology. Nothing can destroy my special place in the eternal history of this world and of my soul and its unique journey out of the ultimate.

O is for Original:

I am the source of what I am.  I am the logos created by the infinite entering into my infinitesimalness.  God created me in the sense that my openness to God expanded my creativeness.  I created God in the sense that I was the beginning of my unique version, unique logos, unique story of divine creation.

I am the author of everything I see.  The objective world that I view could not have evolved to be what it is without my part in its becoming.  My relationship to the world is a demonstration of my relationship to everything.  My strand of subjective eternity is an essential piece of the primal time that is used to compound the stuff of which all universes are made, this and an infinity of universes beyond.

If I were to cease to be, if my core were truly mortal, all things would unravel at my death, all things would unwind when I sleep.  My body fools me into believing that I am what it is and that I am mortal as it is mortal.  The subjectivity that allows me to be aware of my body is my essence.  That subjectivity comes from beyond.  It is poured into by body through my soul’s original connections with the beyond.  My body is a temporary resting point for its endless creative power.

My true essence is an original relationship with the beyond that remakes all things from within.  This relationship is endless and deathless.  Sleep and death only empower it.

P is for Power:

I am a unique creative power that allows the universe to open out into new freedoms.  My endless infinitesimalness punctures wall after wall of the barriers that trap the creativity of the infinite.  I penetrated these barriers and release the creative power of the endless through my peculiar use of my singular subjectivity.  I am concentrated creativity renewing the endless through my peculiar interpretation of the endless.

My subjective isolation, my alien condition is essential to the differentiation of the whole.  I can use this alien condition in a way that traps it and limits it or I can release it to the service of the infinite where it can contribute to the creative freedom of all things.

My attachment to the body has the power to focus my attention on the world.  The body has the power to connect the soul to a society of souls that make the world.  But the lives of the soul connect bodies and connect worlds in a larger structure that is the Karma-Dharma of the cosmos.  The soul is what is conserved from one life to another.  The soul has the power to organized its conserved memories in the astrology of these relationships.  Thus, the pattern of this life is the conserved remains of the last.

A body has the power to conserve its past in memories stored in the brain.  A soul has the power to conserve its past in the network and the astrology of its incarnations.  A soul has the power to contact its past in the larger cosmos.

Q is for Quantum:

A soul will contact its past by linking the quantum events experienced by its brain with those of its previous experiences.  It does this through its unique metaphysical status as the primary mode of being from which all other modes of being in its world are derived.  All finite being originates by the reversion and inflation of the infinitesimal being of the soul.

Even though the soul is superior because it is primary, it is easily overwhelmed by the world of particles and quantum events to which it is attached.  No matter how tiny, these are finite and the finite is infinitely greater than the infinitesimal soul.  But, the soul has an endless history of creative reinterpretation of the boundless.  It is packed with the limitless resources of the boundless. 

These unique resources have been acquired during its long history, a history of concentration of the creative power of the boundless in an unending evolution from within.  This gives the soul a unique power over the quantum and the finite world produced by quantum events, providing it does not allow itself to become to attached to these events for the power of the soul lies within and not without.

The status of the soul can only be known form within.  From without it appears to be nothing.  From within it is the creative source of everything, the primal creator.
