A is for Allegory:

The idea of allegory comes from the bible.  The bible teaches us to interpret scripture allegorically.  Chapter 4, verse 24 of Galatians tells us that the story of Abraham and his two sons is not what it seems to be.  It is not meant as a literal true but as a symbol of a higher truth.  Never does scripture prohibit us from allegorical interpretations.  Never does scripture insist on fundamentalist interpretations.

In scripture the fundamentalists are the scribes and Pharisees that follow the letter of the law and miss the spirit.  Over and over and over again in Matthew Jesus hammers home the point that the fundamentalist Pharisees are the hell bound servants of the pit.  Over and over and over again Jesus teaches us that salvation lies in the liberalism of love and the willingness to accept the new law and the new order of the new testament.

The fundamentalists puff themselves up as their forefathers, the scribes and the Pharisees did before them.  They love to turn and twist the message of the scriptures as the scribes and Pharisees did before them.  Claiming to be messengers of Jesus, the carry the old message of the hypocrites that Jesus condemns who cry “Lord! Lord” but forget to follow the will of God, which is love and tolerance and non-judgment.

These blind guides love to pray the Lord’s Prayer in public places, rather than in secret as Jesus teaches us in the Sermon on the Mount.
