A is for Antithesis:

The key to understanding the PATTERN is to view it as a series of gradients from one pole to another in which each point has its opposite that is its antithesis.  The PATTERN is a series of Yin vs. Yang polarities.  But the polarities of the PATTERN extend in an infinite number of directions.  Even so, the PATTERN is basically symmetrical and balanced.  Each part of the PATTERN has equal weight with any other part.

The PATTERN might be called the genetic code of existence, or if you wish, the genetic code of God.  It goes by many names.  In India it is called “Dharma.”  Christians call it the “Logos or the Word.”  Hebrews called it the “Law.”  Plato called it the “Form of the Good.”  Plotinus called it “Nous” or Divine Mind, which is what it is known as in Christian Science.  In China it was called “Li and its operation was known as “Tao.”

The German philosopher Hegel noted that the PATTERN is organized in a sequence of Thesis, Antithesis, and Synthesis he named the “Dialectic.”  The study of this Dialectic was the basis of the philosophy of Marx and Lenin.  However, since they believed in a materialistic dialectic, their philosophy of communism was also known as dialectical materialism.

The Ancient Chinese also noted that the PATTERN is organized in a series of polarities of thesis and antithesis.  The Chinese classic the "I Ching,” or book of changes, represents an attempt to demonstrate this principle.  As the I Ching suggests, the polarities, and the thesis to antithesis development of the PATTERN, begins with the simple and proceeds toward the complex.

B is for Band:

The polarities of the PATTERN are organized in bands or rings that merge together to form circles, triangles, and squares that merge in turn into basic solids: tetrahedra, cubes, octahedra.  These solids merge in turn to form composites in three dimensions such as pyramids (bottom a buried cube, top an octahedron) or 5-cells and other structures in four, five, six dimensions, etc..  With increasing dimensions there is increasing distribution of energy, hence the strongest polarities are the simple ones in one, two, and three dimensions.

The octahedral version of the PATTERN consists of three bands of polarities that extent around the circumference of the octahedron. Each of the bands circles around one polar axis and passes through the poles of two others.  For example, the Purpose, Form (Shape), Motion (Run), Ground sequence first discovered by Aristotle (Aristotle’s Four Causes) is a band that circles around the Total to Quantum polarity.  Purpose is the polar opposite of Motion (Run) and Form (Shape) of Ground (Background).

These bands also serve as bridges between simpler and stronger polarities that generate them.  For example, Purpose is a bridge between the Law pole and the Total pole and Form (Shape) is a bridge from Law to Quantum.  Ground is a bridge from Total to Change and Motion (Run) is a bridge from Quantum to Change.  When bound together with the polarities that they bridge, these four form a single band running in a circle and forming a girdle about the Law to Change polarity.

This band intersects the Cause/Effect (Variation/Homogeneous), Conserve (Keep)/Develop band.  Hence, Aristotle called it the Four Causes (it might be better described as four influences on causation).  The other primitive band is the Heaven/Earth (Ultimate/Zoology), Individual/Collective (Xenophobia/Joining).

C is for Cube:

As more and more polarities are added, the bands and bridges grow in number and extent and squares and triangles merge into tetrahedra and tetrahedra merge into cubes and octahedra that fuse and transform into pyramids and multi-dimensional systems such as 5-cells.  The cubic form of the PATTERN usually has six faces representing the great primal polarities of Total to Quantum, Ego to Group, and Law to Change.

The vertices  (corners) of the cube are the same as the polar tendencies of art and philosophy.  For example, there is often a Romantic corner (the Magical) which is the opposite of the Realistic corner, a Classical corner (the Ideal) that is the opposite of the Expressionistic corner, an Impressionistic corner (the Analytic) that is the opposite of the Symbolic/Folk (the Yoke), and a Baroque corner (Order) that is the opposite of the Cubist (Freedom).   Three square sides meet at each of these eight corners.

They represent eight trinities.

For example, the classical trinity is the Neoplatonic trinity discovered by the great Neoplatonic philosopher Plotinus.  This trinity is formed by Hen (Greek for the One) on the cube face representing the Total, Nous (Greek for Mind) on the cube face representing the Law, and Pneuma (Greek for Soul) on the cube face representing the Ego pole.

The edges of the cube are the bridges that form the three great bands.  Thus, as you move around the cube half way between the Total face and the Quantum face, you touch Shape separating the Law face from the Quantum face, Run separating Quantum from Change, Background separating Change from Total, and Purpose (or System) separating Total from Law.

D is for Dimension:

The Pattern is generated out of the mathematics of the binomial theorem (known in Algebra textbooks as Pascal’s Triangle): 1, 1 and 1, 1 and 2 and 1, 1 and 3 and 3 and 1, 1 and 4 and 6 and 4 and 1, etc..  If the first number gives the number of fields, the second the number of points in the field, the third the number of dimensions, the fourth the number of surfaces, the fifth the number of solids, then, we are progressing from empty space to a point to a line to a triangle to a tetrahedron (one field with four vertices and six edges, with four faces forming a single solid).

The Pattern emerges from the zero dimensional into the infinitely dimensional.  As it does this it traces a grand circle out of eternity into the one-dimensional two-pointed time segments of the mortal world.  It emerges out of the eternal as it completes the first quarter of the its circle and emerges back in as it completes the third quarter.  The polarity between these two points is the polarity between the local point and the three dimensional solid.  As the circle continues, the three dimensional solid breaks open into relativistic space-time and super space-time and finally the boundless dimensions of eternal hyperspace (Heaven as the polar opposite of the local time segments of visible Earth).

The world of science is the world of one pointed quanta, photons, and particles.  These are collected together into one-dimensional time and motion.  These dimensions collect together in turn to form the two-dimensional wave fronts and vibrations that describe the world of Electro-magnetic attraction and repulsion.  These forces are the products of the exchange of photons.  There is a speed limit to the movement of photons.  This speed of light limit regulates the collection of wave fronts into three-dimensional space and four-dimensional space-time.

E is for Edge:

Connecting the four points of two squares to make an eight-cornered object in three dimensions can form a cube.  Each dimension is a line penetrating one face of the cube and emerging through the opposite face.  These three basic polarities create six poles.  Each pole is one face of the cube: Ego vs. Group, Total vs. Quantum, Law vs. Change.  The edges make three sets of secondary polarities running in bands around the primary dimensions.  Shape to Background and Run to Purpose generate a band that circles around the Quantum to Total dimension.

There are six of these secondary polarities generating the twelve poles at the centers of the twelve edges of a cube and the twelve edges of an octahedron.  These points are equivalent to the twelve angles of the four triangular faces of a tetrahedron.   These polarities cluster together forming the bands described above.  Three bands run around the octahedron forming its twelve edges. 

One series of edges circling the octahedron is the Variation, Keep, Homogeneous, Develop sequence that can also be described as Differentiation, Preservation, Reproduction, Development and Differentiation again.  In terms of the life cycle of a flower, the flower tissue differentiates, it stores energy in the fruit and seed, the seed germinates to make a copy of the parent, which develops, into a mature plant.  Or the sequence can run in reverse.  The pattern stored in the seed causes cellular differentiation to produce an embryo, which develops into an adult, which reproduces generate fruit and seeds (which preserve the concentrated form of the original plant).

In a similar fashion Motion (Run) generates Form (Shape) that satisfies some Purpose or System emerging in some Ground (Background).  Thus, the Form, Purpose, Ground, Motion Band.

F is for Face:

The faces of an octahedron are the same as the four faces and four vertices of the tetrahedron.  The faces of a cube are the same as the six edges of the tetrahedron or the six vertices of an octahedron.  The Pattern has three primary polarities (the Ego vs. Group, Total vs. Quantum, Law vs. Change) that generate the six faces of the cube.  There are four secondary cube vertex/octahedral face polarities (Ideal vs. Expression, Magic vs. Nature, Analysis vs. Yoke, Order vs. Freedom). There are six secondary octahedral edge polarities (grouped in three bands described above).

The edge poles form the faces of the cube and the octahedron.  For example, the Ego face of the cube is edged by the Xenophobic, Variation, Ultimate, and Keep poles.  So it’s opposite, the Joining, Homogeneous, Zoology edge the Group face, and Development poles.

The Ideal face of the octahedron is edged by the Keep, Ultimate, and Purpose poles.  Develop, Run, and Zoology edge its opposite, the Expression face.

Three faces come together at each corner of a cube.  Three poles form the vertices of the triangular faces of an octahedron.  These collections of three create the basic trinities of religion and philosophy.  For example, the Legislative (Group), Judicial (Law), and Executive (Total) trinity define the Order face of the octahedral version of the Pattern.  The Expression face is defined by the physical trinity of Quantum Mechanics (Quantum), Relativity (Group), and Thermodynamics (Change).  The Reality face is formed from Atom (Quantum), Information (Law), and Community (Group). 

G is for Gunas:

Hinduism describes the outer world as compounded by the three Gunas: Sattva (the Ego pole), Rajas (the Change pole), and Tamas (the Quantum pole) which describe the three angles of the Freedom (or Karma) face of the octahedral version of the Pattern.  In a similar way, the Hindu trinity of Brahma (Ego), Vishnu (Total), Shiva (Change), describes the inner world of the Magic face.

Western philosophy emphasizes  the classical or Ideal face as the Neoplatonic trinity of Hen (Total), Nous (Law), and Pneuma (Ego). In Western “New Thought” metaphysics, the trinity of Spirit (Ego), Law (Law), and Body (Quantum) is used to outline the Analytic face of the octahedral version of the Pattern.  The opposite of the Analysis face is the Yoke face defined by the dialectical system invented by a German philosopher named Hegel: Thesis (Group pole), Antithesis (Change pole), and Synthesis (Total pole). The Pattern is the ideal order that is endlessly developed within the infinite as the chaotic patterns of the infinite’s random perturbations are sorted against the eternal form potential that is the Pattern’s undying seed.  The Rajas guna represents this endless flux.  The Tamas guna is the tangible result that emerges from these endless gyrations of energy and form potential.  The Sattva guna is the deeper being from within root of this process.  The Sattva guna is the creative spirit that operates at the inner sources of all external being and becoming.The Sattva guna is like the infinitesimal side of a circle.  It has no measurable existence within the finite world.  However, coupled to the infinite, it generates the finite entity that is the visible circle.The Sattva guna is the creative nothingness of the Self endless preserved as the threads of eternal becoming generating the world.

H is for House:

The empiricist assumes that nothing shapes existence but the simple patterns he is able to observe and measure: the patterns of Newtonian Mechanics, Quantum Mechanics, Thermodynamics, Relativity, Darwinian evolution, Information and Systems Theory.  But, these patterns appear to be shadows cast by a larger system of patterns.  Astrology is not a science, but a discipline concerned with the patterns that the ancients noted that appear to connect human and planetary events.

Astrology is a kind of applied mythology or applied art that considers possible relationships that might be present in addition to those known to science.  For example, if the sky is divided into twelve sections beginning with the point rising over the horizon at the moment of birth, you will get something that the Astrologers call the Houses.  Strangely the influences that affect planets found in the Houses seem to follow orderly patterns of two, threes, and fours.  

The pattern of threes appears to be that of the three Gunas discussed above.  The First, Fourth, Seventh, and Tenth Houses appear to be Sattva Guna houses, the appear to involve events that focus on the Self.  The Second, Fifth, Eight, and Eleventh Houses appear to be Tamas Guna house that focus on physical objects, property, measurable things, while the Third, Ninth and Twelfth Houses appear to by Rajas Guna houses concerned with events, processes, and powers.

The pattern of fours appears to be tetrahedral and appears to involve a tetrahedron of four faces of the primal octahedron: Separate, Order, Expression, Source, and a sequence of four poles around the Fixed/Flux polarity: Ego, Quantum, Group, and Total.

I is for I. House:

Roman Numerals often number the houses thus: I. House, II. House, III. House, IV. House, etc.. The I. House, or First House, would be the house of Sattva Guna, Separate Face, and Ego pole (the house of the personal self).  The II. House would be Tamas Guna, Order Face, and Quantum (the house of property).  The III. House would be Rajas Guna, Expression Face, and Group (the house of correspondence and daily public communications).

Carrying this system further, the IV House would be Sattva, Source, Total (the house of personal roots and family).  V. House; Tamas, Separate, Ego (the house of personal interests).  VI House, 

Rajas, Quantum, Order (the house of physical health and particular actions in a larger order—service). VII House, Sattva, Expression, Group (personal socialization or partnership).  VIII House, Tamas, Source, Total (deeper roots of body attachment, reincarnation, inheritance).  IX House, Rajas, Separate, Ego (thought, long journeys, philosophy). X House, Sattva, Order, Quantum

(personal place in world order, status, occupation). XI House, Tamas, Expression, Group (friends).  XII House, Rajas, Source, Total (magical practices, the occult, spiritual retreats, secrets).

Thus, the order we are picking up in Astrology is simply a reflection of the larger pattern, the basic pattern system that generates all lessor patterns, those of science, and metaphysics, of the natural and what appears to be the supernatural.

Just how this larger order comes to cast its shadow on human events and their relationships to planetary motions is a difficult question to answer, but, in a complex universe governed by complex interactions arising from a larger pattern, is it surprising to find that pattern reflected in many different places and in many different ways?

J is for Junction:

The primary points on the pattern are places where one set of polarities make junctions with another.  The pattern is a great sequence of symmetrical gradients between overlapping polarities.

Some polarities join to form great cycles or circles that form belts around the spherical version of the pattern.

There are three of these great wheels, or circles, or belts: the wheel of one dimensional time, the wheel of two dimensional form and four dimensional light speed motion relativity, the wheel of zero dimensional locality and three dimensional space and multidimensional hyperspace.

The wheel of time joins Ego to Law to Group to Change back to Ego again through Keep, Homogeneous, Develop, and Variation.  Homogeneous is the opposite of Variation.  Develop is the opposite of Keep.  This is the great seed (Keep), germination (Variation), growth (Develop), flower reproduction (Homogeneous) sequence.

The wheel of form  and motion joins Law to Quantum to Change to Total and back to Law again through Shape, Run, Background, and Purpose.  This is the great cycle of the Aristotelian Causes: form, actor, material, final purpose. Shape is the opposite of Background and Run (motion) is the opposite of Purpose.

The wheel of space and hyperspace joins Total to Ego and Ego to Quantum, Quantum to Group and Group back to Total.  It does this through Ultimate, Xenophobia (the individual), Zoology (the manifest), and Joining (collective unconscious).  Ultimate (invisible, god, heaven) is the opposite of Zoology (visible, manifest, earth).  Xenophobia (conscious, individual) is the opposite of Joining (unconscious, collective).

K is for Kinds:

The pattern suggests that there are many kinds of things.  If some things can be measured, there are other things that cannot.  If some things follow thermodynamic laws, there are others that do not.  If some things are determinate, there are others that are free.  If some things are visible, other are not.  If some things can be known, others cant.

This way of looking at things does not fit our current way of thinking that is popular with university professors.  It basically goes like this: “University professors know everything.”  Since most University Professors are Mathematicians, Scientists, Social Scientists, Technical Scientists, or some similar kind of research person or scholar, current dogma is that anything worth knowing is known by these kinds of people.

If the pattern is right, there are all kinds of things that people don’t or can’t know the way they know about a light bulb or a oak tree.

The pattern suggests that there are virtues and values that cannot be seen because they are about what is inside, not what is outside and therefore visible and measurable.

The pattern suggests that there are parts of you deeper and more immortal than brain functions that others cannot know.  They are subjective and personal and can only be known from inside.

The pattern suggests that real freedom begins at some deep root of this immortal insideness.  That everything else is secondary and therefore not free. 

This idea of the existence of some kind of pattern is not new.  Buddhists called it Dharma.  The Chinese called it Tao.  In the West it was known as Logos or Santa Sophia (Holy Wisdom) or The Form of the Good (Socrates and Plato and the Platonists).

L is for Linear:

The current way of looking at the big picture is linear.  We sum things up with lines of words or mathematical symbols: E =.  But, existence is not linear.  Our linear thought is not big enough to give us a big picture.  There could be a universal pattern right under our nose and we would not see it because we are looking at lines of words and numbers, not at global or superglobal patterns.

This A to Z account suggests something new.  It suggests a way of looking at things that keeps enlarging, that starts with a point, expands to a line, expands the line to a shape and the shape to a solid.  Then the solid is split open to allow it to grow into something even larger.  For example, a pyramid can be seen as an octahedron transforming into a cube.  The  top half of the octahedron is the part above ground, the cube portion is sunk below the surface.

A linear point of view concentrates on two opposites and draws a line between them: subjective to objective, passive to active.  The system we describe here collects these lines into fields and bends the fields into solids and extends the solids out into collections of solids.  We start with points and draw lines between the points.  These lines are the edges of squares and triangles that are the faces of tetrahedrons, octahedrons, cubes, and pyramids.

We could expand the whole system along the lines of Buckminister Fuller’s synergetics into the multisided solid he called the “Vector Equilibrium.”  The system of metaphysics based on the dynamic interactions of these relationships is sometimes known as “Metasynergetics.”  This word combines “Meta” from metaphysics with the term “Synergetics,” the word Fuller used to use for his dynamic geometric systems.

M is for Model:

The Model that we are developing here is presented as a reflection in words and forms of the model that appears to be functioning as the ultimate structure behind everything.  We have been told that there is no such model.  But, the truth is that we looked for a linear version of the model and our failure to find one, the failure of Hegelian dialectics, Plato’s divided line, Aristotle’s four causes, is probably a failure of the linear because of its limited focus.  

No one has attempted till now to construct a truly global theory of everything.  What was previously done failed because it attempted to capture the unlimited inside the limited, the infinite inside the finite.  Our model is finite, but with provisions for endless expansion.

The Physicist’s attempts to create a theory of everything are doomed to failure because the theories they make are not actually theories of everything.  They are simply theories of everything in this world.  They do not attempt to look outside the cosmos.  Yet, the origins of the cosmos are obviously outside the cosmos.  A good theory of everything must include what lies outside.

A good theory of everything must not contradict science, but it must include more than the small narrow world of scientifically knowable things.  Thus, a good theory of everything must be partly magical and  mythological.  Its construction must take a little from mathematics and logic, a little from art and philosophy, a little from government and mythology.

The ideal everything model is an artistic representation of the myth of the system that governs the natural world and the metaphysical foundations from which it all emerges.

N is for Number:

The idea that such a model could be constructed is an ancient idea going back to ancient thinkers such as Pythagoras, who believed that number and geometry were basic to the nature of things.  Image a primitive chaos of energy and form existing to an infinite extend over and infinity of prototime.

Over endless prototime, this energy and form could spontaneously generate all kinds of combinations of relationships.  Eventually, just by accident, combinations would come together that had the ability to reproduce themselves and evolve.  Endless evolution has endless ability to produce the improbable, to evolve systems far more complex than a coral reef.  What if the ultimate ground of being that created our system were such a complex phenomenon?

How could we ever come to know it?  How could we figure out the basic priniciples that it operate it?  Perhaps those complexities have been built up out of simple building blocks such as duality, trinity, squareness, cubicness, etc..

Perhaps subjectivity is just the being from within of primitive oneness singularity, time is just the linearness of a line with one point at one polar end and another at the other pole.  And form it the lines that bound the field described by the two lines that are the X and Y coordinates of a two-dimensional field, or the three points that are the vertices of a triangle.  Add in a fourth point to make a tetrahedron and we have solid space.

Thus, we begin with the number one and proceed to two and three.  This relationship is described in the expansion of the binomial theorem.  It is often called Pascal’s Triangle.  Our model is a development of a Pascal Triangle based symmetry.

O is for Octahedron:

An Octahedron is a solid with eight triangular faces.  It is one of the basic solids that are used in the description above as an illustration of the pattern of patterns that is the template for existence in the larger sense: the ultimate metaphysical paradigm.

An Octahedron has six vertices and three axial lines running through the vertices: Ego to Group, Quantum to Total, Law to Change.  

If you were to bury the Group pole of an octahedron in the sand up to its middle, the part sticking above the sand would be a pyramid.  The top of the pyramid could represent the Ego pole.  If this was one of the pyramids along the Nile, the pole pointing away from the Nile could be the Total pole, the pole pointing toward the Nile the Quantum pole, the pole pointing up Nile the Change pole, and down Nile, the Law pole.

An octahedron can be converted to a cube or to a tetrahedron very easily.  A cube is basically the reverse of an octahedron.  The corners of a cube convert to the faces of and octahedron and the faces of a cube are the corners, the poles of the octahedron.  The eight faces of an octahedron and the eight corners of a cube will convert to the four faces and four corners of a tetrahedron.

If you slice an octahedron  open at the Change pole (the appropriate place to cut it) and lay it flat at the Law pole (the appropriate place to center it), it will look either like a four pointed star, or a big square, depending on the scale you use on the cut open parts.  A cube cut open can be laid out like a giant cross.

These two dimensional versions of the octahedron/ cube/ tetrahedron are sometimes called Mandalas.

P is for Pyramid:

The Pyramid is perhaps the most advance representation of the fundamental pattern, because it demonstrates that pattern as something dynamic, in the process of changing itself from cube to octahedron.  Furthermore, that transformation is usually shown as emerging out of the upper, or Ego pole (apex of the pyramid).  This where the cosmic pattern of patterns appears to originate.

The Pyramid octahedron-cube buries its Group pole in the ground, presents its Quantum pole to the viewer and its Total pole in the opposite direction, with Change pole pointing up Nile and Law pole pointing down.  This is an effective symbol of the ever changing pattern of patterns where new patterns coming from the Ego-monad attach to the world age and die (as the river of life swirls around them) and they reproduce their images which flow down the river of time to future generations.  All of this merges with the great desert of the Void from which it came.

The Zenith of the pyramid is either its upper point, representing the ego-monad generating the living pattern, living form of the good, living model expanding freely into an infinite number of variant interpretations, or the most distant corner.  The most distant corner of the pyramid, the one furthest from the observer, or from the Nile, represents the union of the pyramid with the whole, with the total, with the infinite.  The spiritual zenith, ultimate center, is half way between these two points, representing the creative ego-monad buddhamind  (atman) forever extending and merging with the nirvana infinite.

When reduced to an octahedron/cube and laid flat like a rug, the pyramid mandala (symbolic circle) is usually set up so the ego-monad rules the left upper corner and the total-infinite rules the right.  Their opposite

Q is for Quintessence:

Quintessence is from the Latin for the fifth essence from the ancient belief in a fifth element higher than the earth, water, fire, and air that the ancients believed were the basic elements of all matter.  In actuality water, the gasses of the air, the gasses in the flame of a fire, and the sand crystals and other substances in the soil are mixtures of molecules compounded out of atoms.  Thus, most of the air is formed of molecules of oxygen and nitrogen bonded to themselves.  Water is made of molecules made of Hydrogen atoms combined with Oxygen atoms.

Even so, earth, air, fire, and water have symbolic qualities that represent some of the basic polarities of the underlying pattern that generates the particles and atoms that make up these mixtures.  The ability of water to dissolve makes it an effective symbol of the Yoke face of the basic octahedron.  The solidity of earth makes it an effective symbol of the Nature face.  The ability of fire to free energy makes it an effective symbol of the Freedom face and the association of air with the heavens makes in an effective symbol of the Ideal face.  Together these four faces are the faces of a primitive tetrahedron.

The polar opposites of these faces make up a second, or antithesis tetrahedron: Analysis (opposite Yoke), Magic (opposite Nature), Order (opposite Freedom), and Expression (opposite Ideal). These also correspond to the Ascendant, Nadir, Descendant, and Midheaven of an astrological chart (Horoscope or Nativity).

The Quintessence of these faces would be the points that generate them.  The ego-monad, or pyramid apex as the creative place that is primary to the pattern, and the total-infinite, or far point of the pyramid as the point that unites everything into the boundless one.

R is for Republic:

The “Republic” is a famous dialogue written by Plato, the founder of the Academy, one of the most important schools of the ancient world.  In the Republic, Plato’s teacher Socrates talks about the ideal government.  He tells several allegories to describe this government.  According to Socrates, Philosophers who are inspired by “The Form of the Good” should rule the ideal state.  The Form of the Good is the chief of the models, or paradigms, that are archetypes of everything we see around us.

According to Socrates, these things around us are like shadows reflecting the ideal patterns.  What Socrates seems to imply is that these ideal forms operate through an intermediary world of mathematical order to produce copies that are the objects of the visible world.  These visible objects cast their own reflections in turn.

The Pyramid system described above is similar to that of Socrates.  The Ideal face of the octahedron represents the system set points that set the thermostats and mechanisms that maintain the feed back homeostasis of the Order face of the octahedron. The products of this homeostasis are the objects and natural effects that characterize the Nature face.  These objects reflect light and that light falling on our eyes causes images to be formed in our brain that are brain function reflections, shadows of those objects.  This mental reflection of the object belongs to the Analysis face of the octahedron.

The Analysis face is connected to the subjective ego-monad that is a creative root of the Ideal.  The Magic, Yoke, Expression, and Freedom faces of the octahedron are simply the extension and opening out of these Law pole functions into the Change pole, the opening out of information into energy, the turning of the Dharma wheel on its Karma rim.

S is for System:

The octahedron is a representation of the systems functions of the paradigm of everything.  In any simple system there is a set point, a mechanism for maintaining the set point, some way of measuring the results, and some system for feeding those result into controls that can appropriately switch the mechanism on and off to maintain the set point.

The set point aspect of system is the Ideal face of the Octahedron, the mechanism is the Order face, the measurable results are the Nature face, and the feed back switching is the Analysis face.  The interface between Ideal and Order is the Purpose edge (system), the interface between Order and Nature is the Homogeneous edge (homeostasis), the interface between Nature and Analysis is the Shape edge (input or perception).  The interface between Analysis and the Ideal face is the Keep edge (preservation, idea).

There is an extension of this systems order toward energy distribution and evolution as a result of competition between energy dissipating systems.  As we move from the information systems of the Law pole to the entropy and energy systems of the Change pole, Ideal becomes Magic, Order becomes Yoke, Nature becomes Expression, Analysis becomes Freedom.  Magic is mutation, is the extension of the ideal paradigm toward novel variations.

Yoke is recombination.  Yoke is mixing these mutants together in new combinations.  Expression is their development and expansion, Freedom is the openness to experiment, the struggle, the natural selection that determines which will survive.  The interface between Freedom as selection and Magic as mutation is the Variation edge.  The interface between Magic and Yoke is the Background edge. The other interfaces are Development and Run.

T is for Time:

Time exists in many forms.  The time we know and measure in the natural world is a product of the union and twisting together of billions of prototime threads spun out of the primal time of the ego-monads.  The ego-monads take the oneness of the total-infinite and stretch it into their unique singular reinterpretations of the one.  The result is a linear development, a thread spun out of the one, infinite numbers of threads for each singular, unique ego-monad.

Each of us, each subjective reinterpretation of being, is a singular and special interpretation of time.  Time is something different for each ego-monad observer.  Our time line is our cycle of attachment and reattachment to the world and the inner development, the inner concentration of immortal information that is the product of that cycle.  

According to our own prototime system, we input data from the world as perception.  We compare that data to the set points in our brain and to the version of the pattern conserved at the roots of our consciousness in its subjective creative primal aspect.  What we create in our subjective version of those brain states, the dreams that we initiate, the values and beliefs we adhere to, the emotional attachments we develop determine that the thread of our prototime will attach to and match with.  

It determines the alternative quantum world we choose to attach to.  It determines the alternative quantum world incarnation we will be matched with; we will be attracted to after death.  It determines the astrological patterns we will be matched with.  It determines the kind of natural universe these mechanisms of attachment will generate.

 The world we experience is a product of our prototime Karma.

U is for Ultimate:

The Ultimate is the divine, the transcendent.  The Ultimate is variously known as Heaven or God.  The Ultimate is the point half way between the Ego and Total on the edge between the Ideal and the Magic face of the octahedron.  There is no simple correct way of describing the Ultimate.  It is the totally beyond, both inwardly and without.  It is the infinite extended to an infinite degree and then concentrated and broken and reinterpreted to an infinite degree.

To show this the Ultimate is often described as made up of persons: Father (Ultimate Ultimate), Son (Ultimate Ego), Holy Ghost (Ultimate Total), or Brahma (Ultimate Ego), Vishnu (Ultimate Total), Shiva (Ultimate Change). Or Buddha (Ego), Budhisattva (Ultimate), Nirvana (Total).  The Budhisattva is higher than the Buddha is because it maintains the edge just between the point where the Ego disappears into the virtual nothingness of its own immersion in the one and that oneness itself.

The Ultimate is truly transcendent and thus transcends the polytheism-monotheism-atheism-theism distinctions.  The true God, the Ultimate God transcends all these distinctions and is utterly beyond description.  The Ultimate God shatters herself in order to explore unknown aspects of herself that she herself could not know.  The living God transcends the dead power of his dominion, he is more than Law or Change, but is the Ultimate point between the two that transcendends them both.

Of the Ultimate, nothing can be said, except that it exists as something beyond life and death.  It is at once more dead than death and more alive than life.  It is gone gone gone gone, gone utterly beyond and yet it is at the deepest most inner root of everything.

V is for Vertex:

In this A to Z account, we have looked at the PATTERN as a system, as a Platonic concept, as a pyramid, an octahedron, a cube, a tetrahedron, as a cut open octahedron displayed as a mandala.

The Vertex of a cube, tetrahedron, octahedron is its corner.  

We have described how the face of a cube will show up as a vertex in an octahedron.  The faces of a cube, each vertex of an octahedron is equivalent to the six edges of a tetrahedron.  Each Vertex, corner, of the cube shows up as a face or a Vertex of a tetrahedron.  The cube and octahedron each convert to two tetrahedra, each the mirror image of the other.

Each Vertex of the octahedron is one of the six poles of the three great polarities: Ego to Group, Law to Change, Total to Quantum.  Each Vertex of the cube is one of the eight faces of the octahedron, one of the poles of the four great polarities: Magic to Nature, Freedom to Order, Yoke to Analysis, Expression to Ideal.

These polarities trace a great sphere of polar gradients.  The total number of polarities is infinite just as the faces of a sphere are infinite.  Each Vertex of the infinite sphere of the PATTERN is one of an infinite number of poles of an infinite number of lines of polarity.  Out of all this, there is one pole that rules all the others.  That pole is the ultimate pole, the pole midway between ego and total, between ideal and magic.  In Islam that pole is known as Allah, in Buddhism as Buddhamind, in Judaism as Yahweh.

The highest Vertex of the pyramid is the Ego Vertex.  The furthest vertex is the Total Vertex.  Ego is the zenith of the pyramid of creativity.  Total is the zenith of the pyramid that lays on its side and points toward the Sahara.  This zenith is the Total Vertex.

Ultimate, the zenith of zeniths, is half way between.

W is for Wheel:

Often the PATTERN is shown as a great wheel with eight spokes.  This representation is sometimes called a “mandala” or sacred circle.  When shown in this way, the axle is the Law vertex.  The rim of the wheel is the moving Change vertex.  The highest spoke of the wheel is the Ideal face toward the center and the Magic face toward the edge.

The lowest spoke of the wheel is the Nature face toward the axle and the Expression face toward the rim.  The spoke on the right is the Order face toward the axle and the Yoke face toward the rim.

The spoke on the left is the Analysis face toward the axle, and the Freedom face toward the rim.

The spoke pointing toward the upper left hand corner contains the Keep edge, the Ego corner, and the Variation edge as we move from axle to rim.  The spoke pointing toward the upper right hand corner goes from Purpose to Total to Background.  Lower right hand is Homogeneous to Group to Development.  Lower left hand is Shape to Quantum to Run.

The Law axle is the fixed point, the Dharma upon which the wheel turns.  The Change rim is the Karma, the flux and energy that turn the wheel.  Midway up the upper spoke is Ultimate, the zenith of zeniths.  Midway down the lower spoke is Zoology, it opposite.  Sometimes this pair of opposites is known as Heaven and Earth.  The complementary pair of opposites is Xenophobia on the left and joining on the right.  Sometimes this pair of opposites is known as Individual and Collective, or Conscious and Collective Unconscious.

The Heaven point represents the invisible.  The individual point represents a locus, Earth= visible space, the collective=hyperspace.

X is for Xth:

Xth is the Roman numeral designation of tenth.  The PATTERNS spins off its reflections in the world.  The patterns found in astrology appear to be reflections of the PATTERN.  We discussed the Fire, Earth, Air, Water tetrahedron under Q above.  This same sequence appears in the divisions of the heavens that begin with the first day of Spring.  If the sky is divided into sections based on the placement of the Sun on the first day of Spring, the first section, Aries seems to be ruled by Freedom or Fire, the second, Taurus, by Nature or Earth, the third, Gemini by Ideal or Air.

This sequence continues to the twelfth division, Pisces, ruled by Yoke or Water.  Section X, or Capricorn appears to be ruled by Nature or Earth, just as Taurus is ruled by Earth.  However, the Earth in Capricorn has a different character.  Taurus Earth has a fixed quality.  Capricorn Earth has a creative, or cardinal quality. 

Apparently, these divisions, or signs as they are called, are also ruled by the Law to Change polarity running through the Ego pole: thus, there is a Cardinal (Ego), Fixed (Law), Mutable (Change) sequence.  So these signs are characterized by the mingling of a four sequence and a three sequence reflected from the PATTERN.

The Xth sign, Capricorn is Cardinal Earth while Roman numeral II, Taurus, is Fixed Earth.  VI, Virgo, is Mutable Earth: Ego, Law, Change.  The Xth sign is also ruled by the planet Saturn.  The sequence of these rulerships follows the order of the planets and signs beginning with Leo: Sun-Leo, Mercury-Virgo, Venus-Libra, Mars-Scorpio, Jupiter-Sagittarius, Saturn-Capricorn, Uranus-Aquarius, Neptune-Pisces.  The Sun sequence is reflected in a counter Moon sequence beginning with Cancer: Moon-Cancer, Mercury-Gemini, Venus-Taurus, Mars-Aries.

Y is for Yin-Yang:

The PATTERN is made of a series of female to male polarities, polarities of thesis and antithesis, of quality and its opposite.  The Chinese call this pattern “Yin-Yang.”  The Law pole is the basic Yin and its opposite is the Change pole Yang.  There are many secondary Yin Yang polarities that create a wheel of polarities that bends into a sphere that condenses into tetrahedron, octahedron, cube, or pyramid, depending on the form the interpreter wishes to give it.

The patterns of astrology are reflection of the greater PATTERN.  Each division of the heavens, house or sign, reflects some combination of reflections from the basic polarities of the PATTERN.  For example, signs are either Cardinal, Fixed, or Mutable.  This is a reflection of the Law to Change polarity.  The Law is the Fixed Yin and Mutable is its Change pole Yang opposite.  Cardinal represents the creative Ego pole as the medium through which this polarity develops.

The larger whole that is the sum of the individual polarities is called the Tao by the Chinese.  The Tao is the Pattern as it approaches the Total pole, as it includes all other patterns in a collective order of harmony and balance.  This larger whole is forever being extended by the Ego pole.  The Ego pole creates the pattern and the Total pole balances it.  The Law pole is the Yin axis upon which it is fixed and the Change pole is the Yang rim that turns and extends the wheel and gives it life in the real world.

The Ego pole and the Total pole combine to generate the ultimate, to generate zeniths that produce the furthest extension of the PATTERN.  At this point the pattern becomes spiritual, becomes divine, becomes the Purusha, the Buddhamind, the mind of God.    

Z is for Zenith:

The Ego pole and the Total pole point the PATTERN toward the Ultimate.  These are the highest parts, the Zenith points in the PATTERN.  These represent its fullest extension, its fullest development.  If it lost the  Ego-monads, the PATTERN would sacrifice its creative essence, without the Total, the PATTERN would be without its inclusiveness and its joy and harmony.

The Ego-Monad, as the primitive Christ at the deepest root of the PATTERN in the inner heart, is the life of the pattern, is the Wine that gives it creative power.  The Total, as the Holy Spirit, is the joy and harmony, and inclusive love that are the deeper meaning of that power, the mission, the purpose of that power.  Both are extended into eternity, into the infinite by the Father aspect as the ideal good becoming the miraculous, as the PATTERN of Heaven extending into the ultimate at the peak of its potential for good.

In Hindu mythology, the Holy Spirit is called Brahman and its Ego-Monad interpretations are Atman.  As individual immortal centers of creativity, they are Jivas, souls.  At their deepest centers, they are Avatars, faces interpretations of God.  They are also Buddhas, individual centers of enlightenment, that as Budhisattvas, creative godlike powers at the edge of merging with the all, generate sparks of divine compassion as they are absorbed into Nirvana, into the boundless void of the Total harmony and bliss.

The Zenith has many different interpretations.  In Islam, it is simply Allah.  Each Ego-Monad entering the spirit of universal total submission to the Zenith, enters the holiness of Islam (the Total pole) and in that submission becomes the angel, or prophet, the messenger of the Zenith.  It is in its submission, its Islam, that the ego-monad recognizing its nothingness, its essential non-being, obtains its  power as a reflection of the power of the Zenith.

T is for Time:
